FRIGHTFUL EXPLOSIQN.

JOHANNESBURG, Feb. 20.—It is ocon-
sidered that the dynamite disaster here
is the most serious ever recorded. The
amount of dynamite which caused the
explosion is ascertained to have been
twenty tons. It is now learmed that the
number of deaths resulting from the dis-
aster is over one hundred, besides the
large number of maimed and injured,
while thouwsands of peopie hawe beem
rendered hemeless. The distress which
has resulted .from the accident is both
keen and widespread, and a large num-
ber of firms, both here and in London,
are-subseribing to afford relief.

Among the freight cars standing at
Viedendorp, a suburb of this city, were
eight containing dynamite. Suddenly
there was an explosion near the freight
depot, so awfal ia intensity and force
that the ground for miles around wae
convulsed as if by an earthquake. The
windows in every house in Johannes-
burg were broken; and in fifteen
uminutes .after the .explosion the bodies
of forty persons, all horribly mutilated,
were picked up and carried-.away from
the scene. Over 200 severely imjured
.persons were carried away, and a han-
dred other vounded persons were taken
to places where they eould be cared for.

INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.

NeEw York, Feb. 19.—A meeting of
prominent citizens of this city and
Brooklyn was held last evening at the
residence of Mr. William E. Dodge. It
was called by Mayor Strong, General
Bristow, Bishop Potter, ex-Chief Justice

Daly, Hon Seth Low, Mr. Dodge and
others, for the purpose of forming a
committee of representative citizens of
New York and Brooklyn to co-operate
with similar committees which have al-
ready been established in Philadelphia,
Chicago, Washington, and other
prominent cities in the United States,
whose object is the calling of a national
conference in the interest of Interna-
tional arbitration between Great Britain
and the United States., Ex-Mayor
Hewitt, at the request of Mr. Dodge,
presided .over the meeting, and Rev.
Josiah Strong acted as secretary. Mr.
Wm. E. Dodge said that during the
lagt four or five weeks there had been a
strong sentiment throughout the country
favoring some wise method of arbitration
between Great Britain and the United
States. Hon. Chauncev M. Depew then
proposed a preamble and resolution as
follows:

Whereas, the true grandeur of nations
means the arts of civilization, justice
secured by statute and magnanimity in-
spired by good-will, which fundamental
conditions are always marred by the
wasteful, bitter violence of war; and

Whereas, the United States and Great
Britain, akin in language, jurisprudence
and legal methods, are already accus-
tomed to arbitrate their disagreements
and have emphatically declared them-
selves in favor of such arbitration, in
Congress by the action of both houses
in 1892, and the House of Commons by
its vote in 1893 ; therefore

Resolved, That we earnestly desire
such action by our national legislature
and executive as shall make permanent
provigion for some wise method of arbi-
tration between the two countries, it be-
ing our hope that such a step will ulti-
mately lead to internationsl arbitration
throughout the civilized world.

Resolved, accordingly, That measures
be taken in the interests of such arbi-
tration and in concert with a like com-
mittee from other cities for the conven-
ing in the city of Washington at the
earliest practicable date, of a conference
of citizens representing every portion of
the country without distinction of party
or creed. .

Resolved, That we gratefully recog-
nize the action already taken in this
direction by representative citizens of
Philadelphia, Chicago and other cities,
and that we rely on their vigorous co-
operation in promoting the success of
the proposed conference.

The resolution was adopted unani-
mously.

Hon. Seth Low proposed that an ex-
ecutive committee of six be appointed
by the chair, the:committee to have
power to fill vacancies or to -add to ite
numbers.

CANADIAN PULP INDUSTRY.

Orrawa, Feb, 20.—The executive com-
mittee of the Canadian Wood Pulp
Manufacturers’ Asgociation interviewed
Premier Bowell, Hon. W. B. Ives, Min-
igter of Trade and Commerce, Hon. E.
G. Prior, Controller of Inland Revenue,

2nd Hon. J. F. Wood, Controller of Cus-
toms, this afternoon, with the object of
advocating the placing of an export duty
on spruce logs used for sulphite pulp.
'They pointed out that the United States:
impose a duty of ten per cent. on
wood pulp, while they admit logs-
free.  This, the deputation as-
serted, has the effect of giving:
United States Eulp manufacturers the
lion’s share of the profit on the pulp in--
«dusiry. They ask that an export duty
of $2 per cord be imposed on pulp logs.
This would be equivalent to retaliation,
a8 it would offset the United States 10
per cent. duty on sulphite. Thedeputa-
tion expressed the opinion that if the
Canadian government impose the $2 ex~
port duty the United States authorities:
will abolish the 10 %er cent. duty on:
manufactured pulp. They pointed out:
that in this event Canada would have
almost a monopoly of the pulp
business, as the cost of water
wer and the rate of wages are less:
re. Canada, they say, has 80 per cent.
«of the pulp wood in North America. The
quantity of pulp wood exported from:
Canada annually is between 500,000 and:
600,000 cords. The $2 export duty, if
adopted and present export figures be
maintained, would yield the Canadian
treasury more than a million dollars a
year.

George T. Marks, mayor of Port Ar-
thar, Ontario, and one of the largest
pulp timber limit owners in Canada,
said this evening: *‘The Canadian gov-
ernment will make a serious error if
they adopt the $2 export duty. We own-
ers of standing spruce find difficulty
now in competing with the Maine and
Virginia owners. They can almost sup-
ply the United States markets, because
our firm could not sell so cheaply as the
Maine owners., Last autumn we had
3,000.cords of pulp wood left on our
hands. It is rotting now at Port Ar-
thur. ' If the government of Canada
grants the request of the Canadian pulp -
manufacturers the timber owners will
have to sell for next to nothing.”

We-are giad to see that-theé Council of
the British Columbia Board of Trade are
directing their attention to the Yukon
country.’ That Northern Jand. is a re-
gionsof great possibilities. It:has vast
mineral resources and its agricultural
capabilijies are not to be despised. It
is bound to be the home of an industri-
ous and a prosperous population. A very
considerable number of enterprising
men have. gone to that country in
search of gold. They are certain
to be followed by thousands
of others. For a long time
the inhabitants of the valley of the
Yukon and of the valleys of its tribu-
taries will have to.depend upon the out-
side world for nearly evervthing that
they need. And it must be remembered
that they will be in a position to pay
well and promptly for whatever they
get. Who is to supply this new and
growing community with the necessaries
and the luxuries of life? The trade is
now chiefly if the hands of the Ameri-
cang. . Are they“to cottinue to mono-
polize it? - The ~country, it is
true, appesrs  to ¢ be difficult of
access, [ bpt it' is said by . those
who know it that & route to the valley of
gold can be operied 'through British ter-
ritory at a comparatively small expense.
Is not the trade of that valley, present
and prospective, worth making an éffort
to secure? 'We believe itjis. . ThePro-
vincial Government would do no more
than might be reasonably expected of it
if it took measures to find out which of
the routes spoken of is the best one, and
after that point has been decided upon
if it gave such aid as may be required to
open that route. s

The Council says, in their re-
port of the 6th of the present
month: ‘It appears to us that a
short route at the head of Lynn Canal,
at Skagnawa Bay, which is accessible by
sea-going vessels, then following the
White Pass to the navigable waters of
the Yukon, is a feasible one. The dis-
tance over this route is said to be over
thirty miles.”” The Council at their last
meeting, taking it for granted that the
route by Lynn Canal is the one that will
be selected, ask the Government for
a subsidy of $2,600 a year for
five years in aid of a steamship line
which will. ran  between British
Columbia ports by Lynn Canal to the
southern té.minus of the proposed
route to the gold-fields of the Yukon.
The trade of this short route will be
gure to grow and the Province will in a
very short time be reimbursed for any
expense that it may incur in fostering
that trade. It seems to us that this is
an enterprise which it would pay the
Dominion to assist liberally, for it would
in the shape of greatly increased cus-
toms duties receive a considerable and
an immediate return- for its outlay.
We trust that the governments, both of
the Dominion and the Province, will do
what lies in their power to.open up the
Yukon region to British trade and to
foster that trade when it is once estab-
dished. The prospect is at this moment
that it will not need a great deal of
assistance and that it will in a very
short time he self-sustaining.

CULPABLY IGNORANT.

At a dinmer given by the . Toronto
Young Men’s Liberal Club a little more
than a week ago, Mr. L. H. Daviesmade
aspeech. It wasa telling and a vigor-
ous speech, as that gentleman’s speeches
usually are.. But in the course of his
remarks Mr. Davies did himself a very
grave injustice. He is.known to be a
very intelligent man, and. a man who
has always his wits about him. His de-
sire for political knowledge may with
perfect truth be said. to be insatiable,
and he is well known- to neglect
no opportunity of adding to his store of
political information, particularly when
there is any chance of that information
being put to any practical use. Yet
this wide-awake politician, this indefat-
igable seekerafter knowledge, this public
man . who has been for. many years in
the thick of the political .fight, would
have the young-Liberals of Toronto be-
lieve that as regards the Manitoba’
school question he is as great a dolt and
numskull as ever an unfortunate con-
stituency sent to Parliament to- repre-
sent them. See what he says of him-
gelf, we quote from the Toronfo Globe’s
report of his speech. Discussing the
Manitoba school question, he said:

‘¢ The courts say that the Parliament
which took those rights away has the
power to give them back. The Privy
Council says that the rights having
once been given cannot te withdrawn.
The question is, certain wrongs exist.
Who is to remedy them? I come from

two thousand miles away. I do not]

know the people. I do not know to
what extent the people want separate
schools. I do not know definitely what
they want; and yet you come to me and
ask me to pass a law when I absolutely
know nothing about the people.”

This was a very singular confession for
an able and an active-minded public
man to make with respect to a question

WELL SPOKEN OF.

A speech which Mr. Vernon, the
Agent General for British Columbia,
delivered before an English Board of
Trade lately, in which he insisted on the
wisdom of using British capital to build
up British commuhities, has greatly
pleased the Montreal Star. This is how
that paper comments on the Agent-
General’s remarks in a leading article :—

After dwelling before this ‘‘home”
audience on the undoubted loyalty of
the colonies, he held that in  “face of
the enormous extent of our trade it was
our manifest duty to maintdin the Em-
pire in all its integrity and "strength,
and to develop our resources. In the
past, & large amount of surplus British
capital had been diverted into foreign
countries,”” he said. ‘‘If that money,
or a portion of it, had been put into our
colonies, the population of the colonies
would have been doubled, and our

‘power to resist-any outside force would

have been doubled also.” If trade
were: the whole of ‘international
life, there would be: iconsider-
able to be said in favor.of leav-
ing it free to follow any channels:it
might choose. But for the British-Em-
pire trade is not the whole duty 'of a
people. This very trade must be pro-
tected ; and such protection implies con-
trol of the sea and the stability of the
Empire. Hence it pays Britons to util-
ize trade to strengthen communities
which, in turn, will contribute strength
to the Empire. This is but common
sense. It is not merely a question of
what foreign countries may do in the
time of peace with tariffs and the like.
Canada iteelf is in no position to shoot
out the lip at foreign countries in this
respect. It is rather a question of na-
tional growth. Let us suppose that by
reason of any commercial or financial
assistance given to Canada, we had been
able to lceate five millions of new people
on our prairies, making the Dominion
ten millions strong. Would not this
strengthen the hold of .the British Em-
pire on the northern half of this con-
tinent? Would not, indeed, such a step
be practical national politics?

This is the meanin% of the suggestive
speech of the agent for British Colum-
bia. And this kind of talk is becoming
more popular every day on the home
market.  ‘Britain is apparently just wak-
ing up to the reality and value of Cana-
dian loyalty.  We have, happily, liftad.
the loyalty ery out of politics; and it
has gained immeasurably in the respect
always vouchsafed to sincerity, in the
divorce. The movement toward British
unity never showed more signs of accel-
eration than it does to-day. The poliey
which propoeses to spend British gold to
open up friendly markets in Afriea will
not baulk at facing some expense to bet-
ter the markets and add stability to the
Fosition of communities already estab-
ished and already friendly.

It will be found by and by that Can-
ada is a better place in which to invest
British money than Egypt or the Argen-
tine Republic. The resources of Can-
ada are 'greater than many of the
countries of which much is heard in
Great Britain, and in which British
money is freely spent. The industrious
and law-abiding people of Canada, too,
are more worthy of eonfidence, more
willing and more able to pay theirdebts,
than many of the foreigners whom
British capitalists have hitherto been in

the habit of trusting.

THE ONLY ALTERNATIVE.

The people of Manitoba whotalk most
logically on the sehool question are
those who propose to make 'the schools
entirely secular. In a community made
up 'of people holding different religious
beliéfs there seems to us to be no middle
way. The public .schools, to whese
maintenance all are required to contri-
bute, must be either purely secular or
they must be denomijnational—the state
must either teach everybody’s religion or
nobody’s religion. If the state decides
to teach religion in the schools
the question immediately arises, whose
religion shall it teach? One denomina-
tion considers that it has as good a right
to have its religion taught in the public
gchools as any other denomination. In
Manitoba under the present system reli-
gion is taught in the schools. Those who
favor that system say that what is
taught in those schools is that part of
the Christian religion which is common
to all denominations; but the Roman
Catholics say that the religious teaching
and the religious exercises are Pro-
testant. What is to be done? The
Roman Catholics have a perfect right to
their opinion. They say to the Pro-
testant majority, ‘‘ Youteachyourreligion
in the schools' which we help to -sup-
port ; why do youexcludeovr religion, or
why do you not allow us to have our
own schools il which we can teach ‘our
own religion?” Then the Mennonites
chime in and say, ‘‘ We don’t approve of
the religious teaching prescribed by the
legislature for-the..schools; let us have
our own schools and we can teach in
them tHe religion’in'which we believe.”

- When religions
teaching’ was introduced - he declared
that the law which compelled the Cath-
olics to support schools of the relig-
ious teaching of which they. did
nct approve, was tyrannical, and
he was rightt Why then did
not those who believe in having
religion taught in the schools of Manito-
ba {reely consent to extend to Roman.
Catholics the privilege of having taught
in schools of their own thé religion in
which they believe? This would have
been fair and reasonable. In short,
the majority should have made their
schools altogether secular or they should
have allowed them to be denominational.

The Times quotes a passage from Hon.
L. H. Davies’ Toronto speech which it
says that the editor of this paper ‘* has
been exceedingly careful to overlook.”
If the editor of the' Times-knew as muck
about education .in _Prince Edward
Island as a man conversant with the
history of the provinces of this Domin-
ion ought to know, he 'would also have
been exceedingly careful to overlook
that passage. The reporter must
have misunderstood Mr. Davies,
for he makes that gentleman claim

for himself an honor that be-
longs to Prince Edward Island’s great-

est reformer, the Hon. George Coles.
The reporter makes Mr. Davies say that
‘ twenty years ago I had the honor of
introducing a bill for the adoption of the
national system of echools in Prince Ed-
The national system of
schools was established in that Island
when Mr. Davies was a boy going to
school, at least forty years ago. That
system was in successful operation many
years before Mr, Davies entered public
life. It was free and unsectarian.
What Mr. Davies did, and did
manfully, was to resist the intro-
dnction of the denominational ele-
ment into that system. In this he was
aided by many of the leading Conser-
vatives of the Province. The bill that
Mr. Davies alludes to must have been a
bill to amend the law which established
the national'system. It is greatly to be
regretted that the passage of Mr. Davies’
speech which the Times quotes is so un-
happily worded. . We are very sure that
Mr. Davies did not wish to eonvey to his
hearers the ides' expressed in the pass-
age which the Times guotes.

THE MONEY QUESTION.

There is'a great deal of rash writing
on this side of the Atlantic about the
appreciation of gold and the demone-
tization of silver. People who know
very little about these matters write
and talk about them with the utmost
confidence, but those who have studied
them carefully are moderate in their
agsertions and very far indeed from be-
ing too positive-in their statements. It
will surprise a good many who
hear now that the falt in
prices of late years ‘is  with-
out doubt to. be attributed to the
appreciation of gold, to learn that there
are many intelligens men who have paid
a great deal. of attention to the subject
who say that it is exceedingly doubtful
whether gold has appreciated in the
slightest degree. There are, they say,
many causes which contribute te the
fall in prices of several commodities,
such as an excessive supply, labor-
saving machinery, the introduetion
of steam- and eleetricity as meotive
pOWers, ef{:. There are, besides, ‘'som?
things which have not fallen in price—
the rent of houses and the wages of
labor, for instance. "L'he price of domes-
tic animals, too, has not, it is- said,
fallen. If the appreeiation or deprecia-
tion of gold affects prices it would affect
the prices of everything that is bought
and sold, rented and hired. Economists
have drawn up comprehensive tables
showing the prices of many of the neces-
saries of life,of luxuriesandof labor, for a
long series of years. This is what the
St. Paul Pioneer Press says in a late
issue about the supposed effects of the
appreciation of gold:

It is asked, whether the tables
prepared by Goebbier, Lauerbach and
others are true or false. These tables
purport to show, and. may be accepted
as showing, that there has been a gen-
eral'fall in the prices of commedities
gince 1873. The same is true of the
period before 1873, but was not so-mark-
ed until after that time. But the asser-
tion that this fall in prices was eaused
by the demonetization of silver does
not rest on’- a shadow of proof.
It is a mere supposition—a theory.
We don’t ' believe that Robert
Giffen ever made the statement attrib-

uted to him that gold had appreciated

20 per cent. in_the fifteen years dfter
1873. If he did it was a mere matter of
theory or opinion, unsupported by any
proof, resting probably on the fall of
prices in that period. But the fall of

rices proves nothing as to its cause.

e have irrefutable evidence that it
was not due to the appreciation of gold
resulting from the demonetization of sil-
ver. For there is not a single article in
the whole list included in Lauerbach’s
or-other tables, the fall in the price of
which bas not. been shown teo have re-
pulted from the decreased cost of produc-
tion, through improved machinery,
cheapened transportation and other
eauses. But amidst this gemeral decline
‘cf prices there is one thing—the princi-
pal agent in production and the chief
element of its cost—which has not fallen
in price. This is labor. Instead of fall-
jng, the wages of labor have steadily ad-
vanced through the whole period of a
marked decline in the prices of all com-
modities created by labor. If it was the
appreciation of gold which caused this
dec!.ne in prices, labor would have been
the first to feel it.

One of the causes, and indeed the
chief cause, of the so-called demone-
tization of silver is so simple that a child
can understand it. In 1878 and there-
about the silvey in a dollar was worth
more.than a dollar in gold, When men
could get more for silver-asa commodity
than they eould for silver as coin, they
naturally refased to part’ with their sil-
ver dollars for less than their intrinsie
worth. Consequently silver coin be-
came scarce. In these days, when the
silver in a dollar piece is worth a great
‘deal less than a'dollar gold, the holders

LOBYS LI STRUGGLE

Meetings of Combatants 'With Vary-
ing Success—General Maceo Sus-
tains a Qefeat;

Insurgent Leader GomeZz Driven
From an Important Point- One
General Killed.

Havana, Feb. 22.—The Spanish cole
umn which has been operating against
the insurgents has been engaged
with the enemy, under Maximo
Gomez and others, several times
during the last few days, on the
limits of the province of Matanzas. It
is asserted that a small portion of the
insurgent forces has been able to enter
Matanzas. The main body, it is added,
has been obliged to retreat westward.

A despatch from San Felipe says that a
severe skirmish has taken place
at the plantation of Guadita, resulting
in the insurgents being compelled to re-
tire with the loss of. 25 killed and 37
wounded. Among the killed was an in-
surgent colonel.

At Catalina the insurgents encamped
at the plantation of El Gato - for forty-
five minutes only before being dispos-
sessed by the troops. The advance
guards advanced smartly upon the ene-
my, although the latter kept up a well
sustained fire from behind the fences
and ruined houses, which formed a sem1i-
circle of defence. The insurgents were
estimated to number about 5,000, but
they were dislodged by the artillery af-
ter defending their positions with tenacity
Four companies of Spanish infantry and
a squadron of the Pizarro cavalry regi-
ment charged the enemy after the artil-
lery had done its work and the insur-
gents retreated leaving sixteen Kkilled
and a great many wounded on the field.
The main body of the  insurgents re-
treated towards the Esperanza moun-
tains where Maximo Gomez was await-
ing them. At Catalina the insurgents
were under the leadership of Zayas Car-
denas and Miro.

A telegram from Pedrozo an-
nounces that a column of infantry, cav-
alry and civil guards has been engaged
there with an insurgent force command-
ed by Gomez. The latter is said to
have lost thirty killed.” Although the
insurgents were defeated at Jaruco, it
is now known that they burned 132 brick
and 50 wooden houses, in addition
to 40 huts, and plundered all the build-
ings, except those on Real street which
are fortified. - The garrison of the fort
and firemen .surrendered to the insurg-
ents after having exhausted their am-
munition. Three of the garrison elected
to remain with the insurgents but the
rest refused to do so and - were
set at liberty. Among the houses
burned at Jaruco was the cit
hall. The insurgents took all
the money they could find in the
town. The troops lost four wounded
and . the insurgents two killed on the
field, and retired with their wounded.
A telegram from Matanzas this evenin
says the insurgent leader Tavaris ha
been killed near Cardenas, in that prov-
ince.

General Weyler says that he will
pardon those insurgents who surrender
at once to the government officiale. If
those who surrender are found armed
the second or third time he gives warn-
ing in his statement just issued, that
they will be subject to proceedings which
may result in their being punished fora
capital offence. The report is confirmed
here of the death of Cartagena at Sagua.

YIEDENDORP’S DIRE DISASTER.

JOHANNESBURG, Feb. 21.—The victims
of the terrible explosion at Viedendorp
were mostly Malays, Kaffirs and China-
men, whites being in the minority, but
quite a number of . white people, includ-
ing six girls, were killed. Latest esti-
mates place the number of deaths at 120.
While the victims are. chiefly the pcorer
class of Boers, whole families of white
people have been wiped out.

President Kruger, who has arrived
from Pretoria, 'made. a speech  con-
gratulating the inhabitants .upon the
splendid manner in which they have
sunk all race feuds in 'the common en-
deavor to relieve the sufferers of the dis-
aster. He added that he earnestly trust-
ed the good .feeling: whieh bad arisen
from this common sorrow might have
permaneunt results and lead to a much
better feeling in future between the
Boers and: Uitlanders. ' * President Kru-
ger has been ¢hosen president of the re~.
lief committee directing the work of
clearing the razed ground of Vieden-
dorp, and shelterinfupeople who have
been rendered homeless by the terrible
calamitﬁ. L

The Boers and. the Uitlanders are
working harmoniously in the succoring
of the wounded and homeless. "The dis-
aster seems to have done a great deal
toward healing -the -goreness which re-
mained from the Jameson raid, and may
do much to cement a new and better
feeling between the foreign population
and their Boer rulers.

How the' explosion occurred is not
known, but a belief prevails that a
thieving Kaffir found his way to the
shunted trucks and that, in trying to
break oper one of the cases of the explo-
sive, beiug in ignorance of what they
contained, he brought abont the disaster
which caused so great a Toss of life and
which rendéred so many people.home-
leds and- penniless.

PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURE.

Second Session of the Seventh Parliament.

SEVENTEENTH DAY.
TaurspAY, Feb. 20, 1896,

The Speaker took the chair at 2 p. m.
Prayers by Rev. Dr. Wilsun.
Pétitions in opposition to the Consoli-
dated Railway & Light Company’s bill
were presented by Mr. Kennedy, from
Westminster, Mr. Williams from Van-
couver, and Mr. Kidd from South Van-
couver, Burnaby and Richmond. The
petitions were received and referred to
the private bills committee.

COLUMBIA AND WESTERN RAILWAY.

Mgr. BoorH presented a report from
the railway committee, reporting as
proved the preambles of the bills to
amend the British Columbia Southern
Railway Company’s act, 1894, and to in-
corporate the Ashcroft & Cariboo Rail-
way Company. The bill to incorporate
the Columbia & Western Railway they
submitted with amendments, as certain
provisions contained in the bill as
printed they considered did not come
within the scope of the powers asked for
in the petition. The line is to run from
Trail Creek, through Rossland to Mid-
way, and thence to Penticton. The un-
dertaking is to be divided into six sec-
tions, the first and second to be com-
pleted within two years from the pass-
ing of the act, and the sixth within six
years. The sections are to be thus
defined : 1st, from the mouth of Trail
Creek west to Rossland; 2nd,
from the mouth of Trail Creek
easterly not more than 20 miles; 3rd,
from Rossland to Christina lake; 4th,
from Christina lake to Midway; b5th,
from Midway half way to Penticton;
6th, thence to Penticton. The commit-
tee recommend that the company shall
be allowed to select any route deemed
desirable between Penticton and Okan-
agan lake, and that the divisions above

that the company may acquire all the
property of the Trail Creek Tramway Co.
Limited ; and that they may operate fer-
ries and other vessels.

INDIAN POTLATCHES.

To THE Eprror:—In reply to the
plausible article in yesterday’s CoLoNisT
on the above named subject, I beg leave
to state that the potlatch is by far the
most degrading heathen rite known to
the Indians on the Pacific coast. I

In the first place I can say, without
fear of contradiction, that the Indians
will never become trustworthy citizens,
so long as they are allied to the potlatch.

In the second place, the nice plots of
land which they hold as re-
gerves throughout the country will
remain dormant 50 long as
the potlatch exists. Ask the agents
who are the most civilized, and who are
the best people in every sense of the
word, and they will not point out the
men who clamor for the continuance of
the potlatch.

As far as the white men are concerned
who are friendly to the potlatch, they
are either ignorant“of the -evils con-
nected with it, or are receiving a revenue
from it through sales of goods to the
Indians. P1ONEER.

HEALTH PRESERVATION,

The Proviucial Board Report Great
Progress Masde in Their Kirst
Quarter’s Up-rations.

About the Kamloops Sanitariom Pro
jeet—Anti toxmne on Hand—
eneral svggestious.

The fi1st report of the Provincial Board
of Health, presented to the legislature
yesterday, covers the three months from
the proclamation of the act constituting
it, to the 31st December, 1895. This is
shown to heve been a very busy quarter,
the multifarious details connected with
organization and setting the machinery
in motion having engaged the attention
of the members with such result that
the board has now got its affairs into
such a shape as to enable an intelligent

control to be exercised over the sani-
tary concerns of the province. The
report contains the minutes of the
geveral meetings for organization, in-
clading a comprehensive and highly in-
teresting address delivered by the chair-
man. Reports from local boards of
health in all parts of the province and
other correspondence, including letters

the United States and elsewhere are
given, all showing one opinion as to the
usefulness of such an institution in
British Columbia. A pamphlet on dis-
infection, by the secretary, and sugges-
tions as to the revision of the laws re-
lating to vital statistics, the duties of
coroners, and health officers generally,
help to complete the report, which well
occupies about one hundred printed
pages.

The members of the board are Dr. J.
C. Davie, Victoria (chairman); Dr. J.
M. Lefevre, Vancouver; Dr. R. E.
Walker, New Westminster; Dr. L. T.
Davis, Nanaimo; and Dr. A. T. Watt,
Victoria. Dr. Lefevre was away in Eur-
ope when the members met for organiza-
tion on the 30th October last and sue-
ceeding days. Regular meetings are to
Le held quarterly, on the second Wed-
nesdays in December, March, June and
September, at Victoria. Standing com-
mittees are to be appointed annually on
epidemics; sewage and disposal of excre-
ta ; watersupply ; food and adulterations;
school hygiene, heating and ventilation
of buildings; legislation; publications
and finance. The.objects of the board,
briefly stated by the chairman, are:
‘““The arrest of the zymotie diseases by
isolation of patients and exposed per-
sons; disinfection of infected material,
and the use of preyentive and curative
lymphs when such exist ; general sanita-
tion securing the purity of air, water
and earth, the removal of all filth and
nuisance incident to the aggregation of
human beings in towns, ete.”

SUGGESTED LEGISLATION.

The first work undertaken was the
reading and consideration of the *‘ Pub-
lic health act, 1893.” Acting on the ad-
vice of the Attorney-General, and by
consent of the Commissioner for the Re-
vision of the Statutes, a number of
amendments to the act were suggested
by the board. These provided chiefly:
for the centralization of the powers con-
ferred by the act on the Provincial Board
of Health, in order to obtain uniform
and concerted action throughout the
province. It was also thought advisable
to suggest a radical alteration in the
constitution of local boards of health for
the more efficient working of the act;
and to add clauses authorizing the in-
spection of dairies, vegetable gardens,
and canneries, as the same was not pro-
vided for by the act. Several minor
alterations have likewise been suggest-
ed. The ‘‘ Registration of births, deaths
and marriages act,” as it exists, having
proved to a great extent inoperative, the
board have made such suggestions as in
their opinion will secure a complete re-
turn on these subjects from all parts of
the province, thus making it possible to
issue a reliable return of the vital statis-
tics of the province. The * Coroners
act’’ also received some consideration,
and some suggestions were made with a
view to making it more efficient.

HEALTH DISTRICTS.
The next work which engaged atten-

into health districts. The division rec-
ommended was that corresponding to
the territorial jurisdiction of the govern-
ment agents, and also that each munici-
pality remain a health district, as at
present. This plan was at once agreed
to by the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Coun-
cil. The local boards of health in mu-
nicipalities, represented by their respect-
ive health officers, and the government
agents in outlying districts, will be the
channel through which the Provincial
Board of Health will act, institute such
sanitary reforms as mav be necessary,
and from whom the Board will seek in-
formation of local hygienic conditions.
Circulars asking for information of the
sanitarycondition existing in each health
district have becn sent to each local
board, or the government agents in each
health district, in order that the provin-
cial board may advise intelligently as to
what measures are necessary in each lo-
cality to place the same in a proper hy-
ienic condition, and thus to protect the
ives and health of the residents of such
districts.
Special regulations have been pre-
ared by the board for approval by the
ieutenant-Governor-in-Council  con-
cerning smallpox, diphtheria, cholera
and scarlet fever. A resolution was
passed concerning the necessity of ap-
pointing health officers in ‘each district
where possible, and the board has re-
commended each health district whieh
isa centre of population to obtain a
modern disinfeeting apparatus; also the
establishment of isolation hospitals and
suspect stations, or their equivalents, in
all health districts, as immediate isola-
tion of the first case.or cases of the ser-
ious contagious -diseases, 'and the sus-
pects connected with the same, is of the
first importance in putting a stop to
such disease, and preventing the pos-
sibility of its becoming epidemic.
RESORT FOR CONSUMPTIVES,

The board has also had under consid-
eration the establishment of a sanitarium
for the treatment of consumptives
(tubercular diseases of the lungs), and
has recommended the vicinity of Kam-
loops as the proper site for the same.

‘‘ That the Secretary communiecate to
the Attorney-General the views of the
Roard in regard to the climatic treat-
ment of consumption, and to the ad-
vantages Kamloops presents for such
treatment; and state that the board
wishes to recommend that an eligible
site, within a few miles of Kamloops, be
set apart on which to build a home or
homes for consumptives, the land to be
available for any of the Eastern pro-
vinces which may wish to establish such
a sanitarium ; and ask that the provincial
government take into favorable con-
sideration the question of appropriating
a sufficient sum to ereet and maintain
such an institation for the treatment of
persons suffering from tubereulosis in
British Columbia.”

NORTHERN MAIL SERVICE.

To TaHE EpnITOR :—The steamer Topeka
arrived from Alaska on Sunday, the 16th
instant, stopping, as usual, at the outer
wharf. She carried mail for Victoria
from Alaska and Cassiar, which, how-
ever, was not landed here, but taken to
Port Townsend, from where it was sent

back here again the following- Tuesday.’

It is now impossible to reply tothis mail
as the Topeks sails again to-day, while
the outgoing mail, which has also- to be
sent to Port Townsend first, closed
already yesterday. This is only a single
mstance of our prevailing mail commu-
nication with Alaska and Cassiar.

That there is considerable trade be-
tween here and that territory is plainly
demonstrated by the fact that the Pacific
Coast Steamship Company’s steamers
make it their first and last port of call.
I am 8ure that Victoria cannot afford to
lose any trade, and should therefuie no
allow such ridiculous mail service,
which places it at great disadvantage
with Sound ports and often results in
great financial losses to those particu-
larly interested in the fur business, in
which line the fluctuations in values are
so great that Victoria merchants cannot
compete with those who have such odds
in their favor.

Lannches for the Ynkon to Be Ready
Abont the Middle of
Mareb.

——

The SBealing Fleet All Away—Another
Competitor for the Aluskan
Bumsiness.

Work has been progressing quietly at
Seattle since the first of the month on
five launches to be operated between
Dyea and Circle City by the Yukon
Transportation Compary. The contract
was let to A. D. Sandstrem. Two of the
launches are to be propefled by gasoline
and the other three by steam. As they
are to be taken over the €hilcoot Pass

on runners they are being built of light
material. The gasoline lawnches must
be completed by March 15. Each will
be 24 feet over all, 5 feet and 6 inches
beam, and 2 feet 6 inches drait. The
engines will be of the latest improved
for gasoline and four horse power. These
two boats will carry freight and passen-
gers from Chilcoot Pass, at the head of
the lakes, to White Horse rapids. The
steam launches will be 35 feet long, 8
feet 6 inches beam and 3 feet 4 inches
draft. The engines- will be ten horse
power, and must be finished by March
25. They will run from the Whive-Horse
rapids to Circle City. The first
two will carry ten passengers, and
the others twenty-five. The boats must
tie up at night and allow the passengers
to occupy tents on the shore.. P.C.
Richards, manager of the company, in
stating its plans said: ‘It is our pur-
pose to place a line of boats on the
Yukon river to do a general transporta-
tion business. The first efforts of the
company will be directed to the estab-
lishment of a passenger line between
Seattle and Circle City via Juneau, the
Chilcoot and the upper river.. Traffic
arrangements will be made with the
boats already plying between Seattle
and Juneau. In March a number of
men and horses will leave Seattle and
establish a pack line from Dyea over the
pass to the foot of Lake Labarge. The
two small launches, together with.light
draught barges, will be left on the-upper
lakes, above Miles’ canyon, while the
three large ones will be taken over the
ice to the font of Labarge, that being the
point at which the ice first breaks. The
first passenger will startfrom Seattle in
time to betaken over the ice at the foot
of Labarge; there to await the open-
ing of navigation, when two of the
launches, towing well-built barges, will

Interesting Pol ‘ical Developments
Anxious)y Await “d—Apother Ses-
stion Possible This Year.

Attitude of the Oppos.'tion Towards
the Remedial Bill—Ar fillery As-
sociation—Col. Prior.

(From Our Own Correspoudent.)

Orrawa, Feb. 15.—The obstructive
policy of the opposition has been fully
exemplified this week. Day after day
the weary drone of pessimism has been
poured forth from the oppositior benches
in what courtesy dignifies by the name
of ‘“the budget debate.” At no time,
however, has the budget discussion
really reached the level of a debate.
Sir Richard Cartwright himself had to
take two or three days in which to pre-
pare his reply to Mr. Fester, and the
same thing has been going on ever
gince, Certain members, who have
signified their willingness to speak,
have been preparing themselves for
weeks past, and when their turn arrives
they get up and ¥ire off a string of figures
or newspaper extracts which takes them
all the way from thtee 1o five hours to
deliver. Everybody is disgusted at the
action of Macdonald of Huron, who the
other day spoke for nearly five hours in
the house. He ranged over
every imaginary topic and Mr.
Craig, who followed, was well
justiied in . complimenting the
representative from East Huron on his
‘‘ gtaying ’’ powers. It is stated now
that the budget will not be disposed of
until about Tuesday, the 25th, which
will practically mean no government
business transacted until the beginning
of March. This will

to get the remedial bill and estimates
through, a task which, is seemingly
hopeless in the present temper of the
opposition. Members have about made
up their minds to it that another session
this year is in store for them. If, as
many authorities coutend, parliament
expireson the 25th April and the esti-
mates have not been passed by that
time an immediate dissolution will be
necessary and parliament be under the
necessity of meeting again in June in
order to pass the supply bill for the fis-
cal year commencing the 1st of July.

YENEZUELAN BOUNDARY LINE.

Orrawa, Feb. 20.—(Special)—In the
House of Commons this evening Hon.
David Mills, one of the most prominent |
authorities on international law, made
an importantannouncement. -‘‘ I would
like to call the attention of the govern-

ment,”” he said, *‘ to the fact that I have
discovered in the parliamentary library
here several old maps, some French and
some Dutch, which give the boundaries
of the Spanish and Dutch possessions
in South America, and _according
to them the boundary line drawn is at
least as extensive as the present claim
of the British government. Now these
maps may be in the Imperial foreign
office or they may not, and it seems to
me that it would be a Froper thing and
in the public interest if the government
were to order copies of them and have
them placed at the disposal of the for-
eign office. There is a map of M. De-
lisle, who was first geographer to the
King of France, of 1722. There is also a
map of Pepple and Mitchell, dated 1774,
giving the boundaries of Venezuela, An-
dalusia and  Surinam; also an atlas of
the whole continent of America from
1680 to 1838, Daville’s map of the north
art of South America in 1776, and also
ortier’s map of 1746. There is in ad-
dition a map of Robert de Vangoudy,
who was geogranher to the King of
Poland, bearing date 1771. All of them
extend the boundary of Dutch Guiana as
far west as the mouth of the Orinoco
river and some of them follow up that
river for a considerable distance. If the
foreign office is already in possession of
them, of course no harm is done. If
not they will ba a valuable addition to
their collection.”

Sir Charles Tupper, Bart, said the
government would forward copies of the
maps to the Imperial authorities.

Anxions Treasure Hunters Waitivg
for the Opening of the Col-
ville Reservation,

Gfeit Rush Anticipated S8o Soon as
President Cleveland Gives
the Word.

(From the Spokane Spokeiman-Review.)

The town of Marcus, which for the
past half century has been a struggling
frontier trading post, with less than 100
inhabitants, at present numbers several
hundred anxious men impatiently
awaiting the opening of the Colville In-
dian reservation to explore for the pre-
cious metals that abound in the moun-
tain fastnesses of that great region, that
numbers almost as many acres as the
State of Rhode Island. Marcus is the
mecca of the prospector and mining
man, for it is from 'this  point
that much of the travel diverges
northward to northern Colville reserva-
tion and Boundary creek, B. C.; points.

Within the -past’ three months there
have been fully 200 quartz location no-
tices filed for record in ‘the auditor’s
office &t Colville, representing many
claims located on the ceded portion of
the Colville reserve. A few of these
claims are located in the vicinity of
Northport, but a vast majority are in
the rich mineral region along Kettle
river between Marcus and the interna-

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Near .Cape Scott and Is Dashed
" to Pieees.

Her Crew’s Thrilling Experience
Betore Being Rescued by the
U. S. Cutter * Corwin.”

Fragments scattered far and wide
aleng the West Coast in the vicinity of
Cape Scott, tell of the wreck of the little
Victoria sealing schooner Wanderer,
which in command of Capt. H. Parson’s
lelt:here on a epring cruise on the 2lst
of last month, intending to call at
Nootka for her Indians before starting
operations. Her crew, five men in all,
are fortunately safe, but their
escape from danger, their trying
experiences from the day the Wanderer
was pounded to pieces on the rocks un-
til the time of their foriunate rescue by
the U.S. revenue cutter Corwin are
matters of a most interesting nature.
Captain Parsons’ official statement to
the Collector of Customs of the loss of
his well known little craft conveys a
brief, but very comprehensive, account
of the disaster; it is as follows: ‘I beg
to report to you the total loss of the
schooner Wanderer, of this port—official
number 64,139, The vessel was
cleared from the customs here on
the 17th of January and sailed on the
21st of that month for Nootka with a
crew of five men as follows: Master,
Harry Parsons; mate, Wm. Keefe ; cook,
Julius Myers, and Seamen Frank Rapvper
and Frank Wilks. On leaving here she
met head winds in the Straits and
anchored in Beechy bay on the night of
the 218t ig company with the schooner
Saucy Lass. The iollowing morning we
made sail and after proceeding some dis-
tance down the Straits met wind ahead

bor with the schooner May Bell
Leaving anchorage on the morning o
the 23rd, we went down the straits with
a northeast wind, and meeting an east-
erly gale off Barclay Sound hove to
under short canvas. During the night

sail nexy morning and stocd for Hesquoit
Point, speaking the schooner Saucy Lass.
The weather being very thick we had to
stand out to sea. At 11 p.m. the wind
increaged to a gale from the southeast.
The rudder héad carried away and the
storm try sail blew to pieces. Still laﬂ-
ing to we drifted until Tuesday the 28th,
when we sighted Scott islands. The
wind veered to the westward that night
and until daylight of the following
morning, when it shifted to the south-
east and increased to a gale. I tried to
make Quategino, but was unable to do so,
the rudder head and gaff being gone.
I then headed for St. Joseph’s
Bay and came to an anchor at 3:80 p.m.
on Wednesday, the 29th, the gale con-
tinuing from the southeast, with a heavy
sea running. . At 7:30 p.m., both
anchors being down, the chains parted
and the wind then drove her on the
rocks, carrving her stern away. We
were obliged to take to a boat to make a
‘landing, gnd.in -so. doing the boat.cap-
sized, and. all hands were washed
ashore. In taking to the boat
we . sayed nothing except what
we had on at the time, the ship’s
chronometer and'a gart of her papers.
Inan hour and a half the vessel was
completely broken up.

““We gathered up alittle flour and can-
ned meats that were washed ashore that
night and on the foliowing day, the 30th,
we secured a piece of the jib and made
shelter for ourselves on the beach. At
3 a.m. on the morning of the 3lst, the
sea washed our camp, what little provi-
gions we had secured, the boat
and ourselves into the sea. We re-
gained the shore, but were now without
shoes and outer clothing. The boat be-
ing driven back in thesurf, we succeeded
in getting hold of her and making her
‘fagt,in the bush. We gathered a few
"pieces of coal, some tinned meats and
flour that had been washed up on the
- t‘r:a.ch, and the cook having some matches
in. hig. shirt bosom we made a fire,

shovel, which also came ashore
and was the only utensil we had
We remained there in all eight days,
until - the morning of the 7th of- this
month when .the weather moderating
somewhat and being without provisions
we concluded to- go to Quatsino, distant
some 25 miles. ;;We left at 8.30-a.m, In
launching the boat it filled with_water,
and the sea being still. very high, one of
the crew, K. ilks, refused to go
with us, and 8o «we . left him at
the camp. We arrived at Quatgino at
the 9th instant: I engaged a crew of In-
dians and one white man to proceed to
'St. Joseph’s bay to rescue seaman F.
‘Wilks. On account of the weather be-
ing 8o bad they could not ]Jeave Quatsino
until the 16th, and the same evening
the U.8. cutter Corwin, with Captain
Christensen as pilot abcard, arrived
there. I reported the disaster to the
commander of the cutter, who kindly took
us on board, showing us every attention.
The weather being unfavorable, he left
at 6:30 the next morning and arrived at
St. Joseph’s bay at noon. Manning his
surf boat with a crew under command
of the first lieutenant, I accompanying
him, we sncceeded in landing and ree-
cued our miseing gailor. The cutter
sailed .about 1 p. m. the same day,
steaming around Scott Islandsand an-
choring the same nifht under Cape
Scott. At 6:30 the following morning
we weighed. anchor and . steaming out
'around Cape Scott— it blowing & heavy.

HARTER AMENDMENTY

City Council Spend an Evening De-
ciding What Changes to
Ask For.

Increase in School Rates From Two
to Four Mills in the
Dollar.

The consideration of amendments t»
the municipal act proposed by the legis-
lative committee was takenup in com-
mittee of the whole at the meeting of the
city council last night.

The first of the proposed amendments
was that the city be given power to
make the general assessment rate 2 per
cent. instead of 14 per cent. as at pre-
sent. and that the special rate for schools
-and health purposes be done away with.

Arp. WirLLiaMs objected to raising the
rate of taxation.

Arp. HomepHREY said that the assess-
ment would be lower this year.

ALp. WiLLIAMS remarked that it was
within the range of possibility that the
assessed value of real estate though
lowered this year would again be in-
creased in another year or two, and at
this time to increase the rate from 114
to 2 per cent. would mean increased
taxation.

ALp. CAMERON took a similar view to
Ald. Humphrey,

Tae Mavor thought it a mistake to
do away with the special rates for health
and schools. i

Avp. HuvPHREY said he believed that
one general rate was best.

ALp. MARCHANT agreed with the Mayor
as the school rate was spent not by the
Council but by the School Board.

Ald. MacmIiLLAN moved to leave the
general rate at 135 per cent. as at pres-
ent, and ask the government to give
the municipality power -to levy a total
special rate for school purposes not ex-
ceeding the amount asked for by the
school trustees.

The next recommendation was that
improvements be estimated for the pur-
poses of assessment at their full value,
tlre rate of taxation -on- improvements
not to exceed one-half of that on land.

This was carried. .

The committee recommended that the
board of police commissioners be in-
creased by two additional members to be
elected by the council, three commis-
sioners to be a quorum.

AvLp. PArTRIDGE believed it was better
to keep the police independent of the
council.

ALp. MacmILLaN did not consider the
system worked satisfactorily. He be-
lieved in all the commissioners being
elected.

ALp. MARCHANT also believed in an
elective board of commissioners.

AvLp. WiLLiams preferred to leave the
act as it stood. The proposed change
simply created two new biﬁgts and the
result-would be that the new men would
want salaries.

ALD. MARCHANT believed it would be
easy to get commissioners to serve with-
out pay.

His WorsHIp thought that if the com-
misgioner system were retained three

gest, however, that the government be
asked to have the third commissioner
appointed here. That would do away
with the anomaly of having only two
‘members on the present board.

The committee’s recommendation was
voted-down and thereupon Ald. Mar-
chant moved that all three commission-
ers.be eleeted instead of appointed.

Reeommendations of the committee
were adopted giving the ecouncil power to
make by-laws for.seizing and destroying
unwaolesome meat, poultry. or natural
products, also for milk inspection and
for preventing or regnlating the keeping
of cows and other animals.

It was also decided to ask that section
37 of the municipal act be amended to
allow licensees to pay their fees on
December 1 in the same way as house-
holders.

Several Vietorians Interested —How
the Money Came to Be
Accumulated.

In the year 1750, as already announc-
ed in a New York despatch, a Hollander
named Jaspar Cronkhite in company
with his two brothers Jacob and James,
leff his native city of Amsterdam and
went to another Amsterdam situate in
the state of New York. Jacob and
James liked the new Amsterdam, but
Jaspgr liked the old one better; so he
returned, He started a gin manufactur-
ing establishr.nent and money flowed
rapidly into his coffers until at
length he had amassed a fortune
ambunting  to $12,000,000. He
was unmarried - and alone; and
longing for the society of his bro-
thers, he wrote asking them to come
back and share with him his wealth.
It seems that they liked the new city,
for they would not return, and Jaspar
was go incensed by their refusal that he
made a resolution that they at least
should not derive any benefit from his
wealth; so on April 6, 1796, he
made a will leaving his immense
fortune to be divided among their heirs
of ‘the fourth and fifth generations, and
providing that the will is to be read on
April 6, of this year.

. “The undersigned, a delegation of Indi&n
chiefs, in:view of the hereditary right of dae
ancestryviwould = respectfally represent:
That we were at the Ind‘an. depariment in.
the city of Victoria this day at:11 o’clock.
In an interview with Mr. Vowell, Indian
comthissioner, we were informed by an ex-
rpla’u‘&tion of how that any person giving a

potlatch would be imprisoned for six
months. Itis the desire of the Indian de-
partment to civilize us, which meets with
our approbation ; but we were born Indians,
educated according to the laws of our an-
cestry, and, asnature dictates to us we en-
joy their vesied rights as an inherjtance.

e came to Victoria to obtain our natural
rights. ;

*“ We see in this a contradictory state of
affairs adorning vour civilization. Churches
are numerous; tieatres are located in the
various sections of the town; and saloons
multiply in numbers; all of which are in
conformity with your laws, consequently
we wish to know whether the ministers of
the gospel have annihiliateéd the rights of
white men in these pleasures leading to
heaven and hell exactly in- different direc-
tions. They have kindly forced us out, a
we are ‘ not in it.’ s

“In the difference of your wisdom have
we committed any offence against the Al-
mighty God or civilized humanity by be-
stowing on our poor Indian brethren the
pleasure of oar hearts by donation of
charity in token of friendship. If it is a
sin against nature, or a damage to govern-
ment, society or otherwise, we will yield
with the kindliest feeling to your imperial
mandate.

**You have your, Christmas’s, Fourths of
July and 24th’s of May, all of which you
celebrate without interference—sine que
non. Money is spent in squandrous pro-
1%gion with no benefit to the poor of your

e.

. *We go to the entertainments of your
theatres and you charge us money for the
privilege. e give our dances atwhich
our guests ave we'comed by the testimonial
of donations, according to our custom—the
inheritance of our fathers.

“If we wish te perform an act moral in
its nature, with no injury or damage, and
pav for it, no law in equity can divest us of
such right.

*We see the Salvation Army parade the
streets of your city with music and drum,
enchanting the town; leading wanderers,
and helping the poor—by making him pay
for all he gets.

‘ We are puzzled to know whether in the
estimation of civilization we are human or
fish on the tributaries of the Naas river,
that the felicities of our ancestors should
be denied us. oy

‘Qur lands and our fishing grounds are
converted to other hands; licenses are im-
posed for fishing the waters of the White
Crest mountains, which we pay with pleas-
ure, for sach is your law, and we only ask
in connection that our potlatches may
meet with your approbation.

“ Wesee in your graveyards the white
marble and granite monuments which cost
you money in testimony of your grief for
the dead. - When our people die we erect a
large pole, call our people together, dis-
tribute our personal property with them in
payment for their sympathy and condol-
ence; comfort to usin tae sad hours of our
affliotion: This is what is called a potlach
—the privilege denied us.

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OUR NEIGHBORS' EXPERIENCE.

Not a' few British Columbians believe
that the Provincial Government should
have the power to regulate the.salmon
fisheries. They think it unreasonable
to expect that men three thousand miles
away can administer a fishery the
conditions of which are in many respects
different from those of any salmon fish-
ery of with which they are acqnainted.
In proof of their theory they point to
regulations which, though well-meant,
are not adapted to the salmon fishery of
British Columbia; and despairing of get-
ting the reforms they need, or think
they need, from -the distant Capital of
the Dominion, they desire that the
fishery be placed under the control
of local commissioners who would draw
up regulations which would be more
effectnal in preserving the salmon, and
which would inflict no vexatious and
unnecessary restrictionon the fisherman
and the canner, ;

All this seems very reasonable, and no
doubt there-are many who consider that
the request for a local administration of
the salmon fishery should be granted
without hesitation or delay. But a
state of things exists in our immediate
neighborhood © which is calculated
to cause those who want the
salmon fishery of this Province
to be regulated by local authority to
pause and reflect. In the neighboring
states of Oregon, Washington and Idaho
the salmon fisheries are under local
regulation. It does not seem to bc
certain that the State has the power
to regulate the fishery. The States
we have named, however, have taken
upon themselves to exercise that power,
and so far they have not been inter-
fered with by the Federal Government.
But there are people who are solicitous
for the preservation of the salmon
that are mnot satisfied with this
local * administration. Abuses have
crept in which the State authorities do
not see their way to remedy. It is pro-
posed to place the salmon fishery under
the control of a joint commission, that
the three States co-operate for the regu-
lation of the fisheries and for the preser-
vation of the salmon from extermina-
tion. There are, it appears, difficulties
in the way of carrying out this proposal
which are not easily overcome, and men
interested in the industry are now de-
sirous that the fishery be placed under
the control of the Federal Government.
The Portland Oregonian voices the
opinions and arguments of
these friends of the salmon fishery.
*Commenting on the action ¢f Senator
Mitchell, who has proposed a resolution
in the Senate the object of which is to
find out whether kederal laws can .be
enacted for theregulation of the Colum-
bia river fishing operations, it says:

Federal control of the Columbia river
fishing operations is desirable for many
reasons. In the first place, it would
afford a striking instance of the greater
efficacy of Federal administration of
measures in which popular sentiment
exerts an influence. Sheriffs 'and other
peace officers who are eiected by the
people hesitate. to enforce rigidly laws
that make trouble for those they depend
on for votes; while the federal officer, be-
ing accountable only to the administra-
tion at Washington, is more likely to
enforce the law fearlessly and impartial-
ly. Another reason why federal con-
trol of salmon-fishing is desirable and
appropriate is because the federal gov-
ernment has been, and under proper
local conditions would continue to be,
the chief promoter of salmon propaga-
tion. There is no doubt that if proper
statutes were vouchsafed by the states
of Oregon, Washington and Idaho, the
United States fish commission would so
extend its work as to obviate all neces-
sity for state or private contribu-
tions to the- work of prépa-
gating’ the fish in our waters,
whether salmon, sturgeon, whitefish, or
anything else. This is clearly indicated

in the last off gjal utterance of the com-
mission, Whisch contains these words:

| Should t’aig policy (joint laws shorten-

ing open geasons) be adopted by these
states, amd the requisite measures to
carry itimto effect be enacted and.en-
forced, it will be possible for the United
St'4tes fish commission and the state
commissions to enlarge their fish-cultur-
al operations greatly, and to prosecute
them under much more satisfactory and
economical conditions than at the pre-
fent time.

Federal control of salmon-fishing on

{ the Columbia river offers the only solu-

tion for one serious and ever-menacing
difficulty. This is the hopelessness of
gecuring joint restrictive measures on
the part of the State of Idaho. The only
time salmon can be taken in Idaho wa-
ters is when they have reached the
spawning-grounds.

Here is something for British Colum-
bia camners and fishermen to think
about. They know that the state regu-
lation of the fishery on the Columbia
river has not been judicious, but very
much the reverse. They see now that
men who have a real and an intelligent
interest in the fishery are anxious to
place it under federal control. Is it not
reasonable to conclude that local control
would in British Columbia be produc-
tive of the same results as it has been in
the States of Oregon and Washington.

A PEEP UNDER THE MASK.

Although the Grits have been very
successful in concealing their thoughts
with respect to the Manitoba school
business, some of the more impulsive
among them now and then give their
countrymen a chance to see what they
regard as a satisfactory settlement
of that very difficult question.
L’Electeur, perhaps the most influ-
ential of the Liberal newspapers of
Quebec, criticises the Government’s
remedial law very sharply. The
fault that it has with the measure is not
that it makes too many concessions to
the minority, but that it extends too few.
It says:

The bill is “outrageous.” In {fact,
¢ it is impossible to conceive of anything
more outrageous.”” ** What doee it pro-
pose in effect? To re-establish Catholic
schools under the direction of the
Catholic clergy? Not at all.” ‘The
schools are to be under the control, the
direction, the surveillance, of a Protest-
ant inspector, named by a Protestant
Government.”’”  ‘“ Another clause de-
crees that the Catholics shall be ‘free to
attend the schools they é)lease_. the Pro-
testant school or the Catholic school!
A still more vexatious clause de-
clares that mno  Catholic school
shall have the right to any part
of its taxes unless it has a cer-
tificate of efficiency equal to that of the
public school. 1Is it possible to conceive
of a greater humiliation?”” ‘‘The Liberal

arty says to the episcopate, ‘ We do not

lieve in the efficacy of the plan pro-
posed for the settlement of this question.
We will adopt another procedure, and
will guarantee you that you shall gain
your cause.””

The French Liberal newspaper would
take the schools out of the handsof the
Government and place them wholly un-
der the control of the Romsn Catholi¢
clergy, and would have the law so made
that a Catholic parent, if he sent his
children to the public school, would still
have to pay towards the support of the
geparate schools. It would have the
separate school get a share of the pub-
lic grant whether it was efficient or in-
efficient. It must be remembered that
L’Electeur is a supporter of Mr. Laurier,
and no doubt expreseed” the opinions on
the school question of many of Mr. Lau-
rier’s supporters. Is it likely that Mr.
Laurier will be able to fly in the face of
public opinion in his own province? La
Patrie opposes the remedial law for the
same reason as L’Electeur does. Itis,
in its opinion, not favorable enough to
the minority.

How is our local contemporary, the
Times, to keep step with its Grit fcllow-
laborers in Quebec? They are for any
amount of interference with Manitoba’s
school legislation. They would foist on
the people of that province a school law
similar in almost every respect to the
school law of the Province of Quebec,
while the Times is opposed to any inter-
ference whatever with Manitoba’s legis-
lation in the matter of education.

VICTORIA T 1839,

Reminiscences of a Pioneer - Vietoria
as She Appeared on His
First Arrival.

The Hudson Bay Company’'s Fort and
its Frequenters—A Heterogene-
ous Colleetiun.

Sir James Douglas—The Scene From

Affair.

The following is a very interesting de-
seription by Mr. John Murray of his im-
pressions of Victoria when he first saw
her in 1859, and of the conditions in
which he and the first arrivals fouud
themselves:

Out in the Straits of Fucagthe fog had
been thick, but the morning sun helped
by a fresh breeze had dispelled it all; at
the same time, however, bringing up
from the northwest dense, dark clouds,
that before I left the steamer had dis-
golved into & drizzling rain. I had sent
my chest and sailor’s bag in a covered
wagon ; and as I donned my mackintosh
and sou’wester and rolled up the bottom
of my pants, I took a farewell look at
the ol(fa Panama—with her black, rust-
streaked sides and smoke-stained rigging
—that had brought us up so pleasantly
from San Francisco. I had no company
as I started up the muddy road for Vic-
toria. Young was going round with the
steamer, and all the other passengers
that came ashore at Esquimalt had gone
up in vehicles of one kind or another.
The road was bordered by deep woods,
and omly a few houses relieved the
monotony of the way. The trees were
hanging their heads, heavy with the
steady drizzle. It was indeed a dreary
walk that October afternoon. The only
thing to be heard was the constant drip
from the evergreens of the accumulated
drops of water on the undergrowth that
lay thick beneath them ; or an oceasional
swash, swash as a stronger gust of wind
would bring the rain down with greater
force among the swaying branches; or
my own - footsteps as I went splashing
through the sticky mud and soapy pud-

with his swinging gait and cheery salu-
tations that. we meet with, no matter
what part of the world we may sail in;

the Digger Indians that I had seen and
lived beside in California.

It was well on in the afternoon before
a steady tramp of a little over an hour
brought me out in the openagain ; the up-
per end of Vietoria harbor almost at my
1eet and Victoriaitself beyond,lying green
and. inviting on the gentle rolling slope,
eprepding out in a gtraggling way from
its mucleus, the old bastion-guarded fort,
a conglomeration of wooden houses, ¢ab-
ins and canyag tents, Down and overa
Tong wooden Lridge, my road led me
past housef little and big, in all stages
of erection, ‘with ‘a hundred hammers
rapping out their tattoes whilst a hun-
dreg saws were rasping out the chorus;
up what is now called Johnson street.
A deep ravine on one side made an open
sewer, apparently the dumping ground
for all the refuse of that part of the
town. Down the main street I went to
what is how Yates, where at the north-
east corner of the junction of the two
stood im those days a low sprangling
house of a single story, bearing over the
door that entered from Yates street the
legend that vold the public that this was
Bayley’s Cottage Hotel, where good ac-
commodation for man and beast might
be had. Here my chest and bag pre-
ceded me. As Ientered I noticed that
the floor was thickly covered with saw-
dust, and that my traps were stacked up
with a pile of other baggage. At ore
end of the room was a half-circular bsar,
clean and neat,” with a row of well-
polished pots standing at one end of the
counter; and behind, shelves furnished
and decorated with bottles, decanters
and glasses. The ceiling was low and
the walls were adorned with sporting
prints. Behind the bar stood a man in
a white apron, with a smiling face, who,
as I turned to ask him when supper
would be ready, inquired

‘‘ WHAT WILL YOU HAVE, SIR?”’

at the same time putting his hand on
one of the pewter pots. - He looked at
me with astonishment, and I fancy
with some curiosity, when I answered
him, ‘No, thank you, sir; I don’t
drink.”” It was the only answer I could
give him, for I was a Good Templar in
good standing, perbaps the only one
then in British Columbia. I saw that
he was greatly tickled, and by the way
that he pointed me out to his customers
and others, he no doubt thought that he
had discovered a rara avis; for in those
days everyone took what he called hie
nip, and even some of the ladies thought
it no harm to walk up to the counter
with their husbands and have their
glass of beer.

It was here I first met  with Robert
Wyllie. He had a stand at the
other end of the barroom where he
sold tobacco and other - things.
While waiting for the supper, I
entered into conversation with him. He
told me that he came from Paris, On-
tario, and that his brother John, who
came out with him, had gone up the
country, where he himseff was_going
soon. He was very boyish-looking, not
the gign of a beard about his face—that
was six-and thirty vears ago. Once or
twice I have seen him since; and only a
short time ago I heard that he was still
in Cariboo, living

only making his appearance at long in-
tervals to replenish at the store his
stock of provisions and clothing, and
known throughout the mines as the Her-
mit of Sugar Creek.

I had felt all that day what we call in
Scotland *‘‘a wee bit dowie,”” so I was
glad when supper was over to slip away
to bed, where I soon forgot everything
in a deep, refreshing sleep.

As soon as I had Lreakfasted next

"morning I started out to see for myself

dles. I met two or three sailors with-

the place that I had heard so much
about, and also to try and fiad some-
thing to do, for my, $10 gold piece was
not going to last long at the Cottage
hotel, and I had either to find work of
some kind soon or a cheaper place to
live in. I could see that there was
plenty of work going on all over the
town, but there was not much demand
for men like myself whose business was
behind the desk or counter. Still if the
work I knew best wag not to be had I
was willing to put my hand to. any kind
of hard work so as to tide over the
coming winter and give me a stake of
some kind for the spring, when I deter-
mined if possible to see the mines and
have a share of the precious dust that
by all accounts was being so readily
found.

I remember when a boy of hearing
sung a beautiful song, written by Henry
Scott Riddle, the first verse of which
runs: )

** Confide ye aye in Providence,

For Providence is kind
And bear ye a' life’s changes

Wi’ a calm an’ tranquil mind.

Though pressed and hemmed on every side,

Ha’ faith an’ ye’ll win thro’,

For ilka blade o’ grass
Kaps its ain drap o’ dew.”

Many and many a time in my life have
I proved the truth that like a golden
thread runs through this verse, that if
we ha’

FAITH AND TRUST IN PROVIDENCE,

we are snre to win through. And with
that October morning in 1859 came to
me another proof of its reality; for Pro-
vidence gave me a glint of sunshine be-
hind the dark clouds, ‘when I met my
friend Jamie Sivewright, whom I had
known Bnd worked with in San Fran-
cisco in the early part of the year. I
was delighted when he said that I must
come and stay with him in his cabin
until I got something to do, and gladly I
said yes. So we turned back, tor the
man with the white apron at the Cot-
tage hotel had to be settled with, and it
took nearly a third of my golden eagle
to pay his bill.

The gold curreney used on the Pacific
slope in those days were two and a half,
five, ten and twenty dollar pieces, and
they were designated as the quarter
eagle, half eagle, eagle, and double
eagle. There were also outside of the
eagle line the one dollar and three dol-
lar gold pieces, and the fifty dollar slug,
a massive looking, octagon shaped coin
not often seen even then outside of Cali-
fornia. .

Jamie and I between us carried my
box and bag to his cabin, which stood
somewhere [about the junction of Fort
with Douglas street. There seemed to
be no street laid out where it stood,
only

AN OPEN GRASSY COMMON,

where cabins and tents were scattered
in a promiscuous way. Jamie’s cabin
was like the most of those near by,
newly built, of single boards, with the
cracks battened; 1inside, an iron stove
stood in in the centre for both cooking
aud heating. Some had no stoves, but
did their cooking outside. There were
two double bunks at one end, one above
the other; a table at the other end, with
the only window in the house just above
it; three or four home-made stools; a
shelf or two on which lay in indiscrimi-
nate disorder tins, dishes, parecels of
groceries done up in paper, knives, forks
and spoons, books and newspapers,
woollen socks and underclothing, A
frying-pan, a looking-glass and, some
elothing weré hanging on the wall; two
j brunks in one of the corners, an axze and
gaw just inside the door: outside, a
small wooden washstub standing on a
block of wood—and there you have a
icture of four-fifths of the cabins that
ay thick around Victoria in 1859.

Old Brown, one of the other occupants
of the eabin—for there were three, and I
now made the fourth—came in whilst
we were talking over the latest news
from the mines and the prospects ahead
of us for another year. John Brown
was not very old, not much over fifty,
but by comparison with his associates,
who were mostly young men, he was
best known as Old Brown. Brown was
a Scotchman who had lived so long in
Canada that he could make almost any-
thing out of wood with an axe and
auger. He was an active, jovial,
sunshiny sort of a fellow, re-
minding me from the first of

‘‘ MICAWBER,’’ IN “ DAVID COPPERFIELD.”

He had always some great scheme in
his head that never came to anything,
with a fund of racy Scotch stories which
he told in a happy way. He was, take
him all in all, a pleasant mate; but,
alas! he had one failing which some-
times led him into trouble and always
kept him poor—,‘ he lo’ed ower weel the
wee drappie o’t.”’ But whatever Brown’s
shortcomings and failures may have
been, that day he was the bearer to us
of good news; for he had about complet-
ed a contract with Major Foster, of Es-
uimalt, to chop and split on the Major’s
arm at Lake, ten thousand cedar rails.
The price he was to give, twenty dollars
a thousand, was not a very big price
then, when cedar was scarce ; but it was
a winter’s job, and if we were lucky we
would have enough in the spring to take
us to the mines., Brown was to see the
Major in two or three days with a refer-
ence or recommendation, and sign the
contract. 8o it was settled that Brown,
Jamieand I were to be the company,
our.other cabin mate having a winter’s
job in town. i
After:dinner, with Jamie as our guide,
we went to see the town. The first
int of interest was the Hudson’s Bay
ompany’s fort, the centre from which
the town seemed to radiate. A high
lisade of upright posts surrounding its
our sides, was braced and bound to-
gether inside with stout timbers, having
a smooth, upright surface outside, that
would have been very difficult for an
enemy to scale. At each corner stood
AN EIGHT-SIDED,BASTION,
built of equared timber, dovetailed and
inned together, with two rows of port-
oles, the upper overhanging the lower,
and each having a commanding sweep
of both inside and outside the wulls,
while like wateh dogs there were cannon
still showing - their gmuzzles through
some of the portholes. A large gate lay
open before us, through which we passed
unchallenged. How changed from the
early part of the year before, when it
was closed and guarded, and only two at
a time of either wyites or Indians being
dllowed to enter the fort to trade, while
there had been times when a string of
men might have been seen waiting
outside the store for their turn to make
their purchases. However those days
had passed away and they were glad to
trade now ‘with anyone in the usual
way.
Ingide the walls there were houses

great and small, built of logs, with four-
sided ‘roofs; there were houses for stor-
ing goods, stores where goods were sold,
blacksmith’s shop, coopers’ shop, dwel-
ling houses where the clerks and work-
ing men lived, and houses whose broken
windows and open doors led us to be-
lieve were deserted; a quadrangle in
the centre where a tall flag pole was fly-
ing the union jack, and near it a beliry
that contained a bell that was still used
for telling the time. And although this
absolete fort with its stout walls and
frowning bastions looked like a picture
taken from one of Coopers’ old world
Indian stories, it really was the link that
connected the
OLD-TIME BARBARISM

with its Indian fur hunters, their feuds
and fights, and the new days when the
gold that lay waiting the sluice and
rocker of the white man in the moun-
tains and valleys of this new land, was
to bring both the vices and the civiliza-
tion of the East to its shores.

We spent most of the afternoon in
and around the fort, wondering at the
piles of boxes we saw, watching the
great bales and boxes of merchandise
and bars of iron that were being dis-
charged from the ship that had just ar-
rived from England; listening to the
sailors singing their chanties as they
worked the hoisting tackle, and to the
homely doric of the men of the fort
which told us that most of them were
gons of the misty islands of the North
and West of Scotland. ‘

Next day Jamie went to work, and I
concluded to take in the sights of the
gtown alone. The whole population of
Victoria did not then run up far in the
thousands; yet there was quite a bustle
and stir on the main street. The throng
ag it moved up and down consisted of
all kinds and conditions of people, from
the beardless stripling to the rough,
sturdy-looking grey-beard; the oblique
eyed Celestial with his pendant queue
sailed by; the Chilean mulateer-and the
Mexican vaquero were there; the Kan-
aka from the Sandwich islands, the Rus-
gian from Sitka on the northern coast,
the shiny blackfaced negro from the
West Indies, the mulatto from the
Southern States, the fair-haired Dane
and Norwegian and the dark-skinned
Portuguese and Italian, Frenchmen,
Germans, Englishmen and Yankees,
Scotchmen and Irishmen.

ALL WERE IN THE PROCESSION.

There were grey-shirted miners, busi-
ness men with their quick step and pre-
occupied air, Queen’s soldiers and
marines in the ‘Queen’s uniform, In-
dians slouching along wrapped in their
blankets; and now and again a lady
would pass by, making me feel that the
town was not without at least a grain of
the salt of civilized society. Houses
were going up all round, and men were
hammering away on them; whilst horse
teams were rumbling along the streets
bearing loads of stones, lime or lumber
that were being dumped down in all
sorts of unexpected places. Altogether
it was what would be called in Cali-
fornia a place with some rustle in it.
At the end of the main street now called
Government, near the approach to a
long wooden- bridge that spanned the
mud flats of James Bay, a fine house—
one of the best I had seen in Victoria—
was being built by Mr. Macdonald, the
present senator. The entrance to the
carriage drive, beginnin%l almost at Gov-
ernment street, wound through a garden
that men were busy laying out and
where flowers, shrubs and trees were
being planted. This house is stilt in
existence and known as the Douglag
house.

Across the wooden bridge and the
mud flats on the left stood Governor
Douglas’s house, built in 1850; and up
from the harbor stood

built in the Queen Anne style of archi-
tecture. And fine they were; showing
the forethought and energy of the gov-
ernment of the day; yet many in those
days found fault with that same govern-
ment for what they called their extrava-
gance in squandering the people’s money
on buildings that were not needed, any-
way for the next ten years. And so
history repeats itself; for to-day we see
the same process of grumbling going on
in regard to the replacing of those old
worn-out historic buildings, by the grand
new. pile of masonry now being erected
in their place. There were about forty
houses big and little on that side of
James Bay ; and from my point of van-
tage from the water side, I could see the
church on the hill that had been built
three years before, in 1856.

I met Judson Young on my way home
in the afternoon, and he told me that he
had already found employment with Mr.
Douglas in his office. Mr. Douglas—the
then head of the Hudson Bay Company
in Victoria, and the Governor of British
Columbia as well, and who later on for
his eminent services to the state received
fromn the Qgeen the honor of knighthood
—as I saw him then, was a man that
once seen would never be forgotten.  He
was above the medium height, astately,
square-shouldered gentleman, with the
flush of health on his cheek, a firm chin,
with a kindly look from the windows of
his heart; and as I afterwards found
him, a man blessed with a large stock of
good common sense. He had a com-
manding appearance in .his blue half-
military coat and gold banded’cap; take
him all in all, and looking as'I now do
back through the vista of bygone years,
I can truly say, that he was an ideal
governor, and one of the grand men
that the early days of British Columbia
produced. It was
BIR JAMES DOUGLAS,
who, that very year, 1859, had by his
prudent counsels and firm stand, pre-
vented the British Admiral from draw-
ing Great Britain into a war with the
United States over the landing of Gen.
Harney with American troops on San
Juan Island, which island -had hereto-
fore been looked upon as part of British
Columbia and was then occupied by the
Hudson Bay Company. The following
extract from the annual summary of the
London Times for 1859 will explain the
situation :

‘‘ The congregation of desperadoes and
adventurers attracted by the guld dis-
coveries in British Columbia appears to
have suggested to General Harney—an
officer formerly connected with filibus-
tering speculations—the design of ac-
quiring a vulgar popularity by a wanton
outrage against the English flag, with a
small force, probably selected in the
hopeof inviting resistance. The intruder
took possession of the disputed terri-
tory, and the prudence of Mr. Douglas,
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the Governor of Vancouver Island, alone
averted a disastrous collision. The inso-
lence of General Harney, though it was
applauded by many journalists in all
parts of the United States, was too inde-
fensible to be adopted by the govern-
ment of Washington. The most re-
spectable officer in the Federal army has
been sent to supersede the offender, and
there is reason to hope that notwith-
standing the impending contest for the
presidency England will not be

FORCED INTO A QUARREL

for the benefit of anv Republican or
Democratic candidate.”

A year before this I came up a pas-
senger from Central America to Cali-
fornia on the same steamship with Gen-
eral Harney and his son, and so I had an
opportunity of seeing and forming an
opinion of the two. They were tall men,
both of them over six feet in height;
but here the likeness ended. The son
was a pleasant, friendly, good-looking
young fellow, making himself agreeable
with everybody, whereas the father, an
old Indian fighter, who had played his
part in many a wild foray, and in many
a bloody fight, was just as rough of
speech as he was rough in looks. He
was in fact what the old moss troopers
would have called ** a dour chiel ”’ that
few cared to speak to or meddle with.

Next morning found me with a lunch
in my é)ocket rounding the flats at the
head of James Bay on my way to Beacon
Hill. The fringe of woods, as I climbed
the slope, grew denser as occasional
rambling thickets intervened. Open-
ings there were where bedrock had
shoved its smooth round, moss-covered
back through the soil; whilst here and
there shot up the tall, green spike of a
spruce or fir. And there was a rustle in
the air that breezy morning as the scrub
oaks shook out their autumn-painted
leaves, and a rustle on the ground as my
feet pressed the leafy carpet of the glade
that ended at the

Hill, did I say? No, only a brae, a
green homelike brae, with moss-covered
rocks peeping out in places; and here
and there, growing luxuriantly, a bunch
of broom with its long needle-like green
leaves—real Scotch broom. I could
hardly believe it at first, but there it
was, the broom of the knowes and braes
of hame. My heart beat faster as I
looked at it and handled it,and I went
up the hill singing to myself:

*‘Oh, the broom, the bonnie, bonnie broom,
The broom of Cowdeh knowes.”

It was only when I reached the top
and sat down where the beacon was wont
to blaze which, when in line with an-
other beacon on Holland Point, warned
ships of the danger of Brotchie’s ledge,
an(;)when I looked out across the wide
waters of the Straits of Fuca to the great
snow-clad Olympian range that stretched
their white tops in rugged grandeur as
far as I could see on either hand—it was
only then that I realized that this was a
new land, with new hopes und new as-
pirations for me, a land of surpassing
wealth and grandeur.

Ifollowed the footpath which led down
the hill to the grassy road that seemed

| to stretch for miles east and west along

the bank above the beach. Here the
grateful smell ot the salt water came
tingling in my nostrils, making the blood
course faster through my veins, just as
the first fresh whiff of it does to all who
like myself have spent their boyhood
days within .
THE SOUND OF THE SEA.

My eye traced away to the east a long
reach of open beach, on which the waves
were beating with force; and piles of
driftwood were lying above water mark,
whilst rafts of it were floating close to
the shore, all ending in a rocky head-~
land, with a rocky island (Trial island)
out beyond in the Strait; and in the far
horizon, still to the east, the snowy cap
of Mount Hood, in Washington terri-
tory,showed up in the distance. Before
me and to the west it was a rocky shore,
with wee, cosy-looking rock-bound bays,
where the water outside broke into
showers of spray; whilst inside it only
lapped on the sands. In one of these,
seated on a high rock, I ate my lunch,
and watched, slowly moviug in the dis-
tance, a white sail. It was almost
across the Straits, that are here about
eighteen miles wide. I spent the after-
noon in the woods and on the roads
and by the farm houses—there were
only four on that side of James bay then
—and towards evening I found my way
to our cabin, where Old Brown told us
that the rail contract was all signed and
settled, and to-morrow we would have
to get ready for a move to the woods.

* * My friend Mr. W.J. Mackay, of
the Indian department, informs me that
the whin plant was brought to Victoria
by Mr. Douglas (Sir James), who pro-
cured it from a Scotchman in Oregon
city in 1848; and the other variety, the

orse or broom, was brought by Captain
eaborough from the Sandwich islands
in 1849.
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At a banquet of the Bundesrath to-
