Americans Find Their March
Into Interior the Worst
Experlence ' Yet.

Two Generals Lost in the Hills
But Believed on Aguin.
aldo’s Track.

Manila, Nov. 21.—Officers and soldiers
arriving at Cabanatuan from Gen. Law-
ton’s force describe the compaign as one
of great hardships. Many men are
dropping out sick and are left at various
towns without adequate supplies and
attendance, some Of them making their
way back across the terrible roads. A
number of horses were dying, and many
of the soldiers and even- some officers
were marching ahead half naked, their
clothes having been worn to pieces going
through jungles. Some were reduced ‘to
breesh-clouts and hundreds were bare-
footed, their shoes being worn out, and
all living on any sort of provisions. ’

Gen. Lawton saw that th.e campaign
would involve such hardships, but he
considered it the quickest and cheapest
way of ending the war. .

The whereabouts of Generals Lawton
-and Young is becoming as mysterious as
Aguinaldo’s. The belief is beginning to
grow at Manila that Gen. Lawton has
struck the trail of the insurgent “ gov-
ernment ” and is pursuing the ministers
into the Binquet mountains. It has
been his ambition to capture the Filipino
leaders, and he and Gen. Young believe
that a ecavalry briagde living in the
country could run them down to any
part of the island.

Grand Forks, Nov. 20.—At 6 o'clock
last evening a boom across the

to 1,500,000 feet in saw-logs, the prop
erty of the Granby Smelter Oo., gave
way. A swelling muss of grinding tim-
bers swept down the stream, swollen by
recent rains to spring high-water mark,
carrying destruction in its path. Half
a mile below the starting point the river,
at the site of the smelter dam, already
half finished, is compressed into a can-
yon scarcely 125 feet across, and whose
walls rise vertically for hundreds of
feet.

Terrible Cost British. Infantry
Charged Cannons’ Mouth. /

? London, Nov, 19.—To-day for the first
time the trae story of the war is being
teld. It is more than three weeks old,
and comes by mail, but it loses none of
its thrilling interest thereby. We know
at last why Gen. Symons ordered that
terrible charge at Dundee, and how he
received his death wound, and we have
a vivid picture of the strange battlefleld
at Hlandslaagte, which was unlike any-
thing in the previous annals of war.

“It is a vividly thrilling account
which G. W. Steeves gives of the strange
battle at Elandslaagte, which did not be-
gin until nearly five o'clock in the after-
noon. He says: ;

“Our guns moved to a position towards
the right-and the Boer guns opened fire.
Lord! but those German’ gunners knew
their ‘business! The wnird or fourth shell
pitched into a wagon full of shells, with
a team of eight horses hitched to it. We
held our breath for the explosion, but
when the smoke cleared away only the
near wheeler lay on his side, and the
wagon had its wheels in the air. . Our
batteries banged again and the Boer
guns were silent.

“The attack was to be made on the
front and left flank. The Devonshires
formed at the front attack and Manches-
ters on the right. Then the Gordon
Highlanders edged to the extreme right
with & long boulder-flecked hill above
them. The guns threw shrapnel across
the valley, while the cavalry were in
teash training towards the enemy's
flanks.

“It was about a quarter to five, and it
seemed curiously dark. No wonder, for
as the men moved forward the heavens

opened and from the eastern skies swept

a sheet of rain. With the first stabbing .

drops the horses turned their heads and
no whip or spur could bring them up to
it. The rain drove through mackin-
toshes as if they were blotting paper.
The air was filled with a hissing sound

and under foot you could see the solid|

earth melting into mud and the mud
fioating away in the "water. The rain
blotted out hill, dale and enemy in one
great curtain of swooping water. You
would have said thai the heavens had
opened to drown the wrath of men,

“Throughout it the guns still thunder-
ed and the khaki co.umns pushed dog-
gedly on. The infantry came among the
bou!ders and began to open out, the sup-
rorts and reserves followed.

“Then’ in a twinkling, from the stone-
pitted hill face burst loose anothet storm,
a storm of lead and blood and death. In’
the first line, down behind the rocks, the
men were firing fast, and the bullets
came flickering round them. The men
stopped and started, staggered and drop-
ped limply, as if a string that held them
up right had been cut. *The line pushed
on, and,a colonel fell, shot in the arm.
The regiment pushed on, and they came
to a rocky.ridge twenty feet high. They
clung to the cover, firing, then rose and
were among the bullets again. A major
was left at the bottom of the ridge with:
a pipe in his mouth and a Mauser bullet
through his leg. His company pushed
on. ’

“Down again! Fire again! Up again
and on. Another ridge won and passed
and only a more hellish lot of bullets.
Beyond more men down, more men put
into ‘the firing line, more death:piping
bullets than ever. The air was g sieve of
them. They beat on the boulders like a
million hammers; they tore the turf like
harrows.

“Another ridge crowned! Another wel-
coming, whistling gust of perdition!
More men down! More pushed into the
firing line! Half the officers were down.
The men puffed, but stumbled on. An-

Free State While Allies
Engaged in Natal.

Preparations Well Advanced for
British Meves in Several
Directions.

New York, Nov 19.—The London cor-
respondent of the World claims to know
Just what are Gen. Buller's plans. He
cables as follows:

“The World correspondent was enabled
to-day to secure from one of the high-
est officers of the headquarters staff of
the army an outline of the plan of cam-
paign which Gen. Buller is now pursuing.

*The force detached to proceed by way
of Durban to relieve Ladysmith is ex-
pected to begin effective measures in a
day or two in the direction of Estcourt.
This force is only ostensibly imtended to
raise the investment of Ladysmith, the
real motive in despatching it being to
Xkeep Gen. Joubert engaged while 1 more
important movement is being directed
Wgainst Pretoria.

“Gen. Buller is now at De Aar June-
tion, northern Cape Colony, whence he
hus sent a column to relieve Kimberly
und Mafeking. -

“He himself intends to go with the
main body through Bloemfontein, the
capits] of the Orange Free State, to Pre-
toria, the capital of the Mransvaal, as
he originally intended to do. But at
Wynberg, sixty miles beyond Bloemfon-
tein, a column .will be detached to cut
off the retreat of the Free Staters, the
British occupying the level veldt unsuit-
able to Boer tacties.

“The World's informant.says the main
object of Gen. Buller's plan is to get in
the rear of the ‘Transvaal and Free
State columns, while Gen. White. aided
by strong British re-inforcements, keeps
Gen. Joubert occupied on the front.

*““I'he war office is confident that this
plan is practicable as Gen. Joubert has
not yet shown any sign of getting his
heavy ordnance back to Pretoria,

“The World correspondent gathers
that the British advance is in a much
more forward state than the public has
teen permitted to know. Even the news
of the arrival of troopships at South Af-
rican ports has been dated back, and a
larger ‘body is on the move to the front
than is expected.

“The British seem to expect little ob-
struction to their advance through the
Free State, calculating even on the rail-
toad not being destroyed. The head-
quarters estimate is that Pretoria will
be taken and the war ended within a
month from Gen, Buller's crossing the
Orange river.

Incensed at Destruction of Their Pro-
perty by Boers They Would Wel-
come Annexation.

Capetown, Nov. 19.—W. F. Schreiner,
the premier, has instructed all civil com-
missioners to announce that there is no
intention to call out the burgher forces

in the colony, the coionial government
considering the military forces of the
crown sufficient to preserve order and re-
pel invasion.

“Ordinary citizens,” the Premier de-
clares, “are only expected to remain loyal
and not to give countenance to the en-
emy.”

Judging from present indications, so
far from there being a prospect of a
Dutch rising the fact is that many of
the Cape: Dutch are so incensed at the
loss of their property and the destruc-
tion of railways and bridges that thty
are even beginning te favor the annexa-
tion of the two republics. One promi-
nent politician goes so far as to say it
may possibly happen that the Outlanders
will be the chief opponents of ammexa-
tion.

Arrival of the Ar:orred Train Party—

Pretoria, Nov. 18 (via Lorenzo Maxr-
ques, Nov, 19).—At noon to-day 56 Brit-
ish prisoners including men of the Royal
Dublin Fusiliers and some bluejaekets
arrived here. There were large crowds
at the railway station, but no demonstra-
tion was made.

Winstone Churchill, who is wounded
in the hand, was taken to the model
school, while the rank and file are being
sent to the race course. One Spy was
lodged in gaol. The wonnded had been
treated at Colenso. The Boer version of
the. conflict in which the prisoners were
taken says that two British were killed
and ten wounded.

“About 12 o’clock, however, a lull in
the fire afforded our men an- opportunity
for sealing the wall and dashing across
the open ground beyond. Then the al-
most sheer ascent of the last portion of
the hill began. Here our losses were
greatest, the Rifles losing most heavily.
Col. Gunning, who was always in front
of his men, was shot through the head.

“Near the top of the hill Capt. Pechell,
who had only arrived two days before
from the Soudan, also fell. Out of 17
officers the battalion lost five killed and
seven wounded.

“As our men neared the top of the hill,
our guns were compelled to stay their
fire, and the Boers of course were en-
abled to strengthen their rifle fire ac-
cordingly.

“The last portion of the ascent was
rushed with the bayonet but the Boers
did not wait the charge. A few who
stood ground too near the end were seen
fiyiug precipitately across the top of the
hill when our men reached the crest.
About thirty dead and wounded were ly-
ing on the ground, and cases of ammuni-
tion and Mauser rifles strewn about
showed the hurry of the flight. Boer
ponies were galloping about and one of
the humorous sights of the day was to
see the Dublin Fusiliers gaily riding back
on these captive steeds.

Force Now Well Equip-
ped for Advance.

London Speculates on Boer
Strategy Towards Column
from Durban.

London, - Nov. 20, 5 a.m.—Immediate

interest centres in the relief of Kimber-
ley. Gen. Methuen has a splendid know-
ledge of the country and is laying his
plans with the utmost care.

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TWO STRANDED VESSELS.

Reported by One Steamer Arriving at
Philadelphia—The Names Not
Known.

Philadelphia, Nov. 20.—The British
steimer Cromarty which has arrived

here from Santiago reports that on the
evening of November 13 she passed a
two-masted steamer with an apparently
black funnel, sunk on the north of For-
tuna island. At the southern end of
Fortuna island the Cromarty passed a
stranded steamer with yellow funnel ana
black top. Owing to heavy weather the
Cromarty could not ascertain the names
of the vessels.

PREFELRENCI NOT WODRKING.
Trade With Grea: Britain Almost at
Standstill While That With
U. 8. I: Fast Incrcasing

Ottawa, Nov. 20 —Supporters of the
government ars greatly perturbed over
the official trade returns for the past
year. Notwithstan&ing British prefer-
ence, trade with Britain is not increasing
in the manner hoped for. The total im-
ports for last were valued at $152,000,-
000, of which $91,000,000 worth came
from the States and $37,000,000 from
Great Britain. Of the imports from the
United Kingdom only $10,000,000 worth
came in duty free, while from the States
$48,000,000 worth came in free. - Since
British preference went into effect three
years ago, imports from the States have
risen from 59 to 91 millions, while from
Great Britain the increase has been only
from 33 to 37 millions.

SIR WM. DAWSON'S DEATH.

Paralysis Carried Off the Great Friend
of McGill in His Eightieth Year.

Montreal, Nov. 20—(Special)—Sir John
Wm. Dawson, former principal of Me.
Gill University, which occurred yester-

day, was due to general debility. Since
his retirement in May, 1893, he has been
in poor health but until two days ago
was able to devote himself to some extent
to his favorite studies. During the past
week he was engaged in writing a scien-
tific treatise upon gold-bearing rvocks,
but was taken ill Friday and declined
rapidly until yesterday when he died
from a stroke of paralysis. He was
born in-1820.

The funeral takes place to-morrow
afternoon at 2:30. The body will lie in
state in the old library of the University
from noon until the time of the funeral.

SMALLPOX EPIDEMIC.

Allowed a Firm Hold in a Quebee
County Before Reported to
Authorities.

Mentreal, Nov. 19.—The existence of a
small epidemic of smallpox has been un-
expectedly discovered in Kamouraska
county. On Thursday last a physician
resident at St. Paschal reported that he
had two cases of varioloid under his care
and that he had traced it to Mount Car-
mel, a small villlage two miles distant,
where there is no physician located.

A provincial health inspector was sent
down and found that there were twelve
cases in St. Paschal. At Mount Carmel
there are 20 infected houses. Reports
also reached the inspector of cases in
other villages.

Evidently the disease, which it is said
was imported from the United States,
is -well spread over the county, The
health authorities are making great ef-
forts to stamp it out.

“To-day at 8 a.m. the officer command-
ing our northern outposts reported that
the enemy’s mounted patrols were ad-
vancing across the whole country from
Gourton road to Ulandi, moving on Est-
court. My force stood to arms.

“The outposts reported various bodies,
from 500 to 700 strong, advancing on
Estcourt from a northwesterly direction.
One party 500 strong moved towards the
railway bridge half a mile to the north-
west of Estcourt.

“Our outposts fired on the enemy, and
one of the naval guns fired a shell at a
thousand yards, the shell bursting close
to the enemy, who then hurriedly re
tired.

At 12 o’clock reports were received
from three pickets that a large mumber
of Boers were in sight on a hill above

Leslie’s homestead. The troops have re
[ turned to camp.”

SIX MILES FROM ESTCOURT.

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The news wired from South Africa is
not only conflicting but it is hardly re-.
concilable any reasonable explana-
tion. Thus, we have /told of pro-
nounced British successes near Lady-
smith, and in the next sentence that
Gen. Joubert was moving south to pre-
vent the junmction of Gen. Hildyard's,
forces with those of Gen. White. If it
is true that our forces have inflicted
heavy blows upon the Boers, with great
Jloss of life, it would hardly be possible
for Joubert to keep his army together,
much less to take the offensive against
Hildyard. If he cap do this and at the
same time hold White. in check, the de-
feats which he is alleged to have sus-
tained can hardly have been very serious
matters.

Some rumors are in circulation which
have an air of probability about them.
One of them is that parties of Boers are
scouring the country and looting farms
and stores. It is very probable that this
is the case. The Boer army is not well
organized, and we do not suppose t’hn( it
would remain very patient in the com-
parative inaction rendered -necessary. by
‘the investment of Ladysmith. It would
‘be next to impossible for any com-
mander to keep such a command together
under the circumstances. We are in-
clined to think that, if the truth could
Be got at, it would be seen that the foree
actually investing Ladysmith has been
much reduced and that a number of
commands are scattered over Northern
Natal. It is within the possibilities that
Gen. White could leave Ladysmith if he
wanted to, and that his remaining there
is a part of the general plan, the object
being to keep Joubert occupied until
Gen. Buller’s plans are completed.

Very great stress has been laid upon
the destruction of railway bridges by
the Boers, and of the difficulty which
our troops would encounter in” crossing
the rivers in consequence. We under-
stand that none of these South African
sivers are navigable, and that the task
of crossing them will not be very formid-
able. ;

The Associated Press correspondent
wired- on Monday that Gen. Methuen
would have great difficulty in advancing
to the relief of Kimberley because of
the terribly rough country between the
Orange river and that town. The physi-
cal difficulties of the region exist chiefly
in the mind of the correspondent. In
point of fact between the two places
there is open veldt for the greater part of
the distance. A little rough ground is
encountered on the way, but it will pre-
sent -no serious difficulties. It is not
cusy to find mruch easier country to
iraverse with an army, unless it be the
central portion  of the Orange Free
State, up which Buller is expected to
march to Bloemfontein.

THE DUAL LANGUAGE.

Nome of the English newspapers say
tlizt when the inevitable annexation of
the Transvaal and Free State takez
place, the Boers will be allowed to re-
tain their own language and their own
courts. There is not and cannot be any
objection to permit subjects of the Brit-
ish Crown to speak any language that
suits them Best, but when it comes to the
official recognition of any other language
than English, grave reasons can be
given why it should not be allowed. The
history of Canada shows the error of
permitting an alien language to survive
in 1 British country. If the policy adve-
cated by Governor Murray a century
and a quarter ago had prevailed, Quebee
would have long ago become rhm-onghl_\'\
Anglicized, and a French Canada would !
hive been impossible. The omission of
the North ministry to grapple with this
question, when it was a very minor mat-
ter and only needed a little firmness to
completely settle it, has’ produced much
friction in this country, and seems very
likely to produce much more. As for
the courts, it seems absurd to suppose
that there can be one method of pro-
cedure for Boers and another for Eng-
lish-speaking people. Instead of extend-
ing the dual system, the effort of the

3ritish government ought to be to eradi-
cite .what there may be of it in Cape
Colony. This can only be done by the
action of the Cape legislature at present,
but as a South African confederation is
among the possibilities of the future,
care should be taken in framing the
Imperial act creating it to make the
English language, English laws and
English courts paramount in all portions
of it. 1f this is mot done, much of the
work now being earried on by our troops
will be fruitless, because the germs of
racial discord will be, permitted to re-
main.

In mere numbers the armies of each of
the first-class Continental powers may
surpass ours, and we have nothing quite
similar to their plans for mobilization,
but in readiness to strike a quick blow
in any quarter of the globe we stand
alone, and in point of ab#ity'to carry on a
long campaign we are in a class by our-
selves.

A GOOD SUGGESTION.

A lady, who has a son in the Fifth
Regiment, asks the Colonist to suggest
to others like herself that they shall
ferm a volunteer committee and provide
coffee and cake at the Drill Hall for the
men after parade. She speaks in warm
admiration of the benefit of the Drill
Hall to young men and especially of the
excellent influence of the officers, and
thinks the effect would be even better if
the mothers of the boys would show an
active interest in them in the way men-
tioned. We regard this suggestion as a
very valuable one, and assuming that
there are no military dficulties in the
way of carrying it into effect, recom-
mend it to those to whom it is addressed.

FOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP OF
RAILWAYS.

The Conservative convention at New
Westminster adopted a plank declaring
it to be in the interest of British Colum-
dia “to adopt the principle of the gov-
ernment ownership of railways, so far as
the circumstances of the province will ad-
mit.”" The Colonist took exception to
this at the time, because it believed the
doctrine of government ownership of
railways to be one of the first steps to-
wards paternalism in government, and
hence hostile to the very fundamental
doctrines upon which the Conservative
party rests. Government ownership of
railways is one of the pet hobbies of
the agitater, the Populist and the ultra
radical. It never\was regarded as sound
Conservative doctrine. Sir Charles Tup-
per in the session of 1897 clearly defined
his position on this question. He said:

We have already solved, we have set at
rest  forever, in my judgment, in the
mind of any reasonable or intelligent
man, the question whether it is better for
L‘zumd.a to construet a railway and op-
erate it as a government work or by the
aid of a private company. R o
Whether ULiberals or Conservatives were
in power I would deplore in the strongest
manner any attempt in this country by
any government, I eare not who they are
or who they are composed of, to con-
struct another government railway. That
is the position I take.

We hold this statement to be fully
warranted by the experience of Canada
in connection with the Intercolonial, and
if it is true that the Federal government
would not be wise to undertake the own-
ership and management of railways to
any greater extent than was forced upon
them by the original compact between
the provinces, it would certainly be very
unwise for a province situated as British
Columbia is to embark upon any such
enterprise. We are quite aware of the
fact that the Manitoba Conservatives
have taken a position similar to that
adopted at New Westminster. We do
not know the local reasons for such a
step, but their action in no way alters
thé general principle adhered to by the
whole Conservative party and so forcibly
expressed by its leader.

The news js confirmed in a general
way by this morning’s despatches, and
it will be remembered = that the very
heavy fighting of the previous week was
ounly confirmed in detail yesterday morn-
ing. It is quite probable, therefore, that
Gen, White was able on Wednesday and
Thursday last to inflict very severe blows
upon the enemy.

If the reports received from 'the be-
leaguered town are true, Gen, Joubert is
much in the position of the man who
held a wolf by the ears.

| death to let go.  Indeed, if he is ad-
vised of what Gen. Baller is doing, he
must see that the position of the Boer
army will soon become excessively difli-
cult, unless, indeed, there are some very
material facts about the strength of the
Boers which have not been made public.
Late news from Ladysmith is that Gen.
Joubert has completely changed his
plans and that he is now moving his
whole force southward to prevent a
junction of Gen., Hildyard's force with
that of Gen. White. If this is true, it is
strange that he, should have destroyed
the Tugela bridge, for the two parts of
bis army cannot co-operate if the bridge
is down, and if he has any heavy guns
south of the river he will never be able
to get them back again. We do not
know that the destruction of the bridge
has even been officially reported, but the
correspondents seem to have taken it
for granted.

The Moori river, where it is reported
that fighting is in progress, is a branch
of the Tugela river. It crosses the rail-
way about midway between Estcourt
and Pietermaritzburg and flows north-
eastward to the Tugela. The fighting is
therefore probably to the eastward of
the railway:

The need of it had already been shown
in congress, which for several years
evineed a restless desire to interfere in
the affairs of other countries. It was this
estlessness that led to the war with Spain
Undoubtedly the destruction of ' the
Maine was the immediate cause for the
outburst of popular indignation, but the
country was drifting towards hostilities
with Spain for several years and the
crisis would have only been postponed if
nothing had happened to the Maine.
This war completely altered the rela-
tions of the Unrited States to foreign na-
tions, and for the first time showed the
people of that country that they have
interests. which almost compel them to
be on friendly terms with us. Trhe les-
son has not been very thoroughly learn-
ed as yet, because it takes some time to
overcomé prejudices thidt have béen in-
culcated by the schools of the country,
but the good work is going on, and our
neighbors are beginning very generally to
recognize that there is only one mation
in the world that is or can be their true
friend, and that nation is ours. Nothing
is now in progress which makes them
need our active assistance or us need
theirs. But each nation feels the
stronger for the consciousness of the
other’s sympathy. If the time ever comes
when more than mere sympathy is need-
ed, it will be forthcoming.

BRITAIN AND FRANCE.

The press cdrrespondents are very busy
nowadays planning a war between Great
Britain and France. They have some
foundation for it in the violence displayed
by the French press towards British
foreign : policy, but between blatant
newspaper articles and a declaration of
war there is a great gulf ®hat is not
easily passed over. We may feel very
confident that Great Britain will not
make war in France. If there is to be
any aggression it must come from across
the Channel and we shal! be very slow to
believe that any French ministry will
be in haste to precipitate a conflict with
us. When one nation goes to war with
another, it will pPresumably take into
consideration where it can find a vulner-
able point in the opponent’s armor. A
French invasion of England is the dream
of a visionary, and an invasion of.Scot-
land or Ireland would be attended with
even greater difficulties. The fight would
be on the ocean and no Frenchman is
insane enough to think that his fleet is
anything like a match for ours. In the
matter of operations beyond sea, France
wouid be completely handicapped. She
could not hope to send out a larnge army,
while we control the ocean. On the other
hand, France would probably emerge
from the war shorn of all her colonial
possessions,

.;iu,t some may ask: Cannot France
&6ttt upon Russian co-operation? We
'ﬁ‘t_)_,not think so. It has been said of

/i Russia that her friendship ceases with

her interest, and she has no present in-
terest in becoming involved in a quarrel
with any nation, much less with the one
power which can curb her ambitions in
the East.

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Wrecked Barkentine Picked up
With Only the Mascot

Last Voyage of the Jane L.
- Falkenburg—Crew Reach
S8an Francisco.

On the further side of Esquimalt har-
Bor frem the little naval town, with her
lines out on the dilapidated remnant of
the old railway whart, is all that is left
of the fumber barkentine Jane L. Fal-
conburg, which sailed for Saa Francisco
on the 25th of October last with lumber
eargo from the Port Hadlock mills.

The wrecked coaster and the ricketty
skeleton of the emce husy wharf are
fitting associates, for the desolation of
each is utter and complete.

The Jane L. Faloonburg is.an old style,
oak-hull vessel of Atlantic build, launch-
ed almost fifty years ago and during her
eventfal career employed in almost every
imaginable service from blockade run-
ning during the 'exciting period of the
Ameriean ciwil war to the jprosaic car-
rying of oats and. potatoes, and more
recently lumber, from port .to port on the
Pacifie Coast. :

She has a met tonnage of 395; is (or
rather was) barkentine rigged; and was
on her last voyages, commanded by
Capt. Marden of San Francisco, in which

ort she was owned. She-sailed from San

ancisco on the 21st.of September, ar-
rived at Port Hadlock to take a return
cargo of lumber on October 4, and sailed
homeward from the Puget Bound mill
port on the 25th ultimo.

The bad weather must have struck her
wvery shertly .after -she had left the
Straits, and her present condition would
indicate that, hampered with cumbersome
deck ocargo, she ‘became unmanageable
in the gale and was abandoned by her
captain and crew after main and mizzen
masts had snapped and gone by the
board.

This deduction from the condition of
the ship—the stump of the foremast
alone standing with its dreary signal of
distress—is borne out by the news from
San Francisco that all hands were pick-
ed up in their'boat by a passing steamer
and safely restored to their homes and
friends on Saturday morning.

‘The .@bandoned vessel continued to
float, and :drifting with the prevailing
southwest Wwinds -soon got in the direct
path of navigation for vessels bound to
or from the Straits of Fuca. She was
sighted and reported about ten days ago
by the ship Coriolanus, and was in prac-
tically the same:position again yesterday
morning, when the ILorne sighted her
midway between Flattery and Car-
manah.

The American tug Holyoke, also on the
lookout fer the supposed wreck on Point
«Carmanah, noted the derelict at about
the same time, and . with smoke streaming
from their funnels the rival tugs made
a pretty race for it, the Lorne of eourse
winning out.

It was a ‘ticklish matter to get a line
fast on the floating ruin, for the sea
was ‘sweeping over it, the decks awash,
antl 'bulwarks -and rigging for the most
part gone. In :performing their hazard-
ous work, however, the line crew quickly
satisfied themselves that there were no
living men dboard; and noted generally
the ‘condition of their pick-up.

‘She was indeed a -valueless prize,
scarce worth the cost of towing to Vie-
toria, and with .cargo included likely to
return very little :more than a contract
tow .of ‘the same distance. The hull was
unquestionably strained as well as badly
‘batterei; the water in the hold was with-
in a foot of :the deek, and only the buoy-
ancy .of the .cargo 'below prevented the
old hulk from going to th: bottom like
a stone; the lumber had-swollen and the
deck was warped -and forced in half a
dozen places; and the cdbin was .gurted
and cleaned out of eontents.even to the
bare walils.

It ‘was while they were noting these
details in the general ;picture of desola-
tion that the men of the Lorne had their
nerves tested by a low but weird and
dismal wail. ‘The sound eame from the
deserted galley; and, investigating, the
vescuers Hdrew therefrom a wild-eyed,
gaunt and miserable black cat.

It had Dbeen :the pet and mascot.of -the
ship,, and—true to the traditions of its
race at sea, or else forgotten in the haste
and «excitement of abandoning ship—had
stmck by the 0ld eraft to the end.

Of eourse the sole survivor .on !boardl
was quickly passed down to the warm
and cemfortable engine room of the tug,
and as quickly given opportuiity ‘to «ile-
monstrate just how much a starving
cat ean .consume ‘without exploding.

It is still attached to the Lorne and
will possibly go on the towboat’s articles
as Mascot. The lick of a eat—ant es-
pecially .a black cet—picked mp in such
fashion is something not to be {lespised.

. “QUIET” SYMONS.

The English General Killed at Glemcoe
a Descendant of William Penn.
Marquise de Fontenoy in St. Lowmis Globe-

Democrat.

To Americans the late Sir \’Villi_am.giw
mons, the first British General to win a
battle, and at the same time to meet
with death in the Transvaal war, pos-

in his veins the blood of William Penn,
the Quaker and English colonist in
America, to whom the State of Penn-
sylvania owes its name. In faet, it was
in connecstion with this colomial amces-
try that the late General bore the mame
of William Penn Symons; and that his
grandmother was a member of the house
of Penn is demonstrated by the faet that
her tomb in the church yard of the an-
cient parish church of Botusfleming, im
Cornwall, bears an inscription te the
fact that her maidex name was Agnus
Penn, and that she was ‘“a limeal de-
scendant of the excellent William Penn,
and inherited many of his pions and
amiable qualities.” :

There has been a general disposition to
ascribe to the dead general Hebrew ori-
gin by reason of his name of Symons.
But the Symons of Hatt are one of the
most ancient and honored families of the
untitled aristoeracy of the duehy of
Comnwall.

In the early part of the century the
name of Symons of Hatt became as fam-
iliar as that of Tichborne in conneection
with-a very similar cause celebre as thz}t
brought a quarter of a century ago in
London by the notorious claimant to the
barenetcy and estates of the Tichbornes-
The great grandfather of the dead Gen-
eral, Nicholas Symons who was a secon‘d
son, formed a romantic attachment, it
would appear, with a peasant girl. Ow-
ing to the vehement opposition made by
his family and his friends to his marry-
iing 'her, he .suddenly disappeared, aban-
doning the.gir], and leaving no trace or
clew as to what had become of him. This
was in the year 1780. Twenty-two years
later, that is to say in 1802, his elder and
only brother, who had succeeded to the
estates on his father’s demise, himself
passed over to the majpx:ity, and the pro-
perty was thereupon divided between his
4wo Sisters, each of 'whom had married a
clergyman.

A few years afterwards there appear-
ed a cluimant to the estates of Hatt in
the shape of a young man who bore a
striking 'likeness to many of the ancestral
Symons, whose pictures adorned the
walls of ‘the old manor house. The story
which he told was a romantic one. He
declared that he was the son of a man
kmown at Liverpool by the name of
Nieholas Sherwood, who after marrying

1a woman of the name of Robert, had

‘been accidentally drowned at the Run-
corn Ferry, on the Mersey, in 1802—the
very year in swhich William Symons, of
Hatt, had died. The family of the
drowned man had no idea that he was
other than Nicholas Sherwood. But up-
on a full examination of some papers
which he had left they acquired for the
first time a knowledge of his @onnection
with Cornwall, and ultimately secured
possession of various letters and docu-
ments whieh placed his identity beyond
doubt. It was further learned that af-
ter his disappearance from Cornwall he
‘had secured employment in varions hum-
ble, but not disreputable occupatioms, and
had finally settled in Liverpool, where
the claimant was born in 1784,

ANANIAS REDIVIVUS.

‘®panish Press Makes Record in Malign-
ing British in Africa.

London, Nov. 19.—As in the war with
the United States, so now, the Spanish
papers furnish more stirring war news
than others. "Their animosity against
Great Britain is very bitter. The min-
isters’ organ, Epoca, asks: “Why should
England seek a pretext to devour us?”’
And it gives the extraordinary answer:
‘“Because when it has conquered the
Transvaal it intends to absorb ILorenzo
Marques and compensate Portugal out
of our territory.”

The Imparcial has also announced that
the Russiams have invaded Afghanistan
and already possess Kabul.

The Pais has twice narrated, with
circumstantial details, the surrender of
Ladysmith, and twice killed Gen. White,
once in battle and once by suicide; while
the Heralde announces that 15,000 Brit-
ish are prisoners in Pretoria.

ANARCHY IN COLOMBIA.

Government Leading the Raid Under
Name of Forced Loans and War
Taxes.

Kingston, Jamaiea, Nov. 19.—The Brit-
ish steamer Aecrato from Barranquilla
Tuesday and Colon Friday reports a
widespread revolutionary movement in
Colombia and a grave outlock. The
governmeat is reeruiting an army by im-
pressment under martial law and is levy-
ing forced leans in Colon, Barranquilla,
Panama and Carthagega where the Co-
lombians have been taxed $25 each with
the alternative of $100 fine or enlist-
ment. Koreigners are excluded but eom-
mercial houses in Colon and Panama are
subjected to a forced loan of $100,000
at 12 per cent. and a guarantee of rail-
road subvention. Business is practically
suspended, famine prices prevail, and
foreign exchange is at eight hundred.

A (Hew of Coal and Gas That Has Not
@eased During a Century.

A meuntain, which has been on fire for
more than one hundred years, is situatea
just west of Newcastle, Col. So close
s it that its shadow envelops the town
at 5 p.m. at this time of the year, and yet
‘he people thereabouts think no more of
t than of the beautiful Grand river
which washes the feet of the huge pile
where the fire has burned so long. To
the temderfoot, however, the glittering
patches of deep red fire, where it breaks
out on the side of the mountain and is
°xposed te view. there is nothing in all
'he state quite its equal.

The fire is fed by a big vein of coal
f\"hwh the mountain contains. - Just how
1e coal became ignited is mot known.
'he oldest resident says it was on fire
¥hen he came and the Ute Indians, who
nee lived there, say it was burning many

At that time he
was not dead, and Dr. Lambert immedi-
ately hurried out to the ranch to render
any medical aid possible. Upon arrival
the Doctor found that there was practic-
ally no hope of saving the poor fellow’s
life, as the wound inflicted was of a very
serious mature and there had been a
great loss of blood. He decided, how-
ever, to have him taken into the hospital.
Eddie was then conscious and asked for
a drink of water, but he expired on the
way into town. The deceased was quite
a young man, being but 24 years and ©¢
months old. He was a son of the late
Victor Guillaume. Coroner Wade held
an inquest. The witnesses called were
J. A. Lavery, the Chinese cook on the
ranch, and J. T. Noble. Upon the evi-
dence edduced the jury returned the fol-
lowing verdict: “That the deceased Ed-
ward Victor Guillaume came to his death
from the effects of a wound in the throat,
the said wound having been inflicted by
a knife in the deceased own hand; that
we believe the deceased was at the time
temporarily insane from the effects of
alcoholic liquors. We would also call
the attention of the authorities to the
fact that deceased was supplied with
liquor whilst he was under the ban of
the ‘Siwash Aect.””

VERNON.

A terrible shooting accident is reported
by which Herbert McClusky, a young
man of about 18 years, lost his life. The
details of the sad affair are given by the
News thus:

Leaving the ranch of Mr. Furniss, near
Okanagan Mission road, young McClusky
and two companions—one of whom was
a boy named Albert Carev—started on a
deer hunt last Saturday night. They
camped that night in a shack some six
miles away, and early next morning
started out on the hills. McClusky ana
Carey had each a shotgun and rifle, and
findg no trace of deer they used the
former in killing some grouse. Abont
10 o'clock in the morning they came to
a steep declivity of loose roek, and be-
fore starting to descend it, some of the
party suggested that they, for safety’s
sake should remove the cartridges from
their guns. This was done by both Me-
Clusky and Carey as far as the rifles
were concerned, Carey also taking the
shelle from his shotgun. After removing
the rifle cartridges, poor “Herb” asked
him if he did not intend to empty his
shotgun as well. Hardly had these
words heen spoken when MecClusky
stumbled, and his shotgun went off, send-
ing the charge of the shot into his arm,
and practically tearing away the entire
muscular section hetween the elbow and
shoulder. The lad was brought to the
city hospital here, but his life could not
be saved. He died on Tnegday. '

The deceased was a son of the late W.
McClusky, for some years manager of
the B.X. ranch. He leaves a mother,
Mrs. Furniss, and severa! brothers and
sisters to mourn his sndden end.

GREENWOOD.

The Yale & Columbia Lumber Co.,
Ltd., which is the partial consummation
of the effort to consolidate all the lumber
miils of Yale and Kootenay. has been
organized and includes the Genelle and
Poupore mills, Nakusp, Robson and the
Arrow Lakes; also the Blue mills of
Rossland and Ymir, and Fisher’s mills
at Eholt, Phoenix and Rock Creek. The
company is to be incorporated for half a
million. P. Genelle, Rossland, is to be
manuafacturing manager, Mr. Poupore
general financial manager, and A. Fisher
local manager at Greenwood. The
company has leased a piece of land near
the depot here as a lumber yard, upon
which a planing mill and sash and door

gas probably assists in

an offer for the ligh
reduced basis, with the result that the
Mackintosh, syndicate met: the cut, and
at the time of writing at least has the
prospects of carrying out the combined
undertakings of lighting the city and
building a ‘tramway to Phoenix.© No
time will, or should, be lost with respect
to either. The town is suffering from
the want of electric light, which, not-
withstanding its enterprise and energy
otherwise, it has been very slow in ob-
taining. Greenwood should have been
lighted long ago, and moreover, the city
should have owned its own system. As
it is now, there is neither time mor
money to undertake the work munici-
pally; and under the schedule of prices
agreed mpon Monday night Greenwood
will have cheap lighting, while with the
men there are at the head of it, no time
will be lost. 'We are reasonably sure of
getting the light early in the coming
year. 'What the prospects are for ob-
taining a franchise for a tramway it is"
hard to say; but for a passenger and
light freight tramway there ought to be
no opposition. Naturally the C. P. R.,
after building its extensive system of
spurs into the various min‘ng  camps,
Would object to opposition from the city
in hauling ores. As a matter of faety
however, a tramway could, not carry ore
in competition w'th the railway com-
pany, whose facilities are very much
better. Of course, in the case of ores
on the line this side of Phoenix, it should
be able to handle them without trouble,
and without really coming into competi-
tion with the railway, until at all events
the latter had built its spurs to the
mines,—Miner.

Dr. Schon, the city health officer, has

‘written to the council in reference to

the disposal of refuse and also to.an
economical method of securing electric
light. Dr. Schon suggested that a come
mittee be formed to enquire into the
practicability of burning the solid sew-
age and refuse in one of the blast fur
naces attached to the smelter which is
about to be erected. Dr. Schon had a
conversation with Mr. Paul Johnson on
the subject and he saw no difficulty in
being able to burn it. His objeet in
bringing the subject before the council
at so early a date was that arrangements
might be made with the smelter com-

pany so that any modification of con-

struction of furnace to meet require-
ments might be effected from commence-
ment. ‘There can be no question as to
the efficiency of this process of disposing
of this solid refuse; the nmext question
to be considered will be the disposal of
the liquid part. This can only be carried
out by a system of drainige throughout
the city, the house slops, ete., being
drained into a series of tanks; these be-
ing subject to a chemical process, after
which the principal efluent might be al-
lowed to find its way ultimately into
the water course. “Some very expensive
plan of drainage for this rapidly in-
creasing town may become necessary in
the future, but I think the adoption, such
as I am suggesting, would not cost a very
great deal and would answer. the pur-
pose for some time to come.”

Dr. Schon suggested another idea to
the effect that the city burn all its re-
fuse and thus be able to generate elec-
tricity to light the town. This has been
successfully dore in England, notably
in the parish of Shoreditch, in east end
of London, and has proved not.only an
excellent means of disposing of refuse,
but also a source of profit to the process.

The British Columbia Copper Com-
pany, Limited, ask the city to purchase
for the smelfer site 36 acres of land.
The application was made through
their solicitors, Hallett & Shaw, at Mon-!
day night’s meeting of the council, but
owing to the consideration of the electric
light franchise, was not taken up. The
letter follows:

The British Columbia Copper Com-
pany, Limited, now arranging to erect
a smelter at Greenwood, has secured an
option on 36 acres of land adjoining the
proposed smelter site, which land is very
necessary to the company for the pur-
poses. of their smelter. © The price is
$3,600. Hitherto the company has asked
nothing of the city. Believing that the
plty appreciates the value of such an
industry as the smelter will be willing
to partly compensate the company for
the bonus lost by their locating in Green-
wood, the company with full confidence
in the justice of the city has requested
us to ask your honorable body, by way of
small bonus to the company, to take up
said option.—Times. ;

Upon examination
of the place in question I find that in or-
der to put the whole street in good condi-
tion it would entail considerable grading,
c¢tc., but in my opinion about $100 could
be spent to advantage on the easterly: por-
tion, and would therefore respectfully re-
ccmmend this be done.

Communication from Hon. J. S. Helmcken
re drainage of the park. I have made an
examination of the section in question dur-
ing the heavy rains of Saturday last, and
can see no reason why connection ecannot
be made with the sewer. I would vhare-
fore respectfully recommend the construc-
tion of three catch basins and pipe con-
ncetlons in two places, thereby abating the
trouble at a very reduced outlay to the
proposal of 1898, Total estimated cost $180.

E. W. Wktittington and brothers re road
ané drain on Pandora avenue. I have this
morning examined this locality and find
it will be necessary to construct a surface
pipe drain for at least two blocks on Pan-
dora aveuue, before stone should be placed
oa said street. I would therefore recom-
mend no action in the matter of road im-
prcvement until funds are available to con-
struct the drain in question, which will
be a somewhat expensive undertaking.

Communication from A. W. Jones re
Fernwood Road drain. I may say I have al-
ready reporta] on this matter on August
21, 1899, with the exception of the outlet,
which can be extended in a similar man-
ner to that at Michigan street, in the
spring, when low tides can be ‘taken ad-
vantage of.

London, Nov. 18—Home affairs are
chiefly notable for the speeches of party
leaders, the activity of the Queem and
the anticipation of Emperor William's
visit. Sir Henry Campbell Bannerman’s
Manchester effort was by far the most
important Liberal utterance in or out of
pz'lrliament‘since the Transvaal crisis.
He clearly laid down the lines of party
policy which briefly summarized, are en-
thusiastic support of the campaigan and
bitter opposition to the tactics which
made it necessary. This apparently has
effected the cohesion of various elements

in the Liberal ranks and is deserving the '

highest praise from organs hitherto tak-
ing divers views.

The reincarnation of Lord Rosebery
is another notable feature. Never at
any stage of his career has he been more
active in speaking one day on the Trans-
vaal and the next on housing London’s
poor agd the next delivering with equal
brilliance a panegyric of Cromwell.
Never has the nation seen a better ex-
position of the versatility of its ex-prem-
ier. How Lord Rosebery intends to
shape his future course is es much a
mystery as the man. though he is at
variance with the present views of the
majority of the Liberals his stand gives
rise to the report that he will form his
ewn party.

The war seems to have given Queen
Victoria a new lease of life. The trying
ceremonies at Bristol were preceded .by
a long journey from Scotland, yet the
Queen showed no signs of fatigue after
undertaking what would have tired
women half her age. Her speeches,
many of them impromptu, were never
more pointed, and they have apparently
deeply touched the heart of the nation.
After such an exhibition of vigor the
talk of retirement in favor of the Prince
of Wales naturally has no part in the
gossip of the day.

THE YUKON ROYALTY,

Plain “Truths Told to the ‘Government

by ‘Dawson Men at the® Capital.

The
speaker, Dr. J. L. Lam, of . Dawson
City, is at present in the capital en route
for Europe. To prove his assertion this
gentleman took up the question of Toy-:
alty. “Why, the government in exacting
a ten per cent. royalty on the gross out-
put is simply committing a robbery,” he
exclaimed. “The banking charges, etc.,
inerease. this to 161% per cent., and be-
sides this a large percentage of the value
of the miner’s gold has to be paid out
in labor and living expenses.

“Not satisfied. with charging the tem
per cent. royalty on the net gain, that
is after the heavy expenses have been
paid, the government has,” Dr. Lam
continued, “‘persisted in collecting it on
the gross, thus the miners have to really
pay ten per eent. extra labor and other
expenses already teo.heavy to bear in
many cdses.” In this gentleman’s opin-
ion the government could on a two per
cent, royalty control the affairs of the
Yukon and be ahead. Dr. Lam states
that the imposition of the heavy royalty
of ten per cent. has had the effect of
driving capital and labor to the Cape
Nome gold territory on the :American
side, where no royalty is exacted. The
result is that the American gold fields
are heing thoroughly developed while
the Canadian districts are being neglect-
ed and not developed.

Dr. Lam also scores the govermment
for extravagance in the maintenance
of a branch of the militia at Dawson
City and Fort_Selkirk. He states that
the troops which were kept there at a
cost of $700,000, were not needed to pre-
serve order, and did nothing to develop
or improve the country, the road build-
ing, etc., being all done by contract.
“They were as much needed and about
as useful as 5,000 American soldiers
would be in Ottawa,” was the way he

At pres-
ent he is engaged in mining operations
and is interested in claims throughout
the country.
