TRADE UNIONISTS.

Proceedings at Yesterday's Session of
Federation of Labor,

Pittsburg, Nov. 16.—At today’s ses-
Bion of the American Federation of
Labor Mr. Mosser delivered an inter-
esting address concerning labor com-
ditions across themsea. He presented
statisticy, showing that unionism was
gaining many converts each year in
the Dnited Kingdom. He said there
were 1,166 trade unions with a total
membership of 1,902,318, and that these
figures were steadily increasing. The
British labor and trades council was
the third wealthiest in the world, and
last year a total of $22,753,000 was
handled by trades unionists,

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WHY CURZON RESIGNED.

Retiring Viceroy States Reasons for
Relinquishing Office.

Bombay, Nov. 16.—At a banguet
given in his honor tonight Lord Cur-
zon, the retiring viceroy of India, made
a frank avowal of the reasons for his
resignation. He resigned, he said, on
no personal grounds, But in “defence of
two great principles—first, that thera
should be an indestructible subordina-
tion of the military to the civie author-
ity; and, second, the necessity of pay-
ing becoming regard ~ to the Indian
authority in determining the needs of
India.

Lord Curzon contended that in sac-
rificing himself in defence of the prin-
ciples he had the great-preponderance
of Indian opinion behind him.

Mr. Hyde's Salary

Mr. Hyde told of his salary, stating
it to be $30,000 and being increased to
$100,000 as his duties increased, but in
a statement alleged that because of
losses in syndicate ‘transactions and
the payment of $212,500 on the Mer-
cantile loan, his average income had
been  but a litte more than $38,000 a
year. He covered the George H.
Squire and other syndicate transac-
tions fully. )

Of the $50,000,000 Union Pacifie pool
Mr. Hyde said E. H. Harriman insti-~
gated it, and evplained it was to be a
h%lding syndjcate for five years. It
was understood this was for the pur-
pose of controling the Union Pacific.
The executive committee of the Equit-
able was not informed of this opera-
tion. He said that Mr. Harriman
even refused to give a statement of
the purposes of the pool to the super-
intendent of insurance when he was
“clamoring for it last spring.

Interesting Disclosures

Eclipsing all this sensatfonal testi-
mony, however, were Mr. Hyde’s state-
ments concerning former Governor
Odell and Mr. Harriman relative to
the settlemant of the suit brought
by Mr. Odell against the Mercantile
Trust Company, involving Shipbuild-
ing Company bonds held by the former
governor. Mr. Hyde -said that Mr,
Harriman came to him and advised
the settlement of the suit, as he feared
that powerful influences at Albany
would be invoked in retaliatory measg-
ures. - Mr. Harriman suggested as one
of these measures the revocation of
the charter of the Mercantile Trust
Company. The Equitable Life, he said,
was not interested beyond the connec-
tion it had with the Mercantile Trust
Company. Mr. Hyde was under the
impression that ‘the Mercantile in set-
tlement retained the bonds and paid
Mr. Odell about $75,000. The Mer-
cantile claim of Odell was about
$180,000. The bonds subsequently net-
ted about 50 cents on the dollar. The
counsel and members of the execu-
tive committee of the Mercantile ad-
résed settlement and he recommended

to get him out of the country were
made by Mr. Hyde against Henry .
Frick and E. H. Harriman in . connec-
tion with the reported aspirations_ of
Mr. Hyde to become ambassador to
France.

- _GERMANY IN FAR EAST.

Withdrawal 6f Small Garrisons Partof
Original Programme. K

Berlin, Nov. 13.—The forgign . office
says the despatch of the Liondon Daily
Telegraph, published today, saying that
an agreement has been concluded be-
tween the German governor of Kaiochau
and the Chinese governor of the Shan-
tung province, under which. aiochau
will be evacuated in Jannary sand Kagmi
in six months, is a mixture of truth and
error. The facts are -that - Emperor
William, at the time when:he proposed
the -withdrawal of the foreign troops
to the Empress Regent of China from
the province of Chi Li, except the lega-
tion -guards, - propgsed on his initiative
to evacuate Kaomi and the town of Ka-
iochau. Both places are outside of Ger-
‘many’s sphere under the lease contract.
They were temporarily occupied at' the
time of.‘the Boxer movement as a pre-
cautionary measure, and their . occupa-
tion was never meant to be permanent.
The measuré is in 10’sense due to Jap-
anese -pressure. No question of the
withdrawal of the German forces from
the Kaiochau territory exists. The
treaty by which Germany -leased the
Kaiochau district remains in force and
unimpaired.

O e R S e S,
THE MORRISH INQUEST.

Result of Enquiry Held at Duncans on
Thursday Last.

An inquest-was held at Duncans on
Thursday under order of Hon. Mr. Jus-
tice Martin under the coroner’s act, to
inquire into the cause of death of the
late John L. Morrish, which occurred
on.the 10th ult. near Dunecans.

He was at-
tended by Dr. Perry and looked after by
neighbors, who did all that they could,
but -his condition not improving, he was
advised to try a change of air and treat-
ment in Victoria. His death occurred

appears that the wife of ¥. J. L. Tytler,
accompanied by her brother, John Boyer,
succeeded in carrying off the two chil-
dren of Mr. and Mrs. . Tytler. _Both
children are well known in the distriet
where they resided, Muriel, the eldes*,
being 13 years of age, and Eric, 5 years.

In conversation with a Colonist re-
porter last evening Mr. Tytler stated as
follows: That about two years ago his
wife was stricken with insanity, and for
a long time it was uncgrtain whether she
would recover, Finally she appeared
to recover and the physician imstructed
him to send his wife east. This he wd.
During her absence she appeared to have
recovered, but owing to some unknown
cause her affections for her husband be-
came alienated. ~. She did not desire to
come home, and ‘on two Or three occa-
sions expressed a desire that she have
her childrert to live with her.

Mr. Tytler felt, from the correspond-
ence, that. she was still far from weli
mentally, and he decided not to allow
the children to go to her, which he con-
sidered he could not be blamed for .do-
ing. .
v Arrived in This City

About the end of October his wife, ac-
companied by her brother, John Boyer,
unexpectedly arrived in the eity, but in-
stead of going to her husband Mrs. Tyt-
ler registered at the Driard hotel.

As soon as Mr. Tytler heard of her
arrival he took the children to see her.,
which was done of his own free will,
.and not from any request from the mo-
ther. On the firbt visit he left the chil-
dren with the mother all night.  From
that time on they were with the mother
all day, and remained all night whenever
requested to do so. :

‘This continued till Mr. Boyer inform-
ed the husband that unless he made over
the children to Mrs. Tytler she would
take proceedings against him for judi-
cial separation. and for the custody of
the children.

This Mr. Tytler declined to do, and
wasi 'warned by his neighbors of a Pos-
sible effort on the part of the mother and
uncle to kidnap the children.

He thought it would be wiser if- he
did not allow the children to go to town
and be alone with her. In order that
his wife might not be separated from the
children altogether, - he gave permission
to see them whenever she desired at Es-
quimalt, where he resided. .- He told his
wife that if she did not cgre to live with
him, and have the children entirely with
her, she might live in the enighborhood
and see as much of the children as she
-pleased.

She called to see the children regular-
ly every afternoon and spent a short time
in their company.  Mr. Tytler was anx-
igus not to annoy her with his company
and invariably found some excuse to go

bors had seen the brother around alntrst
every day, but Mr, Tytler was not aware
of this until after the abduction took
place. -

On Friday last Mr. Tytler made a fire
in the drawing room and told the chil-
dren to remain in, as it was too cold to
tg.o out, and 'then-he left them for a short
ime, :

About 3 o’clock the mother came to see
the children and was followed - shortly
by her brother. When the next car
for the city was about to start, the uncle
was seen to seize the little boy in his
arms and hurry him away to the car.
The little fellow did not want to go and
was sobbing bitterly.

Overseer Helgesen Is Down From
Hazleton and Reports Progress.

Hans Helgesen, ex-M. P. P. ‘for

Dominion

Cariboo and.a resident of Metchosin,
at present Dominion fisheries overseer
in the northern waters of this prov-
ince, is .down from Hazéiton, a guest
at the Dominion Hotel. He will re-
main in the city until next spring.
Seen by a Colonist representative, Mr.
Helgesen was at first reticent about
being interviewed, pending sending his
report to the minister of marine and
fisheries. He said, however, that the
work accomplished this season in pre-
venting the barricading of the streams
by Indians had been very successful.
For' years the Indians in the North
had been in the habit of building ob-
structions across the rivers and
streams, thus eventing the salmon
from reaching eir natural spawning
grounds and causing a tremendous
waste, This year he and three men
operated in the upper Skeena and suc-
ceeded in preventing the building of
these obstructions and thereby saying
millions upon millions of spawn and
fish. Two big barricades that had
been placed across the head of the
Babine River by the Indians were re-
moved, and now the lake and tributary
streams are once again swarming with
fish.

Questioned as to what effect it had
upon the Indians, Mr. Helgesen ré-
plied: “Early in the season I ob-
tained from the Coast canners free
gifts of sockeye web netting for dis- |
tribution among the Babine Indians.
This I'cut up and gave every family
a piece of netting, instructing them in
its use. = The second week in Septem-
ber 1 visited the tribe and took an
inventory of their catch. I found
40,000 dried galmon bellies, and the
spring salmon were running plenti-
fully, with. the steelheads and cohoes
yet to come, and I am quite satisfied |
that the Babines have ample fish for
all their wants.”

The clearing out of the obstructions
in the numerous rivers covers quite a
large country,and the beneficial effects
to the sglmon industry cannot be over-
estimated now that the fish are able to
get to their natural spawning ground
unmolested. 5

St. Petersburg tonight prevented
bloodshed in the Russian capital. = The
bitter cold night forcing the strikers
to remain indoors did more to preserve
order than all the Cossacks cavalry
patroling the streets. Heavy military
reserves are stationed in all industrial
districts, but up to midnight there
was no rioting. .There were rumors
of collisions in various parts of the
city, but on investigation they turned
out to be false. ]

The  social democrats had an im-
pressive response on the part of all
organizations of workmen to their
summons for a.general political strike
to demonstrate ? their solidarity with
the struggle of their Polish comrades
for autonomy and to protest against
the execution of mutinous sailors at
Cronstadt. The men walked out of
all ' the mills and factories, and the
employees of the Baltic and Warsaw
railroad, the printers and other classes
of laborers struck, but the shops in
the centre of the city were not closed.

Troops took charge of the electric
light stations, which were operated by
sailors so that the city was not placed
in darkmess tonight. No despatches
have arrived from the interior, how-
ever, to show that the workmen in
other cities are respondent to the de-
mand for co-operation, and dissension
has broken out among the leaders,
some of whom believe tha strike to be
hasty and ill-advised, and who say that
if it does not succeed, the -result will
be a loss of prestige. At meetings
tonight this faction urged the leaders
to announce that, the strike was only
intended as a demonstration; but the
radicals, whose aim is to keep up the
revolutionary action at all hazards, re-
fused to listen to such counsels. They
insisted that it was vitally necessary
for the success of their propaganda
among ‘the army -and mavy that they
should get credit for saving the lives
of the mutineers; and that if they
could force the: government to rscede
from its position regarding Polaad,
they would have it by the throat.

At strike headquarters tonight re-
ports were being recéived, ‘and the
leaders refused to admit that the ques-
tlon of abandoning the strike had yet
been ‘raised.

The situation has calised; 4 renewsl
of the panicky feeling among the in-
habitants, whose nerves were already
shattered by the events of the. last
fortnight, and hundreds of persons
who had- just returned are again leav-
ing for Finland. .

It is also quite clear that
no member of a government Is entitled- to
promuigate any individual opinions of -his
own with regard to any question of policy
on the part of the government of which he
is a member.

When & person becomes a member of a
ministry when there Is any matter upon
which the government have taken a stand
the . same situation confronts the . new
member. He may personally be opposed
to the position taken by the government,
but he must not say so, in faet, it is his
bounden duty to be prepared to defend
the announced policy with ‘regard to- all
matters of ' the government of which he
becomes a member,

No government could, of course, be car-
ried on wunless the individual members
were prepared to give way to the majority,
and if at any time a policy 8 adopted by
4 government with which any member
thereof findg -it impossible to agree, en
there is only one course for that member
to take, and that is to resign his position.

S0 also when a person is requested .by
the prime minister to' become one of his
colleagues, if there is' any: public guestion
upon - which: the government has taken .a
stand and is” pursuing a. defined policy
with which such-a person Is not in accord,
it is his duty to refuse the position unless
the. government agree to modify its stand
in, accordance with hig views,

If Mr. ‘Aylesworth had 'taken th's
course, then theré should have been a pub-
lic announcement in view of the pending
by-elections, of what had been done, and
that the government intended at the com-
ing session “to “amend “the -legisiation aec-
cordingly.

As thig has not beén dome, we must as-
sume that Mr. Aylesworth' falled to take
that stand.

To my mind Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his
distinguished colleagues, who have at
gresent the, Liberal party in their ‘hands,
ave repudiated and attempted to destroy
all the.vital- principles of the Liberal party
of which, true Liberals have always been
80 proud.

agricultural or horticultural urposes,
but a considerable extent of it is known
to be fit for settlement, and at as early
an opportutnity as posesible active steps
will be taken to classify the lands, cut
them into suitable blocks and dispose of
them to settlers.

1. The men chiefly interested  in this
deal are Messrs. J. A. Newell of St
Paul, H. L. Simmons of Glencoe, Minn.,
and M. 8. Rutherford of Princeton.
Minn. They have had a great deal of
experience in the séttlement of lands.
They thoroughly understand that ‘end
of the business and express entire confi-
dence in their ability to secure all the
settlers of the right kind the extent of
suitable land at their disposal will: ne-
cessitate.

A."W. McVittie, the well-known suar-
veyor of, Cranbrook, will have' charge of
the work of classifying the lands, and be
expects to get busy on this work early
in the coming spring.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victorla Meteorological Office;
2 INovember 8 to 14, 1003,

At the commencement of the week an
ocean disturbance was approaching the
Vancouver Island coast, and its progress
was expected to cause the eastward move-
ment of the abnormally high barometric
‘area which had for nearly the whole pre-
vious week' occupled the North Pacific
states; but this bigh areéa was reinforced,

and increased its limits through the North‘J
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ern states lying west of the Misalssippi
river, and the storm area was in conse-
quence driven to the northwird, where a
Dassage was afforded through British_ Col-
uwmbia to the Canadian Middle West prov-
inces. With very little change these have
been the pressure conditiong during the
whole week, and it is only now at the close
when indlcations appear of a comin
change and the gradual displacement o
the high pressure area in advance of an-
other ocean storm, :

The weather ‘In‘ this district has been
mild and occasionally threatening, but the
rainfall has been light here and moderate
on the lower Mainland. Further north,
and more in the path of the storm area,
the rainfall at Port Simpson’ has been very
heavy, reaching nearly four inches, and
at Barkerville and Atlin, on the higher
dands, an average amount of rain and sleet
was recorded, while in the Yukon district
only a light fall of snow occurred.

In the North. Pacific states, from the
Stralts of Fuca to San Francisco, the
weather has been phenomenally ‘ fine for
this geason of the year. In Southern Cal-
ifornia a storm .area developed on thHe
coast, incréased in energy, and moved in-
land to Arizona, causing moderately heavy
rain, and in some localities thunderstorms,

In Atlin and the Yukon distriet temper-
atures have been seasonable and generally
above the average.

In the Canadian Northwest the precipi-
tation hag been Mght in most districts, the
week, however, closing with a northwest-
erly gale at Winnipeg, where some 20
inches of snow had fallen. :

Ireland and the
-~ Land Problem

Study of Operation of the Acts
Assaclated With George
Wyndham,

Purchase Scheme 8ald to Be
Working to the Greatest
Advantage.

Toronto Mail and Empire.

In the October issue of the Edin-
burgh Quarterly Review is a very ex-
haustive study of the operation of the
Irish Lands Acts, with which the name
of George Wyndham will be forever
associated. It has been a matter of
general knowledge that, for reasons
not clear, the hopes of the originator
of the: legislation have not been fully
justified; but at the same time it is
exceedingly satisfactory to learn that
the - unforseen difficulties that have
arisen do nothing to weaken the belief
that the Acts were the expression of a
high and wise statesmanship. It can

hardly be said that the obstacles to the
realization -of 'Mr. Wyndham’s purpose
are ephemeral and insignificant. Never-
theless, the Review can find in none
of them permanent obstruction, and the
indications are that, though the Jsend
may be delayed, the ultimate result
will be a lasting benefit to the people
of Ireland.
The Old Irish Problem.

To establish this fact, it is necessary
to keep in view the situation which
was to be remedied. Speaking gener-
ally, the people of Ireland were too
poor to pay their rent. They were not
too poor, however, to need to live, and
to live it was necessary that they
should work on the land. The land-
lords, however, felt that they could not
afford to permit the tenants to accupy
the land without paying rent, nor could
hey reduce the rent. The result was’
grarian war, with its attendant atro-
cities and cruelties. Another result,
and perhaps the most important of all
was the wholesale emigration, which .
has proved so profitable to many new
countries, chicfiy to the United States,
where the Irish flocked in such num-
bers as to become the dominant ele-
ment in the polyglot population. Can-
ada and Australia have both gained
some of the best material fibre by the
thousands of Irish families that came
almost as refugees from a system that
had threatened their existence in the
land of their birth.

Mr. Wyndham’s Scheme. ,'

Despite the relief which this national
blood-letting might be expected to
have given those who remained at
‘home, the malady continued to harass
the people rwtil Mr. Wyndham pro-
posed his fanious remedy in 1903. In a
nutshell, his idea was that the British
government should become the land-
lord" of Iréland, buy the land of the
proprietors, and sell it at cost price to
the tenants. For the carrying out of
this radical and colossal scheme com-
‘plicated macHinery was. necessary, but
for the purposes of explanation much
of this may be ignored, and only the
commission that passes upon every
transaction between landlord and ten-
ant noted. Buyer and tenant agree
upen the price to be paid for a holding;
the matter is referred to the Estates
Commission of the district, and 1 *they
think the deal a fair one they advance
the money. The tenant, who has now
bgcome a proprietor, gives a mortgage
te the government, and the payments
are so arranged that the installffients
amount to less than he formerly paid
as fent. He gets his land cheaper, and
is delighted; and the landlord is well
satisfied, for he has received a fair
price, and is relieved of the great
trouble of collecting rent’ from people
who were either ‘unwilling or unable to
pay it.

Serious Underestimat-.

| - This is what Mr. Wyr *med
and this is what has « is.
The most serious obstac .er
cess of theischeme lies in . .act
that the plan has been very . «Mmore
successful than he hoped. 'fhe Irish
people are buying land so fast that the
government - appropriations for the
purpose have become exhausted. The
Jrish Secretary estimated that the total
amount of money required to put the
Irish peasant in possession of the land
would be £127,000,000. It may be that
that calculation will prove accurate
enough; although, as many of the
transactions will not be completed un-
til 1918, the absolute impossibility . of
an accurate statement on the matter
becomes apparent. The future may
Jjustify Mr. Wyndham regarding the
total expenditure, but it has certainly
proved him mistaken in his estimates
of the amount required from year to
year. He calculated: that -£5,000,000
per annum would be ample to conclude
all transactions fof the first three years,
The faet is that within a yedr and a
half after the Act has gone into effect
bargains involving no less a sum than
£22,000,000 have been concluded.
The Government’s Dilemma.

Like many another brilliant scheme,
Mr. Wyndham'’s plan is threatened with
failure through sheer lack of capital;
but it is impossible to believe that the
difficulties in the way of providing the
funds “required will not be removed.
The government’s excuse for not deal-
ing with the matter at the last session
of Parliament is reasonable, from a
party standpoint. The whole Irish sub-
ject is a most contentious one, and
trembling on the verge of defeat, the
Balfour Ministry did not dare to press
the question for fear of sudden de-
struction. Nevertheless, even from g
party point of view, the reasoning was
bad, for now the government, #n addi-
tion to its other burdens,! will have to
face the country with the responsibil-
ity of a scheme which, through a minor
miscalculation, is causing distress and
uneasiness where it promised the- re-
verse. ¢

Problem of “Wounded Soldiers.”

Another problem which the Act was
expected to solve, but which appears
to be incapable of satisfactory adjust-
ment, is that of the tenants who had
been evicted before its introduction.
These people, by the thousand, are now
demanding that their former holdings
be purchased for them; but in many
cases other tenants have occupied the
land, to evict them would be an out-
rage. The plain truth of the matter
appears to be that there is not enough
land in Ireland to give every one who
wants it a little farm. A partial rem-
edy may be found in the reclaiming and
improving of large tracts of ‘non-pro=-.
ductive land, but the process must be

slow, and it is hard for the hungry man
to be fatient,

The London Novelist Tbll" a Strange Story With Western Flavor.

Mr. Robert Machray, now. a wel-
known London movelist, formerly an
Anglican clergyman in Winnipeg, and
nephew of the late Archbishop Mach-
ray of Canada, contributes-an ipte}'-
esting article to The Lendon Daily
Graphig on *“Curiositiess of Coinci-
dence,” being one of a series on that
subject which the English journal is
making. L As the sketch in guestion
relates chiefly to” some expériences of
Mr. Machray in Canada.it will possess
special interest for Canadian readers.

Machray proceeds as follows: ¢

I was stopping for the night at a
wel-known hotel in Princes street, Ed-
inpurgh. Next morning I was to leave
for Glasgow, whence I was to sail
for Quebec.

‘For in these
days Winnipeg was scarcely known,
whereag Fort, Garry, from which. the
prairie capital sprang, was a familiar
name from Lord Wolseley’s expedition,
which had been so successful a year
or two previously.

*“Indeed,” =said the man; “that's
strange. I knbw Fort Garry weéll. It's
almost my own .country, Pm an of-
ficer of the Hudson’s Bay Company,
but my own particular: part of the

rthwest is Fort Pelly; but I've often
been at Fort. Garry. So youre going
out there?”

*Yes.” Then I told him my name,
and he introduced himself as James
Renshaw.

“I'm‘going bagk to Canada in a few
days myself’ Renshaw said. “I dare
say we shall meet out there.” .

He had
been transferred from Fort Pelly to
another post aof the company in the far
interior—a lonely” and desolate place,
where he became despondent and hip-
ped. A few years later I was sorry to
hear that the company had dispensed
with his"services, and that he was liv-
ing in the wildemess lying between
Winnipeg 4nd Port Arthur. He had
become a “squaw-maén,” which means
that he had taken up with an Indian
woman, and had exiled himself from
decent society, It looked like being a
case of a-“lost life.”

More years passed. Manitoba and
the Northwest were being opened up
by - the Canadian Pacific raiflwa%, and
one autumn I determined to spend part
of my holidays on a sporting expedition
in the Lake Wabigoon district, which
lies east of Winnipeg and west of Lake
Superior. It was new country, and I
arranged for a guide to accompany me.
We took our own tents and provisions,
and made for Wabigoon station, which
we reached without misadventure, The
railway was still in a very rough state,
and accidents were of. frequent occur-
rence, 80 thgt our safe arrival was a
matter for congratulation. At Wabi-
goon we obtained a birchbark canoe,
and spent d pleasant and sometimes
exciting, fortpight on the lake and in
its vicinity, At the end of the fort-
nikht we folded our tents and made
for the station, setting our faces home-
ward.

With the assistance of a couple of
Indians, we “portaged” our outfits from
the lake to Wabigoon, arriving there
half an hour before the westbound
train was due. There was only one
train a day each way; sometimes there
was not any if there was “trouble” on
the line. Moreover, there was no cer-
tainty that the train would be on time,
but we had to take our chances. We
had come to Wabigoon several times
during the fortnight, and knew the sta-
tion master, the telegraph operator,
and some of the “road hands” I met
the station imaster as I went on the

Ohiahtg tri.bi], at the south end of the
Alberni candl. If the pilgrims sailed in
a daugerously small boat over ‘““The
‘Graveyard #f the North Pacific,” they
now went to the opposite extremé by
sailing fin g ridiculously large Indian
sloop.  Whether it was that theéy lost
their mental equilibrium through fear of
the suspicious hospitality of the natives,
whose forefathers had no relish for vege-
table diet, or that the human mind is

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Fruit Canneries in Galifornia.

! "According to the San Francisco
Chronicle, “fruit canning in California
began in B small way in the sixties;
and by 1870 had increased to 36,400
cases of two dozgn cans.’ From: that
year on there was a steady increase,
until in v1880 the output was 221,000
cases. The final statement of the pack
of 1904 is not available, but the pack of
1908 was 2,730,000 cases, and-the. esti-
mate at the close of 1904 was 2,800,-
000 cases. The outpnt-this year will
apparently be a record-breaker, and
still the facllities are to be very large-
ly - increased. Formerly capital was
afraid of the business; but now it is
entirely ready. to engage in it, and
canneries are built wherever the quan-
tity of fruit within a reasonable, dis-
tance justifies the outlay. ‘The cost
has been reduced by wonderful im-
provements in machinery and appli-
ances, and, as in other lines of trgde,
the tendency is toward the concentra-
tion of the industry in:strong hands,
operating large. plants.: California
canned fruit is recogniged in an
markets of the world as the best to
be had, and our export trade is enor-
mous—reaching 550,000 cases in 1903,
of which Great Britain ' takes by far
the largest_portion. . The canning of
vegetables —except  tdmatoes—is g
much later development, having most-
1y" growm up since the beginning of
asparagus canning, about 1895, when
the pack of that product was 27,730
cases. .The figures of the entire pack
of vegetables, including tomatoes, are
not available for last season, but prob-
ably largely exceeded 1,000,000 cases.
And it now looks as if our can?lng
industries were all still in their” in-
fancy. There seems no end to their
expansion.”

Veterinary Surgeons of Province
Stamping Out the Disease
Ampngst Horses.

—_—

Dr. 8. F. Tolmie, Dominion veterinary
inspector, returned.home yesterday from
a two, weeks’ frip to the Okanagan
country and Vancouver, where he has
been actively engaged in endeavoring to
stamp out an epidemic of glanders. The
doctor left again last night for the Ter-
‘minal City and Peachland to continue
the campaign of eradication, and previ-
ous to his departure spoke Hopefully of
sucecess. -  He said:

“Down at Péochland some 40 or b
work horses used on the different orci-
ards had to be destroyed. ‘The disease
wag praetically confined to this one lo-
cality and is not prevalent among range
horses in any other section of the Okan-
agan.  We have got control of the situ-
ation and I am quite hopeful of finding
the disease entirely exterminated in and
around Peachland.

“For the past two or three months
glanders has been epidemic among the
horses’ in Vancouver and the veterinary
‘authiorities of that city have also had to
resprt to drastic measures in attempting
to combat it. Many valuable horses
have been destroyed for the disease has
. spréad through “every part of the city
from the big livery stables to owners of
individual driving horses, The efforts’
of the doctors is slowly meeting with
success and the campaign of prevention
and eradication will be- pursued until

“No, I am pleased to say that the dis-
ease is not found in Viectoria, the herses
here being entirely free,” he continued.
| According to the despatches'from Van-
couver published .yesterday in the Col-
onist the epidemic has resulted in the
destruction during the past three months
of over 50 horses. Glanders is - said
to have been imported from across the
line by a horse brought in for the Van-
couver breweries, This horse was sold
to:the Commercial hote] before the dis-
ease was discovered. . Used in the ’bus
that meets the trains, the disease quickly
spread to the other horses. The Van-
couver breweries is one of the heaviest
sufferers, their entire delivery stable hav-
ing been destroyed and sent+to the cre-
‘matory.

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A Romance of
Early Winnipeg

Natfatlve Based on Life of One
of Most Gifted Criminals
in History.

A Story From ‘“Canada First”
Which Will Be Read With
Much Interest. .

Canada First, >

The following ‘is said to be a true
narrative, based on the life of one of
the most mysterious and gifted crimin-
als in history: /

In the early seventies a slight aris-
tocratic-looking - young man stepped
from a carriage into the jewelery es-
tablishmeént - of Marshall, the most
fashionable jeWeler of his day in Edin-
burgh. There was evident taste in his
selections of yarious articles of jewelry
and particular interest was shown by
him in a small silver casket of Vene-
tian workmanship.

Whatever hesita-
tion Marsnal or Lis people might have
had regarding the account was remov-
ed by the card handed by the distin-
guished looking purchaser, which read,
“Donald Charles Meath Gordon”—the
family name of at least three of the
noblest families in Britain—and a ref-
erence to vne of the best-known divines
of the Scottish capital. His appear-
ance in the same shop with this clergy-
man - a few days afterwards complete-
ly allayed any doubts of Marshall re-
garding payment for th;: extensive pur-
chase. i

The next the worid knows of Lord
Meath Gordon was his appearance in
London as a guest of a well-known
corporation solicitor. From this shrewd
adviser of financial investment the
records show that Lord Meath Gordon
borrowed more than $10,000. Shortly
afterward he was heard of in New
York as a guest*at the Astor House,
then the fashionable hotel of the Unit-
ed States metropolis. :

At this time the financial world was
agitated by the colossal schemes af
Jay Gould and Jim Fisk, among which
the wrecking of the Erie railway, then
one of the chief railways of the cons
tinent, was-a considerable factor. =

There is a mystery surrounding the
origin of a report, which soon spread
through Wall street and into the count-
ing-houses of the wealthy and specu-
lative, that the good-looking yolng
titled Britisher registered at the Astor
House was the representative of the
British bondholders of the' Erie rafl-
way.
were presumably hostile to the Gould
plans

The story is told in the newspapers
of the time that Lord Meath Gordon
was the only man of the day in the
financial world of the United States
who dared treat Jay Gould cavalierly.
The American millionaire so runs the%
account, was - kept kicking his heels|
day after day in the anteroom of Lord
Meath Gordon’s apartments. . while
awaiting an opportunity to‘confer with
the supposed representative of the Brit-
ish interests of the Erie railway. The
first interview resulted in the great
American capitalist being abruptly
shown the door by the apparently in-
sulted young aristocrat. The last re-
sulted in the deposit by Gould of me-
gotiating seclirities amounting to
several million dollars in the hands of
Lord Meath Gordon as evidence of good |
faith on the part of Gould in a‘tran-
saction whereby- the British investors
were to be outwitted through the
breach of faith of cheir supposed
agent.

The game was a gigantic one, for a
boy only out of his teens was seeking
to outwit on their own ground the
shrewdest financiers of the American
continent. He succeeded after a cer-
tain amount of vexatious. litigation in
Ne_e\v York, He escaped successful
criminal prosecution through the du-
bious character of the original transac-
tion and the alleged complicity of
Gould in his scheme against the Brit-
ish investors.

Lord Meath Gordon was next heard
of in St. Paul, Minn. It was the time
of the construction of the great trans-
continental railway, the Northern Pa-
cific, then . being built under great
financial difficulties. The arrival of a
millionaire and a British lord in one
and the same person could mean only
one thing—investment in the wild
prairie lands of the embarrassed rail-
way. ‘He was treated royally by the
officials, excursions were made to
prospective townsites, a great butfalo
hunt was arranged, and on many a
site of a now prosperous Minnesota
and Dakota town the historic banner
of the Grand Gordons of Scotland and
the Stars and Stripes fluttered before
the marquee of a youth who was be-
fooling a continent to the fullest.

But the implacable Jay Gould still
had his emissaries on the trail of the
woung adventurer, and Gordon knew
it. In consequence, one day the peo-
ple of St. Paul learned that a buffalo
hunt had eculminated in the arrival of
Lord Meath Gordon at Fort Garry,

The ‘life of Lord Meath' Gordon is
well’known to the Winnipeggers of the
early days. He occupied the home on
the estate at Silver Heights owned by
the governor of the Hudson’s Bay com-
pany, who is now Lord Strathcona,
Canadian commissioner in London.
Lord Meath Gordon’s hospitality was
a by-word from dake Superior to 'the
Rocky Mountains. Silver Heights was
the centre of the social life of the
little settlement on the. banks of the
Red River. What if there was a cloud
over the past of a gentle-mannered |
host with fascinating gifts and of lav-
ish generosity? The Northwest_settle-
ment, the new-born province of Can-
ada, took him, as was the way of the
frontier, for what he appeared to be.
The intimate friend of the provineial
ministers of the crown, of the 'judi-
clary,. of the officers of the , military,
and of the better class of professional
men, he was also the comrade of the
half-breeds and Indians on many u’
buffalo hunt or canoe trip into the in-
traveled north. ‘ 5

Copies of Debret and Burke, the
chroniclers of the British peerage, wera
not on the bookshelves of the then
isolated settlement, and it was easy to
convince the recipients of the generoas
hospitality of an aristocratic-looking
young man of - refined and scholarly
tastes that he was a Secottish lord
who* has escaped fiom “the meshes of
a net set by an unscrupulous - Wall
Street operator.

While Gordon was the guest of

the youth across the border to a spot
whnere he could be arrested on a crim-

inal charge. The t}rlme of obtaining
meney under false pretences was not
extraditable =under the - Ashburton
treaty, and various were the schemes
which Gould tirelessly set in motion
to bring Gordon witnifd the clutches
of United States law.

Kidnapping ' was attempted twice,
and :once was almost successful. In
the dead of night the chief of police
of St. Paul with two United Statés
constables, handcuffed’ Gordon im his
bed at Silver Heights, and on swift
horses bore him toward the United
States border. The body servant of
Gordon, his foster-brother it was said,
a young Highlander, who was believed
to be the sole repository of the se-
cret of his mysterious life, aroused the
 town of Winnipeg, a few miles away.
An armed rescue party was-at once
despatched in pursuit. The attorney-
general wired Pembina, the border
town toward which the kidnappers had
ridden, and great was the jubilation
along the Red River when the news
came that tMe men of Pembina had
forced the release of Gordon from thHe
quasi-official kidnappers at the peint
of the revolver,

The hreakers of international law
were taken prisoners, and prosecuted
by Attorney-Géheral Clark, and were
sentenced to terms of imprisonment.
Representations were submitted to the
British government, and a long and
dangerous correspondence took - place
between London and Washington re-
garding the matter.

Foiled in this attempt, detectives
were sent to Great Britaim by Gould ' to
ferret out the career of Gordon in
Scotland. That career so far as they
could learn, began in the Princes
street jewelry shop of Marshall in
Edinburgh. Beyond that nothing
could be discovered. But pertinacity,
time and money do much, and the
agents persuaded Marshall to make a
trip to Toronto, and there on Canadian
soil lay an information against one
styling himself Lord Meath Gordon,
c¢harging him with obtaining jewelry
under false pretences, specifically men-
tipning a Venetian ' casket of antique

orkmanship.

In the depths of winter the journey
of the Canadian police officers was
made, and the arrest consummated
one night when a . northern blizzard
made the trail between Silver Heights
and . Winnipeg almost impassablie.
Gordon had taken his arrest with the
cool inseuciance that was his distin-
guished characteristic. He sent for
his solicitor, the principal lawyer of
the province, who had been his per-
sonal friend and professional adviser
throughout the many complications of
his short life in the Canadian West,

“This is an action on the part of the
Crown, on the part of the Canadian
government, and I have to inform
you ,” said the lawyer reluctantly,

Text of His Serene ’Hiahncssc
Remarks During Visit to
8t. John.

Naval Forge of Great Britain Has
Never Before Been so Ad.
vantageously Placed,

Mayor White,‘of St. John, N.' B,
tendered a luncheon to Prince Louis. of
Battenberg on October 26th, at the
Union Club. * A representative gather-
ing was preseng, and the distingms.hed
guest made an address which contained
several important comments on the
present naval policy of Great Britain.
His Serene Highness said in part:
“When I return to England at the
end of my period of conimand, I hope
to have the opportunity of giving His
Majesty an accout of my memorable
ound in the different ports of - the
Dominion of Canada, both from here
and from the other cities which I have
visited, and from all of which I have
been requesﬁi to carry to His Majesty
messages of {xdying loyalty. This, my
visit to this important seaport town,
marks the end of what has been to my-
self and the offigers and men under my
command, a most enjoyable and inter-
esting visit—a great visit, I may say.
pMy visit is indirectly caused by what
some people describe as a violent
change 'in the naval policy. The dock-
yards at Halifax have been closed and
the same policy has been pursued:on
both sides of the Dominion of Canada
as well as in the West Indies, and we
have bénefited by it. If you will give
me your attention for a few minutés,

opportunity (probably . the last time I
chall be in a position of addressing a
representative body of citizens of one
of the three important ¢entres of the
Dominion) to explain in a few words
the misapprehensions which - have
arisen -in the minds of a great many
on this side of the Atlantic in their
views as to the steps taken by the Ad-
miralty.

Dispersion is
the worst form of strategy, and con-
centration of the main force and- dis-
persion of its weakest units to'far out-
lying- points. — statiens -beyond  all
nreans of direct communication — the
worst. The original of stations was a
natural consequence of British posses-
sions all over the globe. There was in
those days no telegraphy, no wireless
telegraphy, and the Admiralty had to
form squadrons for distant parts,
where they stayed and worked their
cwn sweet will, and as it would take a
letter the best part of a year to reach
them, nobody could interfere.

Difficulties to Face.

“Now, take the squadron which'I
have the honor to command. We can
get up steam practically in an hour.
We can get under way in about the
sdme time, - We can disappear in two
hours beyond the horizon, and no man
can tell where we may-turn’ up in
a few days or a week. ' The matter
was browght to a head in consequence
of  certain = factors beginning to
be gradually . brought: home to
the people who are charged with
these matters, that in these days of
powerful guns, no' ship is of any use
whatever unless pratected, unléss pro-
perly armored. Hence fast vessels
had to be built armored, as opposed to
protected cruisers. These cruisers will
be finished: in “suitable numbers. A
ship ‘like the ‘Drake had 30,000 horse
power and.the largest complement ‘of
men. - The. difficulty which the
Admiralty had to face was where to
get officers and men for these import-
ant ships, but they looked around, and

of ships absolutely useless. in case of
war, having no protection, no”speed,
and which would prove but cheap vic-
tories for a possibe enemy. So these
are being concentrated backwards.
The ships are being disposed of, being
sold, and the officers and men thus
set free- from ithe different stations
have beer employed in many ships that
are. of use in war. The squadron

+“While these ships are withdrawn; it

was obvious. that a-dockyard which
existed*for.the sole benefit of these
ships ceased fo have any present value.

There
are "~ wages of the people, the
masses of stores that accumulate and
deteriorate, and it was the: natural
prerogative when' the permanent ships
were withdrawn, the dockyard should
be unfurnishéd. .The difference be-
tween the Halifax dockyard now and
what it was last year is the difference
bctween a furnished house and an un-
frnished one. There is perhaps an' ex-
aggerated idea about the importance
ot a naval base. You see a great deal
ot talk in the papers where naval ex-
perts say .that the only salvation
where you have a fine harbor is 'to
plant ‘it round with guns and éstab-
Lich some machinety and storehotises,
2nd call it a naval base.

MEDICAL SUPERVISION OF
~ _ /SCHOOLS.

ghe -pathologic condizions of childhood.

They gave fo- England the
greatest advocate she had ever possess-
ed—Lord" Erskife; but they gave Hng-
land a Lord Chancellor of whose intel-
lectual qualifieations he could  say

uch, but of whose moral qualificatjons

e preferred to: be silent, (Laughter.)
It was a Scotsman who was the only
rival in eloquence to the eldér Pitt, and
another
Melville, who was the right-hand man
of the younger Pitt in his great Parlia-
mentary struggles; but that was not
all, mot nearly. all ., They might truly
say of philosophy that, with the great
exception of Bishop Berkeley, all Brit-
ish philosophers in the eighteen century
was Scottish philosophy, and that the
title of Britain to take its rank among
the thinking nations of the world wasa
title it derived rather from those born
north of the Tweed than from those
south of it. (Hear, hear.)

In the hundred years which followed
the union their activities did not -mere-
ly burst the narrow barriers of Scot-
land and overspread England; ' they
produced at least five names whose
fame was not merely insular, but took
their place in ‘different departments of
the great history of civilization. There
was-a man many of them might never
have heard of, but who wassa great
physical chemist nevertheless, a pro-
fessor in ‘this city—Black; a great
scientific engineer—Watt—(cheers); a
great philosopher—Hume; a great poet
-rBurns—(cheers); and a great econ-
omist—Adam Smith. (Cheers.)

These five names would-alyays stand
as great landmarks in the” history of
human culture, as men who opened new
epochs, each in his respective depart-.!
ment. : ¥

MOUNTAIN CAVES

Mining Enginger Ayres Has Just
Finished 8ome Important
Work.

W. S. Ayres, the eminent mining and
consulting engineer of ‘Banff, spent a
few days in the city, last week, says
the Revelstoke Herald. Mr. Ayrea
had just returned from an inspectiou
and survey on behalf of the Dominion
government of the famous marble
caves discovered by Charles.Deutsch-
man and which bid fair to become the
greatest wonder and attraction on the
American continent. With the assist-
ance of the discoverer Mr. Ayres sur-
veyed in three days 3,225 feet, of whic
1,084 feet were in absolutely new
chanmels which were never before en-
tered by any man. Mr. Ayres was
much impressed with thesg latter pas-
sages, and he considers they have as
yet only been touched upon, for their
end was nowhere in sight. ‘- This was
Mr. Ayres’ second visit to the famous
Cougar Basin, in which the caves are
located, his first ‘trip being made about
the end of last May, when, it will be
remembered, he ventured the opinion
that’ other caves, possibly -of greater
extent and beauty, would yet be.found
in the vicinity. - The recent discovery
of the big caves to the east of the
original discovery” fully bears out Mr:
Ayres" opinifon. .

In speaking to a Herald reporter
Mr. Ayres stated that the caves were
exceedingly grand, there being nothing
just like them known in the whole
world. Unlike the mammoth. caves
of Kentucky and others of lesser re-
nown, the Deutschman caves have a
very marked and different formation,
being constructed of marble by the
force of water action. For centuries
past underground streams have been
carving out thege immense - caverns
and channels til now they are un-
equaled in magnificence of grandeur
and beauty in the entire world. Mr.
Ayres has had a large experience in
the pursuit of his profession in under-
ground work, and his opinion df the
Deutschman caves will be of immense
value to the government, as well as
of great intergst to the people of Can-
ada. The most seeptical mow admit
that these wonderful caves will in th¥
near future bg the attraction of the
continent and the means of wing
thousands of tourists from all' points
in Canada, the United States and
Eyrope to this district.

DISAPPEARANCE OF FROSTS.

Why ianun'itoba They no Longer Do
' _Damage to Crops.

(W. L. Griffin in London Times.)

It is only me twenty years back
that those residents in the Northwest
of Canada, who even, then . beleved
that her present prosperity was bound
to dawn at no distant date, were
used to be: dogmatically informed,
with: jrritating frequency, that “this
cduntry, Sir, is nothing more than a
big ‘experiment” Many a Westerner
who has. “made his pile” during the
past few years, and who now loudly
proclaimg that he neder faltered in his
faithWin’ tHe. great future before his
country, would not like to be remind-
ed of the wealth of idiomatic embel~
lishment with which;he was wont only
8 few years ago to decry the province
of which he is today so proud and
Patronizing a citizen.

It must be .peculiarly gratifying to
all connected "with, Canada, and es-
pecially. so to the. early .resident in
the Northwest, to peruse the = special
articles which have recently appeared
It will seem to many

utterances befittingly record a = gen-
eral awakening to. the fact :of the
great vart evhich the Canadian North-
west is to play in the history of the
world. 5
It.is not, however, to deal with this
phase of affairs that these lines are
Wwritten, but rather to explain, shortly
and simply, one way in which the
spread of cultivation has very greatly
reduced the danger of damage to crops
from frost. s

In the early days of Manitoba, when
but lttle of the great prairie had been
“broken,” the grass used to “hold” the
snow, which would lie, in an average
season, to a depth of from ‘a foot to,
say, 18 inches upon the level.' After
about the - middle of March the sun
gathering warmth would thaw the sur-
face of the snow, and, as frosty nights
invariably followed, a cake of ice was
formed perhaps two or three inches
thick, which had to be penetrated be-
fore the snow _undernegth became af-
fected, and thus much retarded the dis-
appearance of the snow.

+On the other hand, on “broken” or.

ploughed - land there is nothing * to
“hold” the snow, and it lies there to
the depth of only a few inches. In ad-
dition, the- black soil catches ‘and
retains the sun’s heat much more read-
ily than the “sod” The consequence
is .that land ploughed in the prece g
autumn becomes bare of snow in

spring, long .before the virgin prairie.

I ren‘lembgr that,- early’ in the’eight-
fes, the farmers of Sauthern Manitoba,
regarded the end of . April as about
the average time for commencing seed-
ing operations. When I left that prov-
ince, about eight years ago, conditions
had so changed that the usual expecta-~
tion was.to get on the land by the
first ‘or second week in April. . There
are, perhaps, cycles of both early ‘and
late season, but the advantages of an
earlier start are obvious, -

Only a small percentage of the area
of the Northwest is under the plough
today,  and, HWaving regard ' for the
above facts, there can be but. little
doubt, that, with the spread of culti-
vation, the occasional damage to the
crops by frost, of which altogether too
much has been made, will rapidly tend
to become a thing of the past,

Twenty-four Survivors Celebrate Anni-
vergary of Famous Charge. ,

Twenty-for of the survivors of the

.charge of the Light Brigade at Bala-

clava were entertained to dinner.at the
Trocadero Restaurant last night ‘in
commemoration of the 51st anmiver-
sary of the charge. Mr. Justice Buck-
nill presided, and in proposing the
toast of “The King” said a message
had been sent to His Majesty on be-
half of the syrvivors of the Light Bri-

de “expressing their loyal devotion.

e following reply had been received:
“Please convey to the survivors of
Balaclava Light Brigade His Majesty
was loyally , honored. The ‘toast
of “The Queen, the Prince ahd
Frincess of Wales, and the other Mem-
bers of the Royal Family” having also
been hdpored, the chairmarn proposed
“The Navy, Army and Auxiliary

‘to. ‘them.,
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Forges.” He said we' had just been
celebrating the centenary of the great
man. who established for England the

mastery of the sea. They were now
celebrating Balaclava Day, 51 years
ago. He well remembered that ‘great
event. At that time he had the pleas-

‘yre-of reading the Times to his father

every morning while his father was at
breakfast, and before he had his ownm,
and he’should never forget tHe occa-
sfon’ when the first information .came
It was a glorious occasion.
On that day the Light Brigade earned
for themselves for ever and for ever a
glorious fame—the fame of men who
“rode to the miouth of hell” What the
Auxiliary \Forces would come to be he
did not know. But he knew what they
wanted to be. They. wahted to spand
their” spare time in” preparing them-
selves for another erpergency. But
spare time meant spare time. We
could not take the civilian soldier from
his civil work with any honesty or jus-
tice. . All' that was necessary was to
make the best of him in.the circum-
stances of the case, taking care not to
strangle his patriotism with undue and
unjust demands., Mr. H. Herbert, of
the.4th (Queen’s Own) Light Dragoons,
proposed. “Our Noble- Leader, the Earl
of Cardigan.” Lord Cardigan, in reply
thanked the surviyors of the charge
for the manner in ahich they supported
his relative at Balaclava 51 years ago.
The toast of “Our Officers” having also
been drunk, Mr. T. H. Roberts propos-
ed “Miss Florence Nightingale, the
Soldiers’ - Friend,” from whom the fol-
lowing message was received: . “I send
remembrances and best wishegato all
myold friends.” In reply to the toast
of “The Chairman,” Mr. Justice Buck-
nill expressed his appreciation of the
great work which Mr. T. H: Robeyts
Lad done on behalf of the survivors of

the charge, and said they would do

what they could to help him in the
good work which he had undertaken.
Among - other toasts proposed were
“Our Comrades of the Heavy Brigade,

and all those who took part in the

Crimean War,” “The Benefactors and
Eupporters of the Light Brigade,” to
which Mr. T. H. Ro?rts responded,
and “The Memory of the Dead,” which
was honored in silence.

Derwent W:t’er Up Again,

The floating island on Derwent water
has reappeared after a lapse of seven
years. The most plausible explanation
of this strange phenomenon appears to
be as follows: A mass offdecaying vege-
table matter, mixed with mud at the
bottom of the lake, becomes gradually
inflated gvith gas. Owing to the peculiar
nature of the mass the gas is unable to
escape as fast as it ‘is formed, so the
mass becomes lighter thah water, and
hence rises to the surface. After a vari-
able time the gas gradually escapes, and
the island sinks again to the bottom.—
London Globe.

EPIDEMIC OF ‘GLANDERS.

Fifty Horses Have Been Killed af
Vancouver to Stamp Out Disease.

Vancouver, Nov. 13.—(Special)—Do-
minion Veterinary Inspector Dr. Tol-
mie of Victoria and Dr. J. Gibbins of
Vancouver are hard at work today
pursuing the epidemic of glandeérs
which is prevalent in this city. For
three months the veterinary authori-
ties have been actively engaged in
endeavoring to put down the disease
in this city, but it is still, in the words
of a well known vet in g statement
made to the  Province today, “very
prevalent from Mount Pleasant to
Hastings, and from Hastings to Stan-
ley Park.™ Fifty horses have been
killed here amnd, over that number in
the’ interior,
