In the valley of the Garenne in France a
cave was discovered which unearths a good
many faots hitherto unknown. The climate
of F‘Zunoe at the time that this cave was
inhabited must have been similar to that of
the Arctio regions of the present day, as is
clearly seen in the remains of the animals
found in thecave, There were found the
bones of the reindeer, bear and musk ox,
animals which are only found in the colder
regions of the north, Another indicatien
of this is seen in the fact that the floor of
this cave is composed of five layers of char-
coal, and between these layers, promiscu-
ously piled, were found bones of animals,
In s hot climate, such as France now is,
this eould not have been the case.

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A SUGGESTION FOR HOTEL KEEPERS.

When fire breaks out in a building during
tho'dly time, when people are awake, it
“does not freauently happen, except in the
ohse ‘of crowded theatres and such like
‘buildings, that a great loss of life occurs.
‘Had the fire in the Newhall house at
Milwaukee broke out in the daytime, and
‘had the guests and servants been scattered
at $he supposed time, just as they were in
reality at the time of the fire, in the vari-
ous rooms of the hotel, the probability is
that there would have been & much shorter
death roll te chronicle. The reason is obvi-
eds. A man awake is more liable to perceive
danger and escape from it than one-asleep.
When danger is apprebended from fire or
from any other source,a hotel should have re-
sources by which it could awaken and warn
its inmates om the shortest notice, The
suggestion offered by a gentleman in ano-
ther column is worthy of consideration on
the part of hotel managers. The suggestion
is to have in every room in ho-
tels an alarm bell to be, connected
with some central point by an electric
wire. Let this bell have the force of an
ordinary alarm clock, and if set in motion

. when danger from any source is appre-
‘ended many a victim might be saved from
a oruel death. Eleetric appliances are now
becoming eheap, and the cost of fitting up
an hotel with a number of these alarms
would amosnt to not a large sum "at all,
The first care in the event of fire is to see
that every living being is warned and
brought to a consciousness of danger.
When everyone is asleep no plan seems
better fitted to do this than to have an
electric alarm at the head of every bed in
every hotel. Let some enterprising hotel
manager get up s scheme of this kind and
we venture to say he will profit handsomely
by it. :

The British Assodlation.
From the London Atheneum, Dec 29.

A circular from Canada has just been dis-
tributed to the members of the British
association, which announces that the city
of Montreal has taken measures to provide
for the meeting appointed to be held in
Montreal in 1884, The committee not only
hold out a prospect that the meeting will
be largely attended, but they give a guar-
antee that the amount contributed and
consequently the revenue available for the
scientific grants of the association ‘¢ shall
not fall below that ordinarily received

by the association,” The movement
is nov local, but meets with the
support  and approval of the

dominion, and the government, it is
announced, will make a liberal grant' of
money to defray the expense of invited
members in crossing the ocean. While in
Canada there_is every prospect of success,
there are ntﬂ?}b‘jectiona on the part of some
influential mémbers here, and the subjeet is
under the cgnsideration of the council of
the association. Ou Monday a meeting of
some members of the general committes
was held at the rocms of the Geological
gociety ; but there appeared to be mno
general disposition to oppose or saper
sede the meeting in Canada. A
resolution was however carried by four
votes, those who had expressed their
opinions not voting, thata memorial should
Ye addressed to the council requesting that
the whole matter shou!d be reconsidered by
them, and making suygestions hat a mest-
ing shall as usual be held in England, and
that a deputation shall be sent to Canada
It is becoming probable that the council
will findythe means cf conciliating all inter-
ests by holding a meering in England,
journing to Montreal. ‘The Cansdian au-
thorities are already canvassing to obrain
the presence of leading members, 80 a8 10
have # strong party to meet their American
and Canadian supporters.
