Ryan said “All right,” and went to work, 
and as he had been instructed to employ a 
foreman it $65 a month and his board, he 
offered the job to Capt. Wm. Ryan of Jar­
vis, who was in town. That gentleman 

pted at once and went to work, and 
both he and Ryan flew around the town 
spending their own money looking up la­
borers and were very successful.

The men were to pay $1 each, which 
would secure a free passage to Jack Fish 
bay, the scene of operations, when tne re­
ceipt therefor waa presented to Tremeling.

The men flocked around in large num­
bers and were eager to go in, some of them 
begging the money to pay for the registra­
tion of their names.

On the hanha of the Humber river, 
southward, flowing to the great Lake On­
tario, in the busy Village of Woodbridge, 
stand the buildings known far and near 
as the Woodbridge machine works. Estab­
lished in 1849, thirty-five years have rolled 
away into the great past since first was 
heard at the Woodbridge works the clang 
of the smith’s hammer and since flew the 
sparks as the brawny arm of the clever 
workman wrought under its ringing blows, 
the glowing iron into its needed shape.

And yet 
Hayes was chosen, after all, the man who 
on the first ballot stood at the very foot of 
the poll. Evidently Blaine was the real 
choice of the majority of the people, that 
is, of the republicans, but be was defeated 
by wire-pulling among the delegates after 
the convention opened.

The republican national convention 
of J8S0 met in Chicago on 
Wednesday, June 2. It was not 
till the following Monday that ballot­
ing was begun. Twenty-eight ballots were 
taken on that day and eight on the next. 
The two leading names before the conven­
tion were those of Grant and Blaine.
( ; rant's vote was 304 on the first ballot; it 
touched its minimum— 302—on the twenty- 
fifth, reached its maximum—313—on the 
thirty-fifth, and closed with the famous 306 

the last ballot. Blaine started with 284 
votes, and did not get more than 285 on 
any subsequent ballot. There was no seri­
ous break in his column until next to the 
last —thirty-fifth—ballot. On the thirty- 
fourth his vote was 275. On that ballot 
Garfield, for whom not more than two 
votes appeared on any preceding count, 
allowed 17 votes. On the thirty-fifth bal­
lot Garfield's vote had jumped up to 250 
and Blaine’s had dropped to 57. On the 
next and last ballot the former had 399— 
378 being necessary to a choice—and the 
latter 42.

Judging by the starting vote in 1880, 
cither Grant or Blaine should have beeu 
the man chosen. But, apparently just be­
cause these were the best known and the 
most popular of all the candidates named, 
they were thrown aside for Garfield, who 
at first seemed to have no “show" at all. 
An example of how not to do it, we should
