He Sees the Reporters.

A number of newspaper men had an in-
terview with Birchall ati the jail this after-
poon. He appears to treat the matter with
the same nonchalanceas heretofore. ' ‘“What

man dies from consumption, another is at-
__tacked with congestion and passes away in
24 bours, a third falls over a precipice, or a
* fourth is run over by a street car. Sudden
deaths are frequently happening, what dif-
ference does it make as to the mannerf”
All the same the gsneral opinion is that,
should  the opportunit offer, Birehall
will adopt a different mode of making his
exit than that which justice says he shall
take. Of course every precaution will be
taken to prevent the condemned man from
committing suicide, but however careful his
guards may be they cannot avoid this finis
to the mest sensational series of chapters
of modern criminal history which Canada
Las ever furnisbed. The condemned man
will still’ be allowed to have his meals
furnished from the outside and will be per-
mitted to eat anything that the money at
the disposal of his friends can buy. and no
Lamau vigilance can prevent his s curing the
means necessary to expedite his journey hence
if the prisomer it so inclined.

Criwx, Eng., Sept. 30.—Much melancholy
Linferest is felt here in' Birchall He was
once well known in this town, having been
éngaged to be married to Miss Reid, sister
of the rector of Coppenhall, The wedding
was twice postponed after 'all the arrange-
ments had been made, and the lady died
suddenly, evidently of & broken heart. She
was buried in. her bridal, dress, with a
wreath of orange blo-om‘ ‘on her head.
Birchall, it appears, was born in Church,
Lancashire, England, about 25 years ago.
His father was for years the rector of Church
Kirk and rural dean of Whalley. He was
the Rev. Joseph Birchall, and he died in 1878,
after a residence at Church of 2% years.
He was wealthy, and at his death his pro-
perty was divided by will between his four
children, three sons -and a daughter.
Reginald was the youngest son. He was
educated at Harrow and Oxford. In the

that they would hardly come within the
range of contemplation of the ordinary
criminal. Maxwell's acquaintance with his
victim was a chance acquaintance, which
developed into friendship formed on a trans-
atlantic  steamer, Birchall's was a chance
acquaintance, which became a friendship,
formed through the medium of an advertise-
ment in a London newspaper. Both victims
and both murderers were young men of good
social position in their native country, and
all had the advantages of education and refin
ed bhome surroundings.

Maxwell chloroformed his victim in a room
of the Southern Hotel in 8t, Louis, Birchall
lured his to'a lonely swamp and there blew
his brains ouv.

Tae ENGLISH UNIVERSITIES.—Birchall
had resided for a time in one of the colleges
ot Oxford, and Pelly was a graduate of
Cambridge. That isone reason why the
trial'has excited so much interest in Eng-
land.
