That the English medical authorities are
making a grave error in belitting the dan-
ger of cholera infection by communication
is the on held by several army surgeons
who wer® interviewed to-day, and whose
vast experiences in Indis render them pe-
culiarly able to speak on the subject of
cholers with ulﬂloril.l.

“The a nce of the disease at Ham-
‘burg,” said one of these, {‘means a positive
danger, not only to England, but to the
United States, whither at this season of
the year continental emigrants are swarm-

ing. -

“Supervision or any modified form of
quarantine is a worse than useless precau-
tion to take in these cases, as it lulls to'a
fancied security and leaves the danger as
imminent as ever.

“Nothing short of an absolute prohibi-
tionof immigration 'to, England and the
United States will serve to save these coun-
tries from running & tremendous risk.”

London is
full of American travelers who have cut
short their continental journeys, in many

cases at a day’s notice,and who have arrivel:

Unfortunately the principal Atlantic
liners are always on their return trip crowd

all hazards.

A Suspicious Oase in London.

Loxpox, Aug. 30.—The first suspicious
case of cholera in London developed to-day:
The detention of a couple of Russian Jews,
who arrived from Hamburg om Saturday at
the hospital, suffering with symptoms
of Asiatic cholera.

Extensive measures have been taken by
the East End hospitals to meet any de-
mand in the event of an extensive outbreak.
The strictest rules have been formulated to
keep both the patients and the attendants
isolated.

The sanitary autborities have in no wise
relaxed their vigilance. Every day the
lodging houses are subjected to a rigid in-
spetion.
Considerable is felt here be-
cause of the knowledge that cholers has
certainly obtained & footing in Lgndon,
. and in one of the worst places in which it
could appear. Notwithstanding the quar-
antine that has been established people
from Hamburg are allowed to land and the
result of this is shown by the fact that two
pew cases of cholera have occurred in the
City-road, London. The vietims arrived
yesterday on the steamship Peregrine from
Hamburg. They showed no symptoms of
the disease and were permitted to land.
They proceeded to their homes, and to-day
the disease appeared. The district is filled
with small houses and is densely populated.

Hamburgers Treated Like Lepera

Loxpox, Aug. 30.—The Berlin corres-
pondentof The News says: The export
case of Asiatic cholera in this city did not
create a papic. The Sanitary Committee
has decided to stop the gratuitous distri-
bution of disinfectants in order to prevent
their waste, and to aveid an unwarranted
feeling of safety. At the same time the
largeit powers of inspection will begin,
and ample frovi-ionl for doctors and nurses
will be made in event of a contingency.
Prof. Koch has issued a warning against
over-much . watering of the streets, the
humidity, he claims, favoring the spread of
bacilli and the rapid consumption of,water
preventing effective filtration of the Water-

Paris, Aug. 30.—The Minister of the In-
terior will to-day sign an- order embodying
advice from the Board ot Health for the
establishment of a aanitati') cordon along
the eastern frontier trom ' Dunkirk to Delle
and for the maiutenance of cholera sanitary
stations in all the ports of France.

A stevedore working - at Havre yesterday
fied suddenly after .drinking a glass of
water, presumablyfrom eholera. The British
and American officials at Havre do not re-
gard the situation as alarming. As a matter
of precaution the American consul appoint-
ed & commission of physicians to inspect all
out-going Atlantic steamers. The Minister
of the Interior has ordered every possible
facility to be extended %o the foreign con-
suls in the master of she abode and extent
of the disease and its progress.

tioe hundred clauses printed on the back of
the sbipping bill {nthe smallest type then
known to the country, The sturdy old
judge made an attempt to read the diminu-
tive paragraphs and failing in tins, said,;*Do
you suppose, sir, that an ordinary farmer
with ordinary eyes,shipping a horse ata busy
station is to take his solicitor with him and
they two are to spend a day going over the
special terms of this alleged contract? Non-
sense, sir, your conditions are not worth a
cent.” Judge Falconbridga has just
iven o judgment in favor of the
woer of a horse killed in arailway collision,
which amounts to the same thing. The fact
is that railway law is fast assuming a very
simple aspect. The company contracts for a
certain sum to take you or your horse to a
named destination, The dead body of your-
self or your horse does not amount to the
same thing, and the difference in value has
to be paid by the common carrier, who, in
return for this liability, enjoys all sorts of
privileges and monopolies not allotted to the
general public, Common sense will yet have
its innings in spite of all the lawyers in and
out of Christendom.

An agitation is on foot for & thorough in-
spection of the system of treatment of the
unfortunates in the Quebee insane asylums.
A correspondent of The New York Herald,
who has beén making -a tour of that pro-
vince, furnishes his paper with a graphic
account of the borrors of the tarming-out
system by which patientsare regarded as 80
much roerchandise. Poor afflicted human
belngs, unable to defend themselves, are
farmed out, the correspondent says, at so
mueh a head to private individuals who are
in the insane business for the money they
can get out of it; who lose $132 a year every
time one of their helpless prisoners is by any
chance cured and discharged; whose finan-
cial prospects become more rose-colored the
more insane they can keep withinjtheir walls;
who are required by no law to follow any
treatment which may be suggested by the
Goverament's  perfunetory inspectors,
while the state of things among the patients
may be imagined. While the statements of
the correspondent may be exaggerated and
overdrawn, there are enough facts given to
/demand more frequent and better official
and expert inspection of the Quebec lunatic
asylums, in order that the public may be
convinced ' that the insane receive the most
merciful, humane, modern and efficient treat-
ment that can be given. :

Princess Louise’s Bust of the Queen.

The bust of the Queen upon which the
Princess Louise has been éngaged for some
months is now complete. It is & notable
 example of the Princess’ skill, and standing
in the Queen’s boudoir at Osborne it has at-
tracted much attention among members of
the Royal Family. The Princess has also
been at work on some pictures which are ip-
tended for Chicago, and these, it is said, will
after the exhibition be sold and the pro-
ceeds be given to some charitable institutions
in Toronto, Ottawa and Montreasl. Of all
the daughters of the Queen Princess Louise
is the best artist, though she is closely run
by Princess Beatrice. .

Even to this day
they allude to it before Yyou: have been ten
minutes in conversation wish o pative, The
fire cleaned out nearly 1700 houses, swept
over nine miles of streets and 200 acres of

causing o total loss of

thing for 8t. John. Fine blocks of stores
now stand whera little frame structures s
before, and the “big fire” was undoubtedly
the means of making St. Jobn what it is to-
day, the prettiest and most cleanly city in
the land, The city of St. Jobn is
the mouth of the St. John River, where the
noble stream empties into the Bay of Fuandy.
The barbor is a ,splendid one and is one of
the chief attractions of the place. The 8t.
John River rises somewuere in tho State
of Maine apd is the meaus of draining
over 17,000,000 acres of land, viz.: 2,000,000
in Quebee, 6,000,000 in Maine and 9,000,000
in New Brunswick, All this vast y of
water flows into the sea between & rocky
pass a little over 500 feet wide, over which
is stretched a suspension bridge that is some
90 feet above high tide: It is almost
under this bridge that a strange and beauti-
tul fall is formed. W hen the tide is high the
ses. falls some feet into the river.
when the tide 1s low the river has a similar
fall into the sea, so that it is only at half
tide; i. e., when the water is on a level that
this portion of the river can be used by boats,
ete. The bridge is now awned by the Local
Government, and is free to all traffic. It
was originally built by the late William K.
Reynolds out of his own private means. A
little above Buspenston Bridge is the new

Cantilever Bridge, :
which connects the Interoolonial system
with the Canadian Pacific Railway. Inis a
fine structure, weil and substantially built.
It was only opened for traffic a few years
ago. This bridge forms & direet communi-
cation between the Lower Provinces and the
Pacific coast.
The farbor of 8t. John
is one of the chief attractions of the city.
Vessels of any size can lie in perfect safety
at its. wharves or anchor in the stream
gafe from auy storm that may rage
in the Bay of Fundy. The tide -has
a rise and fall in the harbor of about 30
feet. To the east of the city is Courtenay
Bay, celebrated as being the birthplace of
Wallace Ross'and, other famous oarsmen.
An Old Cemetery.

Almost in thé centre of the city is an old
and unused cemetery that has of late years
been constructed into a park. Many of the
tombstones bear inscriptions and dates over
100 years ago. Some of the inscriptions are
very quaint. Many Enpglish ollicers lie
buried here.
