AY LEAST TWO LIVES LOST IN TO-
RONTO BAYX LAST EVENING.

A Numbér of Skaters Go Through the
Ioe and Two of Them Perish Before
“wo; Could Be Rendered—One
of she Bodies Recovered—No Appli-
ances for taving Life,

Two lives, perhaps three, were lost in
Toronto bay last evening.

The victims perished about 4.30 o’clock
in sight of nearly 100 people, who were not
over 25 foet distant from the scene of the
sccident.

Two of the victims are James Owen, son
of H. A Owen of 44 Elizabeth-street, and
—— (oombes, unknown address. Both
were abous 19 years of age. The third
victim, if a third perished, is unknown,
although George Dunk, a w:iter of the
Albany Club, who went skafing yesterday
afternoon and should have reported for
duty at 5 p.m., has thus far failed to

put in an appearance. ¢
All yesterday afternoon the slip between
the Argonaut Boat Club and the Toronto
Canoe Club wharves, in rear. of the Union
Btation, was crowded with skaters, not-
withstanding that she ice was in a very
unsafe condition. ’
Altbhough warned several times daring
the afternoon that the ice was unsafe, the
skaters became more reckless as the day
advanced. A number of them finally
wound up by challenging each other to
see who - could skate nearess the edge of
. the ice at the outer end of the
slip. Coombes and one or two others
were the first to get into the waler.
Young Owen, who was & short dus‘cance
away, weut caretully up to the hole in the
ice. He reached out his hockey stick to
one of the drowning - boys, who grasped it.

Atter & short search a second body was
recovered and placed in the -boat. The
boat was then worked over to the float of
the canoe club’s house,

A Second Accident.

There were a number of men and boys
erowded on the float. Just as the boat was
palled in and the body was being lifted
out the chains supporting the float broke
and those standing on it were precipitated
into the bay.

The float fell on the boat, smashed it,
dumping thoss in it, together with the
corpse, into the water. The body sank to
the bottom and up to an early bour this
morning had not been recovered. 7

Was a Third Boy Drowned 7

It is not known how many were on the
float at the time, or whether all that were
thrown into the water ‘were rescued.

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INDIAN MURDERERS WILL NOT AHNG

The Sentence On Peter and Jack, he
Slayers of P, v, Pittendrigh, Com-
muted to Life Imprisonment,

Orrawa, Jan, 9.—His Excellency the
Governor-General has been pleased™ to
commute to imprisonment for life the sen-
tence of death passed on two Indians nam-
ed Peter and Jack of the Chehalis tribe for
the murder of a voliceman named A. E.
Pittendrigh, near New Westminster, B.C.
Their trial lasted six 'days and attracted a
large amount of interest. Peter rebelled
against Pittendrigh, who was foreman of a
gang of men, Peter being one of the num-
ber. Pittendrigh threw Peter into the
water and Peter swore revenge. Pitten-
drigh, while crossing a vacant lot at West-
minster on the night of Oct. 27 last year,
was waylaid by Peter and Jack and mur-
dered. The principal witness against the
accused was the wife of Peter, a squaw of
the Douglas tribe; between whom and the
Chehalis there is a good deal of ill-feeling.
The squaw and her tribe swore that the
mirder was committed by Peter
and Jack, while a number of
the Chehalis Indians swore the fatal shot
was fired by the squaw herself. In conse-
quence of the feud between the two tribes
it was thought that it would be more con-
ducive to a better state of feeling that
mercy should be exercised than that it
should be made to appear to one side that
that two lives had been sacrificed and to the
other their ili-feeling had been gratified, Ac-
cordingly His Excellency was advised to
take a favorable view of the petition for an
éxercige of clemency which was presented
to him. Three executions were set down
for January 15, the third being the boy,
Phillip Hill. All sentences have now been
commuted.

(harles Tupper hope to meet Lord Ripon,
Secretary of State for the Colonies, who
has been ill. 2 :

Mr. Fleming has drawn up s strong
memorandum in reference to his Pacific
cable scheme for the Imperial Government,
showing practically the unanimous support
which the gable has received in Australia,
where it is expected the [mperial Govern-
ment will do everything in its power to en-
courage the project. The strongest kind
of pressure, however, is being brought
against the Pacific cable in the press and
with the Government by Sir Joha Pender
and the Eastern Telegraph monopoly. The
¢olonies will probably have to carry through
the scheme themselves, and Mr. Fleming
figures that it is quite feasible for them to
doso. It is hoped that the Canadian-
Australian conference at Ottawa in June
will awaken the Imperial Covernment to
the keeu colonial chagrin aroused by Im-
perial apathy. ’

AILL HOPE MUST BE ABANDONED.

Little Chance Left That Oapt. Wilson’s
Command las Eseaped Blassaere.

Loxpox, Jan. 9.—Sir Henry Loch, Im-
perial Governor of Cape Colony, cabled to-
day to the Marquis of Ripon, Secretary of
State for Colonies, that he feared all hope
of the survival of Cagtain Wilson and his
party must be abandoned.

As soon as the rains cease and the streams
fall sufficiently to make . travel possible a
strong patrol will be sent out, Sir Henary
says, to bury the bodies of Wilson and his
men.

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A BROTHER OF THE DEAD MAN
TELLS HIS STORY.

Why the Correspondence Was Discon
tinned—The Author of the Fraud
Frightened by an Advertisement. Tried
to Throw the Heirs Off His Track—The
Case to Come Up To-Day,

The case of P. C. Johd Charlton, 50
Bleocker-street, charged with ‘‘falsely hold-
ing himself out as administrator of an
estate with intent to detraud,” will come
up to-day. The World yesterday learned
many additional facts,

Alexander Craigmile, the man whose
executor through the death of an uncle,
Charlton, it is alleged, claimed to be, was
born in Tyrone, Ireland. He was raised
within eight miles of the native place of
Chariton, i
. Craigmile left for Australia 35 yeafs ago.
He was at Melbourne for a time, and then
be settled in Sydney, New South Wales.
He was there when he was ldst heard from
directly by the family, which was some
years ago. :

Alexander Craigmile lived a solitary
bachelor life. - No relative followed
his example in going to the aatipodes, so
when he died he left as his heirs his mother,
a brother aud a sister in Tyrone, Ireland,
three brothers and two sisters in America.

The First Letter,

A lotter dated Todmorden P.O., Ont.,
May, 1893, signed by Philip Vernham, in-
formed the mother of the family that -her
son in far Australia had died. The letter
further stated that the deceased had left
behind him an estate valued at $25,000 to
$30,000 and the will had been entrasted to
the writer for execution,

Vernham explained how he had secured
such a trust, When Alexapder Craigmile
had died he left as executors a certain **Mr.
Weldon” and a second who is called by the
writer “My Uncle.” The man Weldon
died in Australial and the man called.*‘My
Uncle” setiled at Todmorden and also died.
The uncle had appointed the nephew sole
executor and payee, The will, it was
stated, had required that all the hoeirs
should submit and produce affidavits
proving their claims before any money
should be paid or business done. The
writer intimated that claimants should
inclose £2 each for preliminary expenses,

Other Relutives Informed,

This letter was directad to the father of
the deceased who hyd died some years be-
fore, The mother opened it and informed
her children of the sad news. James
Craigtnile, who lives near Philadelphia,
took up the matter and wrote immediately
to Vernham. His letter was answered

soon and he was told that the executor
of the other will would be in
Philadelphis on August 1, 1893,
Mr. Craigmile waited until September
and no one came and he determined to
visit Canada, which he did in S:ptember.
He was unable find any man named
Vernham at T'odmorden, but was told by
the postmaster that the man called occa
sionally for letters sent to that address,
claimed to be a traveling man and that he
requested that his letters be never sent to
the dead letter office, but always kegb till
he called for them,
Oan the Track of the Writer,

Mr, James Craigmile then came to To-
ronto and consuited Mr. R, 8. Cassels of
Cassels, Cassels & Brock. An advertise-
ment was inserted enquiring for the where-
abouts of Philip Vernham. Then Mr.
Craigmile returned home.

That advertisement had a peculiar ef-
fect on ‘‘Philip Vernbam.” He wrote to
all the Craigmiles and asked pardon for
the trick he had played. He said he was a
detective,that Alexander Craigmile had leit
no estate and that he had written as he did
only to gain information concerning certain
parties whom he could hear from in no
other way.

Mr. Craigmile says he doesn’t know
whether or not he returned the $2 which he
believes his mother had sest. The letter
was posted at Christian-street, Philadel-
phia, and could be answered at Pashua,
Texas, or Denver, Colorado. Letters like
this were sent to all the heirs.

Mr. Craigmile at once came to the con-
clusion that the man Vernham was en-
deavoring to secure the whole estate, He
learned about this time that Vernham had
ordered all his letters to besent to 2141
Christian-street, Philadelphia, where Mrs,
McFarlane lived, which address is but a
couple of blocks from the office where the
lasy letter from Vernham was posted.

Craigmile Tarns Detective,

Craigmile determined to call and in-
vestigate for himself, He found.Mrs, Mec-
Farlane, ‘who said she was a sis-
ter of Vernham, who lived at
50 Bleecker - street, Toronto. Craig-
mile didn't beljeve all the woman said and
was certain that something was wrong
when she gave her brother’s name as
“John.” Then Craigmile learned that
Mrs. McFarlane’s maiden name was Charl-
ton,

Miss Bater, daughter of Georgo Bater,

'tified Charlton as the man who carried on

Davern Rgfenséd on $400 Bail—Little
Evidence Against Bim, Butthe Two
Main-Witnasies are 1L

Naraxgg, Jan, 9.—The .court room was
filled to its utmost. capacity this morning,
when W. Daveru was placed on trial for the
murder ot Angas McLeod. W halen"was in
court and looked happy.

The County Crown Attorney stated that
two of the Crown’s witnesses were ill and
unable to attend. These witnesses were
Fraok Biair and?William Burns,

Blake Mowers was the first witnesscalled.
He lives in Napanee and has known Davern
two or three years. Davern had a black
cap at the time hé worked unloading coal,
bat witness did not réemember whether or
not he wore s _hat. Davern told witness
last fall that he did, and asked him it he re-
mémbered his tearing the sweatband out of
it. This was when a conversation was
going on abous the hat that was found after
MecLeod’s marder. Davern said he had a
hat like the one found, and he had torn the
sweat-band out, “‘Did you tell W, Burns
that I had seen Davern tear the band out?
Private Datective Vankoughnet. called me
into his office late last fali and asked me to
examine a hat like the one produced. Could
not say that Davern had ever owned it. I
told Davern one day that a man had been
arrested down east for the murder, and
someone in town was going to be - arrested.
He seemed quite excived and came with me
and asked who was going to be arrested. I
was in town on the night ot the murder,
Saw Davern that night sitting on the street
coroner near the Merchants’ Bank, between
10 and 11, Saw him start in the direction
af his home.,”

/ Bdward Francisco sworn: Live in Na-
"punce. Have known Davern some years,
ent him an old-fashioned pin-fire revolver
about six weeks before the McLeod murder.
He said that he wanted to shoot W. 8.
Scott’s dog, which had molested him. The
istol is now in the hands of the deteotives,
avern returned it two or three days after
borrowing it. :

F. 8. Scovt, Napanee, had lent Davern
five pin-fire cariridges to shoot W. 8.
Scott’s dog. Could not say how  many
months ago it was. Davern did not tell
him what he had done with the cartridges.

The other witnesses being ill.the case
could go no further., Blair, according to
a doctor’s certificate, is suffering from de-
rangement of his mind and nervous system,
and Buros is not expected to live,

T%Crown Attorney said that the two
absenBwitnesses were the most important
ones, and he must ask the Magistrate either
to enlarge the case or decide it on the evi-
dence already put in.

Magistrate Daly said he would enlarge
the case until Monday, allowing Davern his
liberty on giving suitable recognizances for
his appearance, Michael Duvern, father of
the priconer, and J. P. Hanley, Grand
Trunk station agent, became sureties to the
amount of $200 each. ¢

ONLY A BOLICITOR.

Xot Mo is Alleged to Have Posed As n
Barrister At Times.

current in legal circles to the effect that
Charles H. Ivey of this city has been posing
in several Western Ontario courts as &
barrister, while his standing would not
permit him to assume that role. The mat-
ter latterly became public talk, snd s
London barrister purely, as he says, from
the standpoint of professional etiquet, cor-
responded with the secretury of the Law
Society, and ascertained fhat the gentle-
man to whom reference is made had not
passed his examination as a barrister, and
was not entitled to wear the robes of office
which it is alleged he was wont to appear
in assize and other high courts on the west-
ern circuit. Those who have given the
question attention eay, however, that so
far as they can learm the solicitor
never appeared as & Dbarrister in
the Divisional or High  Courts
at Toronto.

JoLIRTTE, Que., Jan, 9.—Another now
witness has appeared on the scene on behalf
of the crown in the Hooper case. last
night Detective Carpenter arrived with Miss
Stewart of Bristol Corners, Pontiae County,
and the crown will endeavor to prove by
her that, previous to his wifo’s death, the
accused had proposed marriage to her. The
first witness examined this morning was
Philip Dusabtes;. C.P.R. station agentab
Lanoraie, who testified that on Sept. 18 the
accused, accompanied by his wife and her
brother, Edmond Leblanc, came to his
station. The prizoner purchased two
second-class tickets to Montreal and one to
St. Vincent de Paul. He asked witness for
leave to put the woman in the freight shed,
as she was crazy and the presenceof a
number of people “would excite her. He
added that the woman was his sister-in-law,
and was ill with consumption that he did
not expect her to live 15 days.

Then the crown swore Mr. Joseph A.
Renaud, one of the lawygrs for the defence,
and proved by him that the prisoner was

resent when Messrs, Webb and Garnier,
hoth of whom are dead, were examined by
the magistrate. They were cross-examined
by witness. In cross-examination by Mr.
Greenshields witness deciared that neither
deposition was read over to accused before
his committal, as they were taken in short-
hand. Mr. MacMaster made application to
have the depositions read to the jury.

A long argument ensued, and Judge De-
lorimier ruled that the depositions could be
read to the jnry, but in the event ofa
verdict of guilty a reserve case would be
allowed for argument before a full bench of
judges.

Dr, William Carter Cousins of Ottawa
deposed that on Sept. 28: ““I gave him an
order to get four drachms of 2 per cent.
prussic acid. This order enabled accused
to gev the poison from any druggist, I have
known accused for several <years and at-
tended him when ill, 1 also knew his wife,
Deceased suffered from hallucinations about
her condivion.” “Did you think her mind
was disgased?” “I did not see any signs of
1nsanity about her, I only sttended her
two or three times at her honse and always
found her in good health. I did not pre-
scribe for prisoner since March last.”

Next witness was Arthur Cross of Ot-
taws, who filled Dr. Cousing’ order for

russic acid. *‘l gave him the poison on

ept. 28 and gave bim four drachms.”

Poured Something Down Her Throat,

Conductor Robitaille of the C.P.R. said
prisoner asked him to be allowed to take
deccased into the baggage car and he con-
sented, Deceased appeared to be in good
health. The train stopped at Mascouche
about two minutes, and, waving his lamp to
the engineer to go sahead, he turned round
and saw prisoner pouring something down
deceased’s throat out of a tin cup. He said
to prisoner: ** Don’t. pour water into her
mouth; you will choke her.” Prisoner re-
plied: ‘I am moistening her lips as the
doctor told me to do” Her mouth
was twisted, and I saw {froth com-
ing from it, * Did you notice the
‘color of the froth?’ “I did not.,” “Did
she groan or cry?’  “No, she néver uttered
a sound, the body was perfectly limp.”
“Did you mnotice the appearance of her
eyes?”’ *Yes, tbey were large and glassy.
Tank man Duguay carried her from the car
at Terrebonne into the station,”

The Judge: *“‘Did you notice any pers-
piration on her face?” ‘1 did not notice
any.” The cap was left in the baggage car,
and about 55 minutes afterwards at Mile
End witness rinsed the cup--and took a
drink. He saw prisoner next day with a
coffin at Mile En(f and he said the woman
was dead, and that he had ber/ all cut up,
and found she had died from ®onsumption
and heart disease.

An_interesting story in real life was
brought to light yesterday by a suit insti-
 tuted at Osgoode Hall by Joseph Miller of
Rochester, N.Y., against Mrs. McMann of
the township of Ops, Victoria County, and
her daughter, Mrs. Sole, of the same place,
tor the recovery of a farm.

Shortly after her fatler’s death Mar-
garet went to Rochester, where-she married
o man named Miller und subsequently gave
birth to a child, a boy. Her husband died
and she herself followed him to the grave
in 1866, when the boy was only about 4
yearsold. While she was sick, and just
previous to her death, her brother William
went to Rochester to see her and also saw
tho' boy. At that time she was not serious-
ly ill and Williams - returned to Canada,
leaving her and the boy at Rochester.
Some time afterwards Willinins returned to
Rochester but found that his sister
was dead, and the child had disappeared.

The ¥irst Clae,

In the meantime the child had grown to
manhood, aud anxious to learn something
about his parentage ho returned to
Rochester and began a ssarch for his rela-
tives. While engaged in this search he so-
cidentally met & man who was acquainted
with his mother’s relstives in. Canada.
From this man he learned of their where-
abouts, and came over to Canada to visit
them, Altheugh they received him into
the house and allowed him to remain for a
shorv time, still they would not altogetier .
recognize him as a relative, They very <+
properly said that he was a total strange
to them, and they had no proof that he was
their sister’s child,

Miller remained at William’s- place
for a short time, when he returned to
the States. Shortly after his departure
William Robertson, the deaf mute, died,
and Catharine took posséssion ot the farm
snd deeded it to her danghter, Mrs, Cole,

After returning to the States Miller kept
himsclf posted as to his relatives in Canada,
and on hearing of his uncle’s death hie came
to Canada to claim the farm, which, if he is
Margaret’s son, as he contends, would be
his by descent through his mother. On
arriving at the place he found his aunt, who
is now a widow named McMann, in possvs-
sion of the property. At Osgoode Hall
yesterday suit was entered agaiost mother
and daughter for the recovery of the ssme,

er brother William told her when
he returned from his first visic to Roches-
ter that he had seen their sistex, Margaret
and a child, She says that she did not
know whether the child was her sister’s or
not, She did not even kunow whether her
sister was warried or not, and even if she
was married and had a child she does no
believe that Miller is the one.

While the Governor and Executive of the
State of New York are busy cogitating
canal schemes for diverting the grain traflic
through that state it is evident to them and
to the rest of the continent that Canada
possesses the great waterway of the con-

inent. Whatever the State of New York

may do to improve her cauals she can never
expect to realize the great possibilities
of the Bt. Lawrence route. In
the course of not a  great
many years the St. Lawrcnce will become
the greatest of all mediums for transporta-
tion between the West and the Atlantic.
Nothing can hope to rival the tweaty or
twenty-five foot channel that will ulti-
mately.reach from Duluth to Montreal.
At present Canada has not the business to
warrant so great an uudertaking, but if the
two countries would unite on a joint scheme
there is mno reagon why the work
of canal enlargement should not go on in
the immediate future.

The improved St. Lawrence route would
be no fless advantageous to the Uunited
States ‘than to Caoada, The Western
States, especially would reap the benefit of
such an undertaking. They, in fact, are
fully alive to the advantages of a ‘deep
waterway to the seaboard via the St.
Lawrence. The people of St. Paul, Minne-
apolis, Duluth and other growing centres
inthe West and Northwest met in con-
vention last summer and discussed this
very question, They, put themsel ves
on record as favoring a joint scheme of
canal enlargement. Hergis a project that
would- be of 1ncaleulable beaefiv to both
The statesman of the day is he
who can bring both countkies to look at
this.project in the same light and cause
them to unite in going on withit.

and passengers,” In short, the two com-
missioners “*do not recommend the improve-
ment ot the highways at the expense of the
state, but suggest instead the extension at
local expense of the suburban electrio roads
already doing good service in the state.
The commission believes this to be more
just to the peéople in general and more
economical in the end, especially in the
relative cost of tramsportation per ton-
mile.”

The holding of a convention in Toronto
to discuss improved roads was suggested
a short time ago. If sach a meeting
is decidled on the report of the
Ohio commissioners should be discussed.
Amile of electric railway can ba built
cheaper than a decent mile of roadway can
be constructed. Steel rails just now sell
for §35 a ton, Ove hundred tons will
build & mile of track. The cost of grading
is small,because the trolleyfollowsthe grade
of the roads so that very little catting is
necessary. If the electricians will come
forward with a good practical scheme for
the extensiog of the trolley along country
highways they will altogevher modify the
proposals of the reformers who have
been educating the public in all the
intricacies of Telford, Macadam and other
varieties of rondways, Wae believe the
Ohio commissioners are on the right track.
The country wants more than the good
roads advocated by the refurmers. It wants
the best possible means of communication
between the farms and the cities. The
trolley is a long way ahead of even the best
of macadam roads. Extended all along the
highways the trolley willcompletely change
the aspect of country life. We commend
the trolley to the serious consideration of
the road reformers.

An evening paper says there will be no
Sunday cars this summer, for the reason that
a majority of the council are opposed to
submitting the -question ihis year. The
advocates of Sunday cars need be alarmed
at no such rumor. We have recently had
evidence of the general irresponsibility of
the newspapers that pretend to speak for
the aldermen and council. The taking of &
vote is a small matter, and need not subject
citizens to much inconvenience, The in-
convenience that the Sunday car advocates
are put to every Sunday is a hundred times
greater than that entailed by the strict
Sabbatarisns being obliged to go to the
polls once & year. As iar as convenience is
concerned there is no comparison. How-
ever, it is premature to speak on the ques-
tion now. Leb us wait till May, and then

we shall see what we shall sce.

Charity Only Saved Charles E, G, Winters
From a Pauper's Grave,

Port Jervis, N.Y., Jan. 9.—Charles E.
0. Winters, a veteran of four of the great-
est wars of the nineteenth century, died in
this place last week in actual want, and
were it not for the kindness of Patrick
Donohue he would have been consigned
last Saturday to a pauper’s grave. IHe never
joined any organization and neveg applied
for a pension.

He was born in Baritzlau, Prussia, in
1829, and saw his first active military ser-
vice in the Crimea, in 1854, when be served
in the First Regiment of Light Dragoons
of the Brivish German Legion, receiving a
silver medal for bravery on the field of ba t-
tle. He noxt fought on the Prussian side
in the war against Austria.

He came to America in 1862, and served
throughout the war of the Rebellion in the
Tenth New York regiment. At the close
of the war he settled in Port Jervis, and on
the breaking out of the Franco-Prugsian
war in 1870 he returned to the Fatherland
and againentered the German army, par-
ticipating in the decisive battle of Sedan,
where he witnessed the surrender of Na-
poleon IIT, For his gallant services in this
campaign he was decorated with the order
of the 1ron Cross.

When Paris bhad capitulated and peace
was restored Winters returned to his
adopted country, and with his wife again
settled in Port Jervis, He was a prominent
figure in all political puradz of the Demo-
cratic party at this place for years, always
neading the procession, wearing the Ger-
man uniform, carrying the American colors
and on his breast the medals he had won by
his bravery.

It was in the case of La-
force v the Queen, 'This was an action to
repeal letters patenty granted to Mr. La.
force of Toronto for pneumatic tyres.
Thomas B, Jaffray of Chicago ,clu.imej he
was the inventor of the device of Laforce,
The patent of Jaffray ante-dated
that of Laforce by two months in
Canada, but the former had his in-
vention in ‘the United States before
Laforéa Bad hit upon his device, The
facts showed Laforce was ignorant of Jaff.
ray’s invention. To-day Justice Burbidge
gave judgment with costs in favor of La-
force. Ho held that a foreign patent, of
which the public had no knowledge or
means of knowledge, conld not annul &
patent granted afterwards in Canada. The
other point in the judgment was that
patents were open for illustration and ex-
planation, but not for enlargement,

HAWAI SOLID AGAINST MONARCHY.

President Dole Firmly Convineed That
Willis Is Empowered to Employ Foree
to Restore the Queen,

Viororia, B.C., Jan, 9.—Additional
Honolulu advices received per  steamer
Warrimoo, in referring to the meeting ot
Minister Willis with the Provisional Gov-
ernment, say that President Dole sum-
moned the Advisory Council to meet the
executive at 3 o'clock on Dec. - 19.. The
nature of Mr. Willis' communication re-
mained unknown to the public, although
they had no doubt of its tenor. At 4
o’clock members of the council came string-
ing down Merchant.street into Fort-street
and made kndwn the fact ot the demand

general tenor of the reply had been
agreed upon’ and thav it  was
to be prepared  with deliberation. Many
questions were asked and few answered, 1t
was very noticeable that no one was heard
to ask whather the Government would re-
fuse or not. That went without saying. It
wuss learned that. no intimation was
given whether military or naval force
would be employed to enforce the demands.
The general sense of the relief was manifesy
that the new ministor had been forced out
of his conCealment, and that the meaning
of his expressions for the past six weeks
was now plain.

Since his arrival from the United States
Minister Thurston has been busily con-
ferring with his Government. He stated
that he had only one object in his visit
home, and that was to put himself in com-
Pleu touch with his Government, Both
Thurston and Armstrong, as well as Editor
Castle, believe Willis has never been
authorized to employ force in restoring the
Queen, deriving their impressions from the
belief in Washington.

Onjthe contrary President Dole expresses
s strong conviction that Minster Willis
has authority to employ the naval forces for
that purpose. The impression is derived
from Wiliis’ language and deportment and
the confident assertions of the royalists
supporting this - belief.  His emphatic
assertions to the American league of pos-
sessing executive functions imply power to
enforce his action. His declaration of an
intention to  suppress’ disorder by
naval forces  implies the same,
Whether he had such authority
or not every one understood him
to imply that he would comipel submission
to his demands, but when the request was
made it was in courteous terms without
implied threats.

‘T'he Bulletin (Royalist) of the 18th said:
The talkers are reminded that there can be
only one cabinet at a time under the Ha-
walian constitution and that the only min-
isters who can lawfully go in with the
Queen are the four who were forced out
with her. Inthe event of restoration there
will be an election due in two months,
which will probably decide the tenure of
the cabinet.

The Advertiser said on the 19th: There
is only one course before us, and in that
there is no dissenting voice in our ranks.
We mean absolutely to refuse all coneession
and ull compromise in the direction of the
return of monarchy it any torm or guise in
this country. That is the ultimatum for
which this Government and ils supporters
firmly stand. Freedom and justice are now
at bay in Honolulu. Stern and grim men
of Honolulu now have their record to make,
and it will be the record of patriots, true,
determined, self-sacrificing, the same faith-
tul sons of liberty as our fathers before us,

THE 0.5, TARIFF DEBATE.

Canadlan Agiicultaral Implements an/
Canadian Workmen the Themes of
z Yesterday's Speeches.

WasuineTon, Jan., 9.—The House went
into Committee of the Whole on the tarifi
bill. Chairman Wilson of the Ways and
Means Committes resumed his speech in
favor of the pending measure, declaring
that a protective taritf, instead of increas-
ing wages, really lowered them by increas-
ing their purchasing power. Mr. Wildon
finished his'epsech amidst loud applause.

Me, Birrows (Michigan) made the prin-
cipal speech against the Wilson Tariff bill
in the House to-day. He concluded his
remarks amid great applause, which con-
tinued until a threat wus made to clear the
galleries,

Canadians Working in the States,

\Mr. Black (Dem., Illinois) followed in
favor of the bill, He spoke, too, of the
protective duties against Canadian agricul-
tural products, although, be Waid, they
were no cheaper than similar American
groducts, and commented upon the facv
that petitions had been presented in Con-
gress recently sgainsy allowing Canadian
workmen to cross into the United States,
work all day and return at night. That,
he said, was an instance of the false posi-
tion into which the public mind had been
forced by long worshippiog at the altar of
protection, +-

Mr. Cannoa (Republican, Illinois) asked
his colleague whether he was in favor of
permitting Canadian. workmen to cross the
border -and compete with American work-
men, -

Mi, Black replied thas in the case of
Canadian and American workmen there
was no distinction of race or bloog. Bro-
thers were on either side of the line, and
g0 wera fathers and sons, He therefore
would not interdict the coming of Canadian
wotkmen until it was demonstrated that
the coming would  injure the workmen of
America.

Mr. Hopkins (Rep., 1l.), & member of
the Committes on Ways and Means, fol-
lowed Mr. Black, Pbut .against the bill.
Mr, Hopkins spgke to almost empty
beniches, There were not a dozen members
on the Democratic side of the House and
about 35 on the Republican side, The gal-
leties had also been very much depleted.
At 5.30 the committee arose and the House
took arecess. Mr. Hopkins will continue
t0-mMOrrow. :

Collars and Cuffs Protest,

At the evening session Mr. Haines
(Dem. ) spoke against the Wilson bill. Mr.
Haines 1s one of the chief of the bolting
Democrats and he ‘represents the “‘Collar
and cufi” distriet, Mr., Haines presented
to the House a unigue protest against the
collar and ouff scheﬂule of the Wilson bill.
The’pétition was signed by 69,819 persons
withoat respect to party affiliations and
was contained in a gigantic volume measur-
ing about 4 by 2 1-2 iy 2 feet and required
the services of eight men to bring into the
House.

Mr. Hoines’ speech was devoted alto-
gether to s vigorous attack upen the
schedules of the bill concerning shirts, col-
lars and cuffs,

Messrs., Woomer and Curtis spoke against
the bill and Mr. Pendleton in favor of it,
and at 10.40 p.m. the House adjourned till
11 o’clock’ to-morrow.

INCOME TAX NOT YET READY.

Uncertain Whether It Will Be Part of the
Tariff Bill or a Separate Measare,

WASHINGTON, Jan, 9.—I¢ is etill uncer-
tain whether the income tax proposal of the
Committee on Ways and eans will be
offered in the House as an amendment. to
the Wilson bill or whether the entire inter-
nal revenue scheme of the committee will be
brought iz as a separate bill.

Democcatic members of the committee
have had so much of their time taken up
that they have not had any epportunity to
get together and decide upon their line of
action,

Mr. McMillin has not yet perfected the
draft of the income tax measure, but ex-
pects to have it ready to submit to the
majority of the committes within a few

doys.

The fact that Chairman Wilson did not
allude in any way to the income tax or to
any of the other internal revenue matters
has led to the belief that it is possible the
majority of the committee have already
reached an understanding that the internal
revenue scheme will be kept separate from
the tariff bill.

FIFTY MILLIONS DEFICIT.

0.9, Treasury Running Behind at the w
of Ten Millions & Month, s

Wasuiserox, Jan, 9.—For upwards of
two hours this afterncon the Senate Finance
Committee beld an informal meeting in
which an attempt, so Tar unsuccessful, to
devise ways and means in helping the
treasury wes made, Secretary Carlisle was
present for at least an hour and with the
members of committee discussed the politi-
cal condition of the national finances. At
the conclusion of the meeting little bad
heen accomplished and the conference ad-
journed to meet again at the call of the
chairman. -

Mr. Carlisle, it is said, made the rather
alarming statement that the revenues of the
Government were ruoning behind at the
rave of $10,000,000 & month, and that
whereas in his annual report he had esti-
mated the deficit av the end of the current
fiscal year at $28,000,000, he now belleved,
or at least members of the committes ob-
tained that idea from what he said, that
the deficit would amount to nearer
l$50,000,000.

' BARRETT IN “VIRGINIUS”

Another Great Performance at the Grand
Last Evening,

It was not a large house that heard Wil-
| son Barrets in ‘‘Virginius” last night—
more is the pity-——but it represented the
ntelligence of the city. When one of ‘the
ﬁrenult actors of the land visits us and

rings with him such a strong company as
that which Wilson Barrett has brought to
Toronto, it 18 to our shame that wé leave
him to play to half a bouse, while we
throng the theatre to the doors on comic
opera nights, But what the public does
must, perforce, needs be right, It is not
our business to rail against its judgment.
We have always held the opinion that *““Vir.
ginius” as a play-should end with the fourth
act, since the great interest of the plot ends
with the tragic death of Virginia. Bat the
artistie work done by the hand of Wilson
Barrett in the final act has almost reconciled
us to its retention, Mr. Barrett has re-
modelled the play, cutting out the needless
scenes and re-constructing and re-writin
the fifth act. In thisact Virginius, inne-g
of surangling Claudius in the prison, car-
ries him out by the throat to the forum.
The final scene opens with Virginius stand-
ing upon the steps of the throne with his
hand raised to Heaven, and the dead body
of Claudius lying et the foot of the steps.
The tablesu was very impressive, but the
attitude of the man was scarcely natural
under the circumstances. ¢

But the redeeming’ feature of Mr. Bar-
rett’s final act is the beautiful scene where
the pall of Virginis, carried by maidens
dressed in white, is brought into the forum
into the presence ot the crazed father. The
scenc is very affetting and shows the great
reserve power possessed by Mr. Barrett.
Throughout the whole act Virginius never
recovers his reagon but dies by the bier of
his murdered daughter, a fit ending to the
tragedy, and one that makes it as strong as
it well could be under the circumstance,
Mr, Barrett in the affecting scene on his
meeting with  Virginia on his
return from the camp showed, in
turns, infinite tenderness and  cool
regerved anger that was very realistic, and
in the dungeon scene passion anddpathos
alternated in a wonderful . manner,
Throughout his elocution was much becter
than last year and in every respect more
careful.,

Mr. Franklyn McLeay was perfectly at
home _in the character of gruff, honest
Dentatus. Here he showed great force and
careful characterization, fur removed from
the conventional, His motious were grace-
ful, natural and real, and his attitudes
were classical in the extreme, Several
times he called vividly to mind the
statue of Aristides in all its beautiful bal-
ance of poise and the graceful carriage of
his body. In this respect Mr, McLeay is
the most finished actor in the cast, not ex-
cepting Mr. Barrett himself. In his every
movement he shows intelligent study, and
the educated, refined, thoughtful, sensitive
gentleman,

A Polioy of Non-Aetion,

‘Interest in the Hawsiian news centered
in the cabiuet meeting held to-day and the
importance attaching to it gave rise to the
hope that. the anxiety of Congress and the
people of the country would be.relieved by
the issue of an authoritative statement as to
the conoclusions reached, But this hoge
was not gratified, for members of the
Cabinet, while admitting the gravity of the
situation, were as reticent as usual a8 to
what took place within the Cabinet room.
An intimation of the natureof the discussion,
if not of the decision reached, was given
by a gentleman in suthority, however, n.nd
this would indicate a policy of mon-action
in Hawaiisn affairs on the part of the
executive while Congress has the question
before it. The session lasted three hours
and a quarter.

DAMAGE AT CHICAGO 81,000,000,

None of the Canadian Exhibits Suffered
By the Fire,

CHICAGO, Jan. 9.—The fire at the World’s
Fair grounds was caused by tramps sleeping
in the Casino. In ail there were 15,000
sases of exhibits stored inthe Manufac-
surers’ building as 2 bonded wareliouse, and
slt were well packed.

@EN, HERBERI'S OUTSPOKENNKEBSS.

Resolved—That the National Grange is in
favor of grantiig to  women the same privi-
loges at the ballos box as are granted to

men.

That is s clear, business-like resolution.
Farmers have level heads.

The Farmers' Alliauce and Industrial
Union of Kansas, at their last meeting in
Topeka, resolved as follows:

VWhereas we acknowiedge the truism that
taxation without represeutation is tyranoy,
and that Governments derive their just
power from the cons of the governed;
therefore, be it resolve., that we will use all
honorable means to crystallize this senti-
ment into faot, and enfranchise a sex that
has for more than & century beon taxed and
bas supported a Government in which they
have no control.

Woman’s enfranchisement is rapidly be-
coming a great political question. 1t should
not become & mere party question, but
it will help all politicians to look at the
question favorably if the Patrons of
Industry, who generally belisve in giving
women fair play, will adopt the same liberal
policy as their friends in the United States.
No one must suppose that the people of the
Upited Btates are the leaders in agitating for
-woman’s equality. ' Englaud is well ad-
venced. The House of Commons voted by
& majority of 21 in favor of the enfranchise-
went of women a few weeks ago, and Cana-
dians were proud of Hon, Edward Blake for
voting .with 'the majority. Even in Den-
mark the lower house of yarliament recently
voted in favor of giving women the
municipal franchise by a wmajority of 39 to

Condition -of the Printing Trade
sSomething Badwn!p Wrong,
Alex Buntin, Buntin, Reid & Co.: »**The
foundrymen are not wholly to blame for the
prevailing bad conditions in the printing
trade. The paper dealers should be more
careful in giving credit. An example—a
man buys paper, say of our firm, on credit.
When his bill runs uap to about
$200 we ask him for a pay-
ment. He gets angry and says he will
pay cash in future, 'Fhen he goes to an-
other paper firm and runs up another bill.
When they, too, bégin to look for their
money he again transfers his trade. No
wonder that o printer doing business on
these lines should be able, as longas
his credit lasts, to cut prices below what
they should be. The World is doing ex-
actly right on this matter and has struck
the proper place. Keep up the good
work.”
A. N. Thomas, secretary Copp, Clark &
Co.: *lam glad that you are showing u
the evils, ‘The World has struck the nail
on the head when it says there is something
radically wrong.”

John Burns of the firm of Dadley &
Burns: “The law of supply and de-
mand is exemplified in the present
state of the printing trade, The supply
bas been -greater than the demand and
some firms have, as a rusult, accepted
work in which there was either no profit or
some loss. The World has taken a good
stand on this question and one with which
1 heartily agree.”

Willinm A. Shepard, manager Mail Job
Pripting Co. : “There are two sides to this
question and it is hacd to say who is in
the wrong. The paper dealers should not
give credit to irresponsible parties, but on
the other hand & young man starting in
business with small capital would be seri-
ously handicapped if he were refused time.
There is certainly need of a reform in the
trade. large firms, of couree, are able to
do work st lower prices than others, but
thit is not the cause of cutting legitimate
prices.” :

T, G. Wilson of the firm of Jumes Mur-
ray & Co.: *“The whole trouble is com-
mercial incompetency. Men go into the
business who are prw‘*l printers, but
who know absolutely notffhg of bookkeep-
ing. They do not know how to conduet
their business properly and as a result aro
soon hopelessly [tangled uf. Some time ago
T broached the subject of starting a night
school for their printers to the wholesalers
and was laughed at, The thing needful is
a good commercial education. The World
has hit the right spot and should keep it

his finger-nails,

The man dressed his own wounds, A couple
of weeks ago ne decided to try the opera-
tion of grafting the cléws to bis flugers. He
consulted with bis . wife, and accordingly
killed one of the finest roosters and pulied
out the claws and grafted them into his
flesh where his usnils had been severed., He
carefully treated the nails with carbolic
acid and ointment until they took root and
tegan to grow. He kept them, bandaged
until tbis week, when he removed the ban-
dnges. and found the wound healing up
nicely.

The nails have grown abouta quarter of
an inch. The flugers are yet tender, and
to attend to his work., Stoga afew
days ago inforined a doctor-of his successful
experiment. The doctor laughed at bim,
and told bim that bisexperiment would not be
a succaess, and that he ought to have left his
fingers ag thoy were. Sioga says that be
must bave finger nails in order to do his
work. 'The nails now resemble the original
rooster’s claws, but are not as loug, as Stoga
keepk them trimmed.
