and many of our people appeared to
that our financial troubles might
_pave been avoided, or at least reduced,
if we had been closer associated in a
fipancial way with Canada.”

““While this feeling was abroad we con-
gidered it would be the most advantag-
eous time to ascertain what terms Can-
ada was prepared to offer us to enter
the Dumiunion, and if they were satisfac-
tory, to submit them to ‘the people, for

popular vote. By the way, the question

| bas already been once submitted to the
| colonial electorate, and the plan was
| then defeated by an overwhelming na-

jority. That was a long while ago,
though, and in 1869, two years after the
Act of Confederation was passed. No one
can say just how public. opinion has
changed siuce then, nor what the changes
ju the terms offered our colony are likely
to be.” .
We #ave No Offers to Make.

“ You have no offers to make to the
Dominion Governmeiit, then?”

“No, we really have not; but, as we
compose the majority of the Government,
we shall be able pretty well to speak

with authority as to the proposed terms|

as they are brought up for discussion.
Of course we know perfectly well that
‘there are certain settled terms. laid
down in the British North America Act
Wor the admission of new provinces to the
Dominion, but we also:know that spe-

cial terms were made, for instance, with

Nova Scotia, New Brumswick and Mani-
toba. You know, of course, that peculiar
conditions exist in Newfoundland, and
that many peculiar interests have to be

. considered.”

The decision of
M-r_. Murray, formerly chairman of the
British Customs Department, who has
gone to Newfoundland for the purposeof
distributing relicf, is to be final in regard
to the disposition of this fund.

THRE CUBAN REVOLVUIION.
Insurgent Forces Rapidly Growing — A
British Merchantman Fired On.
Havana, via Tampa, Fla., April 8.—
The streets of Havana and the fields
and mountains of Cuba are filled with
soldiers and revolutionists. The excite-
ment all over the island is more intense
than at any period since the revolution-
ists fired the first shot, on Feb. 21. This
is because the insurgent forces are grow-
ing almost as rapidly as the reinforce -
ments of loyal troops, and the latter
are coming in on every maritime vessel
sailing in this direction from Spain.
Nearly one-third of all of the soldiers
imported from Spain have been sick and
many of them have died. They are un-
acclimatized, and as food is scarce they
bave eaten greedily green foods. The
result has been disastrous and demoral-
izing. It is reported here that a com-
pany of regulars deserted the army and
j(_)ined the insurgents mear Pueuto Prin-

cipe.

Havana had 66 new cases of yellow
fever yesterday. Of these the majority
were Spanish soldiers. All Americans are
leaving Cuba, fearing the fever.

Fired on a British Boat.

New York, April 8.—The Herald's spe-
cial from Kingston, Jamaica, says: The
British steamer Ethelred, which cleared
March 27 from Boston, Mass., for Port
Antonio, Jamaica, when off Cape Maysi,
Cuba, was fired upon by a Spanish gun-
boat. The Bthelred stopped, and was
boarded and examined by officers of ®the
gunboat, after which she proceeded on
her voyage.

Word has been received from Santiago
de Cuba of a convention of revolu-
tionary sub-chiefs and delegates. Gener-
al Bartolome Masso was chosen provi-
sional commander-in-chief of the Cuban
revolutionary forces in the Proyince of
Santiago, pending  the arrival of Gen-
eral Gomez. Gen. Masso and his lieu-
tenants in that province bave from 3000
to 5000 men under arms. About one-
fifth o fthe men are mounted as cavalry,
but they lack arms and ammunition.
Private advices from Port Au Prince,
Hayti, indicate that President Hippo -
lyte is lending active support to the
Cuban insurgents. Jose Martis’ agents
are reported to be negotiating for the
purchase of a vessel now used by the
guytian Government as a transport, hav-
ing a speed of eight knots an hour.

The Way of the Transgressor.

Robert William Woods-Ward was sent
to the Central Prison for one year by
Judge McDougall yesterday for the
theft of a sum of money from Charles
Rayner. The prisoner and the com-
gama_nt slept together ome night in

ecember last at the house of William
_Harnaon, Eadt York. The money was
in Rayner's pocket when he retired, but
had disappeared when he arose the fol-
lowing. morning. Ward was suspected
of the crime, and a charge was laid,
resulting yesterday in comviction. Ward
had already served a term of 60 days
for }arceny, and was promised peni-
tentiary at his next appearance before
His Honor.

John McGroarity is at present serving
a two-years’ term in the Central Prison
for theft. He was yesterday tried and
convicted on a charge of stealing tickets
from the C.P.R. Station at Woodbridge.
Three months were added to his previous
sentence.

South Australia Militia to Be Abolished.
London, ‘April 8.—The Times’ corres-
pondent in Melbourne says: South Aus-
tralia has decided to abolish her militia,
thus saving £10,000 annually. The
colony will rely in the future for de-
fence on the gunboat Protector, the
forts and the artillery. and naval bri-
gades. This course is justified while
Eugland c?mmauds the sea. , The only
danger is from foreign cruisers. 3

School Extravagance,

Editor World: Your admirable articles
on school affairs throw a flood of light
on the subject. In regard to the ques-
tion of hiring versus building more ae-
commodation, 1t is generally supposed to
be poor economy to hire. But, judging
by your published reports, it is not al-
ways so.

By those reports it appeared that Duf-
ferin and Winchester schools were over-
c¢rowded; that—in order. to relieve this
at once—rooms were hired at $45 per
month, and that to permanently relieve
the situation four new rooms were to be
added to Winchester school at a cost of
$12,000. The comparative cost to the
ratepayer wouid be roughly as follows:

PROVISIONS OF THE DOMINION 4CT
PUT IN FORCE.

Extra Precautions to Be Taken Against
Importation of Diseased Cattle From

the United States—Pleuro Raging in’
Kansas Herds—A New Ballot for Use in !

Dominion Elections. |

Ottawa, Ont., April 3.—Hon. Mr, Angers
has caused a circular letter to be sent)

to all quarantine officers, urging them |
to exercise the greatest possible vigil-
ance in regard to examining and quaran-
tining all cattle from the Southwestern
portion. of the United States. This cau-
tion is mot meant to imply that vigil-|
ance is not always usedyby Government |
veterinary officers, but to call special |
attention to a local circumetance O
great importance. The circular is the
outcome of information received by the
Department of Agriculture from & re-|
liable porrespondent at Pueblo, Col.,
that the disease of pleuro-pneumonia
exists in the Western States. Prof. Mayo,
veterinarian of the State of Kausas
Agricultural College, reports that in his
judgment the disease of pleuro-pneup
monia has found a footing in Kansas.
Eight head of cattle affected with it
have died, that about 50 head are now
sulfering from the disease, and about
200. head have been exposed to conta-
gion,

A rigid quarantine, the correspondent
further says, is declared to have been
established against infected portions of
three counties in Kansas, and the local
authorities have hopes that they may
be able to stamp out- the disease. Gov.
Morrill has notified the Department ay
Washington of the existing state of
affairs and has requested that an ex-
pert be sent to verify Professor Mayo’s
diagnosis. :

The Department of Agriculture has
learned from another communication
that the chief of the Bureau of Animal
Industry at Washington reports that the
diseasc is being investigated by the
United States Departmeat of Agriculture,
but he considers it almost impossible
that there can be an outbreak of pleuro-
pneumonia in Kansas.

Bermuda Apologizes to Canada.

A despatch has been received from the
Colonial Office enclosing a letter from
General Lyons, Governor of Bermuda, ex-
planatory of the action of the island
authorities in seizing the Dominion red
ensign belonging to Captain Dixon of the
schooner Emma S. of Yarmouth. He
says the Bermuda authorities acted in
ignorance. The letter proceeds: I have
the honor, therefore, to express my re-
gret to Your Lordship at the incident,
and to inform you tha4 I have issued in-
structions that the flag in question be
returned and the owners of the vessel
reimbursed the amount expended here on
their behalf in purchasing a/red ensign
to replace the flag seized.

Inspection of Electric Light.

By proclamation of the Governor-Gen-
eral the act respecting inspection of
electric light went into effect last Mon-
day. Certain formalities have yet to be
arranged before the measure will be fully
in operation. It is proposed that ' the
present inland revenue inspection divi-
sions will apply as far as electric light-
ing inspection is concerned. The work
of inepeetion will be performed by the
present gas inspectors, without any in-
crease of salary.

Under the act electric lighting compa-
nies are required to register at the de-
partment, and it is probable that a fee
of $26 will be charged for registration
purposes. The certificate of registration
will be remewable from year to Yyear
from July 1. As anmounced, a special set
of inleawl revenue stamps has been
devised as receipts for payment of in-
spection fees. Canada is the first coun-
try, as far as is known, to legalize the
inspection of electric light, and the pre-
sent act is likely to be a most beneficial
one. The statute provides that before
commencing to supply electricity -for
the contractor
must declare to the purchaser the con-
stant pressure at which they propose to
supply emergy at his place of business
or residence, as the case may be. Con-
tractors are made responsible for all
lines, fittipgs and apparatus belonging
to them being maintained in proper con-
dition. If the purchaser is dissatisfied
with the action of the company in fur-
nishing the electric light, he can have
his meter or apparatus tgsted at small
cost,

A New Ballot.

An extra of The Canada Gazette was
issued to-day containing a proclama-
tion bringing ‘into force sections 5 and 6
of the = amendments to the Dominion
Election Act passed last session. Sec-
tion 5 provides for transmission of in-
formation by telegraph respecting elec-
tions in Gaspe, Chicoutimi and Sague-
nay. Section 6 adopts the ballot in-
vented by ex-Mayor - Durocher of this
city. This ballot has been in use in
Ottawa in municipal elections for the
last two years. Its distinctive {fea-
ture is the printing of the names of
candidates in colors, and the space where
the voter’s mark is made is a colored
square, with a centre-piece of white, in
which the cross is placed. Durocher re-
ceived $2600 for his patent.

German Praise of Canada.

The Interior Department has received
copies of a lecture delivered by Prof.
Fuchs of the Unmivesity of Grieswaldo,
Germany, in Munich, last month. Prof.
Fuchs visited Canada in 1893 and was
greatly impressed with the resources of
the country. Mr. Wagner, Land Commis-
sioner, had him in charge, and the result
of the professor’s visit is a glowing ac-
count of Canada and its resources, de-
livered in a leading German city, before
an audience of 1000 people.-

sShipment of Live Stock by Lighters.

The Marine Department was advised to-
day that the Montreal Stock Yards Co.
proposes to take live stock from their
vards at Point St. Charles to ocean ves-
sels down the river by means of light-
ers, in place of driving them along the
wharves as heretofore. It isclaimed that
this ehdange will entail less hardyhip
upon the cattle. Mr. Telfgr, secretary,
of the Live Stock Association, has com-
municated with Mr. Magee, Live Stock
Commissioner, who will go to Montreal
next week to examine the route over
which the cattle will be driven from the
stock yards to the lighters, and to as-
certain what provision will be made for
their safety and comfort on the lighters.

THE RAILROAD PASS I§ KING

———

A MAJORITY OF 61 AGAINST THE
PATRON BILL.

Women Can Act as Barristers—Animated
Discussion on a ‘‘Single Tax’’ Measure
~The City Said to Have No Claim to
Russell-square—Amendments to the
Free Market Bill.

Yesterday’s session of the Local Legis-
lature was the most important and the
most interesting that has been held this
year. The House threw out, by a major-
ity of 61, the Patron bill prohibiting
members using railroad passes. Mr,
Wood’s bill allowiug women to plead in
courts of law was read a second time
by a majority of 84; Mr. Howland’s mo-
tion respectiug the city’s claim to the
Old Upper Capada Cojlege grounds wae
defeated by a majority of 26, and & long
and excited debate arose on Dri McKay’s
bill to amend the Assessment Aet, which
was characterized as a “single tax mea-
sure,”’

The Patron pass bill did not come up
until after 11, Mr. Haycock introduc-
ed it apd a long discussion followed. Mr.
Wood, Liberal, was the first speaker, ar-
guing against the bill. He pointed out
that the Legislature had practically no
jurisdiction over the great, railroads from
which passes were secured; therefore, he
gulll not understand the necessity of the

ill.

Dr. Willoughby (Conservative) contend-
ed that the privilege was not extended by
the railroad companies with a view to
obtaining favors at the hands of mem-
bers, and he did inot see any reason for
the introduction of the bill. He thought
it cast a reflection upon the members
of the House,. It was a question that
had been raised by an entirely new
party; it was a question that would
be short-lived.:

Sir Oliver Favors Passes.

Sir Oliver Mowat did not see any. oc-
casion for the bill. The only grounds for
such a measure would:be that some evil
had taken place in the past in conse-
quence of the passes,’or that some harm
was expected in the future. As a matter
of fact, it had never been pretended that
a. single measure was passed owing to
the granting of these passes; it had
never been said that any act had been
passed too favorable to the railroads.
The passes were not restricted to those
who were supposed to be friendly to the
railways, but to all alike. He looked
upon them as courtesies granted to the
representatives of the people, and it
was fitting that courtesies should be
shown to the representatives of the
people.

Mr. Whitney (Conservative) asserted
that the bill absolutely invited rascality
and was an incentive to political immor-
ality of the worst possible kind. The
bill provided that mno ‘pas should be re-
ceived on accouint of membership of the
House, What was to prevent members
evading the law and obtaining passes,
not as members, but as outsiders?

Patrons McDonald and Caven also took
part in the debate.

The Patron Leader.

Mr. Haycock, in reply, contended that
if his bill cast a reflection on members,
then every amendment to the statute was
a reflection. He quoted Lord Bacon's as-
sertion that it was inconceivable and un-
natural to accept a present from any
body without being influenced thereby.

“I have it on the authority of railway
managers, that passes are presented with
a view to the obtaining of favors.!
“Name, name,” ghouted members. I
won’t name them,” said Mr. Haycock.

Continuing, the Patron leader said they
had the press and the pulpit and the
people on their'side, and he predicted
that within four years the Government
themselves would have to bring in such
a bill, however unpalatable the medicine
might be, i

“ Why don’t you send back your own
pass 7’ asked Mr. Whitney. “I have,”
came the reply. Mr. Whitney said he
knew what he was talking about, " to
which Mr. Haycoek answered that he
was “speaking from the depths of the
most profound ignorance.” (Laughter.)

The Division.

The bill was thrown out on the divi-
sion, the vote being: Yeas 13, nays T4;
majority 61. The Patrons .all sup-
ported the bill with the exception of
Mr. Pardo. The Liberals and the Oppo-
sition voted solid against the bil] with
the exyception of Mr. McLean (Liberal).

*¢4 Single Tax Measure.”’

The advocates of the single tax have
been very much in evidence around the
lobbies of the House recently. The rea-
son for their visits was made apparent
yesterday. Just before 6 o’clock Dr.
McKay threw a political bombshell into
the House in the shape of a bill to
amend the Assessment Act, providing
that “any Municipal Corporation may
change, reduce or abolish the assess-
ment for taxation of all buildings and
improvements on real estate, stocks of
merchandise, machinery, persomalty, se-
curities, and income, or may assess for
taxation any or all of such classes of
property.” , It was an innocent looking
bill, and it was mndét until Hon. Mr.
Hardy characterized it as a single tax
measure that the members awoke to the
importance of the proposed Act. But
when the§? were aroused there was no
holding them in. Denunciations were
the order of the day.

Patrons Favor It

Only the leader of the Patrons had
a, word to say in favor of the bill. He
thought it should go to the committee
for discussion, because therewas & gen-
eral feeling throughout the country that
the present eystem of assessmens Was
unsatisfactory, a fact which A8 evi-
denced, he contended, by the large num-
ber of bills which had been introduced
to amend the Assessment Act.

Hon. Mr.- Hardy dealt with the bill
in a vein of ridicule, arguing that the
single tax was opposed to prosperity,and
Mr. Whitniey ‘contended that there was
po demand for the measure.

Mr. St. Jobn protested against the
bill “in the interests- of. the farmers,”
characteriging the principle underlying it
as a vicious one.

The discussion would in all probability
have gone on until mext week ‘had not
Dr. McKay withdrawn the bill, it evi-
dently paving been introduced as a
*feeler.” :

Womnien as Barristers.

This interesting subject was followed
by another quite as entertaining, if not
equally as imporfant, to ywit, the udm.ls-
sion of women to the study amgipractice
of law. Mr. Wood, the genial whip of the
Liberal party, is the father of the mea-
sure, which favors the ‘“new woman.”
The fair sex are already allowed to prac-
tice as solicitors. Mr. Wood asks im
his bill .that the privilege shall be ex-
tended, so .a& to allow ' them to
practice a8 barristers, He in-
troduced his measure in an
amusing speech; in which he expressed
bis assurance that the members dare not
refuse to let it pass the second reading.

Sir Oliver and the Ladles.

When he sat down there was a pause
swwhich was broken by Mr. Whitney, who
asked why the Attorney-General did not
divide the House. Sir Oliver thereupon
took up the challenge. Women sang and

VERDICTS FOR THE PAPERS IN HER
MANY LIBEL 8U1XS.

Under Examination' Mrs. Beaton Admiited
Intimacy With the Dead Man, Cicero
Case, and That She Had Fraveled With
Hun Under Assumed Names-—Verdict
Against Her in All Cases With Costs.

Hamilton, April 8.—The libel ts
brought by Mrs. Beaton of Burlington
against The Toronto Globe, St. Thomas
Times, Guelph Herald, Stratford Herald
and Strathroy Despatch were heard in
the Assize Court to-day as one combined
suit, and resulted in a verdict for the
defendants, with costs in all cases.

Eighteen actions for damages for libel
had been entered by Mrs. Beaton against
Ontario papers, some of which were set-
teld, $501 in all being paid. The case
against The St. Thomas Journal was
heard last fall, a verdict of $1 and costs
being awarded Mrs. Beaton. In this case
Mr. J. S. Brierly, editor of The Journal,
ably conducted his own case, but did
not plead justification. The suits against
The Toronto World and the Central
Press Agency were thrown out by Jus-
tice Fergtson yesterday.

The Alleged Libel.

The alleged libel was contained in a
news item, reproduced from The New
York World in August, 1893, detailing
the peculiar circumstances of the death
of Cicero Harrison Cage, formerly of
Halton County, oif the Old Dominion
Liner Guyandotte on June 30. On that
voyagé he was accompanied by & woman
who said she was his widowed daughter,
Mrs. Oliver, but who disappeared on the
arrival of the steamer at New York.
The New (York World traced ‘Mrs,
Oliver’ and fdentified her as Mrs. Bea-
ton, who denied intimacy with Case, but
admitted it in her sworn testimony.

A Deficit in Every Branch of the Service
* Exeept the Steamship Line—These De-
ficits Met Ouwe of the Four Million
Cash \Deposit Reserved for Such Emer -
genciles. )

Montreal, April 3.—Of the $4,000,000
special cash deposit arranged for in
1892 to meet any possible deficiency in
the earnings applicable to dividends of
the Canadian Pacific fRailway, only
$1,000,000 is left. This was shown at
the annual meeting held to-day.
Thanks to this arrangement, however,
the comprny for the present has no float:

ing %/
It § also admitted by Sir William

Van Howne that the payment of the
heli-yearly dividend last August was
an unwise move, but the excuse was
that no one could have foreseen what
was going to happen so shortly afters
Both ‘Sir William and Sir Donald
Smith,  however, indignantly denied
that either of the directors had used
their inside information to eell out
stock.

“I I had done so,”’ Sir .Donald said,
“I would have saved $600,000, but I
preferred to hang on and take my
chances like other stockholders.”

The unexpected lpsses last year were
heavy; $560,000 was lost by the floods
in British Columbia, to be applied for
new construction, and the depreciation
in value. of the land bonds alone amount-
ed to $656,618.32. Notwithstanding the
temporary paralysis of the earning pow-
er of the two nearly acquired roads, the
Minneapolis, St. Paul and the Duluth,
and South Shore, it is hoped that they
will prove a good investment, but the
former will need some help. There was
a deficit in the net profits of almost
every branch of the service, excepting
the Pacific Steamship Line, which shows
an increase of $80,467.

The fingncial statement shows a de-
ficit fop/the year of $526,731.82, but,
thaiks to the amount of surplus earn-
ings at the end of 1893, which was $7,-

Provincial Board of Health.

The Provincial Board of Health met
at the Parliament Buildings yesterday.
During the afternoon clause 4 of the
proposed new Public Health Act, which
comes before the Legislature to-day, and
contains provisions against the feeding
of offal to hogs, was mentioned. Dr.
Bryce has issued to the different medi-
cal health officers in the province &
circular inquiring as to the extent of
practice in each district, and asking the
opinions of the officialé as to the pre-
valence, and the danger or not, of the
practice. A large batch of replies were
received. he consensus of opinion
seems to that considerable danger to
the public health may arise. It is men-
tioned that tuberculosis, zymotic and
parasitic diseases, including tape-worm,
and many other diseases following the
use of moxious animal food, may be
caused by the practice.

Dr. Bryce presented a. lengthy report,
stating that municipalities are empower-
Lodto forego their powers in health mat-
ters to medical health officers appointed
by the County Councils. The neglect:of
health matters in certain districts Was
referred to, and the inestimable 'advan-
tage to the public health which would
follow the appointment of & trained
bacteriologist as county medical health
officer dwelt upon. Such an officer would
systematically vaccinate the children of
county schools, keep on hand diphtheria
auti-toxine, and diagnose any suspected
case of tuberculosis in animals
the herds became infected. A suggestion
is made in favor of obtaining permissive
legislation, mot omnly giving power to
appoint such officers, but fixing their
remuneration on certificates of efficiency
being obtained in a course of study, to

timate of the health conditions of -the
province would then be possible, detail-

garding local geology, underground
water, rainfalls and relative incidence of
disease. A high standard of scientific
university work would be brought about
by encouraging studgnts to° follow out
special lines of investigation, such as
water and food analysis, animal diseases,
ete.

. Local committees will act with medi-
cal societies and county councils - in urg-
ing the adoption of the method recom-
mended in the report.

The board, in Committee of the Wholey
discussed provisions for the better super-
vision of the public health in unorganiz-
ed territories, and the equitable distri-
bution of public funds in the districts.

The city grant to charities was last
year $103,667 and receipts from other
sources $234,6783, making the great total
for one year of $388,880. No less than
68,232 persons were relieved in the city
last year. The land and buildings of

such charitieg are assessed at $1,808,141, !

which at 16 mills on the dollar represents
$20,930 of exemptions of taxation. This
should be added to the $103,250 in city
grants, The expense of the charities
was $39,948.

The city charities are endowed to the
extent of $154,5662, and they should not
be allowed to draw on the taxes of the
pobe—ratepayer till these endowments
are exhausted.

The House of Industry the committee
considered the best medium for the dis-
tribution of all outdoor relief. But
tramps should be discouraged and rele-
gated to their respeéctive municipalities
and not be chargeable to Toronto.

The Remiedy.

Any attempt at ‘amalgamation of the |

existing charities would result in utter
failure and be a waste of effort. We
have no desire to interfere with these in-
stitutions only so far as the city grant
is concerned. But we claim the right to
see that the taxes are applied to the
best advantage. No intelligent rson,
reading the official return, could say

| that such isi now the case.

City churches should make provision for
the relief of their own poor, and a per-

| manent system of relief be provided by

the ¢ity, and that system should  be
placed under one management.

For this purpose a large tract of land
should be purchased and buildings erect-
ed thereon, the inmates ol which could
be employed in cultivation of the pro-
visions for their own use.

The grants already made should be
gradually reduced and applied to  this
farm project.

The $100,000 may be r{nsed
by the University trustees by the issue
of debentures secured upon the block.

A WAVE OF PRACTICAL PHILANTHROPY.
Toronto is just now the centre of a
wave of practical philanthropy. The
eitizens are discussing various projects
for the betterment of the community.
. We have no doubt something good and
pubstantial will result from the present
agitation. Among the projects now un-
der discussion we have what is known
s a Potato Pateh scheme on the De-
ftroit plan. This project is meeting with
great favor in many of the large cities
of the United States. A St. Louis paper,
just to hand, informs us that the Detroit
plan is being received with great favor
there and that real estate men and weal-
thy citizens are handing over large blocks
of land for the use of those who are will-
ing to cultivate it. Some of the leading
ladies in the city have become connected
with the projcet, and the Mayor will ap-
point a commission to put the plan 1n
pperation. And as soon as it is ap-
pointed the commission will begin to
parcel out the land-according to the ap-
plications sent in. The Detroit plan is
congidered an improvement on the old-
time charity system, inasmuch as it is
A project 'to enable people to help them-
gelves ‘instead of 'encouraging mendi-
cancy. , Toronto with its vast areas of
vacant land ought to be a model city for
giving the system a fair trial.

Another project now before the people is
the establishment of a home for con-
sumptives, ThLis project makes little
headway, but it is sure to go through
before long, and once the community be-
¢omes aware of the great advantage such
an institution will be among us the peo-
ple will not pe slow in establishing sim-
ilar institutions in different parts 'of the
country. We understand Scotland is
about to erect eight of these sanitariums,
and the different states in the American
Union are nearly all moving in the same
direction. It 1s time something practi-
cal was done in Canada. We surely
ought to have enouzh' public spirit in
Toronto to give this worthy movement
a start.. Mr. Gage, who is actively pro-
moting the building of a sanitarium here,
informs us that Mr. John H. Taylor,
President of the Toronto Rubber Shoe
Company, has offered to give a site of
12 acres near Todmorden. It only re-
quires a feWw more citizeas to come for-
ward and contribute of their means and
Toronto will have the benefit of one of
the most humane institutions that /it is
possible to endow.

The other day Dr. Adams addressed the
Toronto Ministerial Association to obtain
their sympathy in behalf of a scheme
for ‘securing proper attention for the
teeth of children whose parents were un-
able to provj,:le such attention.

SUNDAY OBSERVANCE,

A Lively Meeting of the Hamilton Lord's
Day Alliance—Rev. Mr. Boville's
Bomb.

The® regular quarterly meeting of the
Hamilton Lord’s Day Alliance was held
in the lecture room of the Y.M.C.A.
building last evening. About 35 mem-
bers were present, about hali of whom
were ladies, The ministers present were:
Revs. J. G. Shearer, John Philp, R. G.
Boville, John Morton and J. Van Wyck.
The meeting was very lively and sev-
eral pretty warm discussions took place,
showing that all the city ‘ministers do
not hold ‘the same -views regarding the
observance of Sunday.

Mr. J. C. Bale, president, occupied the
chair. Mr. J. C. Harris read the secre-
tary's reportof the meeting of the
Executive Commi of the Alliance, It
lgtated that a conferpnce ‘had been held
with a deputation from the Tradesand
Labor Council regarding the proclama-
tion of a legal half holiday on Satur-
day aftern 8. The executive recom-
mended thjgeﬁorm be made with that
end in vieWw, so persons who toil all
week will then not be able to say that
Sunday is the only day on which they
can get into the country to get a breath
of fresh air, On motion of Ald. Morris,
the alliance endorsed the movement.

The next recommendation of the Execu-
tive was that the Hamilton Alliance ai-
filiate with the Dominion Alliance, and
this raised quite a discussion, which did
pnot have any special bearing on the
motion.

Rev. Mr. Shearer stated that the out-
look for the Alliance and Sabbath ob-
servers generally was brighter than it
was at the last meeting. The Attorney-
General had given the Alliance permission
to make him plaintiff in a test case
against street railway or steamboat com-
panies ‘which were operating on Sunday.
He advised joining the Dominion Alli-
ance, so that the case could be fought
out and, a decision got from the Supreme
Court. ‘It would cost- $4000 or $5000,
and it would be better if the question
could be made a provincial one.

Rev. Dr. Philp spoke in favor of join-
ing the Dominion Alliance. The proposal
came from Toronto, but it was in Hamil-
ton that the cars were operated

Rev. Mr. Boville spoke at some length,
and his speech fell like a bomb in the
meeting. ‘He did not favor joining, Toron-
to in the matter, as he thought some
persons connected with the Alliance there
were talking wildly. He said that Sab-
bath was made for man, and he did not
believe in telling a community that cars
shall not be run “there if the majority
of the people want them. He approved
of Sir Oliver Mowat’s stand in the mat-
ter ; he believed in local option. He was
in favor of moral suasion, and wanted
to see one day in the-week kept for the
worship of God and the rest of man.! He
thought the stockholders of the street
car compnay should be given a church
trial and ‘expelled from membership.
Mrs. Day-Smith spoke strongly in op-
position to the last speaker. She did not
believe in allowing the question of Sab-
bath observance to be left to a popular
vote. “ The women and children of this
land are being dragged down by Sab -
bath desecration,” she said, “but they
will not be allowed to vote on the ques-
tion)” She believed in an effort being
made to compel people to observe God’s
laws. In reply to a question she said
she believed in punishing & man - for
drinking intoxicating liquor, on the same
ground as a man is punished for attempt-
ing to commit suicide.

Rev. Mr. Morton said he did not think
it was the duty of the Government to
enforce the laws of God. According to
the law of God, man can choose between
Him and the devil. No law should be
enforced to compel a man’ to refrain

THREE CENTS PER MILE TOO MIGH.
The electric railway bill that is mow
before the House ‘permits an electric rail-
way ecompany to charge as high as three
cents per mile when a journey is made
through 4wo or more municipalities.
. This is oné of the worst features the
bill, and it should not be allowed to be-
come law, Three cents per mile is the
standard rate for steam railways, and
even, two cents per mile is the rate that
has been forced upon several American
railways. There is a great difference be-
tween a steam railway and the so-called
electric railway. The former is: obliged
to buy and pay for its right of way, fit
must ponstruct a solid road-bed  and
equip stations, and in other ways incur
an expenditure equal to three or four
times as much as that involved in the
building of an electric line. The electric
railway, secures its right of way for mo-
thing along the highways, is cheaply
constructed, and can afford to carry pas-
sengers for one-half the rates prevailipg
on the ordinary steam railways. The
law should made a maximum rate of two
cents per mile, if, indeed, one and one-
half cemte is not ample to allow com-
panies that obtain valuable privileges so

THE WOMAN WHO DID.

Condemned in a Sermon by the Canon of
St. James'.

Canon Dumoulin, at the noontide ser-
vice in St. James’ Cathedral yesterday,
contrasted the Bible with any other lit-
erature which the genius of man had pro-
duced. The world is flooded with books,
magagines, newspapers. This is a read-
fng age. Toronto has her half dozen
daily newspapers. Then there is the rush
of novels, of the making of which there
is no end. Some are good and whole-
some; others are evil and pernicious.
Amongst the latter he instanced Grant
Allen’s recent book, “The Woman Who
Did.” And what did she ? Discarded the
boly sacrament of marriage, tore down,
as it were, a godly institution. The
heroine consorts with her lover without
marriage, Aand this is the literature
which it is sad to think is read with
such avidity.

Then the Canon turned to another ef-
fect of the ommivorous reading of the
day. It led to the neglect of the greatest
book—the well of English undefiled, the
Bible. A former generation knew more
of the Bible than the present one. This
i® proved by the answers given by mem-
bers of confirmation classes and Sunday
Schools. These young people did not

read, the Bible as their grandfathers and |3

grandmothers did. In this restless age
there is the impatience of the old-fashion-
ed method of teaching and preaching
from the Bible. No one now hears the
rustling of leaves as the Bibles are
turned in following the teaching of the
preacher, Sensationalism, rather than
Bible subjects, is what is most popular
in the pulpit.

The Canon then pointed out the evils
of the neglect of private reading and
meditation in the closet and Bible read-
ing in the family. And yet in the Bible
God speaks His mind and will concerning
the human race, and daily life, and con-
duct. The greatest philosophers, poets and
tultivated men have begn indebted great-
ly to their habitnal study of the Scrip-
tures, proof whereof the preacher gave
in the cases of Shakespeare, Bacon, New+
ton, Miltop, and to come down to a great
living statesman, Mr. Gladstone, who,
midst all the cares of his many positions,
found time and, a solace in the study of
biblical literature. Out of the many
well-known men who wrote recently of
the .books that had most influenced them,
ten out of every twelve included the
Bible or books baving their inspiration
from the Bible. In conclusion the preach-
er spoke of the beauty of the Seriptures
and the bepefits to be derived from the
morning and evening lessons in the Book
of Common Prayer.

York Township Ceuncil.

The Township Council met at the
Town Hall, Eglinton, on Monday, and
transacted a lot of routine business.
It was decided to refer the case of the
Towrship v ex-Reeve Humberstone to
arbitration. Mr. Henry Duncan - was
appointed arbitrator in the Township in
the matter of widening the' Davenport-
road on the lands of Henry and Joseph
Shuter. The Reeve and the clerk were
authorized to execute the agreement of
the Georgian Bay & Ship Canal Aque-
duct Company ad soon as the company

had paid the charges incurred by thes|§

council in considering the matter. A
petition signed by thirty residents of
Deer Park was submitted, asking to
p revent cattle running at large in the
neighborhood. The clerk was instruct-
ed to prepare a by law dealing with
the matter at the next meeting. The
treasurer’s statement showed that up
to date $51,807 taxes had been collect-
ed, leaving an unpaid balance of $31,616.
Mr. Gibson of Vaughan sent in & claim
of $200 for damages sustained by a de-
fective bridge on the second concession.
The case was left to the Township So-
licitor. The people of Bracondale pe-
titioned for a sidewalk from St. Clair-
avenue to the Vaughan Plank-road. The
council postponed action until they
could visit the locality.

The council adjourned till the 15th
inst.. when ‘they will hold a special
meeting.
