Training of Sightless Veterans of the

War is Now Going on at St. Dun-
stan's Home, Where Men Are Be-
ing Taught Various Trades
Within the Scope of a Blind Man
—Stenography Proving a Big
Success,

HAT shall we do with our

blinded soldiers after the

war? To merely give

them a pension to supply

their needs will not suf-
fice; it is necessary that they be
taught some occupation, not primar-
ily because they will thus become
self-supporting, but because they will
be far happier and more contented if
they have occupation to take their
minds off their great affliction. In
England a noble work is going for-
ward at St. Dunstan’s Home with
the object of training the blind sol-
diers to earn a living. It is under
the direction of Arthur Pearson, the
famous publisher, himself a blind
man. Mr. Pearson became blind
from overwork, just as Joseph Pulit-
zer, founder of the New York
World, became blind. But he did
not become helpless or hopeless. Teo
an interviewer not long ago he said
that he doubted if he had ever ex-
perienced the joy when he had his
sight that he has felt on occasions
since when he has overcome some
obstacle. With his great emeigy and
organizing ability Mr, Pearson makes
an admirable director of the St. Dun~
stan’s Home.

The object of the home, as men-
tioned, is to give the blinded soldiers
trades. Several are taught, and it is
astonishing the number of trades in
which the lack of sight is no insuper-
able obstacle to efficiency.
writing, for instance, is a blind man’s
job, and Mr. Pearson says that the
typewriter was originally invented
to provide the blind with a means of
writing. One of the typewriting in-
structors at St. Dunstan’s can take
dictation in Braille shorthand ‘as fast
as one wishes to speak, and then will
transcribe it on the typewriter more
accurately and swiftly than many
first-class stenographers with normal
eyes. It used to be said that it re-
quired three years to teach a blind
man a trade, but Mr. Pearson says
that most of them can be trained in
a very few months well enough to be-
come self-sustaining.

Another occupation particularly
well adapzed to the blind is that of
masseurs. Even masseurs with good
eyesight depend upon their sense of
touch instead of their eyes; and Mr.
Pearson remarks that in Japan it
used to be illezal for any but the
blind to follow this occupation. Mas«
seurs are now in demand at all the
War Office hospitals, and as a result
of the war we may expect a greatly-
increased demand for the services of
men trained in this business. Car-
pentering is another trade that the
blind can learn, and, of course,
while highly skilled carpenters can-
not be made out of the blind, they
can become very fair rough carpen-
ters who can make certain articles
of patterns that can be repeated.
Shoe repairing is also a blind man’s
trade, and several first-class cobblers
have been turned out of the institu-
tion. When the cobbler is trained he
is helped to a shop, and in the win-
dow a card announces that the pro-
prietor is a soldier blinded in the
war. He does not have to wait long
for trade.

Poultry farming is being taught to
feveral men at St. Dunstan’s, and
with this trade is enough carpenter-
ing to enable the victim to make his
own coops and runs, A sergeant who
left the institution not long ago is
able to distinguish among the various
breeds of poultry by his sense of
touch ,and he can also truss and
dress fowls quite well enough to
make an attractive display on the
poulterer’s stand. He mixes the
food perfectly, selecting it from the
different bags by his sense of touch.
It is said that since blind men .move
more deliberately than those who
have all their senses, they are less
likely to frighten the fowls, and
this is an advantage not to be light-
ly disregarded. Others are being
trained as telephone operators for
small exchanges. The indicators are
made to scale and the blind learn
very quickly to distinguish their
identity by the sound each makes as
it falls. :

Mr. Pearson says that he believes
blind men will make excellent divers.
says that they would do
work in muddy waters than others,
for, being accustomed to working in
the dark, they would find nothing ab-
normal in their task. Darkness han-
dicaps a sighted man, but light and
darkness are the same to the blind.
Contrary to general belief, great
delicacy of touch does not follow al-
most automatically upon blindness.
It has to be laboriously acquired-in
very many  cases. Moreover,
though the blindness may be equal,
some blind men have a far better

sense of direction than others. Mr.
Pearson mentioned the case of a
blinded Canadian offic® He can

Some of the blind
have a very keen sense of when they
approach* an object with which they
might ecollide. -Others, again, blun-
der like a sighteC man in a dark
room., Edward Marshall, who visited
the St., Dunstan’s home, was struck
by the fact that there was no despair
to be seen on the faces of the blind-
ed heroes. On the contrary, most ef
them were smiling. They do not
grudge thé terrible price they have
paid for their citizenship, and are
looking forward cheerfully and con-
fidently to many Lappy, useful years
te come.

Peace Has Its Heroes,

The London Gazette
that His Majesty the King has been
pleased to award the' Edward Medal
of the Second Class to Mr., John
Roderick McDonald and Mr, Leo Pat-
rick Powell of Alberta.

The official account of the action
for which the award has been made
is as under: On June 26, 1915,
while the Bow River, Calgary, Al-
berta, was in flood a hundred-foot
steel span was washed loose from a
bridge in course of construction. A
man named Garden was upon this
span, and was precipitated into the
water, which was icy cold. He man-
aged to get hold of a baulk of timber,
to which he clung. McDonald and
Powell put off to the rescue in a
small boat, which was used in con-
nection with the building of the
bridge. No ‘other boats were avail-
able, as the river is too dangerous
for bogting, even when not in flood.
They had to cross a dangerous rapid
and also to avoid collision with logs
which were coming down the river
in large numbers and timber from
the broken bridge. Had they been
capsized they would almost certainly
bhave been drowned, as they wore
heavy hip rubber boots. They reach-
ed Garden, though he had been
washed nearly a quarter of a mile
down the river., He was at that time
nearly unconscious owing to the cold-
ness of the water. It was too dan-
gerous' to take him aboard the boat,
and they therefore tied a rope round
him and secured it to the boat. All
three -were carried about a mile and
a quarter down the river, when Mec-
Donald and Powell managed to steer
the boat.to an island. There can be
no doubt that McDonald and Powell
incurred very grat danger in per-
forming-this brave rescue.

The effects of ‘the drought
are aggravated by the fact that it
has been accompanied by a searching
northeast wind which withers up
everything. Those tea districts in

Point Edward is experiencing difficul-
ty in collecting the Poll Tax, The re-
vised statutes of Ontario provide that
this tax may be collected in such manner
as the council directs. The amended act
of last session provides that this tax may
be collected as other taxes. This, how-
ever 1s absurd, as men living in boarding

houses could not be compelled in that
way to pay a dollar. The revised statute
above referred to authorizes the collection
by summary conviction, Two of the de-
faulters at Point Edward were brought
before Magistrate Robert Fleck and were
compelled to pay the §6 and costs, Mr.
Fleck declined to impose a fine, saying
he thought the $5 and costs sufficient.
The parties paid, and it is expected that
the other delinquents will be compelled
to do likewise.

An anti-aircratt gun, such as is now
mounted all over Euglaud and on the
battlefields in France, Belgium and else-
where, is being sent over by the British
War Office for use at the Canadian
National Exhibition, and will be utilized

‘tween the invading aeroplanes and the
land forces stationed on Exhibition shore
more realistic, the battles’ being staged
under conditions similar to those existing
dn Great Britain and the war zone, The
admiralty has also been asked to approve
the shipment to Toronto of a 20-foot
model of the Hercules, a first class battle-
ship built in 1911, and at present one of
the mast powerful in the British Navy.
An effort was made to secure a submarine
for exhibition on the waterfront, but the
Admiralty protested on the ground that
every one now available is required for
war purposes, Negotiations have since
been opened with the United States
government for the loan of one, but so
* far no definite answer has been reteived.

FARMS FOR VETERANS,

Australia Preparing for the Return
of Her Veterans.

In addition to the comprehensive
scheme being arranged by the Com-
monwealth authorities for the set-
tlement of returned soldiers on the

"land, the various States of Australia

have made practical attempts to en-
sure that those who have gone
abroad to fight the Empire’s battles
shall not be left uncared for on their
return, The local authorities and
the people generally are co-operating
in the matter.

In New South Wales, for instance,
recently a working committee meet-
ing commenced clearing an area of
several hundred acres. It is intended
to cut this land into “farmlets” of
a few acres each, and to make the
blocks, ready for settlement, avail-
able for the soldiers as they.return
from the war, The idea of small
local bodies working in this way is
likely to become popular throughout
Australia:

In addition to having fertile land
made ready for them, the men will
have the advantage of the praectical
advice and assistance of the settlers,
who, by their patriotic actions, have
helped to make the way clear for a
return from the battlefield to the
position of productive settlers.

Offers of over eighty estates have |

been received, on varying conditions,
for allotment among returned - sol-
diers.

In South Australia a scheme has
been adopted for settling returned
veterans on the land. Training camps
are to be created for the benefit of
the inexperienced, and speeial as-
sistance given to men to sst them-
selves up as farmers. Reclaimed ir-
rigation areas will be devoted to this
purpose to begin with.

A similar scheme has been placed
before the Government of Western
Australia. Plans have been prepar-
ed by the Commissioner for the
Wheat Belt, the Commissioner for
the South-West, and the Fruit In-
dustries Commission.

To Get French Islands.

The possibility of the acquisitio®
of the French colony of St. Pierre by
Newfoundland is being discussed i®
official circles as a result of condi~
tions arising from the European cone«
fliet.

The idea was suggested by the ro-
cent negotiations which led to th#
relaxation for the term of the war of
the so-called bait act by the New-
foundland Government in view of the
shortage of fish in France. The bait
act was put in force in 1886, and
prohibited the selling of herring t®
the French fishermen whose head-
quarters were at St. Pierre.

With the advent of the war Francs
withdrew the last of her fishermer
from this side of the Atlantie, resuli-
ing in a critical shortage of fishk =t
home, Representations were made
to the Newfoundland Government
and in view of the circumstances it
was decided to allow- buyers from St
Pierre to purchase Newfoundland
herring on the condition ‘that the fist:
should not be used for bait, but
should be devoted solely to food pur-
poses, |

Within the next few months thou-~
sands of barrels of herring, it is ex-
pected, will be shipped to St. Pierre.
This concession, it is believed in some
circles, will pave the way to a read-
justment of the whole fisheries ques-
tion after the war, and possibly to
negotiations towards the taking ove®
of St. Pierre by Newfoundland. - :

may be permitted upon the premises.

THE WORD “LOVE”

In the Orient It Means to Like or ls
Used to Express Good Will.

The word ‘“love” has been more high-
ly specialized in the west than in the
east. In its proper English use it
means only that ardent, amorous feel-
ing which cannot be ecreated by will
and design. In the west the word
“love” has been relieved of the func-
tion of expressing the less ardent de-
gires, such as the terms “to like,” “to
have good will toward” and “to be
well disposed toward” simply.

Not so0 in the east. The word “like,”
meaning “to be favorably inclined to-
ward,” is not found either in the Bible
or in the Arabic tongue. In the Eng-
lish version of the Bible it is used in
two places, but the translation Is in-
correct. In the twenty-fifth chapter of
Deuteronomy and the seventh verse,
“If the man like not to take his broth-
er's wife,” should be rendered “If the
man ‘consent’ not,” and in the fourth
chapter of Amos, the fifth verse, “For
this liketh you, O ye children of Is-
rael,” is in the original, “For this ye
9Qoved,’ O ye children of Israel.” In
any standard concordance of the Bi-
ble the Hebrew verb aheb—to love—
precedes these quotations.

So to us orientals the only word
which can express any cordial inclina-
tion of approval is “love.” One loves
his wife and chiMren and loves grapes
and figs and meat, if he likes these
things. An employer says to an em-
ployee, “If you ‘love’ to work for me
according to this agreement you can.”

It is nothing uncommon for one to
say to a casual acquaintance whom he
likes, “I must say, sahib (friend), that
I love you!” I know of no equivalent
in the Arabic for the phrase, “I am in-
terested in you.” “Love” and “hate”
are the usual terms by which to ex-
press approval and disapproval, as
well as real love and hatred.

From all this it may be scen that
when the Great Oriental Teacher said
to his countrymen, who considered all
other clans than their own as their en-
emies, “Love your enemies,” he did
not mean that they should be enamor-
ed of them, but that they should have
good will toward them. We cannot
love by will and design, but we cer-
tainly can will to be well disposed
even toward those who, we believe,
have ill will toward us.—Abraham Mit.

The trustful and childlike plety of
the middle ages believed that the citi-
zens of heaven were interested in ev-

Crispin of shoemakers, St, Vitus of ac-
tors, St. Gregory of singers, St. Dismas
(supposed name of toe good thief) of
criminals condemned to death, St. Apol-
lonia was believed to cure toothache,
St. Blaise sore ‘throat, SS. Clare and
Lucy sore eyes, while St. Benedict pre.
served his clients from poison and St.
Hubert from the bite of mad dogs.

UNDERDRAINAGE

The depth of drains and the dis-
tance apart are points which require
to be carefully considered. The
roots of ordinary crops penetrate
three to four feet into the ground,
and if not given an opportunity to do
so before drought sets in, they are
unable to make the depth afterwards.
If tile are placed three feet deep in
the ground the water table over the
tile is lowered to the depth of $hree
feet but it is found that in clay soil
95 feet from the tile the water table
is only two feet below the surface
and in loam soil it rises one foot in
thirty-three. It is therefore apparent
that drains should be deep enough to
permit the greatest root development,
A gafe rule to work on is for clay
tile placed three feet deep, drains
should not be more than 50 to 66
feet apart, and in loam soil 66 to 100
feet apart. First hand knowledge of
the texture of the soil and subsoil
together with the experience of the
farmer in studying general conditions
will help to decide in each individual
case.
Size of Drains :—Drains should be
designed to relieve the land of sur-
plus water during times of maximum
rainfall or seasons of continued pre®
cipitation which overcharges the soil
beyondits capacity. In providing
for drainage adequate for agricul-
tural lands under these varying con-
ditions we consider that the volume
of water which must be removed by
drains regulated or limited by the
reservoir capacity of the soil, the
evaporation of water from the sur-
face and by growing plants, also the
length of time which the soil may
remain saturated without injuring
it or the plants growing on it.  De-
finite rules and formulaes are used
for this purpose but sufficient tables
for an accurate guide are always
compiled in each treatise on Drain-
age, Bulletin No. 175 of the Ontario
Department of Agriculture.
Determining grade of tile :—The
least grade allowable is measured
largely by the accuracy with which
the construction work will be done.
Tile draing will operate successfully
and be permanent in clay or other
firm soils if accurately laid on a grade
of % an inch in 100 feet, but better
to have at least one inch in 100 feet.
If the soil is soft, full of fine silt or
gand which will enter the drains,
especially drains of smaller size, a
greater velocity of flow will ba re-
quired tb free them from silt which
enters. A careful arrangement of
grades of drains ig of great value and
is one of the advantages to be der-
ived from a survey. !

David Hayter, ot Alvinston,
Brooke Township, Winner of
the $100.00 prize in the
Flax Competition

In order to improve flax growing in the
Alvinston district and in Lambton County
in general, Mr. T. A. G. Gordon, Man-
ager of the Lambton Flax Company,
generously donated Two  Hundred
dollars ($200.00) to be given as prizes 1n
a Field Crop Competition to improve
flax growing in the Alvinston district,
the fields to be judged by a Represent-
ative of the Department of Agriculture.
Mr, F. K. Jackson, Director of the
Flax Experimental Station, England,
was present during the second judging of
the fields. Mr. Jackson spoke very en-
couragingly of the prospects of flax
growing in Lambton County. He con-
sidered conditions very similiar to the
very best flax growing districts in Great
Britain, He considered this season’s
crop compared very favorably ~ with the
best flax areas he had looked over this
season, - The quality of the fibre was the
very best but he advised flax being pulled
a little earlier, but owing to weather con-
ditions and the labor problem this year,
both in Great Britain and Canada, the
very best that could be expected was be- |
ing done. ;

The late, wet, backward spring was no
doubt somewhat discouraging to the flax
growers of the County. Suitable weather
for planting was very irregular, conse-
quently some very late flax was sown.
The idea was to plant the flax in such a
way that the fields for pulling would
come in succession but the intense heat
of the past month hastened the time for
pulling. This again made greater de-
mands upon our labor supply but on the
whole the flax crop was harvested in
very fair condition. Mechanical pullers
are now being tested out in this County
and are proving very successful. This
new adventure will no doubt establish
our flax industry on a new basis, for
labor ‘for pulling flax at the proper
season has always been a draw;back to
the industry.

The fields in the Alvinston Field Crop
Competition were judged and scored by
Mr, G. G. Bramhill, Fibre Expert for the
Decminion Government. The fields were
judged once while the crop was standing
and once after the crop was ‘pulled and
shocked. The tollowing are the winners
