My Government haw commenced nego­

tiations with Her Majesty’s sanction for 
the development of the trade of Canada 
with France and Spain and their respect­
ive colonies. I hope to bo able to lay be­
fore you the result of these negotiations 
during the present session.

It is the purpose of my Government to 
press for the most vigorous prosecution of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway and to meet 
the reasonable expectations of British Co­
lumbia. Iu carrying out this intention 
due regard must be paid to the financial 
position of the country.

Communication by rail has been effected 
between Manitoba and the United States 
system of railways, by the junction at St.
Vincent of the Pembina Branch of our 
railway and the St. Paul and Pacific road.
That portion of the main line which ex­
tends from English River to Keewatin is 

being placed under contract, and will 
be energetically pushed to completion, in 
order to secure, as rapidly as is possible, 
the connection between Lake Superior and 
the great Northwest.

A bill for the amendment and consolida­
tion of the Acts relating to stamps shall be 
submitted for your consideration, as well 

amending the Act relating to 
weights and measures.

The decimal Census must be taken in 
1881. I think it expedient that a

for the purpose should be passed dur­
ing the present session, in order to give 

pie time for the preparation of all the 
preliminary arrangements, and to ensure 
the census being taken as accurately and 
inexpensively as possible. 
with this subject it may be well to consid­
er the propriety of providing some means 
for the collection and collation of vital 
crime and general statistics. A bill will 
be laid before you for the re-arrangement 
of some of the departments of the Govern­
ment, and also measures relating to the 
survey and management of the Dominion 
lands, to the mounted police, and to the 
post office department, and also for the 
amendment in some particulars of the laws 
relating to the Indians.

A measure will also be submitted to you 
for the vesting in Her Majesty for the use 
of the Dominion of certain Ordnance and 
Admiralty lands in the provinces of 
Scotia and New Brunswick.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The estimates for the ensuing year will 
be laid before you at an early day. They 
have been prepared witli as much regard 
to economy as is compatible with the ef­
ficiency of the public service. I regret 
that the receipts into the treasury from or­
dinary sources continue to be inadequate 
to meet the charges against the consolidat­
ed revenue. You will, I doubt not, agree 
with me in the opinion that it is not desir­
able that our finances should longer re­
main in this condition. By the applica­
tion of the strictest economy to the public
expenditure, and by the rc-adjustmcnt of offer for the Spring Trade a full assortment of 
the tariff, with a view of increasing the 
revenue, and at the same time of develop­
ing and encouraging the industries of Ca­
nada, you will. I trust, be enabled to re­
store the equilibrium between revenue and 
expenditure, to aid in removing the com­
mercial and financial depression which 
happily continues to exist. I have decid­
ed that the public accounts of the past fi­
nancial year shall be laid before you.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

Parliament has recognized the import­
ance of providing for the safe deposit of 
the surplus earnings of the people by ar­
ranging for their being placed with the 
Government at a fair rate of interest. It 
may be well for you to consider how far it 
is practicable to give a like security and 
encouragement to persons who may desire 
by an insurance upon their lives to make 
provision for those dependent upon them.
Youi best attention will, I doubt not, be 
given to the important subjects I have al­
luded to aud to tfce general interests of the 
country.

The champions of the various indus­
trial interests of every kind, will elbow 
eich other in the crowded lobbies, each 
advocating a protective policy and such 
fiscal arrangements as he conceives 
most conducive to the upholdingof the 
specific object which he has in view ;

We would fain hope that stern stateg 
manship, with inflexible firmness, will 
so far assert its independence, and 
maintain its dignity, as not be intimi 
dated or browbeaten by outside bolster 
ous importunity. The financial minister 
should industriously seek information 
from every legitimate or available 
source, and in exercising the functions 
of his important office, he should not 
be unduly influenced by external dic­
tation, but honestly act in accordance 
with bis own convictions of what is in 
herently just, and most likely in his 
view to promote the general well-being 
ami prosperity of the Dominion.

It is to he hoped that, during the pre­
sent Legislative Session, party political 
feuds will be suffered to die, or at least 
lie dormant; that no factious hostility 
will be arrayed against good govern­
mental measures, and that the predo­
minate party will not turn a deaf ear 
to the suggestions and remonstrances 
of the Opposition. Ours is a new and 
noble country, and the energies of its 
best men. instead of being frittered 
away in political Warfare, should be 
concentrated in the development of its 
immense resources, and in the up-build­
ing of a nationality which is destined 
to occupy a proud position among the 
civilized communities, which derive 
their origin from Anglo Saxonism. Its 
extent “ from ocean to ocean” is some­
thing grand to contemplate , and the 
field it offers for European emigration 
is without a parallel on the surface of 
our globe.

THE SPEECH PROM THE THRONE.

Ottawa, Feb. 14.
From an early hour this morning it was 

evident that something unusual was going 
to occur. Not that an opening of Parlia­
ment in Ottawa is a new thing, but the 
fact that a live Princess was going to ap­
pear on the throne tended to add greater 
interest to the ceremonies. There 
been many hundred more ticket 
than the galleries could possibly 
date. A large portion was set apart for 
ladies, who were in full dress, and to whom 
had been extended invitations to occupy 
seats on the floor, but there was not sutfi- 

From 10 o’clock large num­
bers who were anxious to gain admittance 
to the galleries took up their station at the 
main doors, determined to have a choice of 

the doors were opened. 
The hour of opening the main doors 
fixed for 1 o’clock, and long before that 
every corridor leading towards the senate 
galleries was tilled with an excited crowd, 
composed almost altogether of ladies.

have encountered a disastrous reverse 
in a skirmish, which swelled into the 
proportions of a battle, and terminated 
into an admitted defeat. A number of 
British officers fell in the conflict, as 
well as about five hundred of rank and 
file. The foe was a large foree of Zulus, 
a warlike tribe of the great Negro fami­
ly. The British troops were misled by 
an artful stratagem of the enemy into 
a dangerous position, and thus became 
exposed to a terrible slaughter, which 
amounted to a savage massacre. As 
soon as the appalling tidings ot this 
bloody event reached the ears of the 
British Government, prompt and ener 
getic measures were adopted to make 
the enemy feel the potency of British 
valor and the invincibility of soldiery, 
that was victorious at Waterloo, and ir­
resistible at Sebastopol. Twelve regi­
ments with ample munitions of war, 
without delay,have been ordered to the 
scene of the late conflict, and are now 
being borne away over the ocean 
wave” in a number of steamers, which 
in a few days will reach their destina­
tion. As we call to mind what feats 
were accomplished at Delhi and at 
Lucknow twenty years ago by a hand­
ful of British troops, we h^ve no fears 
but that the Zulus, like the refractory 
Sepoys, will be chastised into quies­
cent submission. It is to be regretted, 
however, that adequate and timely 
means had not been employed to pre­
vent the calamitous occurrence to 
which we have referred. There has 
has been a lack of vigilance somewhere. 
Proper precaution could not have been 
exercised to guard against such a dis 
aster. “Prevention is better than ou re” 
is an axoim in the mouths of the medi­
cal faculty ; and the principle which it 
recognizes is as applicable to some other 
matters as it is to the physical “ ills 
that the flesh is heir to”.

In acknowledging with profound grati­
tude the reception which has been accord­
ed to myself as Her Majesty’s representa­
tive, I am also commanded by the Queen 
to convey through you to the people of 
Canada her thanks for the loyal, generous 
and kindly manner in which they have 
welcomed her daughter.

The contribution of Canadian products 
and manufactures to the great national ex­
hibition at Paris, last year, attracted much 
attention,and it is believed will have a 
beneficial effect on the trade of the Do­
minion with Europe. I congratulate yon 
on the success which must iu no small de­
gree be attributable to the kind and un­
ceasing exertions of His Royal Highness 
the Prince of Wales as President of the 
British section. The report of the Cana­
dian Commissioners will be laid before you 
when received.

that date, and having been projected by 
William Paterson, a Scotchman. Consti­
tuted as a joint-etook company, with a 
capital of £1,200,000, the whole sum was 
lent at interest to the Government of Wil­
liam and Mary, then much embarassed. 
At the outset it was the servant of the 
State, and has ever since continued such 
more or less. The charter, granted at first 
for eleven years, has been from time to 
time renewed, the last renewal, subject to 
modification or revocation, having been in 
1844. For a while the business was done 
in one room ; now the bank occupies, as 
everybody knows, a large building on 
Threadneedle street, and employs some 800 
men. Nothing less than a £5 note is ever 
issued, and no note is issued a second time. 
The average amount of notes in circulation 
is £25,000,000.

Nation that the society was a 1 secret rev­
olutionary association.’ His frjevnd be­
ing president of tlie society, was arrest­
ed and locked up_in one of the under­
ground cells of the St. Petersburg for 
tress and summarily condemned, by a 
special military court, to transport­
ation to Siberia for life. What follow 
ëd ft thus related :

, “All the influence which our family, 
possessed in 6%h quarters was brought 
to bear on the Czar, but in vain. At 
last the mother of the prisoner, 
iug the Czar one day during one of his 
solitary walks in the Summer Garden, 
threw herself at his feet, averring her 
son’s innocence, and imploring his par­
don. The Czar seemed to be profound­
ly touched. He raised the old lady 
with the most chivalrous and pitying 
deference, and promised her to recon 
aider her son’s case, and to have a per­
sonal interview with him. Nicholas 
was true to his word. The vevy next 
day the young culprit was brought out 
of his cell, and. a few moments later, 
he stood alone before the Emperor. 
The latter took him by the hand, led 
him before an image of the Saviour sus­
pended in a corner of the room, and, 
forcing him down on his knees, ex­
claimed :

‘Can you swear before the Almighty 
God that neither you nor your associ­
ates had any eriminal design against 
my life? Can you swear that you be­
lieve in the holiness and eternity of the 
Russian autocracy ?’

As soon as the prisoner had recover­
ed from his unbounded surprise, lie 
answered :

41 can swear to your Majesty that 
neither I nor any of my friends had the 
remotest design against your safety. 
As to the autocratic form of govern­
ment. I can not conscientiously swear 
that I believe in its eternity. The Ihs- 
tory of other coifntvies teaches us that 
the time must come, even in Russia, 
when the people Itself will take part in 
the Government.*

The Czar answered not a syllable, but 
embracing the young man with almost 
paternal tenderness, and drawing a ring 
from his own finger gave it to him, say 
ing:
