He comes in first by 32,544 with 
Prince Bismarck. Even In a foreign 
country he has almost as many votes as 
Mr. Gladstone. Now, If the competition 
had been In Germany, and if the readers of 
a German popular paper bad been the 
judges, we doubt whether Mr. Gladstone 
would have roe Prince Bismarck as hard 
for the prise of the greatest. This shows 
wbat a fair-minded people the English are 
after all.

These two great men (every one will 
agree that one, or the other, really Is the 
greatest living) are far ahead of all com# 
petitore. The next, very properly, la Lord 
Tennyson. In a speech made during a 
holiday cruise, Mr. Gladstone once assured 
some blameless Hyperboreans, the Shet­
landers we think, that the fame and glory 
of the poet were far more durable than the 
honors of the statesmân. As time goes 
on, Keats will be better remembered than 
Canning, and Coleridge than Robinson, 
while William Wordsworth will 
William Pitt. From this point of view, 
perhaps, the greatest contemporary poet 
Is the greatest contemporary mao. But 
then Dock, or Pye, or some one of 
that sort may happen to be the greatest 
contemporary poet, when the preposition 
becomes manifestly absurd. Lord Tenny­
son got 23,664 votes, a very bad third com­
pared io Prince Bismark and Mr. Glad* 
stone.

with hairs. There are rights upon both, 
and the farmers should insist upon hav­
ing their rights in this respect respected. 
The seedmen who will guarantee their 
seeds to be fresh and pare—as freshness ie 
as indispensable as parity—will soon leave 
others, who take shelter npon the common 
evasion of their responsibility, in the 
bands of the sheriff and mourning over 
their lost custom and business.

It Is odd that Canon Farrar got into his 
thousand, and that M. Renan did not ; 
that Mr. Browning just secured a place, 
while Mr. Matthew Arnold was unplaced ; 
that General Boulanger was nowhere ; 
that the Rev. H. W. Beecher defeated the 
American President, the Gear, Sir Arthur 
Sullivan, and Sir Frederick Leighton. 
Judging by votes and our arithmetical esti­
mates ,Lord Wolseley is five times as great 
a general as Sir Frederick Roberts,and Pro- 
fes-ior Huxley seven times as distinguish- 
ed a man as Mr. Oliver Wendell Holmes 
—foreigners, who are neither generals,em­
perors nor palnlstes, do not secure much 
popular acknowledgement—and Mr. Spur­
geon is about thrice as great a man as 
Cardinal Scanning, who Is also in receipt 
of a thousand points fiom His Holiness 
the Pope. Such are the eccentricities of 
a popular estimate. But we must remem­
ber that the voters do not necessarily pot 
down the names of persons whom they 
think greatest, but of the persons for whom 
they expdet a majority of the constituents 
to think greatest. Thus probably it is not 
belief in merit, bat a guess as to tbe popu­
lar verdict on merit, that directs the judg­
ment of tbe worthy citizens. Perhaps 
there is no great difference, if our conjec­
ture is correct, between this and any other 
appeal to the plebiscite. The prise goes 
to the guesser who guesses most like other 
people. A contributor mi»zht honestly 
think that Mr. Biggar, or Walt Whitman, 
or the author of “ The Silence of D« an 
Maitland,” tbe greatest of living men, but 
he would not say so if he wanted to win 
the prise, for fear that the majority of his 
fellow judges might disagree with him.

A Chaplain op thi Black Watch.—Dr. 
Adam Ferguson, chaplain of tbe 42nd, tbe 
famous Black Watch Regiment, was brave 
and fearless in tbe discharge of his duties. 
He served with the corps in Flanders and 
Ireland. Jost before a battle, Sir Bober; 
Monro—who was one of the first lieuten­
ant-colonels of the Black Watch (1736- 
1745)—seeing the chaplain in the ranks, 
cautioned him, saying there was no need 
for him to expose his life Ferguson re­
plied that he had a duty to perform, and 
should do it. And so, during the hottest 
tho, this worthy preacher of the Gospel 
might have been seen praying with tbe 
dying, attending to the wounded, aod 
conraglng the rest by bis seal and daring. 
By conduct like this, and by making 
friends of the men, he established great in­
fluence over them—not an unwise plan 
for an army chaplain to adopt.—Little 
Folks.

Mç. James Gray, the agent in this 

Country of Count Ferdinand de Langley 
of France, the most extensive horse deal*, 
er in the world, has received » consign­
ment of four Normandy coach horses. 
They arrived at Boston on Friday from 
Antwerp by the steamer John Brydel. They 
are stallions, only 4 years old, and regard­
ed by experts ns being ot the highest 
grade. The horses were bred in Norman­
dy, and were selected for their high breed­
ing, notion end equality. They average 
about 1200 pounds each in weight, and 
stand foil 16 hands high. In color they 
are ot a seal brown, and are marked with 
white stqrs. Their manes are yery heayy, 
while the ends of their telle touch the 
gropnd. Without exception these animals 
are the baptfsomest god best qqality car­
riage horses that have ever been sent to 
this country. They are worth in the 
neighborhood of $3,000 each, and are of 
the same breeding as the animals used in 
the families of the nobility of Europe.

The object of their importation I* to fm« 
prove the stock of this country. They are 
to be bred in Kentucky and Ohio to a lot 
of thoroughbred American mares that have 
been selected for this special purpose. 
This importation of Normandy horses to 
this country has been going on for the 
past-four years. It is but recently, how­
ever, that Its advantages became recogni­
sed, and npw It is only a matter of very 
Short time before a large nqqiber of the 
best American stock will be crossed vUli 
French blood.

Gray is kept constantly travelling in thé 
West wifcb a view ot purchasing the finest 
grade of American stallions to send to 
France to be bred to Normandy mares.

P. 8.—Since writing the foregoing, the 

Annapolis Spectator has come to hand with 
a letter addressed " To the farmers of An­
napolis Valley,” in which the writer in­
forms the farmers that, •* The National 
Policy is based on the proposition or axiom : 
—The gross value of any product of indus­
try, Its whole cost or price, when It comes 
into the hands of the consumer is in­
come to the country that produces it.” 
The advocates of this policy, ignore a fun- 
dimental axiom or principle of political 
economy, that, in order to produce a new 
value, either for the individual or nation, 
in agriculture, manufacturing, lumbering 
or mining, there must be a large amount 
of value go into consumption, values that 
become totally annihilated so far as they 
lormerly existed, and 1 g|t the new income 
or increase of wealth, nust of necessity, 
be the balance between the consumption 
of the old and the gross amount of the new. 
Sometimes the consumption is greater in 
value than the new value created, as was 
the case with the Halifax Sugar Refinery.
11 Products are not to be obtained without 
some sacrifice—without consumption of 
commodities and productive services in 
some ratio or other, the value of which is 
in this way as completely lost to the com­
munity as if it were to be exported. Values 
exported give precisely the same encourage­
ment to domestic indhstry as if they 
are consumed at home. ” (J. B. Say, 
Political economy). What a scientific 
basis the National Policy rests on ?

It is abo an axiom in political economy 
that labor transferred from industries pro» 
fitable under national laws, to those creat­
ed under artifical conditions will be a loss 
to the state. The Spectator states, that if 
no tariff barriers existed between us and 
the United States, we would purchase in 
Lynn the $35,000,000 of boots and shoes 
we manufacture. Why soT Because they 
.would cost the farmer less ? The Spectator 
states,-that the manufacturers of boots and 
shoes get $4,000,000 out « the business, 
and the farmers gets $3,300,000 Including 
hides (though hides were Imported largely 
free of duty.) This would give to each of 
100 manufacturers $40,000, and to each of 
our 633,000 farmers $4.97. How encour- 
couraging to the farmer I

Mr. Fairweather (one of the apostles of 
irotectlon) assigns to us in Nova Scotia 

111,200,000 as the amount of boots, shoes 
bought yearly from the Upper 

Provinces. The formers should,if the Specta­
tor*s figures are right, ship from this pro­
vince to the Upper Provinces yearly of form 
products, as our share in payment for boots 
and shoes $113,142 or $1.79 per former.

For some reason or other the out tome 
officers on the two aides of the river

But there is a sequel to this story.
Only the next night this American 
officer laid for Bonnes on a timber to the 
top of a bridge. Before morning, Jack 
came along with a oart-load of goods.
The officer dropped down on bis oart, 
and his appropriate remark was: ‘But 
I’ve got you this lime, Jack.’

A few years ago one of the leading 
firms of St. Stephen was Importing large 
quantities of butter into Calais. Officer 
MoGary was on the watoh for them,and 
one time he happened to be biding jet 
one end of a lumber pile while they 
were unloading their butter at the 
other. He waited till they had taken 
out every package. He heard them 
count, to make sure that their employee 
bad been faithful. Then he stepped 
out and asked : * Is this all, gentle­
men f

The moiety system, under wbieh spe­
cial customs officers in this country 
made large fortunes before we abolished 
it, is still in vogue In the Dominion, 
and under it Bonnes and Shaughnesey 
are growing rich fast. They get from 
one-third to two-thirds of the value of 
their goods that they oonflsoate.
Shaughnesey told me that he made two 
or three thousand dollars last year be­
sides his salary of $600 a year. Bonnes 
has a better Held. He goes along the 
whole provincial coast, and bis leisures 
range in importance from a schooner 
load of wood from Europe or an Amer­
ican fishing vessel to a straw bat. It la 
said that he has made 120,000 in the 
past four years. The obanoe to make a 
dollar partly accounts for the activity of 
Canadian officials in seising fishing 
boats. Only last week, Bonnes went 
to Deer Island and seised a fleet of 
boats from men whom were guilty of 
smuggling only by the most rigid inter­
ruption of the Canadian laws, Bonnes 
took $1,100 out of these poor fishermen.
A store keeper, the only American 
article In whose possession wee one 
straw hat, was assessed $25.

Bonnes has been as active and as 
daring In bis performance of govern­
ment duties, se he was in bis old smug­
gling days. He has beeome a terror to 
the boatman along the Canadian ooaat 
who have been buying goods for their 
families on the American s de—a petty 
form of smuggling that bus generally 
passed unnoticed. He has seised so 
many boats that it needs only a word 
or a look from Bonnet to make the poor 
soared fellows pull out their pooket- 
books and settle.

The landlord of the hotel at Eaetport 
related an inoident that happened last 
week. Somebody had told a Campo- 
bello fisherman who had carried bom* a 
pair of shoes or someth ag of that sort 
from Esstport, that Bonnes had spotted 
hit boat. That was enough. He rush­
ed up to the hotel and fou. d the terror 
of the ooaat.

Bonnes and Sbaughnesay used to 
smuggle to both side, of the line.carry­
ing the wool, butter, potatoes and other 
produce of the province into Maine and 
conveying kerosene oil, dry goods and 
other manufaotuied prod nota of the 
United States to tbe merchants of St. 
Stephen. They developed their busi­
ness into an elaborate ayatem, employ, 
ing a retinue of scouts and assistants, 
a fleet ol boats, and no end of dark 
ways and tricks that were not vaio. 
In their day prices were higher and it 
paid much better to smuggle than at 
present. Tbe levelling of prices that 
has gone on in the peat five or ten 
years has decreased the profits of tbe 
•muggier, and consequently has de­
creased smuggling. When Bonnes and 
Shaughnesey were dodging customs 
officers, the most of the merchants in 
Bt. Stephen scoured the larger part of 
their American supplies through them. 
I may give the best idea of their doings 
by repeating tbe story that Sbaugb- 
neeay told me, standing on the St. 
Stephen end of the bridge one eveoing 
not long ago-.

11 held tbe keys to that whole block,' 
•aid Sbangneeey, pointing to a row of 
stores along the shores of the riser. 
1 There wasn’t a time but what they had 
a lot ol goods I brought orer to ’em oo 
hand. How did we smuggle? By all 
aorta of ways —boats and teams, both. 
We had our spies and knew when to 
move. Yea, of course we had certain 
officers on both side* of the line under 
our pay. Our great game was to keep 
on good terms with the officers ; but 
there were some officers 1 never could 
approsob and one of them was Noah 
McGary, who ia still an American officer 
stationed at the other end of the bridge. 
Of oouree we got caught once in a while, 
and our stuff was seized ; but profits 
were so big then that we could easily 
make up our losses. Many's the time 
I have made a fifty spot on one load I It 
was easy to make a hundred dollars 
a day. We never intended to start for 
the bridge with our teams or cross the 
river in our boats unless we were ap­
prised by onr scouts that the ooast was 
dear. I’ll tell you how McGary caught 
us one night, though. Jack Bonnes and 
1 bad a barrow load of wool to take 
across tbe Bridge. 1 was wheeling tbe 
wool. We knew Noah MoGary was in 
tbe toll house, and I bad a man station, 
ed there. When I came in sight he 
pulled the door to and held it, while 1 
hurried to get by. MoGary knew what 
it meant wbeo he heard the door slam 
and be was too smart for ua. He suc­
ceeded in getting out. Ordinarily I 
would have surrendered the wool ;but 
this was a specially fine grade, and I 
did not want them to know I was smug­
gling it. I started back across tbe bridge 
for tbe St. Stephen aide. MoGary and 
I bad a tusale, but I got clear all right. 
The next time I crossed to Calais, I was 
arrested for obstructing tbe officer and 
the eorape coat me $100 and. coats. I 
never was much of a fellow to take 
chances, but Bonnes was more risky 
than I was. Many a time we were out 
all night on tbe river and on our trucks 
the next morning to avoid suspicion. 
Yes, I might have been rich to-day, if I 
bad collected all that was due me, but 
in our business it did not pay to push 
thioga too far, you know. 1 made it a 
point to have no trouble with any­
body.’

They tell a good story of tbe way in 
which Jack Bonne» got even with one 
of hie customers upthe line of tbe St. 
Stephen railroad, who tried to cheat him 
him oat of a bill. The customer was a 
storekeeper who bought bis kerosene 
oil of jack. Kerosene was then one of 
tbe chief articles ol legal Import into 
the prorince. The ouatomer ordered 
five barrels of kerosene and Jack sent 
them to him. The wily customer sent 
the lalae statement that tbe oil had 
mostly leaked out of the barrels and he 
would not pay for it. Bonnes oonolud- 
ed to Bay nothing about it and run the 
risk of getting square. Soon afterward 
the customer ordered five more barrels 
and Bonnes sent them up. The custom­
er was so pleased with bis trade that 
before he bad emptied these, be order­
ed five more.

Bonne» saw an opportunity that moat 
fellow» would have overlooked. Pro­
curing five empty kerosene barrels, he 
filled them with water and shipped 
them to the ouatomer. A few days 
afterwards be came down to St.Stephen 
and eeelnjt Bonnes, remarked, 'Well 
Jack, I iup*po»e I might 
for the ten barrels of kerosene 1 bad of 
you.’ Jack said nothing about tbe five 
barrels he «ont tip flrat, but took hie 
pay for ten barrels jand gave bis receipt.
