County Lunatic Auyl‘l‘xm upon the recommen-
dation of Dr. Sinclair, Provincial Inspector
of Hospitals and Asylums.”

In pursuance of the above order and on
r dation of Dr Sinclair we procured
the services of Miss M. L. Etter, a lady of
large experience in the care of the insane, as
matron of the Asylum.

Miss Etter entered upon her duties on the
first of March last, and since that time has
full{)juuliﬁed the high recommendation given
by Dr. Sidclair. She is capable, energetic,
and interested in her work. We have been
more than satisfied with the results at the
Asylum, and consider the Municipality for-
tunate in securing such a matron, and hope
that she will long continue in her present po-
sition. We have aleo expended the sum of
$537.78, in repairs and equipments.

Of this sum, $197.98 was expended in re-
pewing the roof which was leaking badly.
We have substituted a number of iron bed-
steads in place of wooden ones. Made other
additions to the fuarniture. Placed two ven-
tilations on the roof. Procured a fire ex
tinguisher, and, by an alteration in the
plumbing, now have hot and cold water on
both first and second flate. We have also
made a thorough renovation of the interior
by painting and plastering.

We have now an institution which will
compare favorably with any of the kind in
the province, and which has the confidence
of the authorities at Halifax.

The foregoing changes were rendered nec-
essary from the fact that our Asylum is kept
up by receiving the incurable and harmless
insane from Mt. Hope. Owing toa dissatis-
faction with our management the authorities
were not forwarding patients, and in the
year 1899 we paid over $1300 for patients at
Mt. Hope.

Since the change we have received four
patienta that would cost us nearly $600 00
per year at Halifax, and hope for still better
things in the future.

At the Alms House vverythiog has run
smoothly during the year under the old man-
agement, with which we are well satisfied.
The number of inmates has been rather
smaller than usual owing to a large number
of deaths. Quite a number of the older in-
mates who have been in the institution a
pumber of years, have passed away, includ
iog an old lady at the advanced age of 102
years.

We have purchased all supplies when
practicable by tender, with excellent results
as to price. The quslity also, we are glad
to say was fairly good.

The products of the farm for year were as
follows; 200 bush. ;potatoes, 12 bush.

oats, 75 bush mangels, 8 bush carrots, 1000
cabbages, 15 tons hay, 15 bbls. apples sold,
25 bbls. kept for home use. 2150 lbs. pork
was raised, which was sufficient for both
houses, and pigs were sold to the amount of
$37.00. The drought affected all crops, ser-
iously, except potatoes which were an excel
lent crop.

Ocders were issued during the year for the
support of outside poor to the amount of
$1656 62, a decrease of $150 from last year.

A loss of fully $100,000
will be carried into the account of this great
industry for the current year, directly charg-
able to improper transportation facilities.
The unorganized fruiv growers are unable to
dictate as to how this service shall be con-
ducted, and naturally consider the govern-
ment have not done their whole duty in safe-
guarding an industry that ranks foremost
among the agricul ural interests in the prov-
ince.
the ocean carriage bus been misapplied, and
the creation of an inspector to irquire into
the treatment fruit receives in marketing,
has apparently helped no one but the in-J
spector. Had the farmers perfected some
such organization as was proposed in the
Nova Scotia Fruit Shipping Co., they would
find themselves in a position to command the
best class of fruit steamers for guaranteed
cargoes, at a competiiive rate, which would
save them considerable of the ocean tariff
they are now required to pay. If such a
combination of individual interests cannot
be effecied, the government must be called
to the practical me
ing problem. They have the power to insist
upon & proper transpoitstion and a proper
freight tariffl irom the company accepting a
subsidy in the service. The one part of the
business that, +hough most important, is be
yond their grasp, is the centralization of the
product, and this feature, of course, will

marketing of the crop. The farmers who
complain of ‘‘deal aud apple” laden boats
must not forget that they themselves are
largely resp nsible for such a disastrous com-
bination of cargo. When full cargoes of ap-
ples are not offered, boats must fill up with
something, and aeals are nearly alwaysavail-
able. If full cargoes of spples could be guar-
anteed, there weuld be no difficulty in ob-
taining a line of fruit steamers confining
their operaticns to this trade alone, The
lack of combivation of intereste, that is so
apparent among the fruit growers, keeps the
product of the spple orchurds in small par-
cels, at inacceseible puinis and subject to
the whims of individuzl shippers, who fancy
they konow just when and how to market
their holdings. Uutil a businees like organ-
ization of orcharding interests is concluded
the indusiry wiil pever pay the dividend
that ite present irregular prefits show it cap-
able of producing The government must,
in the meantime, either eecure snitable boats
with its subsidy, or withdraw that bonus,
and leave the busiuess cpen to competition.
The present application of the subsidy places
the frait growers pructically at the mercy
of an ocean travsport service that has given
them cause for much complaint.

—The effort that is being made to establish
an agricultural society here is entirely land-
able and worthy of the heartiest support of
farmers and business men. This county is
sadly deficient in its agricultural education,
and while these sccieties are not generally
considered high class schools for the remedy
of this lack of praciical farming knowledge,
etill they represent a step in the right direc-
tion, and if their number were multiplied an
bundredfold their ivfluence would be very
noticeable.

“Borrowing dulis the edge of husbandry.”

—Shakespere.
I'spent my last vacation in a farmhouse,”

aud one morning during my stay, my hostess
was summoned to the door by a neighborly
caller, who it was explained afterwards “‘only

wanted to return the lard, soda and flatirons

she had borrowed, and get a pitcher of milk,

some salt and a piece of soap.” My curios-
ity was excited concerning this person, and
on enquiring I found that she borrowed from
my friend all the way from ten to fifteen
articles every week, the ‘majority of which
she returned within three weeks. She was
equally friendly with her neighbor on the
other side, but with the one across the way
she had unfortunately quarrelled. It was
unfortunate in two ways. She wasdebarred
from further borrowing, and was put to the
somewhat difficult task of remembering how
many articles she had which must be return-

ed,

If this neighbor were an abnormality she

might bear further description, but I think
the type is easily recogunized, and both lend-
er and borrower may find plenty of compan-
ionship.
Long years ago, when our ancestors were
pioneering, we hear of the ‘‘only darning
needle in the village, and the exchange of
utensils and necessities which had to be
made, but it is doubtful if, even under such
circumstances as those, there was as much
promiscuous borrowing as we enjoy at pres-
ent, and the field of the berrower is ever
broadening—the list of things which may be
borrowed lengthens every year—until his
capacity seems limitless. :

There is the person who from accident or
lack of fhought to provide, is obliged to bor-
row; and he the moat hopest of them all.
There is the careless individual, who finds it
easy to borrow, and who in any difficulty
suggests that as the first expedient, and there
is the criminal borrower, who intends to
avoid all unnecessary trouble and expense,
who thioks his neighbor’s goodsand chattels
are his jn so far as he can make them so. If

ths neighbor has the pewest book or mag-
L}

zine, here is no need of his buying it; he
can as well borrow as buy a lawn mower,
and in fact, anything his neighbor has i3 his
for the asking, otherwise he is a very mean
person. And if there should happen to live
in the vicinity an obliging person, or one
whose custom it is to provide well for his
own needs, the chances are that number one
retty cheaply, much more so it
ay bs laimrlbuu the persop from whom he
borrowe.

All this would not be so bad, if the loan
was regarded in the light of an obligement.
But it isn’t. In nine cases out of ten the
borrower acts and talks as if he
thought it the duty of hig friends to be de-
lighted to accommodate him in any way.
No matter even if it costs them sowe incon-
venience. He is not likely even to show his
appreciation in the care he takes of his loan;
as a rule he is less careful than if it were his
own, and this is the lender's greatest griev-
ance.

Many of us know how it feels to hear,
“I’'m sorry this got cracked, or soiled or
broken,” as the case may be, but somebody
did something that caused the damage; and
the apology is supposed to cover the case.
Apologies are very good things, and must gl-
ways be appreciated, bat no apology will
undo an act or replace what has been des-

troyed.

.. There is apother specjes of borrowing, not
often recognizsd as such, jt js true, but as a
habit it quite as undesirable. Did you ever
hear the introductioa of a straugee, followed
by the query “‘are you a relative of so and
80 ?” or perhaps the introducer anticipates
you and says, ‘“‘Mr. Blank a cousin of the
Hon. Blank.” A borrowed reputation ! And
scores of people float on society’s sea, or are
relegatad to the background, simply because
they are relatives of certain people. Occae-
ionally we find the man who recognizes this
parisitism, who will cloak his bad habits
with the excuse that the ‘“‘standing of the
family” or the reputation of some member
of it covers him.

Notwithstanding all this, there is an ex-
change of courtesies and services between us
and our fellow beings, which is of benefit to
the giver as well as the recipient, which
prevents us from becoming selfish and little-
souled, and without which life wonld beshorn
of much of its pleasantness. That person
who boastfully declares that he is not indebt-
| ed to anybody for anything, is not to be
envied; what he has acquired by his cfforts is
not worth begrudging him. and beciuse he
has never received a kindnese, he does not
understand how to bestow one upo his less
fortunats neighbor.

Tired of Fighting,

Capetown Jan, 12. —The Central Peace
Commission at Kroonstad has issued a cir-
cular, in the course of whichit says : *‘The
time has arrived for the inbabitants of the
Orange River Colony to make an effort to
save the country from farther destruction.
The country is literally a vast wildernese,
The fabmers, ruined and facing starvation are
obliged to go to the towns for protection,
and huge refugee camps have been formed
by the British for them. This misery ie
caused by an obstinate minority, who will
not bow to the inevitable,”

The circular points out that the British
will never restore independence to the
republics, and urges upon the burghers the
daty of surrendering and accepting the
terms offered.

The recent Afrikanders’ congress at Wor-
cester is criticised in the circular as mis-
leadiog the Boers and giving false impres-
sions.

In conclusion, the committee says : ‘The
British Government is willing to settle mat-
ters in a way not ungenerous or humiliating
to us. We appeal to you to appoint another
congress and to nominate men of influence
to visit Mr. Steyn and Gen. De Wett and
try to persuade them to accept the terms
Great Britain offers.

These two men are the only obstacles to
peace. We ask you to believe us when we
say that Mr. Kruger and the late Transvaal
Government are willing and would have al
ready accepted the British terms, but Mr.
Steyn has refused to have anything to do
withit. He has continued, and has encour-
aged the burghers with & hope that we
would get European assistance. To day he
is cut off from all communication with the
outeide. You know and we know how un
founded that hope is. It is your duty toas-
sist us to make him understand this. We
appeal to you to help us to end the unhappy
state of affairs which is plunging everybody
into poverty and despair. We appeal to you
because we know you are able to assist us in
the right mauner.”

Hay-Pauncefote Treaty.

London, Jan. 11.—Negotiations over the
amended Hay-Pauncefote treaty have begun,
but there will not be any real progress until
Tord Lanedowne has an opporiunity of sub-
mitting the text of the altered convention to
the cabinet which will meet at the end of
next week. The subj-ct is no longer referred
to in the press and the Foreign Office can
count with confidence upon public support
in any disposition it may make of the whole
affair. John Bull’s stern eyes are fixed upon
South Africa, for he does not know what is
geing on there. China lies outside his present
range of vision and Nicaragua aleo. No
forecasts of Lord Lansdowne’s action are of
any value, since he has not committed him-
self in any way on the canal question, and
will not be prepared to discuss it until he
has consulted the cabinet.

There is, however, a more hopefui feeling
respecting readjustment of the convention
and the acceprance of the Senate amend-
ments. Men in diplomatic circles who have
studied 1he text of the amendments do not
counsider them insuperable obstacles. They
assert that the Foreign Office carries two
points in which it is chiefly interested. Ooe
is the construction of the canal and the other
is the adoption of the Suez roles. They ex-
plain furthermore that fortification of the
ends of the canal is prohibited, that Great
Britain is not concerned in the refusal of the
Uaited States to consult other maritime
powers 80 long as she herself has agreed to
the new convention ; the two governments
meant to have the Hay-Pauncefote treaty
supersede the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, and
that the former clause is not of serious con-
sequence. They add that the Davis amend-
ment is the principal source of trouble, and
that it is based on the analogies of the Suez
situation where Great Britain by means of
political control exercised at Cairo has de
facto the same powere in reserve with which
the Senate desires to arm the United States
Government de jure.

Taking the Census,

Ottaws, Jan. 10.—The order-in council
dealing with the taking of the Canadian cen-
sus was approved of by His Excellency yes-
terday. It fixes the dae of the census as
Sunday, March 31, which is also the date
appointed for the census of the United King-
dom. - All persons living at midnight of that
date will be counted ia the enumeration,
and most of the other matters of the census
will have relation to the same date. The
actual work will begin on Monday, April 1,
and it is hoped that the bulk will be com-
pleted within a fortnight. The plan select-
ed by the government is the de jure system,
which has been in vogue in previous Domin-
ion censuses. The country will be divided
into census districts corresponding as near-
ly as possible with the electoral districts for
parliamentary representation, and the poll-
ing subdivisions ‘in the recent general elec-
tions will be taken as the units. With an
enumerator for each subdivision the work
may be accompliched in shorter order than
on previous occasions, and if each enumera-
tor is a resident of the polling subdivieion,
which he ought to be, if competent men can
be found, he will have the advantage which
local knowledge &affords.  One commissioner
will be appointed for each census district
who will have the oversight and direction
of 1he enumerators, but if the district is very
large or has a large bi lingual population,
two commissioners may be appointed.

British Defences.

London, Jan. 12. 4 50 a. m.—It is under-
stood that Lord Kirchener now holds secure-
ly all the railroad lines in South Africs,
having recovered possession of the Delagoa
Bay line, which had been cut Jan. 7.
According to the Pretoria correspondent
of the Daily Mail Lord Kiichener is now
organizing a force of 30,000 irregular horse,
which will occupy some weeks. When the
force is ready he will resume offensive opera
tiops.
AMeanwhile the invasion of Cape Colony
looks more threatening. The news that
Commander Hertzog has two guns is rather
stariliog, as it was formerly asserted that
the invaders had no guns,
The ordnanges of Cape Town, inclading two
7 naval guoe, is now completed and the
recruiring of volunteers is active throughout
the onlony, According to despatches to the
Duaily Express, the admiral of the Cape fleet
18 prepared in an emergency to land a paval
brigade of 2,800 with six Hotchkies guns,

The practice of reading
aloud brings increased vocal power and tends
to establish the habit of an agreeable inflec-
tion and a distinct enunciation.

Lastly, it makes the other members of the
family partners in the pleasure and mental
stimulus. It is not alone the reader whois
enriched. The_tired mother, who is busy
with her mending, is borne into far, strange
lands. The stirring scenes of history or fic-
tion march before her, and while she works
is also uplifted and refreshed.

It is one of those games at which ‘‘any
number can play,” and in which the pleasure
inoreases as the circle of players widens.

Mark all Your Baggage.

“Mark all your baggage,” that is the in-
junction of every man in any way connected
with the baggage department of railrosds.
It means go little to the passenger and yet,
its fulfilment would relieve much care on the
part of the little army of men who toil hard
from one end df the day eo the other, and in
hundreds of instances assist very waterially
In facilitating matters when it comes to mak-
ing close connections as is often the case in
these days of railroading.

A man who has made the handling of bag-
gage a study said :

“Why is it so many people do not have some
initial, or name or other identifying mark
put on their trunks and valises ? Simply
because they have the greatest of faith in
the railway baggage men. Thatis a com-
pliment, but if they had any idea how great-
ly this would assist us in preventing bag-
gage going astray they might all possibly be
indaced to have some mark on their baggage.

“Telescope, dress suit cases and trunks in
these days nearly all look alike to the bag-
gage clerks and handlers, and, it may be
said, also to the owners. Hundreds of in-
stances could be cited of where two and often
a8 many as five claimed the same piece of
baggage before the checks were put on. This
generally results in a search through the
boxes, which is an annoying procedure to
the men as well as the passanger. My advice
is: Mark your baggage.”

Potato Joust.

A LIVELY AND AMUSING GAME FOR BOYS
TO PLAY INDOORS ON STORMY DAYS.

A stormy day is almost sure to be a ted-
ious day to every healthy normal boy.
Checkers, sfter a time, lose their charm,
and books cease to be of interest. The boy
stretches, kicks out his legs impatiently and
casts many & wistful glance out of the win-
dows. Heis tired of sitting still. After
holding healthy animal spirite in check for
the larger part of a day they are likely to
break loose with a rush.

Few sports are better calculated than a
potato joust to amuse imprisoned boys. It
has all the joys of & combat, and yet try as
he will, there is no possibility for any boy to
become rough.

In the potato joust each warrior is armed
with a fork, on the end of which is a potato,
which he holds in either right or left hand.
The combatants take their positionin the cen-
tre of the play room, facing each other and
kneel on one knee. They should be separ-
ated by not less than three feet. Each must
lift a leg from the floor, holding up his foot
behind with one hand. The fighters may
use their own discretion as to which leg shall
be lifted from the floor, and may hold it up
with either hand they like. A small cush-
fon placed under the knee will add materi-
ally to the comfort of the contestants.

The battle is decided by one of the war-
riors knocking the potato from his oppon-
ent’s fork. Toppling over three times ia al-
0 counted as a defeat. If one of the knights
is obliged to let go of his foot in order to
keep his balance it is counted as a fall.
Every time the battle isinterrupted in this
way either of the contestants is at liberty to
change the foot he is restiug upon. If one of
the warrior s falls against the other and up
sets him it is counted against the one who is
responeible for the tumble.

You are not likely to realize on your first
introduction to a potato joust the amount of
okill and practice required to really become
expert in handling the fork. A slight turn
of the wrist, a quick push and the practiced
knight will defeat the novice; so deftly, so
easily, that you are left wondering how he
did it.

Practice is the only way to learn how he
did it. One or two axioms is all the help I
can give the novice.

Move your fork as little as possible; long
sweeping strokes are more likely to throw of
your own potato than to interfere with that
of your opponent.

The most dapgerous stroke is one from
underneath; always manoeuvre to keep your
potato below that of your antagonist.

Carbuncles.

SOMETHING ABOUT THIS OBNOXIOUS AND
GENERALLY DANGEROUS AFFLICTION.

In a previous article it was stated that
pimples, boils and carbuncles are essentially
the same thing—an inflammation of the skin
and of the tissues immediately beneath it—
and differ only in size. But while' this is
true, the difference in size is fraught with
consequences 8o serious as to constitute prac-
tically a point of distinction between two
separate diseases.

In a carbuncle the inflammation is usually
more deeply seated than in a boil, and is
spread over & much greater surface. It is
also accompapied by signs which are usually
absent in the case of an ordinary boil.

The appearance of a carbuncle is generally
preceded by a little feverishness, head ache
and a general ill feeling, and sometimes by
one or more slightehills or a chilly sensation.
The first sign of the local inflammation is a
swelling in the part affected. This may be
oodular, as if several boils were beginning
together, or even and rounded, like a pad of
cloth or tightly pressed cotton.

After growing somewhat in corcumference
the carbuncle begine to swell, pushing up
the skin, which is of a purplish-red color
and hot to the touch. Small blisters may
form over it, break and exude a clear, sticky
fluid, which dries and forms scabs.

In time a number of small openings appear
and discharge pus. All the tissue involved
in the carbuncle dies and is thrown off.
Whitish or blackish shreds are discharged
through the openings already formed, and
later the entire remaining mass becomes gan
grenous and melts away, leaving & wide
deep hole, which may take weeks or months
to heal.

The neck is the most frequent seat of car-
buncles; then come the back, the scalp and
the face; the trunk and limbs are seldom in-
vaded.

The pain is at first comparatively slight, but
soon grows excessive, with violent throbbing
and burning sensations, as if a live coal were
buried in the flesh. A person with a boil
can usually attend to his regular duties, but
one with a carbuncle is gravely ill.

Sufferers from carbuncles are almost never
vigorous; the aged sre most exposed to them
and they frequently attack sufferers from
Bright’s disease or diabetes,

The treatment of carbuncles coincides in
part with that of boils, but the patient is
usually so ill that there should be no tem-
porizing with simple remedies. The physi-
cian’s aid should be invoked at once.—
Youth's Companion.

Roosts and Disease.

“One of the indications of the manuner in
which some keep their fowls is the roost,”
said Mirvor and Farmer. *‘The old-time
roost may still be found everywhere, and is
known as the “‘ladder,” which is that form
where the perches are put row upon row,
one higher than the other, sloping toward
the back of the house at an angle of about
40 degrees, until they almost reach the roof.
This is the most objectionable form that can
possibly be, because the birds will struggle
to be on the topmost rung and may do them-
selves harm to get there. Another objection
to this form is that vitiated air being at the
top of the house, is breathed by some of the
birds all through the night.

The most serious disadvantage of this
form, however, is that the birds are much too
near the roof, and supposing that - a sudden
frost should come on during the night, as it
is very liable to do during the autumn and
early spring, the cold will strike right down
on the backs of the birds, upon the most
vital spot of their whole bodies. The fowle
are liable to get into a draft so near the roof.
When a house is ventilated with holes at the
top of the ends there must be a draft from
one end of the house to the other, and in
thie the fowls have to rooat all night.

Roost of all kinds are frequently placed
too high up; hence the birds are liable to in-
juge themselves flying down to the ground.

There is a disease among poultry called
bumble foot, and this is generally caused by
birds alighting from too high perches. A
thick corn makes its appearanee upon the
sole of the bird's foot, which after a while,
festers and makes a sore wound. It is
brought about by repeated hard pressure.
Thus when the birds have to fly down day
after day from lofty perches this ailment is
brought about. The greatest objection to
high perches is that the higher the birds are
up the colder they will be.

Heat and cold are atmospheric; hence the
nearer the ground the birds are the warmer
they will be in winter and the cooler in sum-
mer.

There should always be a bank of air be,
tween the roof of the poultry house and the
backs of the birde. The perches should be
in such a position that when the fowls are
roosting they may be facing the window.

Oue of the most important points to re-
member with regard to the subject is that all
perches, whether the house is a large one or
a small one, shall be movable, and not fixed.
Too much strees cannot be laid upon this
point, because when the perches a re fixed
the places where they are fastened on the
wall will become full of insect life, and no
amount of whitewashing the house will ever
remove them. Every month all the perches
should be taken out and the ends dipped in
kerosene oil, or some other such substance,
and the places into which the perches fix
must also be washed out with the same.”

Diseased Meat.

A leading agricultural paper answers the
question of a correspondent, *“What is the
commercial and fertilzer value of a dead
cow?' After saying there was not much
fertilizer value in the carcass for a farmer to
use, the editor follows with these astounding
words: ““In cold weather the most econ-
omical way to utilize a carcass is to feed the
meat to hogs or hens. The smaller bones
and strips of frozen meat may be und or
sliced in a bone cutter. With a fair sized
cooker good sized chunks of meat and booe
may be boiled with small potatoes, cabbage
or roots, or cut corn stalks, into a soup that
will fatten hogs. This saves the feedin; val-
ue of the carcass without losing much of
the fertility.” This is most astounding, says
the Practical Farmer, because it comes from
a first class editor, and he is talking about
feeding animads that died of disease, to hens
snd pigs that are to be eaten, and in this
year 1900! Would not a hen laying egge
use this meat partly to make them? And
must not the hog make his own flesh from
what he eats? Would this man dare to bring
such meat and eggs onto his own table for
his dear opes to eat? With the hope that
this was a careless statement that slipped in
in some unaccountable way, 1 withhold the
name of the paper. If one had no care for
health himself, if he were ready the get the
last cent out of everything, dead or alive,
and let the world suffer if need be, think of
the injury to trade from having such state
ments circulate among customers. It must
turn the stomachs of thoughtfal people
against the pork, poultry and eggs of the
market. Talk about oleomargarine! It
could not be much worse, even where the
neatral oil pressed from hogs that died of
the cholera was used. Filthy and dangerous
practices have crept into the production of
some farm products and we wish to condemn
them, one and all, for humanity’s sake; for
the sake of better health and longer life. It
is speaking well within bounds to say that
100,000 people are suffering today from tum
ors, canoers and similar troubles caused by
eating filthy meat.

Here Is a Curious Piant that Coughs.

It is now well known that the sharp and
broad " distinction formerly wnade between
animals and plants does not conform to the
facts. The cells of plants, like those of ani-
mals, are differentiated in function and are
grouped to form special organs of nutrition,
respiration, excretion—even for the percep-
tion of light, The senesitive plant (Mimosa)
has a well developed sense of touch.

A certain tissue in the leaves of plants
performs the function of a liver.

The respiration of plants is especially in-
teresting. On the other side of leaves and
on green stems are millions of microscopic
mouths, each of which is opened and closed
by two movable lips. These openings are
the termination of passages which.are filled
with water, vapor, air and other gases, pro-
duded by the chemical changes which ac-
company growth.

The vine called the coughing bean (Eutada
tussiens) is a native of moist, tropical regions.

By accidental transportation of its seeds

it has gradually spread too much less congen-
ial sgots, especially railroad embankments,
where it endures drought very well, though
its growth is stunted. But there is one
thing which it cannot stand, and that is dust.
When the breathing pores become choked
by dust the gases accumulate within the
leaf for a time, and then are forciably ex-
pelled in an audible paroxysm of coughing
and sneeging which makes the leaf tremble
violently. At the same time the whole plant
becomes red in the face, so to speak, through
the sinking in of the green chlorophyll grains
and the appearance of particles of red color-
ing matter on the surface.
. The Eutada is sometimes cultivated as a
house plant. Sweeping the room is very
apt to set the poor plant a-coughing, to the
intense astonishment of persons who are un-
familiar with its peculiarities.

—The United States government has for-
mally recogunized the respounsibility of the
moequito for the transmission of yellow
fever and malarial diseases. This fact is in
dicated by the issuance of a general order by
Masj. Gen. Wood at Havana directed to his
post commanders, reciting that the chief
surgeon of the department of Cuba has re-
ported that it is now well established that
malarial, yellow fever and filarial infection
are transmitted by the bites of morquitoes.
Therefore, the troops are enjoined to observe
carefully two precautions:

First, they are to use motquito bars in all
barracks, hospitals and field service when-
ever practicable.

Second, they are to destroy the ‘wiggler’
or young moequito by the use of petroleum
on the water, where they breed.

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What to Feed the Children.

A vast army of little children die every
year. Most of these deaths could be pre
vented.

Give
them good, pure milk, whole wheat foods,
oat meal, with ripe fruit and vegetables.

See
that they have a goodly proportion of the
blood making foods at every single meal.
Never put them cff with a carbonaceous sup
per. lesson from The
mother's milk does not vary practically trom
a perfect standard. - I would not feed much
meat to young children. Perhaps it would
