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Bro. R. M. Bamratt presented the following report of
progress, from the committee appointed at last annual
meeting, on “ Bands of Hope™ :

The committee appointed by this G. D. in Oct. last, in refes-
cenee to matters connected with Bands of Hope, have given some
attention to the subject with a view to 2 more systematic organi-
zation, and more general recognition of its clims by the Ordes
at large,—claims theoretically acknowledged by many members
who yet are not in 2 position to give their aid in working them,
in consequence of not being able to accept themselves that por-
tion of the pledge which prohibits the use of tobacco.  This diffi-
culiy has been experienced in many localities throughout this
Provinee, and at the present time the committee appointed by
three of the city Divisions to organize a Band under their joint
managément, feel the diffieulty 1 common with the two Divi-
sions who already have such bands, as regards the unwillingness
of many members to subseribe to the tobacco portion of the pledge.

The committee propose to prepare a code of laws and frame a
ritual more suited to the eapacities of children thaun these now in
use; and trusting that your commitice will, at the next meeting
of this Grand Division, be able to make 2 more satisfactory ve-
post, they would urge upon the attention of those present, the
duty of engaging in the formation and fostering of Bunds of
Hope, as nurseries from which they will derive in the future
stre?gth and material for the carrying on of the Temperance
work.

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The Committee appointed at the Quarterly Session recently
held at Canning, to examine the answers to the questions to the
four Querics submitted to the Subordinate Divisions by the
Grand Division, on the propricty of admitting Ladies to full
Membership, to hold office, &ec., &e., have attended to that
duty, and Leg to veport.

Your Committec do not pretend to give the number of mem-
bers voting on these questions, as many Divisions voted affirma-
tively or negatively, without giving the number of members vot-
ing—those thus voting, however, were generally in the negative,
The number of Divisions reporting were between fifty and sixty.
To the first question, ** Are you in favor of the admission of Fe-
males to full membership, on the same terms as males 7 there
were ten for, and jorty-iiine against. To the second guestion-—
¢ Ave you in favor of the admission of Females to full member-
ship, with certain restrictions in regard to holding office ?” there
were twelve for, and forty-siz against. To the third question—
‘ Are you in favor of the admission of Females, as Members,
who may desire to become such, without disturbing the principle
of admitting or retaining as visitors, Females who prefer to as-
some or retain that relation?”’ there were twenty-five for,
and thirty-fowr against; and to the fourth question—** Ave
you in favor of giving to Divisions the right to elect Lady Visit-
ors to any of the offices of the Order, now held only by Mem-
bers ¥” there weve fiftecn for, and forty-three against.

Trom the above it will be seenr at a glance, that the first ques-
tion was negatived by a majority of thirty-nine ; the second hy a
majority of thirty-four ; the third by a majority of nine ; and the
fourth by twenty-eight.

Two Divisiors weve willing to abide the decision of the Grand
Division.

One Division deemed it imexpedieat to take any action on
these questions at the present time.* '

Report from Agency Committee :

The Ageney Committee beg to report that they have been
enabled, by the liberal proposal of Brother Francis Beatie,
to make arrangements for his making a lecturing tour through
the western counties, during the past six months, now just
completed. The committee arve glad to have to report that
Brother Beattie has been so well received by the Divisions,
and the public, wherever he has been,  They regret that the
funds at their disposal will not permit them to remunerate
him more fully for the valuable service he has rendered the
Grand Division.

The Connhittee are of opinion that it is highly important
to have one or more leeturers continddlly in the field. Sach
efforts would keep awake the public interest in the Order,
and by personal visitation of the Divisions, would establish a
more intimate connection hetween the Subordinate Divisions
and the Grand Division. The work of reformation might
by this means be expected to proceed more effectively, and
the people be brought to a higher appreciation of Total
Abstinence principles. )

The Committee are gratified to learn that the brethren in
some of the Divisions have contributed towards the Agency
Fund, and, by annual subscriptions, have thereby given a
prospect of permanency to that Fund. If this example were
followéd, generally, and every Division were to open a sub-
seription list, there would be no difficulty in securing- the
services of lecturers, and remunerating them for their labor.
The committee believe it would be a. legitimate. application
of the funds of the Grand Division, which flow in an increas-
ed stream in consequence of the laborg of -..ch Agents,

To tue Graxp Divisiox S. or T. or Nova Scoria :
Officers and Brothers,—

Through the merciful kindness of an ever-watchful Providence,
we are again permitted to assemble in quarterly session. And
the favourable circumstances which swrround us in meeting with
the brothers of Avondale Division, call forth feelings of un-
mingled joy, and move our hearts to gratitude for the preserva-
;dlon of life, and the continual bestowment of every necessary
slessing.

But the question arises, for what purpose have we met? Is
it merely to eschange brotherly congratulations and renew former
acquaintances? True, this is a privilege not to be overlooked ;
and delightfal sensations thrill our hearts as we grasp each others
hands and feel that we are firmly united in this great brother-
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hood. Ts it to go through the accustomed round of ceremonies
only—to record on our journals a number of good resolutions,
and complete the business of another session, thereby presenting

to the public and transmitting to posterity a record of our la-

bours and trivmphs in this good cause? All this is absolutely
necessary ; but of ecomparatively trivial importance when viewed
in connection with the Aigher grand object of our gathering.
What then, is that object?

It is, worthy biothers, not merely to tall, but to work—not
merely to buckle on the armour and equip ourselves for the con-
flict, but to do battle against the deadly enemy of mankind—
the foe alike of all classes.  We have met to engage in a work
which contemplates nothing less than the ultimate extermination
of the ruinous rum-trafic—the entire banishment of the demoral-
izing, though fashionable drinking customs of the day, and the
moral elevation of the depraved and wretched, made so by the
use of alcoholic stimulants.  This is the aim of all zrue Sons of
Temperance.

And will any one accuse us of extravagance in our .anticipa-
tions? Are we not warranted by the justice of our cause—the
suceess of the past, and the exigencics of the present, in making
this the subject of our most carnest prayers, and the object of
our united and continued labours; in the exercise of a strong
conviction that with the blessing of God, it can and must be
aceomplished ?

Let us take only a partial view of the past quarfer, and we
shall Te justified in our conelusions.

That obstacles numerous and formidable have for years stood,
aml still stand in the way of Temperance reform, is unguestiona-
ble.  The wretched incbrinte, steeped in strong drink, the slave
of a morbid and dep. aved appetite, is almost 2 hopeless case : and
the utmost patience and perseverance are necessary in order to
save him.  The unprincipled money-loving rumseller, for ¢ fithy
luere’s sake,” deals out to the poor drunkard the poison which
slowly but effectually does its deadly work. Inactments stand
on our statute book legalizing the destructive trafic. Legislators
themselves, many of them not only use intoxicat” g liquors ficely,
but afford facilities for its more extended use by permitting it to
enter our country to certain classes dufy free  And moveover,
he dargest portion of those who are styled the * higher cireles,”
—the elite of society, throw the Wweight of their influence in favor

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of the drinking customs, and present a most formidable Larrier in
the way of temperance reformation.  This is the kind of opposi-
tion we are ealled to meet,—opposition which must have a with-
ering, disheartening effect upon the minds of Temperance men.
Bat yet, in the face of all this, what has been accomplished du-
ring the last thrce months?  ¥lere lot the figures of the Giand
Seribe speak.  They give us facts. And what do they say?
They tell us that the Divisions, with few exceptions, bave not
only held their ground, but have made advances npon the ene-
my. They have enlisted in this noble army upwards of Eight
Jlundred men, who are proud to hail as Sons of Temperance
under our glorious colowrs, the red, white and blue, besides
large accessions to the ranks of Lady Visitors why are hewmtily
engaged in the cause. The good thus accomplished, who can
estimate 2 Who can tell how many of those Zrglt Hundred
have been taken from the lowest depths of drunkemness and
hopefully restored to the true dignity of inen—how many young
men snatched, as it were, from the vortex of intemperance, the
smoother and downward path to which they had already begun
to tread 2 Who can tell how many miserable abodes of poverty
and wretchedness have been eonverted into comfortable, peace-
ful, and happy homes? And how many mothers’ hearts have
thrilled with joy at the reformation of the wayward son? Whe
can tell how many broken-hearted wives have witnessed with un-
mingled delight the reseue of the husband of their youth and the
fatherof their children, and how many children bave heen spared
the heart-rending refleetion that they were the offspring of a
drunken father 3 And moreover, who can estimate the weight
of influence for good which will be exerted by the aceessions to
our number during the last quarter? These are questions which
the future only can answer.

Now, it may be asked, what are the means by which those
aratifying results have been accomplished?  Doubtless the most
direet cause is traceable o Immedinte individual cffors. This
cannot he over estimated, as the great lever hy which the masses
who are worshippers of Bacchus must be elevated to their true po-
sition in society.  We may refer also to the Jabours of our inde-
fatigable agent—the Grand Sentincl—as a powerful means of
stirving up and calling info action the slumbering encrgics of
individuals, and it is an oceasion of joy that so large a measure
of success has attended bis Jabowrs wherever he has travelled.
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And last, bat by no meaus least, we woukd mention the incessant
toil of our worthy brother the Grand Seribe. Acting in the
threefold capacity of G. S., Rditor of the Adstainer, and the
corresponding Seeretary, he becomes preeminently the “right
arm” of the whole society. And I am persuaded that to his
labowrs in the weekiy issues of the dbstainer and correspond-
ence otherwise conducted by him with all parts of the Jurisdic-
tion we ave largely indebted for the progress of the Order which
is apparent in his report. I hope this Grand Division will
afford him all possible encouragzment by eiving him such remu-
neration as shall enuble him to devote all the time and cnergy
necessary to the carrying on of the work. :

But while we dwell upon the past and the present, the diffi-
culties eneountered-aml victories gained we should not lose sight
of those things which afford us encouragement for the future.

e have a strong hold upon the working classes of society
throughout the country. Many professional men of high stand-
ing and moral worth are in our ranis.  And there are a few who
oceupy important position in our Legislture, whom we claim as
our own, and it is a source of ummingled joy that some of them,
at least, can bz relied on under any circumstances as unflinching
Sous of Temperance—who are not ashamed nor afraid to show
their colours in any place, and record their names i a small mi-
uority it necessavy rather than compromise their prineiples in any
desree.  Such gentlemen deserve our highest esteem and adwmi-
ation. T hope to sce the day when the inhabitants of the country
shali be so thoreughly edueated on the Temperance (uestion, that
10 man will be permitted to otcupy a seat in our Legislative halls,
unless he is, if not a Sen of Wemperance, a Total Adbstainer
from all intoxicating beverages. Then may we hope for the
accomplishment of the object at which we are atming, nawmely,
LProhibitory enactments which rightly enforced would svon banish
the curse of intemperance from the lund entively,

Lt the suceess of the past, the neeessities of the preseat, and
the praspects of the future excite us all to steadfastness and per-
severance, and nerve us to greater efforts in this good cause,
*the cause of ail mankind.” = And let us seck Divine wisdom,
anrl strength from on IHigh, animated by the strong hope that
ultimately we shall come off victorious.

these documents will appear in the Journals, the Committee

do not think it necessary to make any extended analysis of

them. "Fhere ave in them, nevertheless, several points which
deserve special attention, and we commend them to the
caveful perusal of the bloﬂucn. One of these particulurs is
that ont of & membership of 4,977 there have been but six
deaths during the quarter. Although we would not forget
that it is not in man to command or controt life or death, yet
we believe that adherence to temperance principles, not only
tends greatly to alleviate the amount of human suffering,
during the whole period of life, hut has the effect also of ex-
tcndmlr in the aggres: e the lcn-vlh of mew’s days.

The addition of six new Divisions and $06 efficient mem-
bers of this branch of the orzanization is no mean advance

-
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for a period of three months, If a similar state of activity
were rendered permanent so as to become a characteristic
feature of our body, we should soon find such a change in
the customs of society as would banish the great Destroyer
from all places of respectability ; and Prohibition would be
enacted by common consent.

It is gratifying to learn that more attention is being paid
to the preparation and sending forward of the Returns to the
Grand Division. We would suggest to the Deputy Grand
Worthy Patriarchs, and Divisions generally, that this is one
of the most important matters in counection with our body.
Accurate statistical information furnished promptly at the
times appointed, has mueh to do with the progress and
harmonious working of the various parts of our organization,
and Is intimately associated with every moral improvement.

From the furegoing the following answers to queries are ob-
tained :—

To the first nestion, the answers, with four exceptions are
very satisfactory. .

To the second question, three report the attendanee as very
poor, cleven as only purtial, twelve asvery good, cleven as only
partial, twelve as very good, and the remainder give the simple
answer, ‘¢ yes.” :

> Had the Returns heen sent in in time, this Report should have been pre-
sented at the Aunual Session, October, 1563.~G. 5.
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The third cuestion is answered in the affinnative, with but
few exceptions, and only one gives a dircet, answer in the nega-
tive. '

The fourth question is answered very satisfactorily, with three
exeeptions.

The answers to the fifth question are all in the affirmative,
with the following exceptions—two return no answer, and one
reports misunderstanding arising from difficulty in loeating of
Hall, and from Politics.

To the sixth question, four report in the negative, twenty-
seven say only partial, four give no answer, and the remainder
say, “ Yes.”

To the seventh guestion the answers are all in the negative,
with the following exceptions—Divisions Nos. 79, 96, 187, and
156, who each reports a “ Band of Hope.”

The cighth question is answered in the affirmative by all but
cleven, and one of these reports having just decided to admit.
Five of the deputics speak indifferently of the effect for good,
while the remainder pronounce the practice as highly beneficial.

To the ninth question several localities are named as fields
for work.

The answers to the tenth question are not at all satisfac-
tory,—ten say simply yes, and forty-two report, as taking the
Abstainer, bat in most instances only to a lnnited extent, and
three name the Abstainer and Touth’s Temperance Visitor = all
the rest say, none. '

To the cleventh question, the following suggestions are given:*

The twelith guestion pronounces the following facts: thirty
returns say distinctly, * No™ ; 11 report the evil as existing to
u partial extent, six report it as pretty general, and the remain-
der pronounce it as abounding ; among the latter, the deputies in
the city report unanimously.

The answers to the thirteenth question mark an improvement ;
as thirty-seven report the clergymen us active, and twenty-two
say they are partially so, but it is still to be regretted that there
are so many who have to report them as either opponents or else
indifferent to the claims of the cause.

The fourteenth question is not satisfactory, as only nineteen
report them as, giving decided or partial countenance to the
work, while all the remainder are said to stand apart, if not op-
nose it, and two report their physicians to be decided drunkards.

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The answers to the fifteenth question are pretty much the same
as those given to the thirteenth, with the exception that where
the teachers are females they are invariably supporters of Tein-
perance principles.

To the sixteenth question answers ave only given by eight,
who report a total of 681 boys organized.

The answers to the seventeenth question ave as follows ¢ twen-
ty-seven T. A. Societics, one Union ** Daughters of Temper-
ance,” one Temperance Alliance, and three Watchman Clubs.

The returns to the eighteenth cfuestion are only from fourteen
deputies, who report a total of about four thousand organized
Total Abstainers in Societies independent of the Order or of ja-
venile organizations.

Having placed myself under your control, I left home on the
second of November, (1863)—and, in accordance with your
directions, commenced my labors by lecturing at Margaret’s Bay
on the fifth and continued lzbouring-in Lunenburg, Queens,
Shelburne, Yarmouth, Digby, Annapolis, Kings, and Hants,
embracing a pericd of nearly six months, ending April 25th.

The cause of Temperance reccived a shock at the late election,
from which it has in some localities not yet recovered. If there
is anything that Temperance men have cause to depreeate, it is
the manner in which our elections are contested, with the free
and uolimited use of intoxicating liquor for political purposes.
Temperance men, especially Sons of Temperance, should keep
themselves free from all participation in such practices, and so
act that not even a shadow of suspicion should rest on them on
such occasions, acting out the statement of & worthy member of
our Order who at a late contest said, “I would rather lose my
election than gain my seat by one gallori of Rum.” 1If our prin-
ciples were thus universally carried out, our campaign would soon
have a successful issue.

The longer I continue in the work, and the wider becomes my
field of observation, the deeper becomes my impression of Church
and Clerical influence. Denominations in the Abstinence scale
stand precisely where their elergy stand ; and that denowmination
in which Rumselling excludes from communior stands high above
any other on this question. In every locality where the Gospel
trumpet gives no uncertain sound, there yon find the hosts pre-
pared for battle.
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Temperance men are heginning to realize the truth, that our
warfare isa ceaseless one—that present success can only be secar-
ed by future triumph—that cessation of hostilities ic always at.
tended with most disastrous results—that no armistice can be
concluded save by the evacuation of our territory—that much
ground has been lost by an opposite course, and that henceforth
our motto must be ¢ We will conquer or die.”

Again it affords me great pleasure to testify to the kind wel-

come received from Temperance men, and the disposition inva-~ -

riably manifested to render my visit a pleasant one. Attentions
from some quarters liable to distract 2 young man from the main
objeet of his mission were experienced—attentions in some mea-
sure filled the aching void which a protracted absence from home
and home enjoyments ever causes.

Although 1t may be true that organizations do not always indi-
cate the state of temperance feeling, I believe that where no such
organization exists Temperance feeling is liable to die out. One
danger to which our cause is exposed lies in the fact, that while
the generation now passing away having seen and felt the evil—
the iron having entered deeply into their own souls, eausing them
to work with zeal, earnestness, and with great success, thé gene-
ration now rising having neither seen or felt these evils as their
fathers did, believe them to be exagzerated, and arc now tam-
pering in some localities with the accursed thing. Until we re-
alize the truth and act it out that there is no safety until the evil
isdriven entirely from our borders, we will have to mourn over
portions of the temperance field blighted by alcohol. .

No general statement will apply 0 the counties through which
I .have passed. I will therefore review each of the counties.
Of course I only speak of my own impressions, and do not con-
sider by any means that these are infallible.

The moral aspect of Lunenburg is somewhat dark; nor was
that darkness dispelled by thc large quantity of intoxicating
liquor used for electioncering purposes.  Active effort is almost
altogether confined to those localities in which Divisions are sus-
tained, and their brightness almost serves to darken, as by con-
trast, surrounding settlements.  After three weeks labour I left
this County much depressed and disheartened, when lo! the
bright star of Queens rises to my view, the brightest star in the
temperance galaxy.

Queens stands far ahead of all our counties in deep rooted at
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tachment to the cause, and love for our Order. If all the coun-
ties resembled Queen’s, Prohibition would be a fixed fact. Warm
hearts and active minds, as well as energetic working character-
ize the sons of Queen’s. My labour here was of the lightest
description—confirming and encourazing the brethren,

Shelburne is shaded.  In some localities carnest effort is being
pat forth and much good being accomplished.  In large distriets
temperance men are asleep, and I fear nothing will arouse them
save the evil re-entering their midst. This is especially true of
Burrington.  The evil lurks in seeret places and will gather
strength and courage from the supineness of our friends. Asan
illustration of the elevating influence of our Order, we might
point to Cape Island, where the establishment of Life-Boat and
South Divisions have had not a little influence in elevating the
social condition of the inhabitants and placing the young men in
positions that otherwise they might not have occupied.

Yarmouth, the birth place of the Order in the Province, next
claims attention. It may with Queen’s dispute for the first place
in the temperance scale, and is certainly not far behind. May
they provoke each other to good works, and in generous rivalry
work on.

Dighy, with its ten Divisions demands attention. I should
say that no county with the same population sustains so large a
number of Divisions ; and this appears to a greater degree when
we take into consideration the fact that in the township of Clare
no temperance movement is apparent. A very sad sight in this
County met my view—uhree brothers all in the prime of life stag-
gering over the road toward”their homes. The Islands claim a
passing notice ; and warmer hearted and more open handed sons
exist nowhere in this province. The collection at Westport was
the largest taken in my tour, being $7. Ifall the localities
would act in a similar manner, the ageney committee would not
be hindered iu their offorts.

The first matter that attracts the attention of a temperance man
in Annapolis is *“ Liquor by License.” In no other previously
named is such an announcement to he met. As an inevitable
resuib the traffic has a vespectability which it cannot assume in
other localities, and intemperance is more open and undisguised.
Our cause has evidently retrograded in Annapolis, and a large
amount of ground has been lost. Prohibition was the watchword,
and nobly for a time it was sounded; but alas! a change came
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~ over the trumpeters. and the uncertain note ““ we ‘are not pre-
pared for Prohibition” was sounded. This note disheartened the
left wing of our army and many of them disbanded. They are
again rallying under the watchword—We will work for Pro-
hibition,”” and labor until we receive it.

In King’s several Divisions still lie, if not dead, at least speech-
less on the field ; and in some portions of the county fashionable
drinking is reviving. I trust that the temperance wave spreading
over Cornwallis will reach Pleasant Valley, and reanimate these
Divisions that once esisted in that locality. I believe that more
clergymen wear our regalia in King’s than in any other county,
and I have strong faith that their efforts will result in placing
King’s in the moral seale where she stands in the natural—in the
first place ; and that the day will come when from some- of hev
lofty eminences, her unrivalled beauties surveying, we can say
the eye rests on no locality cursed by Rum.

Hants I visited under the most unfavourable cireumstances.
The roads were almost impassible and audiences generally small. -
I conceive that temperance feeling is at a low ebb, although ;
there are indications of the dawning of a better day. Along the i
Basin of Minas no liquor is sold; and there appears to be a .
determination to suppress its introduction. But my impression
is that this feeling will have to be concentrated in organizations
to be perpetuated. If another agent should revisit Hants in a
short time, I have no doubt but that he would reap a rich ‘
harvest. ]

I have sought to advocate the cause on moral grounds, and i
have not prostituted our cause for a laugh, or to produce a
sensation ; and in this course I have always been sustained by
those whose good opinion is worth having. With pain have I
overheard the remarks coming from those' proceeding to- meeting
—*If we have nothing elsewe will have a good laugh.” I do
conceive that the manner in which our cause-has- been by some
advocated, has injurced instead of benefitting it. The day of tri-
fling has passed and the solemn realities of the case have taught
the lesson that earnestness commensurate with the cause must
characterize its advocacy. .

There i3 a growing feeling in favour of the agency, and earnest
desires have been expressed for its permaneney ; but I somewbas
fear that this feeling does not reach the pocket,—and mere
expressions of fecling will fail to sustain the agency. If other
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Counties would give collections equal to Yarmouth and Dighy,
that source alone would sustain the Agency. The Divisions
have redueed their dues so low that very few of them ean from
that source contribute, as their expenses almost equal their
income. And although agitate, agitate, agitate ! ought to be our
resolve, the source from which the necessary funds will come is
yet I fear undiscovered.

One’ pleasing incident in this connection was given me: a
brother who felt it to be his duty to contribute something, eame
to the resolution that he would have a box, and that on every
occasion when he had an errand to the throne of Grace, he would
drop into it a cent.

In taking what will in all probability be a final farewell of the
agencey field, I ean look back on happy days spent in it, where
the kind attention of many new friends has caused time to pass
most pleasantly ; and if in the journey of life we are never per-
mitted to meet, these hours will be as Oases on which memory
will long dwell, and around which pleasant associations will ever
cluster.

Permit me also to convey to the Grand Seribe my thaiks for
his efforts to make my sojourn pleasant and profitable—efforts
that cost time and labour.  Wanting these efforts my labours in
many cases would have been comparatively cireumseribed.

As an evidence of the amount of labour performed by that
officer, permit me to state that, in connection with my engage-
ment, he has written no less than one hundred and forty letters.

Brothers, forward appears to be at the present time the
watchword of our loved Order. Sound it loudly, sound it
clearly. Let it ting along our line with its heart-inspiring
sound ! and may no retreat be sounded, no pause made, until
Love, Purity, and Fidelity girdle our Province.

Men and Brothers, onward, onward;
Lag not *till the work is done;

Grow in ardour, grow in earnest,
For the dawning is begun;

Let not heart be found to tarryy
Stirring impulse bear you through;

All men more or less are missioned-—
Each one hath a part to do.
