The learned puadits of the constitution ascribe to him certain
dutics as an luperial officer, not necessarily exercised on the
advice of the Canadian Government. They may be wrony.
Mostconstitutionalauthoritics are. But that isacither here nor
thiere, and it weare going to have a revival of the extremely able
controversy carricd on by Mr. Edward Blake years ago as to
whether the Governor-General can ever do as he pleases, or
must always do as his Ministe.s please, a highly diverting
spectacle is before us.

’l‘Hli extreme difficulty of keeping a sveret—cither political,
financial, or any other, is well known,  One of the charges
against women is that they love to repeat what they hear
even in confidence. But arc men any better?  Ask anyone who
is in authority in the world of commerce, pohtics, banking, or
other department of activity, where it is necessary sometimes
to withhold important information from the public, and hewill
tell you that for one man who can keep a seeret there are nine
hundred aud ninety-nine who can not.

Sir
Francis HTincks gave up Canadian politics during many years
for lmperial Governorships. Sir Charles Tupper himself pre.
fered Loudon to Ottawa, and only came back here as a duty
to his party. And nicely have they requited his services!

HESE church disputes afford rich material for the scoffer.
As if science and the luxuries of modern life were not
sufliciently potent in undermining attachment to the church,
some sincerely religious people forget that public displays of
angry controversy tend to widen still further the breach
hetwveen the mass of the people and the churches. I was listen-
ing once to a-very disputatious clergyman reading a lesson
from the Seriptures. He came to that +=rse: “Follow peace
with all men.” A carefully subdued smile appeared on several
faces in the congregation. We wondered how he would get
over it. Bat he did. “This verse is often wmisquoted when
men want us to pass over a great evil!” He was actually
using it to confirm him in his habit of pouncing upon every
antagonist who caune his way!

SAW a letter the other day from a prominent. Canadian

lawyer, a shrewd observer, who has been spendingg several
weeks in the United States, and he declares that opinion in' the
republic is almost universally hostile to Great Britain over. the
war. The English people still continue their toadying to the
United States, and earn in response nothing but contempt and
unfriendliness,  This is onfy natural. No man has any opinion
of afellow who fawns upon him in spite of:repeated hints to
keep away.  The-Americurs, a very small proportion of whom
are of Anglo-Saxon descent, do not like the anlixh. Iu spite
of this, John -Bull, who is at ouce very sensitive arid, sexceed-
ingly obtuse, keeps up flattering and complimenting unfil, the
American thinks he must be afraid. The English—and I .say
the English advisedly, for neither the Scotch nor thelrish are
under aay illusions in the matter—will sonie day wake up to
find that the most dangerous cnemy they have in the world is
a Government whose word cannot be relied vpon and whose
power of pledging public policy and making an international
treaty is practically nil.

HE rumor of a visit from the Prince of Wales does not scem
well-founded, although the Duke of York is bound to

visit Canada and Australia some day soon, and, especially if
the Duchess accomp'm:cs him, there will be great enthusiasm.

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. HBASTER OBSERVANCES.

Some Curious Customs in Montreal and Elsewhere.
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N every land in Christendom, Easter is indeed the gqueen of
festivals. Customs, peculiar more or less to the people
among whom they are .ound, and whose ongin can now only
be conjectured, have been observed for so many centuries that
they have hecome incorporated in the national life. Some of
these customs are quaint and pretty, some are merely curious,
and some, like the “lifting’* practised in Lancashire, border
closely on theludicrous, butin all the paschal—or passover—eggs
have for ages formed a nceessary part of the Easter oflering,
Perhaps nowhere is the season more heartily honored than
amongst the primitive, simplehearted people of the Tyrol,
upon whom civilization bas left no anbelieving touch, Baads
of Tyrolese musicians, playing on their sweet-toned guitars,
march through every valley singing their beantiful Easter

hysmins, while the people flock to their doors as the singers pass
and join in the choruses of rejoicing over the glad anniversary
Their wide-hrimmed hats are wreathed with flowers; crowds
of children accompany them, and, when darkness falls, carry
torches of pine wood which throw @t ruddy glow over the
musicians and the picturesque wooden huts along their way.
The good wife has prepared baskets of eggs for the children;
some are boiled hard and dyed in bright colors; others have
mottoes written on the shells and made incffaceable by a rustic
process of chemistry.,

A custom smore peculiar, and not nearly so pretty, is
observed on Baster Monday, at Washington, when the
President permits all who choose to “ play in his yard.” Very
carly in the morsing, crowds of nurses and hahes, brothers and
sisters, mothers and children, arrive with baskets to spend the
day in the first picnic of the season.  Happy, dirty-faced

urchins accost each other with a *wanter pick?” which is
the preseribed form of challenge to an egg-cracking contest in
which the one who succeeds in cracking the shell of his
opponent’s egg carries off the spoil.  Lovers roll eggs together
awd wateh for propitious omens. The Marine Band arrives on
the scene and discourses national and popalar airs  The
President comes out on the back porch, bows, is loudly
applauded, and retires. The tired, but still merry, crowd
disperse homeward and the gardeners spend a weary time
restoring the green sward to its accustomed beautiful order.

In Montreal we have no such public demonstrations, but
Easter-tide is observed by the people of every language and
nationality in the way time-honored custom has rendered most
familiar to then. In the cast end, one finds the idea of glad-
ness manifesting itself in an abundance of tissue paper flowers,
of no couceivable species, to be sure, but conveving thie general
impression of rejoicing, nevertheless.  The small grocer sets his
orange boxes and pickle bottles and jam jars in tempting
array, and wreathes them about with artificial roses as large
as cauliflowers and of every impossible color a rose never was.
The butcher makes a cool nest of green maoss forhis decapitated
fowls, and weaves garlands of paper chrysanthemmms about
the remains of his slaughtered animals.  Smoke-grimed, time.
defuced shops look mellow and romantic through rows of
evergreens planted temporarily about their walls; avenues of
pulms lead into the “marches™ and larger *“magasins.”
Sometimes an enthusiastic cast-end snerchant goes so far in his
zeal as to have his shop scrubbed out in hounor of the glad
Rastertide.

Walking west along St. Catherine street, one leaves behind
among the *““hundreds”™ the flowers that make such bright
spots of color amid the prevailing dinginess.  Mounstrositics in
the way of *roses™ give place to cqually impossible creations
in the shape of egus. There are chocolate eggs for use,
covered with creamy hieroglyphics. and china eggs for orna.
ment, decorated with *“hand-painting.”  There are cggs of
normal size, and cgys that would do credit to a colossal
ostrichi; whole nests of eggrs of every hue with stuffed birds,
their foster mothers, keeping watch and ward.,

West end—cggs, the symbol of resurrection and life: cast
end—flowers, the symbol of rejoicing; buth—a recognition of
the gladdest anmversary of them all,

Especially does the old Bonsccours market adorn itself
gaily for the fete.  Even the patient horses on Jacques Cartier
Square are splendid in red and blue and pink and white. Fat
geese and skinny spring chickens wear corsage houquets of
green and yellow roses. The old habitant woman, weighing
out a few pounds of butter with scrupulous exactucss,
balances the scale with a handful gouged from a block sur-
rounded by tissue flowers.  The booths, where are vended dark
amber maple syrup, buge lumps of toothsome **la tire,"” sugar
castles and towers, are flying scores of tiny flags of every
color and no nation. Cabhages, white and red, early straw-
berries and late apples, longitudinal marrows and latitudinal
pumpkins—froits, vegetables and oysters, all are garnished
with moss and flowers of brilliant hue,

Inside the market are patriotism, loyalty, and Easter joy-
fulness combined. The butchers’ stalls, deaped in flags, are
presided over by Queen Victoria in a gilt frame. A huge broad-
side of beef looks rather sparscly decorated with one tiny pink
bud in the centre of the vast cxpanse, while the abject little
piggy next has only his snout showing from the bed of flowers
in which he lies,

Iuside and out there is a habel of voices, a surging crowd of
humanity and confusion of tonguces, and one need go no farther
aficld than the old Bonsccours market to hehold a curious and
interesting scene at Easter time, E. L.
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’l‘llE stock market during the past week has been flat, stale

aud depressed, owing to two causes. London is short of

money, the Bank of England wants 3 per cent. for money

advanced to subscribers for the War Loan, and there will be a

strong demand for gold from the United States shortly. Thie

has had the effect of depressing London while the Easter vaca.
tion has been a general repressive factor.
NEW YORK STEELS.

After the holidays the New York market opened weak,
particularly in industrials. [t looked as though Awmerican
steel aud wire were being manipulated by the last people who
should have heen guilty of such an act. John W. Gates. the
president, is said to have ordered the closing of the mills and
sold his stock. Tiwo days later it was stated that the mills
would be closed only for a week. 1t only needed a blow of this
nature to weaken still further any confidence in industrials.
The other steel stocks acted in sympathy, and so did the whole
American list. It is such manipuinative strokes as these that
cause me to preach continuwously to the Canadian to let
American stocks alone.  Most of them are blind gambles at
the best, and the recent unexpected action arising in the steel
stocks is only a case in point.

CANADIAN STOCKS WEAK.

TheCanadian stock markets reflected the general situation,
and in the weakness War Eagle, of course, has had its share,
and has declined considerably, and is rapidly receding to its
former dead level. As 1 pointed out last week, the sudden jump
on account of the ending of the strike was quite ont of propor-
tion to the importance to the effect on the mine.

A SALUTARY EFFECT.

The week had a very salutary effect upon stocks in Mont-
real. Royal Electrie, which is altogether too sky-rockety, has
come down a number of points, and Virtue mine, which was
manipulated up to an absurd price, is very properly going back.
The North Star mine continues strong, and is, perhaps, the
most deserving with prospects standing the way they are at
present. '

STREET RAILS COMING DOWN.

I think that my advice in regard to street railway stocks
seems to have been pretty well fulfilled.  Both Montreal and
Toronto Street are coming down to a more reasonable basis.
Turonto Street Railway is still too high and may very properly
be further reduced.

RAMLROAD INCREASES,

The Western roads all continue to show rewmarkable
advances, and C. P. R, is still practically at the top of the tree.
Its gross carnings for the first week in April show an increase
of $81,000. The increases are mounting up cevery week, and
there was only one week since the beginning of the year in
which a large jump was not noticeable. There scems to be a
tendency in the direction of C.P.R. raising rates, as compared
to its former relutions with American western trunk lines.
The C.P.R. has always been an Ishmaclite in reference to
American railroads.  Its strength has been in its stability to
meet reductions and to cut them, and in this way it has
secured a large amount of Amcerican business diverted from its
patural channel, It will, doubtless, continuc to do so, even if
therc is a raise in rates. For the first quarter of the year, the
C.P.R. has exhibited o satisfactory increase in gross earnings,
one bad week of storms carly in March having set it back
considerably. With the weather conditions out of the way,

the road should now inerease its carnings at the rate of $200,-
000 per month.
The Grand Trunk shows an increase of over $300,000 in
gross receipts for the first quarter,
THE THIRD AVENUE LEASE

How far even Amertean traction stocks with long franchises
are superior to most Canadian street railway stocks with
short-lived Iranchises may be gathered from the fact that even
the Third Avenue Railway has been leased for 999 years to the
Metropolitan Railway Company. The issue of $35,000,000
4 per cent. honds has been guickly accomplished, and this
amount will be sufficient to discharge the company’s floating
debt and furnish funds for the completion ot the electric cquip-
ment of the track. Fairrax.

TUING SHARES.
T the moment, the market is a disappointment to the
majority of operators. [t was anticipated that after the
holidaysa boon would cammenceand prices sail upwards, but,
instead, trading has been very light and prices in the main
weak. ’

The decline has been most marked in the high-priced stocks
and this is chicfly due to the weakness of foreign markets,
which has been reflected in our local securities. The greatest
decline has been in Virtue and the cause is assigned to the
rumor that some of the big holders unloaded on the recent
boom. The trading in the other high.priced stocks hasbeen so
limited that there is no significance in their decline beyond the
fuct noted above. .

The changes in the low-priced stocks have been but small,
and the absence of news from the mining centres makes the
fluctuations attributable only to local conditions.

The Montreal-London to.day declared a dividend of 412
percent. for the quarter; it was anticipated, and has bad no
ceffect on the stock.

There is nothing in present conditions to change my opinion
that mininy stocks are a purchase, and times like the present
are the opportunitics offered for picking them up cheap.

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FASHIONABLE OVERCOATS.

THE most valuable features about overcoats, just at this

time, are length and loosencss.  The lome full hacked coat,
in light and dark shades of material, and in varying weights,
is seen everywhere.  One of the newer types, the Thorndyke, is
said to have been a good deal worn in London recently.
Whether or not that be true, certain it is that this model is
coming into fashion in New York, and that it bids fair to be
one of the smartest of our spring topcoats. The principal
characteristic of the Thorndyke is its yoke, which forms two
points in front and two at the back. the cloth from the end of
one sleeve, up over the shoulders, and to the end of the other
sleeve, being cut from one picee, so that the nsual and ordinary
shoulder seams are lacking. The coat should be about 48
inches lone for the man of 5 feet 9 inches in height, and should
hang loose and foll from the shoulders. 1t has 2 velvet collar
and turued-back cuffs of the sane materiad as the coat. The
latter are about 215 inches wide all the wav around, finished
with rounded corners, and without piping.

The coat has side packets with flaps set diagoually and
slanting up toward the front, much like the side pockets of a
raglan. These mav also be made with slits, to cnable the
wearer to get at the pockets of hig trousers and under coat
without unbuttoning the coat. There i a small change
pocket with flap just over the right side pocket, also set
diagonally, but no breast pocket. The buttons ave hone and
fonr in number, the coatt heing single-breasted. The lapels are
cut rather high and are peaked. The coat may be made of
almost any material, but a soft cambridge cloth of dark grey
shade. or angola tweed with an indistinet overplaid is best.

Like every other distinet style of overcoat, the Thorndyke
hats been copicd, maoditied, and changed to such an extent that,
it some eases. the madifications hear little resemblance to the
real thing, but still the yoke effect, which is the main feature of
the cont, is retained.  Square yokes, many pointed yokes, aud
vokes of every conccivable shape may be scen. Long coats,
short coats, and coats of medinm length, in almost as many
different styles as those for which the overworked raglan has
been respongible.  Converning the correetly made Thorndyke,
remember that the cdloth from the eml of one sleeve is the end
of the others thist is. the doth which furns the yoke should be
cut from one picce.

In New York one occasionally sces long and exceedingly
loose hanging overcoats made of material solight inweight as
10 sugypest the commy of spring, single breasted, fly front, with
velvet collars, turned back cuffs of the cloth from which the
coats were made, side amd breast pockets with flaps, but
having no distinctive shoulder seam or other characteristic.
Thecut is wore like thatof the Chesterticld coat than anything
clsc, and the garment may. perhaps, be hest described as a
long, loose Chesterficld, with raglan pockets amd culls, It
may be made of light or dark grey cloth, drab, or covert cont.
ing. and in light weight will. so far as may he judiged ut this
time, be much worn by smartly clothed men as 2 spring
topcoat, both for day and cvening. A sitk hat, of course,
always looks best with a long coat of dark color, and for
evening the dark grey shades of cloth are to he preferred.

The raglan, or to be more cxact, the numerous coats wmade
in imitation of that much.abused garment, have been so
generaliy worn during this winter, that onc almost loses sight
of the correet coat in the confusion cansed by its imitations.
The raglan jumped into popularity with such suddenucss in
the casly months of the autumn, that the cheap tailors and
ready-made clothing cstablishments at once took it up. with
the result that there arc coats of all lengths and all degrees of
loosencss, whose only rcsemblance to a raglan is in the
shoulder scams. The coat is now wmorc or less common, 1o
doublt, but the correctly made raglan will, neverthcless, ic
worn this spring, and is a good coat to own,

Though the long, looschanging overcoats will be much
woru this spring, they will by no meaus crowd out or take the
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place of the more shapely coats made with 2t more or less well-
defined waist-line and with slightly flaring skirts. These are
of a distinetly dificrent style, cut to follow the lines of the
figure in graceful curves, to accentuate the breadth and square-
wess of the shoulders, and to make the waist look more slender.

I is to be regretted that the short covert coat will not be
as much worn by smartly dressed men this spring as hereto-
fore, as there is really no other overgarment so light and
comfortable for morning wear with 2 sack suit. It will
undoubtedly be somewhat used for riding and be much worn
by the masses, but it the predictions of some of the best tailors
are correct, its days of fashion have passed.
