Neil McLeod, of Evansville, will
be present, These, in conjunction with the
Island preachors, will no doubt prepare a feast
of good things, And it is to be hoped tbat this
meeting shall work the beginning of an era of
great prosperity in the history of the churches
on the Island, In the past these aunual gather-
ings have been used mainly as opportunities for
association, and as such they have been eminent-
ly successful, But it was principally associa-
tion in worship. It was and will be a graod
sight to see the members of the different church-
e8 on the Island coming together and showing
that while there are no ecolesiastical bonds
biading them in one great federation, they are
nevertheless one—belonging to the one body,
which recognizes one Lord, and is animated by
the one Spirit. But association in worship is
not the only thing, and perbaps is not tha muin
thing, to be sought. Shoald it not go hand in
band with dssociation in work? We have all
eternity before us in which to worship God; we
have only time in which to work for Him. He
may regard the work which we.do for Him here
as the most acceptable worship, Do yo : not think
that He was better pleased with the man who sent
provisions to the widow and her starving child-
ren, than with the other man who satistied him-
self by sending his prayers? Let euarnest,
thougbtful and persistent work be combived
with humble, devout worehip. And let it be
associated work—work which if possible shall
embrace every church, and which shall reach
out in many divections, We hope to hear of &
good report from the mesting, and our prayers
are that wise plans may be made for the exten-
sion of the walls of Zion.

stood among the very first of our preachers in
his day. None understood more thoroughly
than he tLe plan of saivation, and none wiélded
a much greater influence. We miss hior, Bult
the work goes on. When Alexauder Campbell
ceased from his toils, there wers many who
thought and huped that the mighty reformation
and restorative movement to which he gava such
impetus would soon losa its force, but in this
they were mistaken and disappointed, The
work still goes on, and these men though déad
yet speak, Their worde and deeds are re-echo-
ing in a thousand hearts, '

Paul in speaking to the Corinthiany abgut
attributing motives, advised them to* judge
nothing before the time;* and thik
Premature admonition is of great expansive-
Judgments, nessand applicability, ‘Howdeit
it is frequently disregarded.——
Learn to wait, We must not rush into a
painter’s studio and after gazing at an uafinished
picture condemn it as a work of art. Let us
suspend jodgment till it is completed, Wo
may not have the faintest idea as to what'a
sculptor sees in a marble block, and hence it'is
not well for us to conclude that he is making
mistakes as he chips off here and there, Tt us
have patience. By the time Lis wotk is doné
we shall probably discover ¢hat he'knew!what
he was doing. He is a remarkably clever per-
son who can tell, merely by lovking at .a-pile of
bricks and lumber, the style of house that: is
going to be built, He is a miracle-worker who
from the paper, ink and pen on an author’s
table, can describe the contents of the book that
is going to be written. But the age of miracles
has gone by. Plans which were pronounced
impracticable have in the process of time veen
proved feusible, Schemes which were condéma-
ed by many, have in their turn condemned’ as
premature the judgments of those who were &h-
williog to wait, Many a boy who while in
school was adjudged a failure, has in time stare
led the world by his suceess. When Sir Walter
Soott wus a mere.lad, he wusset down.xs:a- mere
blockhead by those who considered: themselves
wise, Their names are lost in the darkness of
the past, bus his shines Lrightly to-day. Isame
Bariow, with whose name all diligent students
of the homiletical literature of the seventeenth
century are familiar, was considered by bis
father to be much idferior to his brothers in
intellectual strength, But his powets dévelop-
ed, and now though they are all forgotten, kis
name i8 by his worth, fimpressed: indélibly tijjon
the ages. It is not an uancommon thiNg foé
higher courts to reverse the judgments .of lower
ones, It isa very common thing for Time, the
great arbiter, to vindicate plans, enterprises and
men, whom impatient people have eondemned.

OI’ENING’ Oﬁ' TIIF SOUTH LUBEC
CUURCH-IIOUSE.

A new house of worship was formally opened at
Svuth Lubee, Mo, Lord's day, June 10. The
building, with the ground, cost $3,000. Itis prac-
tically free from debt. The people did nobly in
the erection of this place of public worship. Much
thought was given to the enterprise, and on the
part of sume there was an unusual degree of eclf-
depial. Bro. Harry Minnick deserves great credit
for inaugurating and carrying forward to a success-
ful completion this enterprise.

Bro, Minnick went to Lubec village in 1886,
immmediately after completing the course of study
in the Collego of the Bible in Lexington, Ky.
With the exceptivn of about two yeara, he has
remained in Lubec since he first went to the place.
Abuut two years were spent at Notfolk, Va., and
as an evangelist in the Tidewater District of the
samo State. Two houses of worship have been
erected under his supervision and guidance in the
townehip of Lubec within two years The first
building cnet, without the ground, $6,500, and was
dedicated Decomber 25, 1892,

The beginning of the Disciples in this place was
under the labois of Elder Geurge Garraty, in 1861,
He was an agent of the then American Christian
Missionary Society. I picked up the following
circular issued by Bro. Garraty at about the time
indicated, in which the readers of the Standard
may be interested. The statomeut of the pusition
ocoupied by the Disciples in this circular is as
follows:—

. We, the undersigned, immersed believers in the
Lord Jesus Christ, firmly believing that all party
diecord and dxvmon among the people of God is

decidedly wrong, sud the greatest proventative to’

the happiness of the saints and the conversion of
the world to Glod, of any canse kuown to us ; be.
lieving it to be the will of Gud, our heavenly
Father, and the prayer of the Lord Jesus Clriat,
our Saviour and Redeemer, that all his pecple
s'xould be one, of one mind, atriving together for
the hope of the gospel ; we, therefure, voluntarily
proclaim to the world: .

1. That we hear and adhere to the Lord Jenua
Christ only s the head of the Church.

2. That we will take the New Teatament only
a8 our oonstitution, creed, or rule of faith and
practioe,

'3, 'Thst we adopt the names only that are given
to'the' Cburoh of Christ in the New Testament,
éollectively or individueliy.

4. That we will ure our influence to suppress all
party discord and ill foeling among the people, and
persuade as many as wo can to unite upon the
great apostolic plan, of the ono body, one Spirit,
one hope, vue Lord, one faith, one baptism, one
God the Fatherv of all.

And may the heavenly blessing, of God tho
Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ rest upon our
utorta,  Amen,

The Lreaking out of the war interfered with the
support of Evangelist Garraty, but cortain promi-
uent men, not Clristiaus, such as Samuel Staples,
David Pike, Hopley Reynalds and John C. Tolbert,
agreed among thomsaelves to give the preacher, of
whom pergonally they were fond, financial sunport,
The result was that they, with others, became Dis-
ciples of Christ. The men here named, with the
exception of John C, Tolbert, have 2ntered into
rest, but the gnod work which they were instru-
mental under God in inaugurating, continues to

for good. 1t is no exaggeration to say that the
Disciples of Christ in Lubec are in advance of all
others in gaining and holding the attention and
sympathy of the people. There is with this suc-
cess o areat reaponsibility which I think is duly
appreciated by all concerued. Besides Diaciples,
they are in the village of Lubec, congregativns of
Baptists, Methodists and *¢ Christians.”

In the East there is some confusion in the public
mind concerning Disciples and ¢‘ Christians.” The
Century Dictionary characterizes the ‘¢ Christians”
of New Eungland as ‘‘ Unitarian Baptista.” As a
result of the genoral impreesion that the ¢ Christ-
iane” have at least a leaning toward Unitarianism,
the Disciples, supposed by many to be identical
with the *‘ Christian,” are frequently under the
necessity of repelling the charge of Unitarianism.
1 d9 not % iow how far the ¢* Christians” deserve to
be characterized as Uunitarian Baptists; I ouly
know this, that the Disciples of Christ do not fur-
nish, never have furnished, sny reason, not the
slightest, for a suspiciun ou the part of the public
of their being in symnpathy with the Unitarians in
their speculations concerning the nature of our
Lord. The facts here stated may explain to some
good brethren in the west and south why we in the
east use the word ** Disciple” rather than ‘¢ Chris-
tian" almost entirely in speaking of our churches
and work,

There are Disciples in the following towns and
cities in New England: Lubec, South Lubce, East
Machias, Princeton, Portland, Albivn, Garduer, in
the State of Maine; Boston, Haverhill, Swampscott,
North Somerville, Everett, Worcester, Springfield,
Canton in Massachusetts; West Rupert, West
Pawlett, in Vermont ; Manton, in Rhode Island;
Danbury, Bridgeport, New Haven, in Conaecticut.
The aggregate membership is about 2,300. 'Tho
Disciples in New Haven, Canton, and Springfield,
are not organized. In the other placis named are
houses of worship as well as organizations. The
two chu ches in Vermont have psrsonages as well
a8 houses of worship. In all these places, with the
exception of Bridgeport and Portland, the Disciples
manifest the unily of the Spirit in the preaching of
the gospel to tho destitute. The incresse in our
membership during the last year was twenty-three
per vent.

In speaking of the erection of the house of wor-
ship in Lubec village, the house that was dedicated
Decomber 25, 1892, it ought to be said that for the
successful completion of that enterprise, the Disci-
ples owe a 2Dl of gratitude to Mr. James Staples,
who, after & conference with his noble OChristian
wife, determined to cluar the church property of
all financial encumbrance. This he modestly, but

prooiptly, did. Mr. Staples has not seen his way,
olear to public acknowledge the Lordship of .Jesus

_by entering intv fellowship with.his: people.. As.a

‘buiainess inan he ‘has no .uperior in 'Luboc. His.

this day with increasing prosperity and influence’

integrity, honesty and honor, are unquestionad,
His attendance at public worship is regular. His
interest in the church is genuine; its prosperity
gives him pleasure. Any reverse to tho Disciples
in Lubec would cause him to grieve. Mr. James
Staples is a son of the loved and lamented Bro.
Samuel Staples, who, twenty-three years ago this
summeor, was drowned off Cape Cod. Bro. Samuel
Staples was, in his day, a tower of strength to the
cause of Christ in all the East. Ilis memory is
precious,

Of the early Disciples in Lubec but few remain.
Captain George W, McFudden and wife, and Sister
Sarah Peavy, are tho only remaining ones of whoin,
at this moment, I think, unless Mrs. James Staples
should be included in the list. John C. Tolbert
is still living, but does not reside at Lubze.—B. B.
TyLeR, in Ch. Standurd.

THE ONTARIO ANNUAL.

The Disciples of Christ in Ontario and the
Ountario Christian Women's Biard of Missions
held their annual convention at Hillsburg, About
160 delegates, representing a number of churches
in Ontario, were present.

They assembled on Thursday afternoon, June 7th,
and in the evening listened to a masterly and
impressive address on the subject, ‘‘ Beauty for
Ashes,” by W. J. Lhamon, pastor for the Church
of Chriat, Cecil Street, Toronto. It described the
conditicn of man and all his institutions without
Christ, and contrasted that with what life is and
shall be with Christ.

The buainess sessivn opeusd on Friday morning.
The address of the president, H. Black, was full of
hope and encouragement. J. A. Aikin read a
minute report of 40 Sunday-schools, representing
2,606 moembers, many of which are supporting this
home mission work, and strongly recommending
teachers to lead the pupils, withcut delay, to trust
Christ—to become in fact, disciples of Him.

There was a conference on ** The Preacher and
His Work,” led by J. Lediard, of Owen Sound,
urging that preachers among the Disciples should
confer in Christian love with other preachers, and
help to clear away the hindrances to Christian
Union that exist in unwarranted tests of fellowship,
that have been separating Christians. In discuss.
ing pastoral work, R. Mouffett stated that the
difference between a friendly and a pastoral visit
by the preacher and his brethren was that the
former made the people think a great deal of the
preacher and not much of the Lord, while the
latter made them think not s> much of the preacher
and a great deal more of the Lord.

P. Baker, pastor of the church at Evarton,
brought in a report of the Committee on Statistios,
showing an iuncrease in the past year in the number
of prcachers employed, congregations organized,
conversious reported, and students preparing for
tho winistry, but a derease in the receipts for
home mission work (presumably on acoount of
scarcity of monoy); but by the careful management
of the board, and their generous personal support
to the work, the Co-uperation finances have not
suffered to the same extent that other institutions
have this year.

George Munro, of Hamilton, editor of the Cun-
adian Evangelist, when giving the report to the
Board of Managers of the Co-operation, read reports
from eix mission churches, supported by the Co-
opetation, showing that at these points a good num-
ber of people respond to the plain requirements ot
faith in aud vbedisnce to Christ as Saviour and Lord,
without reference to long and invelved declaratione
of faith and dootrine, not required of peraons putting
ou Christ in any instauce mentioned in the Scrip-
tures. They admit persons to Christian baptism on

_the simple.confession of faith in Christ, the Son:of
lGod - Suiour and Tord, C e s
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John Muuro, of Torcnto University, read the
report of the Committeo on Education, recommend-
ing tho immedia’e establishment of a Bible College
in Torontu, to supplement instructions that may
be received in Toronto University, by mon prepar-
ing for the ministry,

W. W. Coulter, of St. Thomas, read a carefully
prepared statement respecting young pecple's
societies amony the Disciples, declaring that it was
autilizing of forces that had hitherto been neglected.
Geo. Fowler, of Guelph, spoke enthusiaatically of
the support it gave to the miniatry. W.J, Lhamon
stated that the Endoavor movemsnt was ‘‘organiza-
tion in order to edification, in order to salvation.”

Dr. Maoklin, of the Naokin hospital, Ohina,
addressed the convention in the Presbyterian
Church on the Character and Religion of the
Chin-se. He stated that the book, ** Parliament
of Religions,” has whitewashed heathenism, and
does not correctly deacribe heathenism in its loath-
someness, as known tv him, which book he fears
will tend to muke people ¢nld in regard to fureign
missions. He also thought the China Inland
Mission made a mistake in endaavoring to convert
China with foreigners ; that the better plan would
be for the foreigners, as soun as possible, to train
up native converts to evangelizo their country.

The proceedings of the second day were closed
with a clear aud charaoteristic discourss by R.
Moffett, of Oleveland, ., an early and ardent
promoter of missionary projects,

The Dirciples say they are calling apecial atton-
tion tothe Scriptures and the supreme authority of
Christ, and are urging Christians and others every-
where to lovk away frum man-made creeds to the
plain requiroments and promises of the gospel of
Chriat.

At to-day’s seasion a resolut.on favoring prohibi-
ion legislativa was alvptad. — Turontu Globe.

Home Wission Fotes.

Bro, Furd has closed his five months’ successful
werk in Balifax, and is now in Cornwallis, Read
Bro. Carson’s Jetter in regard to the work in Hali-
fax, and you will be glad of the progress made
there, Bro.

THE TWO COMMEMGRATIVE INSTITUTIONS OF THE
NEW TESTAMENT—TIE LORD'S DAY AND THE
LORD'S SUPPER,

THF. LORD'S SUPPER.

@ —Who are commanded to take the Lord's
Supper?

A.—'The Lord s people or the saved. 1le has
not left it with us to judge or decide who the
saved arve, but has declured it in the Commission
be gave when about to ascend to heaven, and
had it vecorded in Matt, xxvin. 20, aud in Mark
xvi, 15, 16. Those who believe nud obey Jesus,
he commands to eat and drink of his memorial
feast.

@Q.—Does not the fear of eating and drinking
wnworthily keep many who sincerely love the
Saviour from His table?

A.—Nodoubt many who misunderstand 1Cor,
xi. 29, and especially tho word wumworthily are
thereby kept from this precious communion,
Unworthily is an adverb qualifying the partici-
ple euatetl, and not an adjective qualifying the
pronoun Le. Tbe mananer ot eating is here con-
demned and not the prison for eating at all,
This church had got into such disorder about
the use of the bread and wine for the Lord's
Supper, that they came burriedly to the place
of wership hungry. The first that arrived par-
took of the elements to satisfy a carnal appetite
till they bad used them up before the others
came, 80 that one part was hungry and another
drunken. }- shows that ynch conduct was not
eating the Lord's Supper, but rather enting and
driuking self-condemnation, not discerning the
Lord’s body. Yet, although this church had
brought scandal upon the cause of the Lord in
turning Ilis supper into a drunken feast, Paul
did not tel! one of them to keep back fiom the
table, but rather commanded every one to
examine bimsolf and so let him eut—that is as
the Lord Jesus has comwanled and as Paul
had delivered to this church. Wheu a wember
does wrong, he sbould repent with all his hears,
instead of withdrawing from the Lord’s table,
which is but another wrong, adding insult to
injury. As to real me:it no one is worthy to
eat the Lord’s supper, nor to pray, nor to enjoy
God's favors., God bestows these favors on His
people tirough Christ and for Ifis werits, and
makos thew chaunels in which his mercies flow
to humble souls, God lovks 10 4im who is poor
and of a coutrite spivit, and trewbles at His
word.—Isaiah Ixvi. 2.

Q.—Ia there & command for females eating
this supper ?

A.—There are both example and command
for this, The first church which contioued
steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine, in fellow-
ship, aud in the breaking of bread, and in pray-
ers, wasg composed of wen and women These
all continued with one accord in prayer and sup-
plication with Mary the mother of Jesus, and
with his brethren, (Actsi. 14.) Hero is the
example. In the 11th of 1st Corinthians, Paul
addresses both men and women separately and
distinetly, and commands them both to eat the
Lord’s supper and tells them how to do it, It
is neither masculine ror feminine communion,
bat the communion of saints,

Q.—When is the Lord’s supper to be obrerved}

A.—8o far as recorded, Jesus did not tell his
disciples how often they were to eat, but « Ag

-oftas yo do this, do it in remembrance of me,”
Our rule.in this-is the spproved example of

primitive Chiistians, their seaders being inspir-
ed to teach all that Jesus had comwanded. In
Acts 20th, we arve told that when the disciples
came logether to break bread, Paul preached to
them. The whole scope of the passage indicates
very plainly that it wus their constrnt practice
to meet on that day and for that purpose.  If we
forsake the meeiing on tho first day of the week
we do not follew their example.  Or, if wo meet
not to brenk bread, we ure not following their
example who met on that day for that purpose.
We meet on the same day but for a different pur-
pese. ‘The death and resurvection of Jesus go to-
gether in the gospel, so should the two jnstitutions
which comwmmorate them. Ana when we meet
ot the same day and for the swme purpose us
did primitive Christiang, we aie thus led by in-
spired apostles, and are tollowers of the churches
in Judex which were in Christ Jesus.

Lojyal Americans celebrate their independence
on the 4th of July. Their deep interest in
their country’s freedom makes them glad to
meet on that day thut shows it, So will the
true iutelligent Christiun rejoice to meet with
bis brethren to celebrate the death of their dear
Sasviour on the day he rose from the dead and
finished the work ot redemption.

Q. But some olject to weekey communion be-
cause it does not say the disciples met every first
day to break bread?

4.—All the force of this objection is that the
first day of the week does not mean every first
day of the week. Suppose an American would
s0 reason ngaiust keeping every 4tb of July.
‘It does not say every fourth.” Would not
every reasonable man s«y, * The 4th of course
weans every fourth, and if we are to do a cer
tain thing on tho 4+h of July, we are to do it
every time that day comes round, unless there is
something to the contrary commanded. But as
there is no sucl. exc ption, and nothing to show
that one 41ih is differant from another, therefore
every fourth is to be kept alike.

Suppose an Israclite would so reason of the
Sabbath, The Lord did not crmmand us to
remember every Sabbath day to keep it boly,
and to doon it no manner of work; it will pleass
Him better for us to do our own work from
week to week, and to remember 2 seveath day
in every four or in every twelve weeks, and do
wu manner of work on it. What would we
think of the loyalty of that Ism.lite, of the
soundness of his reagoning, or the wisdom of bis
counsel?

Nature divides time into years, months and
days. Art divides tiioe into hours, minutes and
seconds. But neither nature nor art has a
weekly division; it is neither natural nor artii-
cial, but spiritual, The Jewish systewm called
“The rudiments of the world,” was partly
natural and partly spiritual. Is had its yearly,
mouthly, and daily observances. The seventh
day was to be kept merely by the authority of
God. When the fulness of time had cowe, and
true worshippers were to worship the Father in
spirit and ia truth, only the weekly division
of time is recognized. On the fitst day of the
werk the disciples met to break bread. Month-
ly communion, quarterly commuunion, or yearly
communion, i8 without authority in the Bible.
Such divisions of tie accord nof with the
Christian religion which authorizes the worship
of the first day of the week, and without so
much as u bint that one first day should be kept
differeatly from another,

The supper comnemorates the death of Jesus
vather than Ilis life. How different this from
other great men whose death proclaims their
weakness und defeat. Which ot earth’s great
men wants his death to be remembeted? What
of the death of Alexander the Great? He died
like another poor inebriate. What of the death
of Napoleon, the man at whose feet lay the
treasures of Europe, who was idolized by mil-
lions whose bodies were eagerly offered as ram-
parts to mount him to glory. After he had

at pleasure, made and deposed kiugs, he died as

a felon, chained to * a rock in the sea,” Daa'th
takes the great men of earth from the very pin-
nacle of pomp and power, and gives their bodjes
to be food for worms. Bnild monuments te
their lives if you will, and celebrate their deeds,
but let the remembrance of their death pass
into the glaom of oblivion.

Not so with Jesus., What was the shame
and defeat of others was his victory and the
glory and triumph of his people. God foroid
that I should glory save in the cross of cur
Lord Jesus Christ, and His death is to be re-
membered in thie feast, even thongh hislife was
so grand ond good. Memory carries us back to
the uppsr room, thence to the cross. Wo ses
Jesus taking the bread and wine after he had
given thanks, telling his disciples what Lhey
represented, and why bis body was to be broken
and hiz blood shed, then passing the clewents to
each saying: eat, drink ye all of it; with this
solemn, pleading command, “do this as oft as
ye do it In remembrance of me.” )

This address to the eleven tukes in all His
people in every land and in every age, titl His
return from heaven. Ir this great multitude
will be persons of every capacity of mind, and
every pecnliarity of disposition, some of tower-
ing intellect and high Christian culture, others
who can only say: *one ching ¥ know, that
whereas I was blind, now I ses.” But Jesus
died for all und pleads with dying solicitude
with all, « O, don’t forget me when L am.away,”
He knows our circumstances, our weaknesses,
our temptations, and that our only ssfsty is in
keeping Hiw always in mind, By thiv taugible
feast He belps us to endure a8 seeing Him who
is invimble. His cross brings men togetber and
opens an ocean of love so decp that an angel
may throw his line and find no bottom, and 8>
shatlow that a child may bathe with eafety,

No pluce is so fitted to unite Christian hearts
as at the frast of Jesus’ death. Men are go dif-
ferently constitured and their rirsnmstances so
diver-e that misunderstandings are ready to
kindle hard feelings. fere Jesus points them
tohis death for all, as it saying: I understand
all of you separately aund collectively, I diad for
your sins that they might all be blotted out, and
I intreat cach and all as over my dead body to
torgive one another as I have forgiven voa, etc.
By rimemberizg Him they dwell on the good
qualities of their brethren and forget what seems
to be wrong,

Q.—1If true Christians show the Lord’s death
who are the bebolders?

A.—The partakers behold. They discern the
Lord’s body given for them that they may have
eternal Jife, They see their own salvation in
the death of the Son of Ged. It tells those
that are without the vause of the Christians new
life, and is one of the strong meats in drawing
them to Christ. Angels are looking on and
1ejoicing at Christians remembering their Lord’s
deuth, and best of all, Jesus is in their widst,
acenrding to promise. Jesus tells how long this
institution will last, -~No one ean tell how long
the monuwments of earth shall remain, nor hyw
long they are intended to lust. They point $o0
the past but have no fusure to tougch or jold
them up, Their light will gradually fude tijl
lost in darkpess and then they will die with the
wear and wreck of matter, Not so with the
Lord’s Supper, It reaches acrosa the ages, and
will last till Jesus comes. It is the bridge that
spans the chasm from the cross to the resurrection
of the just, .

While Jesus was on earth He kept the die-
ciples in His Father’s name, Neither 8Satan
nor wicked men, nor raging sea could overcome
them, When leaving them He earnestly pled
with His Father to keep thew from the evils
that were in the world, and He rece¢ived the
promise of tbe Father that the Holy Spirit
would be with and in them until they crossed
the dangerous chasm. It is by looking to Jesus,
beligving and obeying him, they are enabled to
overcome every foe. In this.framst befors their
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eyes Jesus Christ i evidently set forth crucified
among them, until they shall sce him tace to
face,  But what shall we sry of his coming with
ail his saints, with prophets, apostles and Ilis
martyrs, with oar own godly friends who hLave
crossed the river all eager te gozo on the Lamb
that was slain, and to join tho everlasting song
of redeeming love,
O, what must ic be to be thero?

THE ROYAL ROAD OF LIFE.

111.

What are the definite steps by which the apostles
lead wnen into the way of ealvation? They are
found in the recorded sermons of theso men.
When Pster preachod to the Jows on Pentecost,
and they enquired ** tho way of ealvation,” saying,
¢ What must we do to be saved?” Peter answered,
*“Repent ye and be baptiz.d cvery one of you in

the name of Jesus Christ unto the remiesion of your.

sins and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy
Spirit.” Acts ii. 38. When Puilip preached to
the Samaritans, be taught theni to be haptized
when they had believed the things he preached.
Acts viii. 12. When Ananias preached o the
persecutor, Sanl of Tarsus, he commandod himn to
arize and be baptized and wash away his sins, call-
ing on the name of the Lord. Acts xxii. 16.
When Paul preached to the Philippiau jailor, he
told him to bolieve on the Lord Jesus and ho
should be saved—and his house. An3, speaking
the word of the Lord to them, h. taught them to
be baptized, which they did the same hour of the
night. Acts xvi. 31-34.

In these instances we have doubtless the method
pursned by the apostles, under similar circum-
stances, at all times. We have not their ‘ull dia-
courses. But as they all preached the same gospel,
proclaiming the one way of salvation, Iy bringing
the fragments which we possess together, we can
see tho ateps which they set before men in leading
them unto *‘ the way.”

L—Brurer IN THE Lerp Jesvs. This was a
prime requirement. For thero ¢uld be no en-
trance on the way of salvation without faith in the
Saviour. A personal trust in Jesus, as a suilicient
Saviour, based on the testimony which the aposties
bore to Christ, was the first step t ward salvation.

Without this no other step could be taken.
With it every cther necessary siep wus possible.
So Paul gavo this command to the heathen jiilor,
ignorant of Christ, and only blindly conacious of
his need of salvation. And to rake it poseible for
him to comply, he preached the word to him con-
cerning the Christ. The efiect of un honest faith
iu Christ is to put the heart in right attitude and
condition, Peter says Gud cleansed *he hearts of
the Gentiles by faith, Acts xvi. 9. The fountain
head being thus purified, the way is opened for a
renovation of the life.

II.—RepExTANCE, This word means a change
of mind, and involves a facing about—a turning of
the life from sinward to Gudward. It involves an
abandunment of sin. Nothing * unclean® can
@a'k in the highway of aalvation. A man cant
take his sinful habits with him into the way of
salvaticn, He must get rid of these—get away
from them. [t is the *redeemed” who walk in
that way. Repentance, then, stands for an aban-
donwent of sin. It is not a mere emotion. It
involves determined purpcse, which crystallizes in
decided action. It ia a forsaking of sin and a
turning to God.

IIY.—Barmism. This in an open surrender to
the amthority of Christ. It is accompanied by a
ponfespion of faith in Christ and s calling upon the
aampiof the Lord. 1Iu fagt we mayassy that bap-
$iag itmelt. involyes both.thess. For- it js every:

where represented in spostolic prastice s8’an sct f
faith, It is the believer who is baptized, and ho is
baptized because he believes. Nay, his very bap-
tism symbolizes his belief. For 2a tho great facts
of the gespel are the death and burial and resurrec-
tion of Christ, so his baptism eignifies his belief in
these : being as it is a burial and a resurrection.
And it is always in the name of Christ,

In this act there is a transition. It is here where
the man passes in to the way of salvation. Bap-
tism itself is not salvatinp. But it ushers the
belicving and repentant soun! into tho way of salva-
tion. Everywhere this transitional place is assigned
to baptism. Wo are baptized info Christ. Rom.
vi. 3; Gal, iii, 27. The apostles were to make
disciples of all the nations, baptizing them info the
namo of the Father, and of the Soun, and of the
Boly Ghost. Matt. xxviii. 19.

Now Christ himeelf is in realiiy tho way, the
the truth and the life. To come iuto him, thon,
is to come into the way. There is salvation in
him. To come into him is to cume into the way
of salvation In him we are saved, not becanse of
anything we have dine, but because we are in him;
yet not without action on ocur part, for’without
obedichice we cuuld not cume into him,

Thesteps which theapostle's set befure men, then,
biing men to where salvativn is. They do not
then.selves save, Faith does not save; ueither
doues repentance; neither does haptism. Ounly
Christ can save. But we come into Christ by faith,
repentance, and baptism, as the divine require
ments, These bring us to Christ—brjing us into
him Then we are saved, and continually safe,
because we are io him.

Nuw in these things there is something definite
and casy to be comprehended. They present duty
m a plain way. Every man may very readily know
when he hears these rcquirements, whether he has
ever complied with them or not. When he has
once complied with them theve can never a doubt
come into his mind as *~ that part of bis duty.
Neither can he ever doubt that God has fulfitled
His promise and saved him, if he has subwitted to
these things sincerely. So in this pathway, the
man has his feet on solid yr. und all tne way, His
whole life becomes a auvenant with God iu which
faithfulness on his part onsures hiw the Diviue
blessing. it will be noticed that these thirgs
simply bring the man into the way of salvation,
Of their cflice in this respect there can be no ques-
tion. Christ says, *‘ Ho that believeth aad is bap-
tized shall be saved.”’—Matt. xvi, 16. Peter says,
** Repent, and be baptized every one of you unto
the remission of sins, aud ye shall recoive the gift
of the Holy Spirit.”—Acts ii. 38. Remission of
sws and the gift of the Holy Spirit are only to Le
enployed in the way of salvation. Yet they are
here promised on condition of repentance aud
baptism. But this way of salvation is a long way.
It muat be walked in as well as entered. 1: will
do us but little good to enter this way if we depart
from it again., We nced not only a salvatiop from
our past sins, We need a ccnfingous salvation.
This is tv be had in the *° Ruyal R.ad of Life”—
the way of salvatiun, We will ses the couditious
of this cuntinual salvativo in a further study of the
subject.

Suffice it to say here, that all the financial obliga-
tions were mot promptly and cheerfully, and a
number of old bills were paid off, and more than
850 fer missionary purposes were raised during the
five months wo were Inborimye with these good
brethren, The finance wheel runs smoothly, there
never being a word spoken publicly, except wheun
some special collecti-n is a.ked for, and then thore
is always a liboral respense. The money for the
support of the work there is all raised by the week-
Iy cullectiun system, and a business meeting of the
church is held once a month when a regularly re-
port of the finunce is made. Certainly, this {ittle
church deserves well of the brotherhooed, for the
hervic effurts they are making to aunstain the cause
- of primitive Christianity io the city of Halfar It
must be remembered that uniil quite recently the
whole number of members in thee1  was not more
than fcrty-two or forty-three, But this little budy
have raiged in their regular Lord’s day collections,
including the Sunday-achonl, and for mission pur-
pozes, about $16 a week. [ give these figuro from
an estimate made during 1he five nionths I was
with this church, and that the brethren may still
be encouraged to help those who are so nob'y help-
ing themselves.

Since my last report, four others have been
added to the church there. Two by baptism, and
two baptized belicvers taking membership, making
nineteen additions in all. One who had made the
good confession was prevented from being baptized.
The interest in every department of the work is
good, and we feel very thankful that the work is 1n
such goud hands as Bro. Rowlis:n, and we are sure
he will receive the same hearty support and co-
operation from all the brethren and friends that we
enjoyed from their hands. My prayers shall go
up to Gud daily, that these good brethren may con-
tinue to grow in every grace, and that the work of
the Lord shall presper in their hauds.
