The shrieks
of the women, the cries of the men and the gargliug, splash- n
ing noise that was made by the poor wretches in the water t
was frightful to hear. But strong, ready-lhanded men were a
about, and li an instant two row boats iiad put to the rescue, .J
a yacht lying alongside the wharf was towed up to the scenie, t
and the work of rescue coimenced. Those who were swirn-
mers and bad io one to look after grabbed the floating planks a
and swam to shore. The men in the yacht pulled a nunber q
of people out in a half-drowned condition. The row boats ci
were doing good service, andstiome brave young fellows-
noticeably Mr. D. Sherif of Toronto--strippîed of coat and
vest and p!unged in to assist in the good work of keeping c
heads above water and of assisting to lanl the now almrost t-
drowned people. A minute or two and the most of those c
who hlad been in the water were pulled out, but great fear t
was expressed for the little children who liad fallen in, as it
was thourght that they would be traipled or kicked to deatha
in the water, and the fear, I regret very mnuc'h to say, was niot
an unfounded one. A little girl a year old was takeri out t
lifeless and landed in the boat-another and another followel,
until the nuuber was swelled-i to four-all alparently dead.

sixty or seventy people landed on tins crazy structure, it gave
way, precipitating the mass of humanity into the water be-
low much in the saune iway as corn goes down a hopper. A
strong gale was blowingat the time, and the waves were run-
ning pretty high. Fortunately the water was not much more
han five feet in depth, or the, consequence would have been
rwful. The names of the three victimi. are Edith Maude
rohrston, aged eleven rontlis ; Charles Bancroft Lester, aged
hree years ; and Fanny Eliz'abeth Capes, aged eleveri.

On the day after the accident a jury was empatnelled, and
.fter a session extendinrg over several days, afiter careful en-
uiry and investigation, and personal inspection of the scene
f the disaster, tire jiurors returned a verdict condemning the
gross negligenice displayed by the builr and owners of the
wharf, and finîding the charterers of thIe "' Otntario," and its
aptain, Oliver Beatty, who, togethe:r with Mrs. Martin, were
aware of the unsafe condition of the boat, guilty of gros; and
culpabile negligence. After consultation with the County At-
torney, the coroner decidei that the parties named in the ver-
dict should be bouind over in their own recognizances to appear
at the Assizes on a charge of homicide. 'Tie jury deserve
great credit for thie intelingence they displayed, and we trust
that Mrs. Martin and Captain Oliver Batty will gct tnt- full
of their deserts. ini cases of neglîine like thii-which arc
becoming by far too frequerit-it i high tirnue to make an ex-
ample. It is no siall thing to be resptnsibl for the death of
three iuman beings, and th' partis cci rne''d in tire Hlamil-
ton accident may thank their good fortun tiat it did not
occur in Germarny, where they woill infallibly have paid for
their negligence with their necks.

CANADIAN ILLUSTRATED NEWS.
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Is these days stiikes, Trades Unions, and Protective
Associations, are words that are heard on every lip.

Nearly every elass in the working portion of the conruu.
nity has taken steps to protect.its interests, and of lato
strikes have become events of such common occurrence
that no on,, was very much astonished to hear that the
idea of uniting for self-protection haL been taken up by
the donestic servants. 'Tlie Dundee servant girls were
the first to enter the loveient, ani their example was
quickly followed1- ly ti gentlemen's servants in Leani-
ington. With regaril to the former, it cannot be said
that their demands were extravagant, and if' the cause
for striking were in everv case as reasonabie as that ad.
vaned.l by the Dundee girls. and strikes were engineered
in the same quiet manner. strikers generally would meet

w ith more sympathy ani respect than at present falls to
their share. Tie Dindee servants asked for no increase of
wages. Their dernands were limited to a half-holiday every

week, a holiday every alternate Sunday. and fixed hours
for work. SIxteenî ihour a dav-fromn six in the morning
till ten ti n.iglht-vith rite exceptions mnentioned, were to
be devoed intirely to their ernployers. but the remain-
ing eight hours of the tventy-four were te ho considered
ilir own.

To the C:ad.nlian housekeeper this sounds like a fable. In
every city of i ho Dominion the cry is going up of the rarity
of cood -ervans-and indeed of the increasing scarcity of
any kind of servant. good or bai. Many a housewife. after
battling in vain with the servant-problen. las inally
given ilntup in di-gust, and bravelv buc'kled to to < lier
h'aîouework herself. Others-whose health or inclination
do not allow of thiu- severing the Gordian knot -continue
to hire. at high wage. girls who have had little or no
experience t housework, anil whose lundering often
drives the mistress to the verge of madness. A girl who
would bind h.'rself ta' give sixteen hours a day to her
emiployers. and be satified wilthl a ialf-holitlay a week

and a free Sunday once a fortnight would intceed bo a
raa Suc 'trih an one would be able to comnmand her
own price. lit sr plare's andl Montreal isone of then.
it is no un'ornmani tin for a servant te ask for andl get
three nights ouat a wek. and a hal f-bolilay every Sudilay
into the bar-iini: whil.e in the mnatter of rtime. seven
hours will very well cover the amourt of actual work
dlone ;n the e lav.

In tIis tate of thing. i: ; a question whether Canadian
houekeeper might not take a hint froni the Dundee
servant-. ( of cour" it woulil be worz' than useless for
themn t-a trik-''in the ordinary sense of the terin, that
is to hold out against the girls bv refusing;thtm employ-
ment. Thte only eîlect of sucli a ,tiep would le to send
the gir-ls where uany of them come from-the factories.
But a union migltt le iade' among housewives with the
object of1 bringing out competent servants fron Englanii
and Scotland. t* cour-e sucli a plan is open to objec-
tion on the score of expense, but we question whether
housekeepers would not preftr suffering a little in pocket
to sufffering a great deai in temper and confort. We
believe sornething of the kind bus been tried with great
success in Nova Scotii. The girls should be carefully
selecteid in order to ensure thet1ir "answering,'' and on
airriving here each onea would enter into an engagement
to serve her employer for a stated lergth of time.

There i ano'ther remedy, and one nearer horne, but we
despair of ever seeing it adopted. 'Training schools for
servants have trequently been suggested here. In
Englani they exist on a sruali scale, and so far have been
found to ansiwer aidmirably. A girl, after passing through
a cours e of training, goes out to 1 place' with a certifi-
cate of her capabilities, and with such a recommenda-
tion easily finds a good home and good wages. There is
no doubt that the-e schools are a great benflit both to
employers and emplokyed, and the establishment of such
institutions in Catada would go far to do away with the

grear rtiarnce attendant upon keeping bouse.
