soul. Assailed as 1 was, (during a protracted season
of conviction and spiritual conflict,) the truth furnish-
ed by that Catechisin was a shield against the sug-
gestions of sceptics, and the desires and reasoninge
of acorrupt mind. Well do 1 remember, that in
hours of temptation to doubt or dishelieve, that same
truth was a wall of fire round about me.
And when, some years afterwards, the Lord, as1
trust, called me to stand before the Preshytery,
as a candidate for the gospel ministry, that same
Shorter Catechism, with its Ssripture proofs, was of
more service to me in the hour of trial, than nll&he
books of Theology which I had read. Scarcely a ques-
tion could be asked, upon the great traths of the gos-
pel, that was not clearly and happily to be answered
{rom the pages that were studiec, not in the Seminary,
put in the nursery at my mother’s knee. 8o it has
been in preaching the Gospel; the doctrines and dw-
ties of the word of God, as they are snmmarily set
forth in the Shorter Catechism, have been constantly
before me, and have furnished unfailing themes of
systematic and precious instruction. Hence, itis not
strange, that one of wy first labours umong a people,
has been to plage a copy of this little book, in the
hands of each of the children of the church, and to
exhort and charge their parents, most solemnly, to sce
that their children were required to learn it.

1t was not a_part of my purpose, in presenting this
suhject, 1@ write a personal story, and yet ‘[hIS s'unple
record, wiil furnish both argument and illustration.
I commend the example of those who taught me the
Catechism, as worthy of universal imitation, and my
fear is, that such parents are not as numerous in the
church at the present day, as they were some thirty
or forty years ago. It s a fact that cannat be denied,
that the goed old practice of catec_lnsujg the childien,
has long since been dispensed with, in families and
churches, in many paris of our COULTry 5 and if it be
true, that in many churche#, there has been a depar-
ture from the faith of our fathere. and that error-has
gradually and instdiously found its way into the minds
and hearts of the people, 1 believe that this evil may,
in u great measure, be Justly ﬂ'ﬂl'lbuled to the aban-
donment of the Shorter Catechisn.

1t is not in my heart to bring any charge of error
or defection against the churches, but llwnll thI a
story that will ehow what T mean, by saving that the
distingni=hing doctrines “of the church, as tanght in
her standards, ought to be instilled into the minds of
her children. Not long since 1 was passing the night
with an elder of the Presbyterian Church, who in the
course of conversation complained to me, that his mi.
nister believed “in the final perseverance of the saints.”
He was grieved that his pastar was S0 weak as to be-
lieve, and so ¢ jmpradent” as to preach such a doe~
trine.

S8OME THOUGHTS AS TO. EDUCATION, &g,

Messrs. EpiTors,

Education is loudly called for in every distriet
which I have seen along these coasts. The people
are shrewd, adroit, and versatile, and; can give them-
selvesto a variety of occupations, with uncomon
facility and snecess, But their knowledge, suve in the
matters which directly concern their material exis-
tenee, is small. This is 0wing to many circumstances.
Much of the country is recently settled—population in
general is thin and widely scattered. Of the religi-
ous persuasions that prevail in the province, some are
more bent on diffusing their own peculiar tenets, than
in propagating general piety and intelligence, others,
unless they are greatly maligned, have gone on the
notion that human knowledge and Divine grace are
sworn antagonists, and that the proper method to se-

cyyge the conversion of communities, is to shut them||

up in thorough ignorance.

From these, and other causes, the scholastie insti-
tutions of these distriets; are still in ‘a very young and
weakly condition.

There are various practical evidences to prove, that
the education of the country is imperfect and faulty.
The pursuite of fishing and lumbering, to which so large
a portion of the population devote themselves, furnish
a strong proof that education has not yet taught the
community its true interests, nor instructed it to ap-
ply to the most profitable branches. None but a po-
pulation in a low state of mental culture, would addict
itself generally to-occupations, adverse to health, op-
posed to comfort, and little caleulated tc develope the
real energies of a country. [Economists are wont to
place a community of hunters, at the foot of the so-
cial scale, a community of shepheras follows next
in their system, a community of woodsmen and fish-
ers, if higher, are but a shade more advanced than
these last. These two occupations hold out excite-
ment and enterprise, to the hardy but unlettered youth
of these coasts, and caught by the fuscination,they be-
come unable to apply themselves to the steady, calm,
and more improving pursuits of agriculture. Thug,
though these parts of the province have been long set-
tled, much of the best territory is butlittle improved,
and of the inferior soils,large portions are 11 a state of
nature. Numbers of the youth are annbally swept a-
way, by the fevers of the West Indies,and the casual-
ties of the sea. Numbers more lead a comfortless
axigtence, as fishermen and lumbereis, and there are
compnm:&ely few, who settle down to elicit the pow-
ers of the soil, and to taste the sober enjoyments of ru-
ral life. :

The usual argument employed to justify these pro-
ceedings is, that farming requires capital, and that
muchof the soil will not repay the expense of culiure.
Thie most direet aud tangible answer to this, is the fuct,
that even tn the ledsl fertile districts along these coasts,
such us those of Yarmouwth and Shelburne, the portion of
#he populalion, which is in the most prosperous condition,
ts that portion wiich appliss itself steadily to the cultiva
Lion of the sotl. 3

Let the teachers
of the adjoining quarters, be drafied froni this semi-
nary, and let the inbabitants of such districts be taught
not to expect ateacher from the central institution,
unless they are fully prepared to award him arespee-
table position anil a comfortable maintenunce.. "Fhe
benefits that would accrue from such a system,are al-
most incalculable. The parent seminary would be
strengthened, by including within it the materials for
the future education of the vicinity.. The youth of the
district. wonld be stimulated by the prospect of a lite-
rary career, held out to the most deserving: The
views, as 10 education and its functionaries, would be
elevated and expanded. The country would rear its
own improvers, and a system efficient; but not com-

gainstignorance and its hateful brood.. Semething of
this kind is being organized in this quarter.. An in-
telligent teacher has been procured.. a respectable
grammar school,‘which, though but a few days old,
numbers 44 pupils, has been set on foot—two or more
yowths, already -think of devoting themselves to the
career of tuition; three or four neighbouring districts,
{have caught the infection, and.are thirsting for like
institutions. The resuits will demonstrate, whether
the scheme be chimerical or no. ¥n the meauntime,
I submit the project to the friends of education in
these provinces, and I shall be happy to listen to
their strictures, on what may seem to them faulty,
to benefit by their suggestions, or to take encourage-
ment from their sympathy and co-operation.
