“.* A most interesting decision has just haen
repdered by Judge Wallace in the United
States Distriet Court at New York, in the case
of W. . Gebbard agaiust the Canada Southern
Railway Company. Thoe suit was brought to
recover on certain bonds issued by the Railway
Company which the owner had refused to ex-
change for other bouds at a lower raie ol interest
issued in accordance withan Act of Parliament
of the Dominion of Canada, passed in 1878,
which Act declared that the assent of. boud-
holders should be decmed to have been given to
sich substitution. Judge Wallace rendered his
decision in favor of the plaintif'in the following
terse and pointed language: “1f any ‘one
of our States had passed sach na Act as the
one under consideration it would have been
the duty of the Courts of that State to treat
it a3 an unlawtul exercise of power, wn.ad
certiinly it cannot be expacted that this Court
would tolerate legislation by foreign States
which it would not sanction if passed here, and
which, if allowed to operate, would seriously
prejudice the rights of the States. * * * ¢
Comity can ask no recognition of such foreign
legislution; and the case falls under the quali-
fiewtions of the general rule, which prescribes
that, when foreign law is repugaant to the fun-
damental principles of lex fors, it will be
ignored” Tt may ba assumed that the ease will
hardly. rest here but will next appear in the
Supreme Court of the United States.

UNITED STATES.

The first colton factory in the United
States was erectedin 1790 at Pawtucket,
Rhode Island ; the first factory at Lowell
was built in 1822, and in 1841 the Eastern
States had invested in cotton manufac-
tures a capital of $40,612,084." In 1850
the number of factories had increased to
213 were in Massachusetts,
"OS in Pennsylvania, 158 in RRhode Island
and 128 in Connecticut. The total capital

invested ut that date was nearly $75,000,--

000, and- tize number of bands employed
was close on 100,000 The value of the
entire product for that year was about
$62,000,000. In the New England States
alone in 1861 lhere were nearly 4,000,000
spindles in operation, equal to an average
of 1,270 spindles to every thousand in-
habitants. . In 1875 there were in oper-
ation in the United States 875 cotton mills,
containing 9,500,000 spindles, consuming
576,742,750 1bs. of cotton annually, which,

if manufactured into goods at 34 yards to
the 1b., would amount to nearly two billion
yards of cotton, being 480 yards for each
head of the population—provided nono
was exported. In the year ending July
1st, 1878 the total consuming power oftho
world in round numbers was as follows:

In 1875, a,ccox‘duw to the evidence given
by Gen. G. H. Nye before the Depression
Committee, there were only four cotton
mills deserving the name in- Canada.
These were running 60,000 spindles, con-
suming 3,383 bales of cotton, or about
1,573,000 lbs., which, if manufactured into
34 yard goods, would amount to 5,505,500
yards, or somewhat less thana yard and a
half per head of the population. As &
proof of the reliability of such evidence,
it is shown by the tables of trade and nav-
\dgation that we imported that year ex-
actly 3,778,109 Ibs. of raw cotton, but the
gallnnb Geneml, who became in his own
person a practical illustration .that his
caleulations were faulty, proi:ably meant
the quantity made into piece goods ; but
even in this he must have been astray.

To show liow erroneous ave some of the
estimates lately published by a local even-
ing paper, as to the consumption per head,
and by the Toronto Globe in its criticism
of - those. estimates, we quote from the
public documents for 1875, the first year in
which the imports of cotton goods into
Canada are classified :

If we estimate the average value per
yard of the two first items of the forego-
ing table at 10 cents, which we are fairly
entitled to do by the returns for 1877 and
1878, making due allowance for the differ-
ence in prices, we find the total quantity
of bleached and unbleached, printed and
colored goods imported that year amount
to 52,153,550 yards, of which nearly 25,
000,000 yards were ¢ bleached and un-
bleached.” In that year the imports of
raw cotton were 3,778,109 1bs., which, had
it all been manuiactured into piece goods,
would produce over 12,000,000 yards.
According to the estirmate made by the
Globe of thirty yards per head of popula-
tion, in which there was no allusion to
goods other than those in the first item
of the foregoing iable, the total importa-
tion added to the home manufacture
should foot up 120,000,000 yards,

To come down to 1877 we find that of
the 17,000,000 yards imported, over 12,
000,000 were from the United States; and
of the 31,000,000 yards of prints and col-
ored goods, 14,755,000 were received from
the same source. The total value of these
goods, including a few small importations
from France and Germany, was $3,960,-
246. - The total of cotton goods for 1877
amounted to $7,406,060.

The impports of raw cotton for 1878
swélled up to 7,243,413 lbs., but, inaking
every allovance, we cannot make any
reasonable approach to the Globe’s esti-
mate of thirty yards per head of popula
tion.

BEET SUGAR AND THE REVENUL.

The Iamilton Spectator is of opinion
that our view of the question, which we
have prefixed to these remarks, is ¢ very
superficial,”” because, he states, it does
“not follow thut less revenue would be col-
«fected if the duties were removed from
“sugar altogether.! The reference to
England, where the Spectator states sugar

is on the free list, is, in our opinion, un-

fortunate, England hasno protective du-
ties, and her inland revenue very largely
exceeds that derived from customs. Her
customs revenue is, in round figures, one
hundred millions of dollars, while about
two hundred and thirty millions are ob-
tained from excise, stamps, taxes, and
income tax. There were such difliculties
in the way of arranging sugar duties,

s0 as to avoid protection, that it was at -

last deemed better to abolish them alto-
gether. At present the customs duties
in Great Britain are obtained from a few
leading articles of consumption, such as
wine and spirits, tobacco, tea and coftee.
Our circumstances are wholly different,
and the Spectator may rest assured that
the Minister of Finance would not find it
$0 ensy, as he seems to imagine, to find a
substitute for the sugar duties.

If the promoters of the beet sugar in-
dust.ry really believe that they can make

sugar from beets cheaper than it can be
:myorl-ed, is it reasonable that they

‘should be enormously protected for a

number of years? But the Spectator
cices the, case of the boot and shoe
manufacture as analogous, and thus raises
the whole question of protective duties.
Without goinginto that question, we shall
acmit for argument sake, what even the
Minister of Finance is not prepared to do,
shat the tariffis perfect, and shall answer
whe Spectator with  reference 'to the
minutacture which he has cited. DBoots
ard shoes are charged a duty of 25 per
cent, ad valoren, but leather of various
deseriptions pays 10, 15, and 20 per cent.,
s0 that the protection to the manufacture
of boots and shoes cannot be estimated at
more than from 10 to 15 percent. Now
wa contended in our former article that,
inasmuch as a duty on sugar was indis-
pensable for revenue purposes, an excise
duty must be levied on beet sugar not to

i England.

in France. -We have not raised the
question of {free imports, but we ave
bound to admit that the Spectator has
furnished some powerful arguments
against the present tarifl’ in his remarks
on the effect of the protective duties on
boots and shoes, agricultural implements,
cottons and tweeds, &c. lle is’ also un-
fortunate in his reference to wheat. - The
free trade theory is that the farmer wants
no protection, and would be better oft
with, strictly revenue duties as levied in
Anything move illogical than
the Spectator’s remarks on the effect of.
the diversion of industry caused by the
introdluction of the cultivation of beeb for
the manufacture of sugar we have never
read. ITe states, first, that it would
take 60 to 100 factorvies to supply the
Dominion with sugar. It would certainly
take the larger number, as it would re-
quire about 800,000 tons of beets to pro-
duce the quantity of sugar consumed in
the Dominion, anf eight thousand
would be a fair average for a factory.
But the Spectator aflivms that this
quantity of sugar could be produced,
“ nor would there be the slighest falling
“oft of production in any other depart-
“ment of industry. As many bushels o
“wheat would be raised, as many ecattle
“would be fattened, then as now ;
“the places of those who abandoned
“wheat growing to begin beet culture
“ being quickly filled.” OF course if we
get fresh immigrants to cultivate new
land the products of the Dominion will
be increased, but the question for con-
sideration is whether it is wise to divert
the industry of . our farmers from the
growth of wheat, the raising of cattle and
other industries to the culture of beet
under a rninous system of protection.
The great fallacy of the Spectator, and of
those of kindred views, is that they under-
value all foreign trade, and believe that
the wealth of the country is increased by
producing .everything at lome. The
Spectator, when referring to the five or
six millions of dollars paid for sugar,
which, according to his idea, would be
saved if beet sugar to an equal amount
were produced in the country, forgets that
the tive or six millions of dollars must be
paild by the products of our industry.
Two millions we send direct to the British
West Indies, from which we tako only
£600,000 in revurn. If our aggregate im-
ports of sugar exceed our direct exports,
in payment, we shall export to other
markets. -1f we make our sugar at home
we shall most assuredly export less of our
domestic products, and of those products

tons
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agricultnral, including animals and their
produce, are by far the largest, being
about $32,000,000 out of an aggregave of
65 millions. The Spectator really seems
to imagine that the aggregate wealth of
the people would be increased by the
amount of the product of this new indus-
try, and that, consequently,the Minister of
Finance woulkl be enabled to find a mode
of making * the individual holders of the
wealth ”’ contribute in some other way
the amount of the present sugar duty.
T'he Spectator has no right to speculate
on new immigrants to add to the wealth
of the conntry; he must deal with the
present papulation. Is it wise to divert
industry from its present employment to
one which will only be undertaken at a
loss of 2} millions to the revenue? If the
revenue can be dispensed with, why not
at once reduce the sugar duties to 50
cents the 100 lbs,, and then, if it is found
profitable to cultivate and manufacture
beet, there will- be little ohjection,
although in England even the moderate
protection we have named would not be
granted, dnd consequently there have
been no beets grown in the United King-
dom for conversion into sugar.. The
Spectator has had the diseretion to avoid
all allusion to our remarks on the recent
professed desire to encourage trade with
the West Indies and Brazil. We confess
that we fail to discover that the question
of a prohibitory liquor law has any bear
ing whatever on the sugar question. In
that case the argument is that the coun-
try would add to its wealth by the preven
tion of wasteful expenditure, and could,
therefore, bear increased taxation on other
articles, but this has no bearing on sugar,
the consumption of which no one has
proposed to diminish.

CANADA GUARANTER COMPANY.

The "annual report of this company,
which will be found in another part of
this number, does not differ in general
character from previous reports, though
prosenting, perhaps yet more clearly
defined than of wont, the distinguishing
features of conservative and careful
management. The new business for the
year ending December 3lst, 1879, was
1,301 proposals received, of ‘which 203
were declined, not proceeded with, or are
still held under advisement, leaving 1,008
accepted applications against which bonds
were issned, guaranteeing in the nggregate
the sum of $1,310,850, and drawing into
the coftfers of the company an annual
premium amounting to $13,069.25. The
total business in force at the date of the
report was 3,432 bonds, guarantecing
$4,663,500, and bringing in a revenue of
£45,123. 'T'o this amount is added $5,680.-
18, making the total annual income now
stand at $50,803.18.

The statemenls submitted show . the
balance carried over from the previous
year to have been $110,046.53, and the
gross revenue for the year $53,272.93,
making a total of $163,319.46.  From this
amount is deducted for working expenses,
losses, dividends, and sundry items, the

sum of $£37,671.61, leaving an apparent
balance of $125,647.85 to be carried over
to the new year. Out of this sum pro-
vision is made for paid up capital, $51,380;
claims under consideration, $25,000 ; sun-
dry anticipated disbursements, $4,392.08,
and premiums in hand but not yet earned,
$13,308.10 ; making a total of $94,041.08,
and leaving a net surplus to the credit of
reserve account ol S31,003.77. The gross
ultimate resources of the company for the
security of those holding its bonds are
placed at §19:4,168.24,

The dirvectors point to the fuct that
during the seven years in which the com-
pany has been in business 461 applica-
tions for gnarantee have been rejected,
and, under their system of periodieal
revision, 320 accepted cases have been
disecontinued on the ground of forfeiture
of the company’s confidence. Thislatter
statement of fact should certainly be re-
aarded as the strongest indication of
watchful and cautious management. )

In referénce to the considerable amount
appropriated for outstanding claims,
(£25,000)i6 was submitted that the record
of the. company showed that only two
suits had been pressed against it for the
recovery of sums guhranteed, and in each
instance judgment had been given in
favor of the company so decisively as - to
leave no room for appeal.

The good measure of success which the
company has attained was attributed in
large part to the efficient management of
My, IEdward Rawlings, who, together with
the directors and other oflicers, was the
recipient of a vole of thanks from the
meeting before which the report was pre-
sented.

— A meeting of the shaveholders of the Me-
chanies Banle was leld in this city on Monday
last, according to announcement, 1o receive the
report of the Committee appointed to revise n
previous estimate of the assets of the Bauk with
a view to increasing, if deemed expedient, the
tentative offer of $90,00¢ for the cstate and its
linbilitizs as alrendy published. The Commit-
tee veported briefly that, aftera careful, thorough
serntiny of the assets, its several members were
inclined rather 1o reduce than increase previous
estimntes, and  that, therefore, on the basis of
valuation the offer in question conld not he im-
proved. Butsome stockholders were discover-
ed to be better able to share the bardens of lin-
bitity than ha:d been” supposed, and - these had
expressed n willingness to join in the purchase
plan if by so doing all litigntion might be done
away with.” Through this promised addition
to its resources the committee was enabied to
raise their offer to $100,000, payable in instal-
ments, as before proposed, one-third cash, one-
third at six momhs and one-third at twelve
months. Remarks were made by sharcholders’
and'creditors pointing out the delay. worry, ex-
pense and uncertain issue of litigation which
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muat ensue if & compromise settlement were not
agreed upon, and generally advoeating accept-
ance of the plan submitted. It will be remem-
bered that the nssignee,! Mr. Court, excepted: to
the first offer of the Committee on the ground
that the assets were in his judgment much more
valnable than estimated.

The total amount of business on the books
of the Company is less than that at this time
Inst year, chicfly owing to. the cessation of two
Banks, and the withdrawal of the Cuompany
from a large number of risks which, on re-
vision, it wus found were notv continuing up to
the stwdard qualifying * them for the Com-
pany’s confidence.

The losses paid by the Company during the
year are above the average in smount. The

total claims paid 10 this date amount to $106,-
600,

Every equitable c¢laim has Dbeen promptly
paid. There are a few ontstanding: claims
awaiting the usual requirements as 1w proofs,
and there are others which the Directors con-
sider are not such as should Le admitted by the
Uompany ; in reference to these the Dircctors
would say that, whilst at all times times de-
sirous of treating in a liberal manner all claims
which appear reasonable, they feel thatin the
interest of all concerned in the proper conduct
of the Company, its resources should not be
applied to sutisfy unjustifisble demands. It inay
not be sut of place here to state that the Com-
pany has only been forced to defend itself
against claims before the Courts on two oc-
casions, aud in eachease the judgment has been
so decisively given against the claimant as to
leave no question for appeal. :

The Divectors feel that were they to pay all
calls made upon the Gompany, without due
investigation, they would not be doing justice
to thost transacting business with it on'a legi-
timate basig, and, morcover, much higher rates
would be requisite in order to produce a suffi-

431,008 77

cient income and prudent reserve, whereas it
has been and will continue to be a primary
abject, by care in the selection of risks and
diserimination in the treatment of claims, to
reduce the charge to the insured to' the lowest
rate practicably, and the Directors feel that they
will be endorsed and upheld not only by the
shareliolders, but by all who transact business
with the Company, in the course which they
may adapt in defenee of the combined interests
involved.

Notwithstanding, however, the doubtful cha-
racter of some of the outstanding claims, the

. Directors eannot in prudence ignore them in

their estimates, and it will be seen that the sum
ot $25,000 has, in the mesantime, been set against
the assets for this item. This appears a heavy
sum to set apart amongst the liabilities, but, as
the Board auticipate that o large part of the
claims composing it will not be ultimately sus-
tnined, there will doubless be much of the
approprintion revert io the credit of the Com-
mnny,

! The Directors believe that, beyond ihe mere
payment of losses, the operations of the Com-
puny have done and are still doing a valuable
work in the interest of not only Employers but
the public generally, by the spplication of the
means which they have at their command for
the prevention of the appointment of unworthy

persons to positions of trust, and by the protec- !

tion which the Compnay is thus in a pasition
to alford those who avail themselves of its
facilities.

They would point to the fact that, during the
}m t seven years, they have rejected in all no
ess than 461 applicants for guarantee in posi-
tions of trust, whilst under their periodical
revisicns they have withdrawn {rom 320 cases
a3 not being entitled to & coutinuance of the
Company’s ~ confidence, thus alfording good
evidence of the value of the Company’s system
as n protection to Bmployers against losses
which they might otherwise have sustained,

Sonus to Insured.—The apportionment of
rebate or bonus on .the premiums of those
Ofticers of Institutions whose term of existence
on the books and other requirements hve been
fulfilled will be repeated the ensuing year.

The number to participate. will be this year’

considerably increased, and the Directors hope
that their action in the matter will render the
Company’s popularity more extended, and be
the means of' each member so interesting him-
sell in its welfare, that the permanence of the
bonus system miay be maintained,

Dividend to Stockholders.—The return of 8
per cent. on the paid-up -eapital during the
past yenr is, as on previous oceasions, less than
the interest earned on the investments of the
Company. The geoeral funds of the Company
are thercfore not encroached upon for this pur-
pose.

Re-adjustment of Capital.—The Directors have
for sume time past bad under their consideration
the placing ot the capital nccount on a more
satisfactory basis by the substitution of an issue
of’ equal amount of new stock in place of the
double liability of shareholders now existing.

Notice 'has been given of an application to
Parlinment to this eifect, and the Directors now
ask the sanction of the shareholders 1o the pro-
posed amendment of the Company's charter.

In conclusion, the Dircctors believe that they
need only point to the sieady onward progress
of the Company and to the prompt settlement
of all equitable” claims, which have ensured for
the Cumpany the confidence of all the govern-
ments as well as of the banking, railway and
commercial interests in the Dominion, in evi-
dence of its acknowledged nsetulness, and the
high estimation in which itis held by all classes
of the community, and they trust thatin carry-
ing out the same principles in the future which
have characterized its operatious in the past
such estimation and confidence will in no de-
gree be diminished.

K The pircctors desire to record their apprecia-
tion of 1he valuable services rendered by the
several local boards and the agents of the
Company during the past year, '

The whole of .the “Directors retire, -but are
eligible for re-election.

The President, in moving the adoption of the
report, referred to the suceessful progress of the
Company, notwithstanding the  wide-spread
and unprecedented depression of the past five
yenrs and the great increase in the number of
defaleations which had occurred. in almost
every department of comimerce during the past
vear especially, and in which, as a matter of
conrse, this Company was more or less in-
volved. .

They would see that whilst the business on
the books was somewliat less than last year,
the losses paid were more, and at the closing of
the books a large amount was put in. the
estimates for ciains outstanding and under
consideration, some of which the Company
would probably be liable for, whilst others he
thought not.

He quite concurred in the beliel expressed in
the report that in the interests of all concerned,
the Directors should be careful that all claims
made are properly investigated, and substan-
tinted before thé Company’s funds were applied
in pryment of them. '

The Company was not litigiously inclined—
quite the reverse—they at all’ times wished to
expedite and fucilitate the payment of just and
reasonable c¢laims, and in no case did they hase
their defence of & claim on feehnical grounds,
as he regretted had been wrongly nlleged by
presumably interested partics ontside; the best
evidence they could give of this was that the
proportion of clajims contested was under 4 per
cent of claims made—and that the only two
cluims which had so far been earried before the
Courts had been deeided upon their merits
against the clnimants, as stated in the repor.

It was to be regretted that there was neces-
sity for legal measures at all, but it was o moat-
ter of almost impossibility, with a business now
so extensive as that of this Company, to avoid
ocensionally ‘being subject. to them; in faet,
some claimants had actually accompanied their
first application for indemnity with an intima-
tion of immediate suit if not- paid at once! le
thought, however, the Company should certrin-
Iy not pay an unjust-or unestablished claim,
simply for the reason of avoiding the publicity
of o suit. The reputation of the Company for
the honorable and liberal treatment of all claims
coming before them was, he thought, satisfac-

-orily established, and he'believed that the pub-

lie, as well as the shareholders, felt full countid-
ence in the good faith, as well as the diserimin-
ation of the Executive of this Company in this
respect. - .

The adoption of the report, being seconded
by Mr. Johin Rankin, was carried uuanimously.

The president thanked the meeting on behalf
of the directors, and, in handing to the manager
the resolution ot the meeting on behalf of him-
self and the staff, said that he had very great
pleasure in adding thereto the.expressions of
his own and the directors - endorsement of its
contents. -He need hardly say that to the ex-
perienced management of Mr. Rawlings was
miinly due the past success and preseit very
satisfactory position of the Company.

‘Mr. Rawlings expressed -his. gratifieation at
the vote of the meeting, and the kind and
fiattering words of the president. The Com-

-

pany bad gone through seven yems with what
might be considered a progressively successful
experience, notwithstunding the ~connmercial
disturbances nud numerous defleations which
had oceurred tharein, The associntivns between
himselt and the directors 'had, he was gratified
1o say, always been of thie most cordial nature ;
and it was 1in no small degree owing to this
united clement in the execurtive that the Com-
pany's afluirs were in the satistactory condition
they are to-day both jn relativus to the share-
holders and the public.  He fully shared in the
opinion of the president that, notwithstanding

Midwinter dulness, although a condition for
which nearly all teades are fully prepared, has
not supervened without giving rise to some
mensure of distrust as to the reality of the
revival of business with which the full closed.
Opinions are easily gathered here and there
that “ the thing huas been overdone ;” that
prices were carried too high; that the notion
that prosperous times were nbout to set in again
with the suddenness of 2 jack-in-the-box was
but the veflection of over-snngnine tempera-
ments, easily carried nway by the impressions
of the moment, and that however much of the
late activity might be nccounted genuine, by
far the larger part had airendy been proved
fictitions. Cloudy outgivings of this kind are
always to be had for the asking, but just now
they seem prevalent o an extent. to ‘call for
meation in any faithful report of the local
markets. The data upon which they are baged
seem indeed to be somewhat meagre, but not by
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any means entirely wanting. The very great
decline in wheat, the reactionary spirit in the
provision market, the outcome of late shipments
of fruit, the slow condition of the dry goods

. trade, toppiness in some deseriptions of lenther,

and willingness in one or two lincs of trade
to mest buyers at old prices—these might all be
cited in support of the view prezented, awl are
not Incking in force, but they do not describe
the whole  situntion. Speaking generally,
hardware, hides and the branch  activitics,
leather and boots aud shoes, groceries, pro-
visions, waol, and even wheat and {lour are one
and all Grmly waintained at very much better
prices. than a year ago; the record of
actual business do e season for season is cer-
tainly largely in favor of the present one, while
as to the outlook, taking into considertion the
state of trade abroad, and especinlly in the
United States, to which country the revival is
chiefly traced, no comparison need be instititted,
The markets are indisputably dall just now and
in some instances fiat, but in this there is no-
thing unseasoable or rightly- fitted to dissipate
hopeful aod confident views of the busivess si-
tuation.  The featires of the week are, in
hardware, further advances, in provisions, an
casier feeling and decline in butter, and in lea-
ther some tempering of recently reported
strength. - Money remaius at 5 and G per cent.
for call and time loans, and 7 per ceut. rate of
discount. Sterling exchange is quoted dull, at
8 for 60-day bills between banks and 83 for the
ordinary counter demand. On the Stock FEx-
change o somewhut lurger business than usual
of laie is recorded, with free speculntive denl-
ings in Montreal Telegraph, The movement of
prices has been varinblie within a range of about
two per cent., resulting in no discoverable ad-
vantage to either bull or beur. “The following

was expeeted,. -

Dry Goons.—The trade is in a hopeful aud
even confident state with regard to sales of
spring . goods, and weli it may be, forin very
many {nstances wholesalers could not replace
roods at the fignres at which their travellers
nre now offering them, to say nothing of profit.
While adinitting that this course ismost unwise,
it is cluiwed to be compulsory if custom is to
be retuined, so active and eager is competition.
A leading honse has just concluded to withdraw
samples of Canndian tweeds now offering below
replicement cost, and hold the goods in stock
until aetunlly sought, on the theory that with-
holding goods from the market oftentines has
wmore stimulating ellect upon buyers than of-
feving them cheap. It is apparent that theve is
still widespread skepticisin as to the perma-
nency of the Inte rise in prices. Raw cotton is
supposed to have gone up mostly if not entire-
Iy on speculation, and manufactures have been
put up, as many will have it, not so much with
a view 10 sccuring higher prices as to create the
belief that the old prices are low, and in this
way deaw the trnde into more eager buying.
This view of the situation is fostered by the
practice adverted to of selling below replace-
ment cost. 1t would be surprising if - coun-
try merchant should not question the true in-
wardness of the rise when, as we ard divectly in-
formed is the case, they find themselves able to
buy at the old prices.just the sameas if no change
whatever had been made in price lisis. Al the
same, the view of" the situntion which is here pre-
sented secms 1o us a very superficial and short-
sighted one, The rise in cotton in Liverpool and
New York is o fixed and indisputable fact, and
the ery of excessive speculation, however well
founded it might have been months ngo, would
seem to be'withont any good basis now when
futures command 6o unusual premivm over
spot cotton, and market veports trom the great
cotton c.\'cimngcs fail to note any ubnormal
eondition of speculation. Whether cotton is
not now higher than the known and probable
conditions of supply and demand may warrant
is an open question, but that the present price
is artificinlly upheld is & mere assumption for
which we find no good endorsement of facts,
In the meantime, prices are still moving up, and
we have this week to report lc advance in Ho-
chelaga yarns to 26¢, and a like advance in
Parks & Son’s, New Brunswiclk mills, as fol-
lows: White Yarn, 26ec; Colored, 36¢3 White
Warp, 28¢; Colored, 38c.

Druaes axn. Cuesicats.—There has not heen
much enquiry for goods during the past week,
and prices are nominally unchanged, although
there i3 very little disposition on part of hold-
ers of stock to press their goods on the market.
With the advancing prices in England, and a
healthy demand from Europe and the United
States, there is every prospect of fnll prices
heing mainiained. . Consnmers here are making
contracts now for spring and summer delivery,
and have to pry 25 per cent. to 50 per cent. ad-
vance npon prices prevailing last fuil, Lhis will
of course react upon the goods they produce,
prices of which will have {o be raised.

Fisi,—The January dullness is now giving
way to seasonnble activity, and the outlook for
business from present indications is fuir,

Frour axp Guaix.—Business is reported in
Canada Spring Wheat No. 2 a1 $1.32 and $1.33,
a decline of about 3¢ from the preceding sales.
The tone of the market is not so wenk as this
sudden fall would suggest, since the transac-
tions have taken place in response to the rally
reported from Chicago, and denote 'a willing-
ness on the part of buyers that was eniirely
wanting during the panicky decline. In Chi-
engo, after touching on Suturday $1.15, a point
20¢ below the highest reached during the wild
advance in December, a sharp reaction set in,

quickly developing into & pronoanced rally, by

which a rise of G¢ was established up to the

close of business on Wednesday: ' The entire
movement is attributed to the Keene clique, the
mantgrer of which is credited by rumor. with
having agents in the London, Liverpool, Mar-
seilles »nd Bordeaux murkets, buying up wheat
at these points with all dilizence.” An improved
tone in these foreign markets is tunkeu as con-
firmatory of this view, though it well might be
that it is the origin of the story rathier than the
result of the conjeetured action. Thebull party,
whatever its resources, cannot but be hard press-
ed with difficulties and disappointments, and
any such wmadeap undertaking as furcing up-
ward the markets of the world by extending
operations to every weak point, would indicate,
not confidence and strength, but the weakness
of desperation.  More ‘likely, it would seem,
thiet nruse hns been resoried to, and that orders
to ¢ bid vigoronsly, buyiug as little as possi-
ble,” have been cirenlnted abroad, A large
short interest nnturally grew up with the de-
cline, and this has given thebulls & strong lever,
which they have apparently used with great
skill in propping up the market and belaboring
the weaker or more timid bears. The general
situation, outside of this great speculative
movement, is unchanged, save that the decline
on this side is tending 1o remove the blockade,
and restore normal conditions of supply and
demand, It remains to be seeri how far the
rally will serve to postpone this event. The
prices in_Chicago for February delivery at the
close of business daily have Lieen as follows’:

32,75 to $3.00. Bl the market is largely
over-supplied, and the froit, owing to the warm
fall weather, is not keeping well, so that ship-
ments have to be hurried forward. Some 1200
barrels have been shipped this week, mostly by
way of Portland, for the English markét, on
consignment, this being the only ontlet for the
excessive supply.  Oranges arequite plentiful, -
and are quoted as low as $5.50 per case, some
dealers asking $6.00. The Sarmatian is to
bring nearly 'if not quite 1000 boxes. The
demand for this fruit is not inactive, but hardly
keeps pace with the very free arrivals. Lemons,
which have been scarce throughout the fall
and winter, are still so reported, and are vari-
ously quoted from S6 10 $7.50 per ecase.

Horg.—The market is quite flut, and the tone
wenk. Sales of some 13 bales have been effected
since last report at prices not transpiring. The
inference is drawn from this triting demand
that some of the smaller consumers have reached
the point of iinmediate waut, but there are yet
no indications that the large brewers, who are
counted upon to tbsorb present stocks, are
appronching a similar stage in their operations.
The entire stock in this market of 1his year's
crop, outside of that in brewers bands, ‘as to
which nothing is known, is éstimated. by a
party whose opportunities of forming a relinble
opinion are of the very best at not over 200
bales, to which perhaps50 bnles might be added
for yearlings, making the total stock about 250
bales. This marken is so directly affected by
New York that we deem it proper to make the
following extract from the Comm reial Hulletin
in order thnt all interested parties may he ad-
vised of the openly proclaimed gquestionable
character of the circular infurmation coming
from that centre. - The circular referred to has
been cited as an authority on the hop market,
and we are disposed to believe has not been
without effect in giving color to this market.
The Bulltin says: There is o very steady
tone displayed by holders generally, bids of 37¢.
to 38c. for stricily choice stock failing to find
sellers, while proportionnte prices are: stlso re-
fused for best medinms, The demand isnot at all
brisk, however, but .in preference to -muking
more thao slight concession holders seem satis-
fied to await the spriog demand. The last
literary production of the assumed regnlator.of
the bop market hus created n general disgust
among the trade. The assertions made leaving

the inference that a decline of 3 to 5c. per
pound in prices had taken place are wholly in-
consiStent with the true state of affairs,  Al-
ready there i3 a movement towards issuing a
cireular for publication, denouncing the misre-
presentation, and the most prominent firms have
promised that their signatures will be appended.
Wells' last circulnr was not a representation of
the market, It was merely & ruse to frighten
growers and to atiract consignments.

Thisarrange-
ment is generally regarded as moro sutisfuc-
tory by the trade, and would certainly seem to
be demanded by equity, since goods varying
from 6 lbs to 20 lba. in weight ought not w
pay a like fixed charge for inspection. . No new
wmensures have been adopted to secure compli-
ance with this regulation of & pro ratn
charge, and thereis clearly no greater difficulty
in the way of absolute evasion or rather disre-
gard of inspection than before, but possibly
now that an avowedly just system has been
adopted there will be no further occasion for
complnrint on this score. It is thought that
when . this new arrangement becomes fuirly
established, if found to work well, as there
seems every probability will be the case, its

operation will be extended to hides, where o

like occasion for reform exists.

Lusser.~Owing to the very light demand at
present from city and country cusiomers, prices
in the city yards nre not asregular astheincreas-
ed cost of new stock would warrant. The ad-
vance at the manufacturers is fully 20 per cent.,
and on special sides and select qualities rather
more, Should the demand from the States con-
tinue, of which there is little doubt, all the dry
merchantable lumber will be worked off before
the new lumber is fit for use, a -state of things
that has not occurred for many years. Almost
all the Dankrupt stocks which have been
thrown on the market during the last five years
have been cleaned up, and consuiuers now will
have to pay full prices. Hard wood trade is
dull, there being little, if any, shipped from this
city. ' ‘I'be entire cut for the Dominion of Can-
ada for the winter is estimated - at 1500,000,000
feet.  These figures seem very large, but they
lose some of this sceming when set over against
the ‘product of the single State of Michigan

Shipments are still making of
the speculative lots bought up a week to o tort-
night ago, which on their way across the At-
lantic will have the companionship of very free
consignments from New York, The quantity
of butter aflont is exceptionnally large, and
should meet with a decidedly fiem market
abroad, it its arrival is to be without depressing
eflect. The Iatest English advices are favorable,
cold weather having .set in ngain if prolonged,
this change will doubtless give the market the
biag and tone of which, fur holders' interests,
there was growing need. Apart from conti-
nuing interest in ventureg already made, the
local market is quite dull and flat.  Tight tran-
sactions only are reporied, and these, as the
week hag advanced, at receding tigures.  Small
luts of Brockville found & market early in the
week at 22¢, but purchases have since been
make at 20¢; and a nominal change similar in
churacter hag taken plice in other sclections.
