‘The- Geruuu; people have not dwol-
oped into a nation, they have - heen
squeezed intu the mold of ‘a nation. The
nation is not for the people, the peo-
ple are for the nation, o v’ Pﬂoa Col-
ler in Scribner's.

Of course, in every mtlon, “’l af-
falrs are, and must be, conducted by
officials. That is'as true ‘of America as/
of German. The fundamental ‘differ-
ence is that with us these official per-'
sons fre executive officers only,the reaf’
captain is the péople; while in Ger-
many these official persons are the real
governors of the people, subject to the
commands of one who repeatedly and
jpublicly asserts that his commission
is from God and not from the people.
This puts whole classes of the com-
munity permanently  into uniform, and
the wearers of these uniforms are al-
most afraid to laugh, and would con-
sider it sacrilege to.. P.

Caution is a very puny form of mor-
ality. “He that observeth the wind shall
not sow; and he that regardedth the
clouds shall not. reap.” It is” as true
politically. as of other sphem of life
that “he or she whao lets the world or
his own portion of it choose his plan of
life for him has no need of any other
faculty than the ape-like one of imita-
tion.” Thus writes John Stuart Mill,
and what else can be said of the po-
litical activities of the Germans?

[ The large, lofty bedchambers and cor-
ridors of the hotels make it just pos-
sible to live in rooms that have double
windows sealed with putty, which are
never opened from the beginning of
winter till the spring thaw is In the
alr. As there are no open fires, the
only ventilation is from the slightly
better air of the corridors. A framed
notice on the wall informs the visitor
of all the privileges he is graciously
permitted to pay extra for, among
them the joy of being clean at the rate
of ten copecks for a jug of hot water,
or B0 copecks for a bath; but the
greatest mystery of all was a samovar
at 25 copecks. In time it was discov-
ered that your true Russian, having
a taste for much tea, or, rather, warm
refreshment, rings for a lighted sam-
ovar, and prepares his own beverage,
if he is not fortunate enough to pos-
gsess a wife to do it for himi. With the
lady managing a fiery, fuming samo-
var, and her lord smoking janumer-
able ®igarets, with perhaps a visitor
to help, one can easlly imagine—not
forgetting the hermetically sealed win-
dows-—the atmosphere in which some
worthby Russians go to bed.

Chicago Schools Will Include

public school social centres of Chicago. ‘
The idea is that of Harry A. Llpsky,f
one of the lecturers at the centres, and
is an admirable one.

He might hdave gone further and|
many of these graduates|
have little spelling to forget.

They may Know all
about the nebular hypothesis, but fre-
quently their orthography is undéni-
ably weak. S

It may be that we do not attach
sufficient importance to spelling in our
greed for more pretentious knowledge.
The “spelling bee,” long out of fashion,
was an indication that spelling, in
other days, was given more attention.

It is just as important -today as
ever, for no man is really well edu-
cated who cannot spell properly, and
if the “spelling bees” will bring a re- {
crudescence of good spelling, they will |
have added much, in an unobtrusive |
way, to the improvement of practical |

To Establish Library of  German
Literature.

As a result of a recent conference be-
tween the Saxon Government, the muni-
cipality of Leipzig, and the Borsenverein
of German publishers and dealers, there
is to be established in Leipzig a library
whereln will be colleeted the whole liter-
ature of the empire, in German and in
{g{seign lenguages, issues from Jan. 1,

Those works begun before 1913 are to
be completed, so far as possible, by the
addition of the.parts which had been

issued earlier. It also planned t0 have
on file in the libr journals in the Ger-
man language and pictorial representa-
tions, with or without writing, pleces of
music and dally papers being excluded.

The project requires only the approval
of the Saxon Landtag, and this will un-
doubtedly be granted, as that body has
already granted a first sum of $35,700.

The buildings will be erected by the
Saxon Government on a sife, embracing
107,640 square feet, donatéd by the City
of Leipzig. The cost. is estimated at
$714,000, and the value of the site is ap-
praised at $119,000. y

Fearful ‘Murder Reécord.

When one thinks of the many extrava-
gances that eharacterize our mational

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FINDING NAMES
" FOR BRITISHNAVY

Literary Names Have Not
Been Used Much For War-
ships—Must Have Rec-

! ord of Past Services.
| No small amount.of interest has
been aroused by the announcement
that Winston Churchill has decided
that the names for the 20 new destroy-
ers ordered for the navy shall be taken
grom the works of Sir Walter Scott
and Shakspere, Florizel, Ivanhoe, Wa-
verley, Rob Roy, Portia, Hotspur, Or-
lando, Rosalind and Viola are some of
the names which have been chosen for
the new fighting ships. ‘
This' is quite a ‘modern innovation,
glho the action of the first lord of the

edmiralty in choosing literary names
for warships is not entirely unprece-
dented. About the middle of the l::t
tentury-there were some revenue ves-
gels called Rob Roy and Lady of the
Lake, while a ‘century ago one or two
Shakspere. names were used, such as

Imogene and Orlando. These, however -

seem to be the only occasions when
literary names were used for warships.

The naming of the British man-of-
war rests with the first Jord of the
edmiralty, altho in some administra-
tions it has beén left to the ‘controller;
@nd there have been times when the
whole board has pronounced upon it
Finally the selection has ‘to be sanc-
tioned and approved by the King. ‘

Occasionally the first lord has in-
dulged in some peculiar fancies when
choosing names  for ‘war vessels, and
called a number of small craft after
his pack of hounds, and the -names
of Bouncer, Pincher, Boxer, Tickler,
and the like have come down to us in
consequence. !

Nearly all' names in the present
;mavy list have a long record of ‘past
sérvices. There have been ' eight
Dreadnoughts, for instance, since 1573.
This was one of the ' compound Eliza-
bethan ship names; but the Dread-
nought is not the oldest mame. The
oldest ship name in the navy list is the
Queen, and there have been five
Queens, since 1232. This aneient name

SWITZERLAND’S
EFFICIENT ARMY

No Standing Army, But Every
Man Is Given Regular Per-
iods of Training—Much
Mobilization.

: The kaiser has come and gone, says
B Zurich letter. He saw and was cen-
vinced. For years he has wanted to see
ithe Republican Militia Army of Switz-
jerland. Finally, he frankly said he
'would like to be invited, and the Swiss
could hardly do otherwise than invite
>.ﬁm. He came—the first crowned head
to pay Switzerland an officlal visit.
*The Swiss are proud of it, excepting,
Yyerhaps, some Socialists.

The kaiser quickly perceived the ef-
fectiveness and efficiency of the wholly
citizen army of Switzerland. With his
usual frankness he spoke words of
Ppraise, which fell pleasantly even upon
Swiss ears, corhing as they did, from
the head of the greatest army in the
{,vvorld.

Mis majesty saw an army organiz-
ied upon a basis which costs $9,000,000
a year, as against $350,000,000, which
he pays for his own military and naval
forces. In the event of war, Switzer-
land would muster about 325,000 train-
ed troops. It is estimated that 40,000
Yyouths of about 16, all exgellent marks-
men, would also volunteer, and that
all told, Switzerland would have more
than 400,000 men for defence.

Military training in Switzerland be-
gine with the sixteenth year, but is
voluntary until 20 is reached. Every
town has its “cadet corps.” - Every
Youth and the vast majority of men
belong to “schuetzen vereins,” When
most boys are still riding hobby horses,
the Swiss boy is already belng taught
which is the business end of a gun,
and that you should never look into
that end.

There is no standing arm y in Switz-
erland. There are, however, several
thousand permanent officers, commis-

ioned and non-commissioned, who are
the “paid {gstructors” The nfimber of
men that these instructors constantly
have under training suffices for all
Peace purposes.

At the age of 30 years, every Swiss
begins military duty. In the infantry
he is trained 66 davs the first time; if
he enters the artillery, 75 days, and
with the cavalry 90 days. He is then
dismissed, and between that time and
his thirty-second year he serves 77
days in 11 periods of 7 days each. The
Swiss average about 180 days’ actual
service and training up to his forty-
eighth year, when military service is
no longer required.

Switzerland can mobilize its army
in less time than any other nation.
This is made possible by the fact that
every man who has served and is sub-
Ject to call, takes his uniform, rifle
snd equipment home with him. Hence
the Swiss army is constantly under
arme. At specified times the equip-
ment is inspected, and it should be said
that the equipment of the regular arm-
fes ‘of Europe are not kept in better
shape than that of the Swiss citizen-
soldier—Brooklyn Citizen.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

The president, Mr. Jghn Galt, addressed the meeting as follows:

I beg to move the-adoption of the report, seconded by Mr. William
Price, of Quebec, and Mr. R. T. Riley of Winnipeg, our vice-presidents.

The financial position and the net profits' of the past year will, I trust,
meet with your approval. The present year marks an epoch in the bank’s
history, and it is, therefore, fitting that I should make a few remarks on the
present position of the bank—its poliey:and the scope of its operations.

On July 1st the head office was removed from the City of Quebec to
the City of Winnipeg. Such an important event: calls for .a revidw of the
progress of the bank in past years and ap‘explanation of the reasons which,
in the opinion of your directors, necessitated this change.

The great growth of our institution is coincident with, and largely due
to the development of the west. The following figures will show how rapid
this'growth has been. % :

On the 31st of May, 1904, only eight and one-half years ago, when the
present general manager took charge, our capital was $2,600,000; reserve
fund, $1,000,000, and total assets, $20,602,110. Today these figures are:
Capital, $5,000,000; reserve fund, $3,300,000, and total assets over $69,-
000,000, or double the capital, over three times the reserve fund, and well
over three times the total assets. The policy of the Union Bank’ has cer-
tainly been consistent. It was the first bank to establish a chain of branches
in the west, and as railways and population spread westward we followed,
and today, west of and including Fort William, we have no less than 187
branches. This policy was criticized in earlier days, but it has since been
adopted by all the large banks, and the resuilts have amply justified it.

We have opened this year a number of new branches, but we can
assure you that this has not been done without careful consideration and a
close examination of local conditions. One not conversant with western
life would find it difficult to realize the change made each year in'a few
months by the incoming thousands of new settlers. Vast areas of vacant
land are brought under cultivation, new lines of railway are built, divisionai
towns established, and villages with stores and hotels spring up with magi-
cal rapidity. To these communities a bank is essential; and one of the
chief merits of our Canadian banking system {s that it lends itself to the
pr?mgt establishment and equipment of branches whenever they are re-
quired.

Mixed Farming.—Too much stress cannot be laid upon the importance
of mixed farming. It insures for the farmer a steady income all year
round, Should his wheat crop be unfit for sale, it can be fed, with other
coarse grains and roots, to his live stock. The world’s demand for -cattle
is increasing, and we should be able to supply not only our own needs, but
also to export on a large scale. 'We must look to our agricultural products
to pay the interest on our obligations, and finally to liquidat® them.

The day will surely come when these vast prairies: will yield their
wealth in fullest measure, but it will not be until we have changed our
present methods, and until farmers realize that mixed farming will pay best
in the long run. The wonderful improvements in farm machinery, especi-
ally the substitution of motor Twer for horse power, has resulted im the
rapid placing of immense areas bf vacant land under cultivation. This has
tempted many to stake their all on the result of one year’s crop in wheat.

The government figures on the crop immediately to the south of ug in
the States of Minnesota, North and South Dakota, and Montana,
year 1812, show an ‘increase of about 25 per cent. this. year over last year.
The total figures for all grain for 1912 amount to about $548,000,000, as
compared with $362,000,000 in 1911. The farmere of these states receive
many millions of dollars in addition for their live stock, pouliry, eggs,
potatoes, creamery products, etc. They have, from experience, realized the
benefits of mixed farming. , /

Speculation in Land.—A good deal has been said about speculation in
land. The increase in land values has added enormously to the assets of
western business, and has to some extent formed a basis for extended credit,
but.this is not felt to be a drawback when the value is real and convertible.
We considef that a business standing which is strengthened and enhanced
by property holdings is entitled to a reasonable enlargement of credit for
legitimate business operations. The danger lies in speculation, and t
bank should, in the futdre, as in the past, set its face steadfastly agaizg
this evil.
