Copenhagen, March 26.»-The Deut­
sche Zeltung of Berlin has published 
a number of letters illustrating the 
attitude of the German emperor and 
the crown prince during the fateful 
days of last November, according to 
a despatch from the German capital.

The emperor wrote to Frederick 
William" on Nov. 9 the following:

“My dear boy: After the court
chamberlain informed me that it 
impossible longer to 
safety at main headquarters and that 
the troops were no longer trustworthy, 
I resolved, after a severe 
struggle, to leave the army, which had 
collapsed, and go to Holland. I ad­
vise you to stick to your post until 
the conclusion of an armistlcr 

"In Berlin two governments, under 
the leadership of Ebert and Lieb- 
kr.se ht, are fighting ag alr.s; each 
other. I hope to see you again in 
happier times.

“Your faithful, 
father,

11 The government refueed his request, 
whereupon thè éroWh prince, In a let- 
ter to Field Marshal von HIndenburg, 
resigned his command, declaring that 
he acted under deep emotion, and after 
a hard Internal struggle against a 
course repugnant to his nature.

In his letter the crown prince pro­
ceeded to justify his attitude against 
those representing him as a war in­
stigator and reactionary. He declared 
he has always taken the standpoint 
that the war. for Germany, was a war 
of defence. He had repeatedly during 
1916, 1917 and 1918, urgad the persons 
concerned, that Germany must .by 
every possible means endeavor to ter­
minate the war, and be glad at main­
taining herself against the entire world 
on the basis of the status quo.

"I had long pleaded with General 
Ludendorff," he asserted, “for a wise 
peace toy understanding under the fa­
vorable opportunity when he occupied 
strong positions during and after the 
spring offensive. I would toe the last 
person to oppose 
policy of our government.

"No renunciation was either 
manded of or made by me; J 
merely passed by as the orown prinde 
and heir, after thé turning point In 
the government was reached and my 
father was hurled from the throne.”

Certain parti­
cular powers are mentioned in the bill, 
as co-operation with provincial and 
other health authorities; authority to 
deal with questions relating to the 
preservation of child health and child 
welfare generally; medical care of 
immigrants; supervision as regards 
public health of railways, boats, ships, 
and all methods of transportation; 
supervision of federal public build­
ings in respect to the health of civil 
sen-vans and other government em- 
cmployes; enforcements of the rules 
and regulations of the international 
joint commission in respect to the 
pollution of boundary waters.

• Help Wanted—Female W. N. Tilley’s report on the proposed 

Metropolian Railway purchase by the 
dty at $590,000, was yesterday handed 
to Mayor Church, and was later dis­
cussed by the board of control at its 
meeting. It will be gone over next Tues­
day by Commissioner Harris, Oity Solici­
tor Johnston, Finance Commissioner 
Bradshaw and the board, claim by claim. 
The original draft has been amended by 
Mir. TMley and In hie report he states: 
"My opinion Is that, the agreement as 
amended is satisfactory.”

In his appended report Mr. Tilley says: 
“I think the amendments shown on the 
draft agreement are satisfactory to the 
Toronto and York Radial Railway Com­
pany and in my opinion they have the 
effect of more clearly stating the Inten­
tion of the persons who negotiated the 
agreement. If the .agreement is entered 
into and confirmed by an act In terms of 
the enctosed bill, the rights, franchises, 
privileges and assets purported to be 
transferred under the agreement will, I 
think, become fully vested in the city 

St. Lawrence Market.
“Before the act la passed by the legis­

lature the lease of space in the St. Law­
rence Market and a form of lease for 
space in the dty bams should be settled 
between the parties. I think the form 
of lease submitted is sufficient as to St. 
Lawrence Market except that a clause 
should be Inserted permitting the city to 
cancel the lease If It at any time here 
after decides to cease using the premises 
as a market, with the privilege to the
oar’barn louatlntf a 8tatlon in another

Mr. Tilley states that the lease as 
drawn contemplates compensating the 
^omipany, if at the end of five years a 
renewal Is no tgiven. This, he believes, 
ought to be made apply duly in case the 
company tusks for a renewal lease.
« Other points defined In the report arc 
the yearly rental of the St. Lawrence 
Market at $10 per annum: subsequent 
five year periods shall be at a rental to 
be agreed upon or fixed by arbitration; 
reimbursement of the city by the com

Another amendment says: “The city 
shall not be bound to furnish any cars 
for the company's traffic, except those

Further amendments stipulate that no

The number of forwarding sta­
tions Is fixed at three, In addition to the 
St. Lawrence Market, in such of the city 
car barns as the city may select. If at 
the end of the five-year lease of the St. 
Lawrence Market the city terminates the 
lease, It must supply another for the 
pany.

Other provisions are the transportation 
of packages by the city to the terminal 
near Famham avenue, until the gauge of 
the Metropolitan Une Is changed, and the 
erection of terminal stations for each of 
the Mlmlco and Scarboro divisions, which 
shall be adjacent to the dty limits.

Mr. Tilley has also forwarded a draft 
of an act to ratify the agreement.

Was Overriden.
Controller McBride endeavored to have 

the TiUey report and the draft agreement 
of the purchase considered this week, 
but was overridden by the other members 
of the board.

Mayor Church said that he would like 
to see a clause Inserted In the agreement 
starting that the County of York would 
have no valid claim on the railway. He 
aleo thought the opinion of the Provincial 
Hydro Commission, with whom the city 
have an agreement, ought to be secured. 
Controller McBride agreed with his wor­
ship in connection with the county, but 
said that he was not going to ask Sir 
Adam Beck for anything. Controller Ma­
guire believed that the board must do 
.this, as It «vas under agreement with the 
people. Controller McBride replied: “We 
are going to delay this thing until the 
house has adjourned by referring It to 
the Hydro Commission, and the corpora­
tion counsel, and having an expert come 
from Detroit to look over the physical 
assets.” He added that the people did 
not .endorse the package freight franchise 
for all time, which Mayor Church char­
acterized as a dangerous thing, and upon 
which the thought an opinion ought to 
be secured from the Hydro.
