BAITAIN RELEASES
FLOOD OF WHISKEY

Hundred and Fifteen Million Gal-
lons in Bond Freed From War
Time Restrictions.

ndon, Nov. 19.—One hundred and
ﬂ!ItJ:en million gallons of whiskey, be-
sides a quantity of other spirits in
bond in Great Britain were released
from war time restrictions today and
may be distributed to all comers who
can persuade the dealers to gell.

The announcement of the removal
of the restrictions, which was made
without warning in the house of com-
mons by the food controller Tuesday,
came as a surprise to the members
who greeted it with loud cheers.

The liquor trade was equally sur-
prised and was besieged by the well-
to-do among the public as soon as the
unexpected news spread. Many or-
ders of from fifty to a hundred doz-
ens were placed immediately in ad-
dition to numerous commissions for
smaller quantities.

Altho it is figured that enough
spirits has been thus freed to supply
every man, woman and child in the

+{ gountry with 36 bottles apiece, it is

doubtful if the public will find it easy
at present to increase comsumption to
a great extent. The government main-
tains control of the maximum price,
which for whiskey is ten shillings and
six pence per bottle And it is not
believed that the dealers will sell much
below that figure, as the existing high
duty will remain.

YUDENITCH'S ARMY

SELF-GOVERNMENT FOR
EGYPT AND MALTA

\

London, Nov. 19.—A constitution
for Egypt and local self-government
for Malta, both of which were an-
nounced today, are designed to meet
the unrest in those countries, which
has been demanding the application
to ‘themselves of theories of self-de-
termination and the rights of smaller
nationalities. 3

The extreme Egyptian nationalists
have raised the banner. of complete
independence, like the Sinn Fein, and
Cairo messages say that the cabinet
has resigned as an answer to Field
Marshal Allenby’s statement of the
British plans.

A group of Burmese, with the sup-
port of former British Burman offi-
cials, have begun an agitation for in-
cluding Burma in the new measures
of self-government, which the Mon-
tague scheme will give India.

COAL FAMINE DRAWS NEARER
NEGOTIATIONS AT STANDSTILL

Fuel Administrator Informs

Miners and Operators That

y Public Will Not Tolerate Excessive Prices or
Prolonged Stoppage of Production.

Washington, Nov, 19.—Prospects of
a coal famine drew mnearer tonight
with negotiations Letween operators
and miners appaarently.at a standsuill.

A sub-commitiee from the joint
wage scale committees was in session
three hours, but it was announced
after the meeting that only the general
situation was discussed, and that the
operatons did not submit counter-
proposals to the miners’ demands.
The conference will comtinue to-
moTrow.

“No progress was made. The oper-
ators submitted no propcsals. e are
still in a receptive mood,” said Joan
L. Lewis, acting president of the mine
workers, as he came out of the hotel
room where the conference was held.
The operators’ commititee remained in
session an hour longer, - At the end
of that time Thomas /T. Brewster,
chairman of the operators’ commit-
tee in the central competitive field,
spoke optimistically, declaning that
this was tae first attempt at real
negotiations since the miners and
operators met at Buffalo.' For that
reason, he said, only general matters
were discussed. {

The decision of the joint wage scale
conference to continue its negotiations
thru a smailer group, in accordance
with the usual custom in making the
wage agreements, came after the
owners and workers had heard from
Fuel Admindstrator Gaxfield that as
long as the government stands “the
peopls of the United States need, must

have, and will have coal and they will
not be prevented by anything the
operators and miners may do.”

The consuming public, the- chief
panty in interest in the nt con-
troversy, Dr. Garfield said, is mot dn
a mood to tolerate either excessive
prices or prolonged stoppage of pro-
duction.

The sub-committee is composed of

The statement of the fuel adminis-
trnator, which was largely statistical,
brought out that in 1918 the average
cost of production of coal was $2.15
per ton, leaving the operator an
average margin of 46 cenis per ton,
This margin, he said, included interest
charges, selling expenses and federal
taxes, as well as profit,

Fuel Administrator - Forbids
Railways to Ship Bitumin,
ous Grades,

Up till late last night no w;rd of
any new developments in the strike
of the bituminous coal miners had
been received by the fue] administra-
tor, H. A. Harrington.

Fully impressed with the seriousness
of the situation because of the total
cessation of shipments of’bituminous
coal into Canada from the United
States, Mr. Harrington last night took
steps to .prevent any coal being ship-
ped out of the province, unless it was
originally destined for the west. an
order was last night issued by Mr:
Harrington enjoining the railways to
this end. ;

May Not Accept It.

The order states that “all railways,
transportation-and shipping companies
are hereby prohibited from accepting
s}t any point on their lines within the
province of Ontario any bituminous
coal for delivery to any point on
their lines or to connecting lines
within or without the province of On-
tario unless the shipper of the coal
presents to the quly authorized agent”
of such' company a permit from the
fuel administrator. “This prohibition,
however, does:not apply to bitumin-
ous coal tendered for shipment to
points in Manitoba and beyond or to
bituminous coal tendered without the
province for shipment to points within
Ontario. Mr. Harrington declared em-
phatically last night that he was not
going to permit the cancellation of
any coal shipments. :

Acting for clients whose names he
may not disclose, Mr. Home Smith ie
trying to induce the city to get rid of
the municipal abattoir and go back
upon the public ownership prineciple
which he is helping €0 admirably on the
harbor commission. .

That this effort will not be one of
Home Smith’'s successes was pretty
olearly indicated at the conference yes-
terday afternoon between members of
council and wholesale and retail but-
ichers who use -the abattoir. The prin-
ciple of public ownership is firmly im-
bedded in the foundations of Toronto’s
eivic government, and the gates of
Peckerdom will not be suffered to pre-
vail against it. The butchers have
shown themselves public-spirited, and
it their ability to kill their stock at a
municipal institution is a financial as-
set to them the advantage is reflected
in the saving to the public that comes
from this public check on the tempta-~
tions which assail the private packers
twhen they can control the progress of
meats from the stock yard to the sup~
per plate.

Mr. Smith's clients would dearly love
Rnd would dearly pay to extinguish the
publicly-controlled abattoir. One but~
cher stated yesterday that when the
city abattoir was launched he was of-
fered $40,000 not to go into it. Another

waid that he can only buy hogs at the
stock yards for killing in the civic
mbattoir by paying a premium on them.

Mr. Smith’s clients offer to secure the
Frights of the citizen butchers to use the
pbattoir when they get it. But they
are cleverer than the camel which ob-
tained leave to shelter his head from
the coming storm -in the Arab’s tent,
with the result that the Arab presently
found it convenient to face the wind
mlone and unprotected.

But his appointment, once made,
should not rest on the whim of an
administration following a possible
change of government. There are still
too many who desire to make a politi-
cal machine of the Hydro system, and
to protect it from this danger is the
chief reason for the present proposal.
Negotiations that are now openly
spoken about, were going on for many
months previously, but they were sus-
pended on the approach of the recent
elections. There was no guarantee had
the Hearst government been returned
to power that the negotiations would
have been continued, or even that Sir
Adam would have been retained in
office.

The present Farmers’ government
and the Independent Labor party are
committed to the support of the Hy-
dro-Electric plans. No one has ever
been suggested as remotely fit to sup-
plant Sir Adam Beck in the work he
is doing. If the government desire to
make a success of the Hydro projects
under their official sanction, they can-
not do better than insure the pérma-
nence of the chairmanship to Sir
Adam on such terms-as will be satis-
factory to all parties. There is not the
slightest doubt that the people, who
know and respect and trust Sir Adam,
want him in the position, and a term
of ten years should see all the Hydro
plans at present under initiative or
construction 'in as complete a state as
the original Niagara distribution of
pOwWer.

Sir Henry Drayton Has Demon-
strated That The World
Was Right.

Sir Henry Drayton has demonstrat-
ed that The World was right in its
contention that a Victory Loan could
be successfully floated at 5 1-2 per
cent. interest without exempting the
bonds from taxation. The World took
this position when Sir Thomas White
was floating the Victory Loan of 1918,
and we believe that Sir Thomas would
have been well advised to have sub-
jected the Victory Bonds of that year
to the income tax.

The Toronto Telegram, however,
seeks to acclaim Sir Henry Drayton
at the expense of Sir Thomas White
for doing the thing The World re-
commended, but which so far as we
can recollect, was never favored or
recommended by The Telegram, or
indeed by any other paper except The
World. In justice to Sir Thomas, how-
ever, it must be remembered that the
earlier Victory Loans were in the na-
ture of an experiment, and their fail-
ure would have been a disaster be-
yond estimate and beyond repair.

WHEAT BOARD ORDER

Sets Standard for Canada for Manu-
factured Flour and Fixes
the Price.

‘Winnipeg, Nov. 19.—The Canadian
wheat board today ordered that, until
further notice, bran and shorts max-
imum wholesale prices shall be $45
and $52 per ton, respectively, net
weight in 100-pound jute sacks, f.o.b.,
Montreal.

Another order provides that the
standard of flour manufactured in
Canada be the standard set by the
Canadian wheat board and designated
as government standard spring Wheat
flour, and government standard win-
ter wheat flour, and that the maxi-
mum wholesale price for the former
shall be $10.90 per barrel, basis 98
pounds net, jute bags, and for the lat-
ter, $10.10 per barrel, f.0.b., Montreal.
It is ordered that no flour mills in
Canada shall enter into calls for de-
livery of flour, bran and shorts for a
period in excess.of 30 days, and that
all sales shall be made subject to reg-
ulation of the board.

To The Shoppers

Now that the Christmas shopping is
beginning to get into: its stride, and
mothers are taking their little ones to
the big stores to see “Santa,” it might
be timely to remind them that the
street cars are always crowded with
working folks from five o’clock on.

Yesterday we rode on, an Avenue
Road car about 645, and it is not ex-
travagant to say.that when the car
reached its Queen street stop a full
dozen women with children of various
ages boarded it. There was no room
for them, and men and girls were
hanging onto the straps, as well as
being cluttered in the doorway. Never-
theless, on piled this regiment of hu-
manity, jamming themselves in and
generally creating an upheaval,

Later on the cars would still con-
tinue to be taken up with shoppers
who had been downtown all afternoon,
and who in all probability had a din-
ner to prepare for their husbands.

During the summer months this
habit that the women in Toronto ap-
pear to have fallen into of waliting
untilthe lasminute, or until the stores
are locked for the night, before they
take their respective cars is bad
enough,” but when working men and
girls are forced to stand in the cold
for many minutes on the same account
then it does seem that someone should
draw .the attention of the offenders to
what they are doing.

If the street cars were left as much
as poasible to the working people dur-
ing the hours of 5 and 6, it would cer-
tainly help matters greatly, not only
for the street car company, but more
especially for the humans themselves.

The working women of this city do
not glare at a man until he rises and
donates her his seat. She simply takes
her chance with the rest, and if she
gets there in time, why all right; and if
she does not, why then she is willing
or prepared to stand.

Not so, however, with the wshopper.
She usually ewings around on her feet
until one wonders whether she will
eventually feel seasick. 'Then she gets
her eyes on spme poor male, and, in
self-defence, he will invariably get up.

If the shopping lady has a child with
her, then it is all off. There is not the
glightest rest for the entire car until
both she and her offspring have been
satisfactorily seated, with the child in-
variably sprawling on the woman's
knee next to them.

Now when you come to think of it, it
is not hardly a fair deal, is it? And
yvet it is quite the proper thing in To-
ronto. Surely the entire press of the
city might take the question up to
such an extent that it would finally
dawn upon the shopping public that
they owe the working half of the pop-
ulation at least a seat in the street
car, and that by leaving the crowded
thorofares a little earlier they will be
doing their share toward helping them
get one,

pital for the insane was begun. It is a
wonderful place—the only public insti-
tution in Canada”to which American
experts have come for ideas in the
architectural application of new ideas
in institutional administration. Whitby,
still unfinished, was turned over to the
military hospitals commission, which
was merged in the department of sol-
diers’ civil re-establishment,

. McPherson’s Good Idea.

It reverted to the provincial secre-
tary’s department in July last. Mr. Mc-
Pherson had the excellent inténtion of
making Whitby a sort of university
for turning out experts in scientific and
administrative paychiatry. The work
could have been done under a board
drawn from all branches of the service.
It was a most excellent idea, but Mr.
McPherson landed nowhere with it be-
cause he hadn’t the courage to do what
he believed was best. \

He was like a general who spends
much time. in councils of war but
makes very little war. He was a losing
proposition—a high sign of which was
the advent of General and Dr. Ross to
the cabinet—at first without portfolio,
but with the wellsdetined intention in
various powerful quarters that a de-
partment of health, presided over by a
doctor, would surpriee all thé provin-
igial institutions in the conduct pf
which doctors are necessarily em-

ployed. :
Nixon Will Make or Mar.

Mr. Nixon’s regime will be made #r
marred, in the psychiatrical field, ac-
cording as he decides on a business or
a medical administration. Ninety-five
per cent. of the departmental end of
this work is purely administrative and
five per cent. medical.

The most expert administrator—Joe
Downey perfected—does not desire or
pretend to be a doctor. But the good
doctor, even with his best bedside
manner, insists that he alone should be
regarded as a hospital administrator.
The facts are against him; but speak-
ing of him as a clase his inclination is
to say, “So much the worse for the
facts.” :

A good doctor is a scientist. His
whole training is away from administrd-
tive efficiency, He prescribes what’his
patient shall eat and drink, end the
temperature at which the room shall be
kept. That is science. But lie doesn't
order the meat for the beef-tea, or fetch
the milk or attend to the furnace. That
is administration.

Like Many Small Towns.
Apply the distinction to an institution

in which three thousand people live, and |

you are dealing with a small town, and
the superintendent of the institution is a
sort of mayor, with direct responsibility
for running a whole range of departments
on businesslike lines.

The provincial secretary has an over-
head responsibility for running the
equivalent of several small towns, in the
same way that your wife runs the house.
The superintendent of each institution
must really be a sublimated housekeeper
—and housekeeping isn't a scientist’s job.

Speaking generally, the better the doc-
tor the poorer the administrator.,~ The
great doctor has a genius for medicine.
The great poet has a genius for bringing
out the music and painting that lie in the
everyday speech of the everyday man,
Put the doctor to the serving of tables
and the poet to the printing of his own
books and you have badly served them
both; and got mighty poor service at
meals and a book full of smudges and
errors.

Layman Heads Toronto Hospital.

Provincial Secretary Nixon can find a2
example for a discarding of the McPher-
son uncertainty, and a return to the
Hanna progression, if he will walk a
pilece down University avenue, and turn
into the Toronto General Hospital. 1t
costs about twelve thousand dollars a
week to run the hospital, including all
the doctors and all the supplies.

Not so long ago the board of the Gen-
eral Hospital assumed that, of course, a
doctor was the only possible superin-
tendent of the hospital. How they came
to change - their minds, and how Dr,
Clarke, the former superintendent, came
to agree with them, is quite a romantic
story, which every citizen should know
some duay,

Saving $500 a Week.

Ask a well-informed member of the
board, and he will tell you that one of
the first things lay management did was
to buy coal for six dollars and a half per
ton, for which nine and a half had been
the price.

Probe Into Standard Reliance
Company Affairs Shows

. Heavy Deficit.

The probe into the operations of
the defunct Standard Loan Company
was ‘resumed yesterday at Osgoode

1 before Master-in Chambers J.
i‘.“ lG. Cameron, with Col. W. S. Din-
nick again the chief witness. Out-
8 g features of the evidence was
¢hat the Standard had lost over one
pundred thousand dollars in trying
to establish the Canadian Casualty
Company which had been qrgumzed
in.1002 by G. T. C. Dinnick and
other directors of the Standard. The
Standard first bought stock of the
Casualty Company, making payments
to the-extent of $43,000 and then sold
this stock to its subsidiary, the Dov-
ercourt Land Company who paid for
jt with a cheque drawn on the
Standard Loan and which sum re-
mained as an overdraft. In all the
Dovercourt Company is shown to
have advanced the Canadian Casualty
Company $134,000 and when the cas-
ualty company was wound up in 1908
and the assets sold to the General
Accident Company for $50,000, the
Povercourt Company received  $28,-
000 of this amount for its stock. The
Dovercourt loss was thus $106,000
and this was covered up by writing
up the Dovercourt assets $122,000.
This write-up also covered a $2,415
Standard Loan bond which had dis-

| appeared, $1,000 paid to a stenograph-

er, Miss Norris, for a purpose the
witness could not ‘explain offhand
and  $5,000 shrinkage in other securi-
Mr. J. R. L. Starr, K.C., appear-
ed for Col. Dinnick and George = W.
Kilmer, K.C.,  for the liquidator,
Clarkson.

; * Morning Session

When the hearing opened yesterday
morning Mr. Kilmer asked Col. Din-
nick whether he could not recall who
had received the $10,000 which, ac-
cording to the  records, was paid out
to smooth the way for the sale of the
Ontario & Industrial Loan Company
to the Standard Loan. The Standard’s
cheque for this $10,000 had been made
payable to W. S. Dinnick. Witness
said he had not had time to go into
it but certainly would be able to show
that he had-paid the money to other
persons, probably to the directors of
the Ontario & Industrial+Loan Co.

Mr. Kilmer then directed the in-
vestigation into the series of transac-
tions hetween Claude S. Pote, a cous-
in of Mr. Dinnick, and the Standard
Loan Co. in 1903. These deals were
the sale of three properties received
with the Ontario & Industrial Loan
Company assets, to Mr. Pote, which
showed on paper a big profit for the
Standard. These properties were a
lIot on the south side of Lombard
street taken over at $10,125 and sold
to Pote for $34,282.37; another Lom-
bard street lot taken over at $3,000
and sold at $10,490, and land in York

township taken over at $4,826 and
sold for $18,500. 3
Pote Paid No Money

It was admitted by the witness.
that Mr, Pote never paid a cent on
account of any of these transactions
but the so-called profits were in-
cluded in the statement of the year's
business for 1903. In the following
year the Standard took these proper-
ties back because, as the witness ex-
plained, Pote had fallen down on the
deal, and disposed of them mostly to
the Dovercourt Land Company at
about the same prices that had been
paid to the Ontario & Industridl
shareholders. This showed a loss on
the Standard books but the whole as-
sets of the Ontario & Industrial’ when
sold to the Dovercourt Land Company
were put in at a figure to off-set this
and other losses. At this time the
Standard Loan Co. was, the witness
admitted, practically in control of the
Dovercourt Land Company. These
losses went to swell the mortgage
which the Dovercourt Land Company
gave when that concern eventually
passed into the control of the Stand-
ard Loan. 7

Counsel for the liquidator then un-
dertook to show the motive for these
deals between Mr. Pote and the Stan-
dard Loan, in which no money had

passed and in which paper profits of

three hundred per .cent. accrued to
the Standard.

Started Canadian Cn'un!ty

It was revealed that the Standard.

Loan had been the main gupport of
the Canadian Casualty Company
which was incorporated: in March,
1908, with a subscribed oapital of
$412,300 and $35,400 paid up. Wit-
ness’ brother, A. G. C. Dinnick, was
the moving spirit in this concern.
Of the $35,400 paid up in order to get
a charter, the Standard advanced
$22,000, altho no mention of this ap-
pears in the minutes of the Standard
Loan. ' Col. Dinnick testified that the
Standard directors had in reality sub-
scribed for this casualty stock and
held it in trust for the Standard but
he could not recall who had induced
the Standard Company to pay for 1f3
neither could he recall whether it was
deemed at the time to be a transac-
tion in which the Standard could not
lawfully take part. He remembered,
however, that he was personally op-
posed to it but had finally signed the
cheques in favor of the Casualty
Company for the stock. This $22,000
call on stock with interest amounted
in time to $24,157.37 and curiously
enough this exactly offset the paper
profit made on\the sale of the first
lot to Pote. In that way the stock
deal was wiped out of the books of
the Standard Loan.'

“Why was there so much anxiety
to wipe this investment in Casualty
Company stock off the books of the
Standard?” asked Mr. Kilmer,

Wiped Out Good Asset.

“I cannot say, now,” replied wit-
ness, “they wiped out a perfectly good
asset.”

Witness would not admit that his
company had no legal authority to
buy Canadian Casualty stock and
would not attempt to explain why the
Standard had not subscribed for the
stock direct. Mr. Pote, witness ad-
mitted later, joined the Standard
Loan Co and was with them for sev-

eral years.

Mr. Kilmer, reading from the re-
cords, showed that the Canadian Cas-
ualty Co. during its promotion day
used the office and stationery of the
Standard Loan Co. but the witness
could not recal]l this faet. Cél. Din-
nick said he was a director of the.
ggg;xalty company in 1905, 1906 and

Further calls on account of steck
subscriptions were made by the Cas-
ualty Co. on the Standard Loan in
1904 to the extent of $21,000, $10,000
of which was paid in the form of a
debenture bond of the Standard.

After Lunch.

After the lunch hour A. C. Neft, who
was the auditor for the Standard Loan
Co. at the time, appeared and testified
that the loss on the Pote deals with
interest was assumed by the Dover-
court Land Co., and included in the
blanket mortgage given by the Dover-
court Co. eventually to the Standard
Loan Co.

Col. Dinnick, on returning to the
stand, testified that the stock of the
Canadian Casualty Co. and National
Publishing Co. on which $50,371.48 had
been paid, was turned over to the
Dovercourt Land Co., for which a blan-
ket mortgage was accepted. f

Mr. Kilmer wanted to know what
authority the Dovercourt Land Co. had
to take over this stock. Witness
said bylaws were passed conveying au-
thority to the directors, but he could
not point to any authority the Stand-
ard had to buy the stock in the first
xélace or to well it to the Dovercourt

0.

Mr. Kilmer then went into the trans-
action by which the Canadian Casualty
Co. had secured a loan of $74,950 from
the Dovercourt Land Co. The Dover-
court Land Co. did not have the funds
to loan, but secured them from the
Standard Loan for which, according to
the resolution, the Dovercourt was to
turn over Dovercourt debentures and
mortgages as security.

Without Authority,

It was pointed out that the Dover-
court Co.’s resolution to pdy this
money to the Casualty Co. was dated
Dec. 21, 1906, while the Standard Loan
Co.’s resolution to make the corres-
ponding advance to the Dovercourt
Co. was dated March 1, 1907. In other
words, the advance had been made by
the Standard Loan to the Dovercourt
apparently without any authority until
three months after the deal was put
thru. Witness could not give any
explanation of this.

It was admitted that the Dover-
court Co. drew a cheque on the Stand-
ard Loan for the amount of this loan
and increaséd their overdraft to that
extent.

An argument arose as to the author-
ity of the Dovercourt Land Co. 1o
buy this Casualty and National Pub-
lication stock, Mr. Kilmer taking the
view that they were debarred by clause
18 of the original bylaws of the com-
pany, while Mr. Starr, for Col. Dinnick,
contended that the revised bylaws con-
veyed authority. The colonel himself
expressed the view that the amended
bylaws giving authority were missing.
At any rate, he had acted on the ad-
vice of his solicitor, Mr. Smoke.

The enquiry will go on today.

ONTARIO ELECTION
ACCOUNTS PASSED

Cabinet to Consider Branches
for Minister of Health
and Labor.

The Ontario cabinet ministers held
their third council yesterday after-
noon and “only - routine business
transacted” was again the report of
Premier Drury at the end of a two-
hour session.

Much of the routine matter was of
importance to judges and others who
are looking forward to bglng paid for
work done in connection with the pro-
vincial elections and the referendum.

A large number of orders-in-coun-
cil, which were necessary before pay-
ments could 'be made, Were passed.
Considerably over a million dollars is
involved and the accounts are numer-
ous. Many complaints have been
made regarding non-payment, but the
officials concerned declare that the
delay was unavoidable, With the hold-

ing of the elections and the referen-
dum on the same day & new situa-
tion was, of course, created. Then
there was the change of government
to contend with, so ‘'that those to
whom money is due may really be
fortunate in that the new administra-
tion has so quickly taken the matté¥
up. The recent system of enumeration
adopted is said to have ,proved gen-
erally unsatisfactory and a return to
the old method of the municipalities
preparing the lists is likely soon to
come up for consideration with a view
to the law being changed at the forth-
coming session of the legislature,
Changes in Departments.

The cabinet is also about to take
up the question of considering the
apportionment of the departments now
under the jurisdiction of the provin-
cial secretary to the health- depart-
ment, which Hon. Walter Rollo will
preside over in conjunction with that
of labor. The task will be a somewhat’
difficult one, Hon. H. C. Nixon, the
young provincial secretary, has at
present a variety of big departments
under his supervision. He is the head
of prisons, asylums, hospitals, license
board, health, incorporation of com-
panies, and registrar of births, mar-
riages and deaths. The proposal is, it
is understood, to hand over to Mr.

Board of Commerce Has Pre-

scription Druggist on
Carpet.

Decision was practically reservéd
in the first case of local profiteering
to come before the board of com-
merce, dealt with yesterday. A
Tanner, a druggist, late of Ronces-
valles avenue, was charged with hav-
ing demanded and having taken ex-
cessive profits on a quantity of ovar-
lan extract tablets sold to Mrs. B.
‘Wilson, Galley avenue. F. S. Mearns,
K.C., solicitor for the Ontario College
of Pharmacy, appeared with Mr., Tan-
ner as counsel, and Major Duncan
conducted the examination for the
board. The case was watched thru-
out with keen interest by members
of the Pharmacy Council of Ontario.

Three Dollars or Eighty Cents

Mrs. Wilson, .the first witness, said
that she had taken a prescription to
Mr. Tanner’s store on August 22. She
was going out of the city on a holi-
day and left 756 cents with her sister
to pay for it. She thought that would
be sufficiént, but $3 was charged,

“I went to Mr. Tanner,” said the
witness, “and asked him if it was a
joke he was playing on me. He be-
came sarcastic, so I paid the money.
Later, on Oct. 1, I had the prescrip-
tion filled again, and I paid him $3
again. The prescription called for
“Ovarian” tablets, which Mr. Tanner
said were worth 7 cents apiece.

“The first time there were §0 tab-
lets, and later there were only 40
tablets. Later~I sent the prescrip-
tion to Eaton’s, and had it filled three
times since for 80 cents.”

T Inferior In Potency

She admitted that the tablets sup-
plied by Eaton’s weére not similar to
those supplied by the Tanner store,
and later it was shown that they
were six times inferior in potency.

Thomas A. Henderson, manager of
the National Drug and Chemical Co.,
testified to a sale of Park, Davis and
Co., Ovarian Extract tablets to Mr.
Tanner at $2.80 per hundred, with a
cash discount of two per cent.

J. H. Dennis, manager of Eaton’s
drug department, said that the doctor
had made a mistake in making out
the prescription and that it could be
filled with either the Park, Davis or
an English kind. The latter had been

used and the charge was 80 cents.

Burglary insurance was classified
into five families—residence insurance,
hankers’ insurance, mercantile open
stock, mercantile safe insurance and
robbery insurance. That the premium
should be related to the stock was
emphasized by the speaker, who also
showed the grounds upon which
premiums should be based when he
stated that the premium on mercantile
safe insurance should be determined
by the character of safe or vault that
is used. This kind of insurance is
only limited by the number of safes
used. Some interesting reasons for in_
creases in safe burglary were given.

wages, the demands of labor, large
pay rolls, the great volume of
merchandise and the currency used in
its tranference, the advent of auto-
mwbiles and publicity thru newspapers,

sums required by the board annually
for permanent jmprovements, or
maintenance of schools under the jur-
isdiction of the board, shall be sub-
ject to the approval of the council of
the municipality,jand, in the event of
disagreement between the board and
the council, the detdrmination of the
council as to the sums required shall
be final and binding.”

The mayor is anxious for a re-
adjustment of accounts as between
the city and the province.
