Washington, July 14.—The first chapter 
In the land campaign of the United States 
against Spain cloeed to-day, when the 
Spanish colora gave place over Bandage to 
the American flag.

Next will follow the transportation of 
the Spanish troops back to their native 
land and. the capture of the Island of Porto 
Rico, unless peace soon Intervenes.

The siege of Santiago has lasted two 
weeks, and was remarkable In many re­
specta, and In none more than the heavy 
percentage of loss through deoth, wounds 
or sickness, of the soldiers and sailors en­
gaged on both Klilee. Looking back over 
the record of these two weeks, it Is seen 
that a great Ironclad squadron hae been 
destroyed, that nearly 1000 Spanish sailors 
have been drowned or killed by shell and 
flame, and that an untold number of Span­
ish soldiers have died In the trenches of 
Santiago.

On the other hand, about 250 American 
soldiers have been killed, and in round 
numbers 2000 more have been sent to the 
hospitals from wounds, fevers and other 
aliments.

Dropping: Dead In the Street».
Those of the reconcentnados who have

The .Queen and the Queen Regent are to 
leave the Hague, where the birthday of 
the former will have been suitably cele­
brated a few days previously, on Sept. 5, 
early In the afternoon. Arriving at the 
Weesperpoot station at Amsterdam they 
will be met by tbe leading citizens and 
representatives of the Government, and 
accompanied by a escort of hussars will be 
driven to the palace by a route sufficient­
ly circuitous to enable a vast concourse 
of spectators to witness the procession.
In every street to be traversed the decora­
tions will bo of the most ornate descrip­
tion, and loyal greetings will meet Her 
Majesty’s eye at every turn, while a por­
tion of the route, It Is expected, will be 
lined by representatives of “ labor corpora­
tions” carrying their respective banners.

Between the hours.,.of 7 and 8 on the 
following morning \6ept. 6) curious 
music will fall upon the ears of citizens, 
for from the steeples of the different 
churches trumpeters are to play excerpts 
from sacred works—surely a novel depar­
ture in reveilles.

At 11 o’clock on the same day, accord­
ing to present arrangements, the corona­
tion service will take place in the Nieuwe 
Kerk, but the details of the ceremonial 
have yet to be discussed and brought to 
completion. In tbe afternoon the Queen 
will again' drive through the town, and 
will visit, among other districts, the Jor­
dan, this being the Jewish quarter. With 
the fall of night the city Is to be illumin­
ated, a brilliant display being anticipated, 
while it Is also expected that the Queen 
herself Will be driven through the streets, 
in order that she may see the bright and 
radiant devices prepared In her honor.

The following morning, like the day 
previous, will be ushered in with similar 
musical strains, while at 1 a m. Queen 
Wllhelmlna is to be serenaded by the 
Netherlands Choral Society. The after­
noon will witness the great popular festi­
val, near that wondrous museum which 
contains Rembrandt’s masterpiece. From 
the square the Queen, accompanied by 
her mother, will witness an allegorical 
and historical procession, which Is being 
organized on an elaborate scale, to Illus­
trate In picturesque fashion the principal 
episodes and stirring events, from the 
period of the eighty years’ war down to 
the nineteenth century, that have marked 
the history of a nation which, despite Its 
many and strange vicissitudes, has at­
tained such solid glory.

After this Interesting pageant bos 
passed before the eyes of the people, thp 
men, women and children of Amsterdam 
are promised an opportunity of making 
merry over a “water carnival," In con­
nection with which the craft In the har­
bor and canals will be goyly and taste­
fully illuminated. From n pavilion to be 
erected on the West Indian pier the Queen 
will view this festival, and on the next 
day. Sept. 8, she will, It is believed, nay 
a visit In company with her mother to 
that section of tho Ryx Museum which 
is devoted to objects of interest connected 
with the house of Orange.

Buffalo, July 14.—Auspicious Indeed was 

the opening of the eighth International con­
vention of the Baptlrft Young People's 
Unlod ln this city this morning. Thousands 
ot delegates arrived yesterday and last 
night in anticipation of this the greatest 
meeting of the union, and It was estimated 
at registration headquarters at 10 o'clock 
this morning that between 0000 and 10,000 
delegates and visitors had given their 
and received badges^. Each "regular train 
arriving during the past 18 hours has had 
from two to six special or extra cars at. 
tached, all being loaded to the full capa­
city with delegations from almost every 
portion of the United States and-Canada.

This morning the Interior of the old 74th 
Regiment Armory presented a brilliant and 
beautiful appearance. The great audl- 
torfnm had been decorated from the peak ot 
the root to the floors with the flags of all 
nations and colored bunting. The Stars 
and Stripes ot course predominated, but the 
Union Jack, the colors at the thousands ot 
Canadian delegates, were almost equally 
prominent At equal distances along the 
side walls were shields, bearing the coat 
of arms of the varions States of the Union.

N. Chapman of Chicago, President 
ot the Union, opened the convention. He 
said: “To-day we meet undertwo flags, but 
with one spirit [Applause.] Th® U°1,J,^ 
Is drooping to-day because God has lately 
called home one of England’s many heroes, 
Wllllart, Ewart Gladstone. There Is sorrow 
also beneath our flag," because we have been 
called rfpon to chastise another nation ln 
the cause of liberty and right."

New York, July 14.—A despatch to The 
World from Madrid says: Germany posi­
tively has given to Spain assurance that 
she will take the lead among the European 
powers in exercising pressure to maintain 
Spanish rule in th.e Philippine» and In re 
striding America to a coaling station on 
Ponade Island, in the Caroline group. It 
to argued in Spain, contrary to the* facts, 
that Germany’» commercial interests In the 
Philippines are so important as to justify 
her Interfering with the American plans 
at Manila. Yet official statistics published 
in Madrid show that Germany ranks 
seventh (the last but one) among the na­
tions in the list of exports from the Philip­
pines, and fifth In the list of imports Into 
these Islands.

In 180ft, before the Insurrection, the ex­
port» to Germany were valued at $233,700. 
to Spain $4,500,000, to the United 
States nearly $5,000,000, to Great Britain 
$7,467.500, to Japan $1,387,000.

In the same period the imports Into the 
Philippines from Germany were valued nt 
$744,028, from §paln $7,700,000, owing to 
the protectionist tariff and high differen­
tial flag duties; from France $1,795,000, 
from Great Britain $2,467,000, and irom 
the United States only $272,240. The Ger­
mans In the Philippine Island» are chiefly 
shopkeepers, banker® and commission 
acenta.

A mechan­
ism that caused a stop of five minutes was 
the enormous blast furnace, In. which the 
fuel oil process is used, by means of which 
the teeth used in. mowers are tempered. 
A huge chain passes through a flaring 
flame, comes out red hot and is usetL, to 
carry the cold teeth up into the had-eg heat 
of the furnace. The movement is continued 
and the teeth, highly tempered, are brought 
out on pans, to be thrown in a heap before 
a workman.

Machine Almost Every Minute.
As the aldermen walked along Mr. Mas- 

Bey made comments. He said: “The daily 
output of machines and implements has 
reached the prodigious number of 450 per 
flay of 10 hours, or a machine for every Vfa 
minutes.

“Our mammoth works are running at full 
capacity, employing 1000 men and paying 
daily wages of more than $2500.”

An interesting statement was the fact 
that, in the season of 1897, 11,947,584 
pounds of steel were used, while the ton­
nage of malleable iron castings used In 
building the machines for a single season 
Is enormous. The consumption of material 
of lesser Importance runs into larger fig­
ures, as for instance, nails, screws, tacks, 
nuts, washers, rivets and chad ns, weighing 

. 602,834 pounds, were used last year. The 
firm keeps 1200 tons of pig iron In the stor­
age yard at one time, while more than 5000 
tons are used in one year. As for lum­
ber, It is a common thlihg to use 6,674,729 
feet in a season. *."**

The Steel Department.
The tour included a walk through the 

•teidl storeroom, wfceflte steed slabs and 
planks were pdled, as in a lumber yard. 
In the “parts” storeroom, duplicates of all 
the parts of a machine are laid away, let­
tered and indexed ready for use when 
called for. The bolts, rivets, bearings, teeth 
end other parts of the multifarious ma­
chines manufactured by this firm are nil 
stored in this dimly lighted underground 
department before being sent upstairs to 
the finishing department.

As to Painting,
The paint shop, presided ovér by genial 

Gorm Powers, who had a hearty shake for 
everyone, keeps 70 men on the hustle.

Painting is done by the wholesale—by 
means of vats—after the part is dipped In­
to the vat, it Is allowed to dry and is then 
put into another vat containing varnish, 
and the machine is painted, 
where different colors are used, more care 
Is taken. The result shows that good paint 
end good workmanship are not spared In 
making the finished article attractive.

I Wheat Outlook — World»» Wheat 
Crops and ConiTumption.

Commencing with the harvest of 1892, 
when the wheat reserves, visible and in­
visible, were supposed to be of about nor­
mal quantity In the principal wheat growing 
countries of the World, except lu Iluss-ia, 
and, taking the wheat* crops of the world 
for the six years, 1802 to 1897 inclusive, the 
aggregate was about 14,593,975,000 bushels, 
or u yearly average of 2,432,320,000 bushels. 
But, as the reserves held at the harvest of 
1898. in farmers’ hands and in commercial 
channels, will be fully 100 million bushels 
under the average, the annual consumption 
for above six years has been about 2;4o0,- 
000,000 bushels. Allowing for the recogn z- 
etl rate of increase m annual consumption, 
the consumption lu 1808--99 may be assum­
ed at 2,460,000,000 bushels. With the mod­
erate range of prices likely to prevail dur­
ing the coming season, it is expected that 
the world's reserves at the ciose of the 
crop year will be restored to their normal 
extent. To meet the consumption aud to 
Increase the reserves as contemplated, the 
world’s wheat crop for 1806-00 would re­
quire to be 2,560,000,000 bushels. In onler 
to Judge as to the probability of su oh a 
crop, the simplest plan will be to take last 
year's crop and add to it such increases as 
present advices Indicate.

Wheat—AS metitloued several days ago, 
if premium of cash \yheat continued, defer- 
reu futures would e#$her advance, br near 
futures decline. It seems that, judging 
froid yesterday amd to-Jay, the latter will 

se. Influenced by the poor cash 
nd belief of large quantities of 

new wheat soon coming on the market, 
which\ was the case to-day in Toledo con­
firmings our advices yesterday of liberal 
acceptances’ by farmers for prompt deliv­
ery in that market. tVhlle Ht. Louis re­
ceipts were not very heaoy, that market 
reported lack of demand had resulted lu 
over half of yesterday’s arrivals being car­
ried over. But #vhile reports of the crops 
as a whole are acknowledged nearly every­
where to be very flattering, the wheat 
arriving at the principal markets, while 
grading well as a rule. Is 'small In quan­
tity compared with last year.

It was more than anything the apprecia­
tion of this fact, emphasized by fear that 
the predicted wet wreather In the large 
winter wheat states might interfere with 
threshing operations, which 
early firmness, and seems about the most 
important consideration,though at one time 
the Toledo receipts, together with easy 
English and Continental cables. light clear­
ances and lack of cash demand caused 
market to ease off somewhat.

^o a lower point than would otherwise have
Ü The crop- year 1808-99 opens under widely 
different conditions. The wheat crop in 
Europe and North America promises to be 
so largely above the average that the wants 
of all importing countries can be supplied 
without assistance from Argentina, India 
and other southern countries. This 
mises to be d year of great plenty, 

x likely to experience weak markets. 
With September wheat lower than July, 

12 cents in Liverpool, 19 cents In Paris. 9 
cents in Chicago. 8 cents In New York and 
a still greater discount, for December de­
livery, the feeling of the trade is strong,y 
in the direction of low ! prices. The condi­
tion may be very disappointing to farmers, 
who have been hoping for dollar wheat, 
but the sooner this position ls realized and 
faced the better. It would be well that 
farmers who hav«-Mrly crops of winter 
wheat should have as large a proportion of 
them as possible threshed and marketed be­
fore the world’s stocks become large.
