Montreal, Oct. 9.—(Special.)—Sir Charles 
Tupper will arrive here to-morrow morn­
ing. In Boston to-day the veteran leader 
was asked:

“How about the feeling in Canada about 
sending material aid to Great Britain Y”

“That7” answered the statesman, “is an 
other question. It is going a long step 
farther than the mere expression of sym­
pathy. But Canadians are united in the 
sense that such aid should be sent from 
their country. I have lately noticed that 
there have been raised questions as to the 
legality ‘bt sending our Canadian militia 
or part of It to the impending struggle In 
South Africa; and while I am not able to 
tell yon now whether the law is such as 
to preclude the proposed sending of troops, 
I cun tell you that I sincerely hope that 
the law’s In that matter will not be found 
insuperable. I recently sent a telegram to 
the present Premier, expressing the hope 
that» It will be found that a contingent 
of the Canadian militia can be sent to the 
seat of trouble.”

Sir Charles continued that Canadians 
were earnest In the matter. ‘‘I have a 
friend,” he said, “who has offered to con­
tribute $1,000,000 to Insure the men who go 
there to tight against loss of life or limb, 
and I myself would personally support the 
project.”

2841.Rome, Oct. 9.—To-morrow Gulseppe Verdi, 
considered the greatest living glory of Italy, 
will celebrate hla 86th birthday, and Prof. 
Baceelll, Minister of Public Instruction, 
will propose to King Humbert to confer 
upon him the highest Italian decoration, 
the Collar of the Annunzlata.

Verdi will be the first, outside of the army 
and politics, to enjoy such a distinction, 
which, lit fact, originally was conferred 
only upon the most distinguished warriors. 
The order was founded In 1362 by Amedeo 
Vi. of Savoy, the legendary "Ureeu Count." 
with the object of creating a spirit; of co­
hesion among bis knights. It, took Its pre­
sent name in 1518, when Charles 111. or­
dained that the golden collar, which every 
member wore and wears, should have de­
pending from it a medallion with the An­
nunciation of the Virgin In relief. He also 
raised the number ot knights to 20, as at 
present.

Once this decoration gave special privi­
leges and prerogatives, those now surviving 
being only that the recipients are the great­
est dignitaries of the State, that at court 
they come after the Princes of the royal 
blood, thaY they assist as witnesses at the 
baptisms, marrta'ges and deaths of the roy­
al Princes, and Anally take rank as cousins 
of the King.

Egllnton, Oct. 9.—(Special.)—The third 

and final reading of the Toronto Suburban 
Railway Company’s agreement with York 
Township Council was passed at yesterday’s 
meeting at Egllnton.

The Council met at 3 p.m., but the agree­
ment was voluminous, and it took till near­
ly 10 p.m. before the document was closed. 
The arraignment given the final agreement 
by The \vorld hail the desired etieet, and 
tne clause giving the company a perpetual 
right was amenued so that at the end of 
30 years ,or any later period of 2u years 
the'municipality acquired the option or per­
cha slug the road, suould it so desire, l'ae 
suggested amendment came at the instiga­
tion of Reeve Duncan, and was readily 
curred in by the other members.

Councillor Miller secured running rights 
over the mad from Bathurst-street to the 
limits of Toronto Junction for one other 
electric railway, and also a 2%-cent fare 
for a ride over that piece of road. The 
three cents a mile clause was passed with­
out objection, and the company are given 
till 1901 to construct and operate the road, 
and only then at the request of the Council, 
after six months’ notice has been given. 
The franchise is an exclusive one, and In­
cludes an extension from Its present limits 
north of Weston to the borders of Etobi­
coke.

Quite a fight was put up over the request 
oS the company for exemption from 
ship taxes for 20 years, but Messrs. Symes, 
Gouldlng and Sylvester, voted against grant­
ing such a privilege for more than half 
that period.

The other clauses of the agreement are 
those that have been already given street 
railways by the Legislature, some mluotl 
amendments being made. The agreement 
grants the privilege for à peripd of 20 years, 
or, If concurred In by the Legislature, for 
30 years, renewals for further periods of 
20 years to be arranged by arbitration.

Railway matters being to the front yes­
terday. Councillor Ellis and Mayor Davis, 
representing North Toronto, addressed the 
Council and asked its assistance In secur­
ing an extension of the Toronto Railway 
north through the township and into and 
through the town. The request was rea-dily 
conceded, and a committee composed of 
the Reeve and Councillor Gouldlng was 
appointed to act with the town In endeavor­
ing to secure better railway facilities from 
the city limits northward.

An application from Aid. Thomas Davies, 
to grade Queen-street at the junction of 
Aork and Scarboro’ Townships, was grant­
ed, the latter municipality being, however, 
required to indemnify the former against 
any damages.

But It Missed and Lodged In 

Thomas Peer—What the Row 
Was All Abont.

In a shooting affray last night on Man­
ning-avenue, Thomas Peer, a 15-year-old 
lad, accidentally received a bullet wo and 
in the left hip. He was an Innocent on­
looker at a quarrel which took place be­
tween John McCabe of 75 Manning-avenue 
and Patrick McEvoy, who lives at No, 76, 
across the street.

McCabe was Intoxicated during the day 
and annoyed many of the neighbors, Includ­
ing Mr. McEvoy’s family.

Thought McCabe Was Fooling.
McEvoy thought that McCabe would not 

carry out his threat and tried to frighten 
him by stepping Into the roadway. No 
sooner had McEvoy left the sidewalk than 
McCabe drew a. revolver from his pocket 
and fired straight at the approaching man. 
McEvoy dropped down quickly and tne bul­
let lodged In the Peer boy’s side.

Jnst at this time Peer’» father came to 
the door of their home and called his son, 
who did not know be was shot. The boy 
laid he felt a stinging sensation In his side 
ind an examination revbaled the bullet 
wound. The 1 Hi tired lad's 'father hurried 
tor an officer and found P. C. Tipton. Mc­
Cabe offered no resistance and quietly sub­
mitted to arrest. The revolver was found 
by his side on a table In the house and the 
officer took it In charge.

Wife Alea Locked Up.
While the policeman was going down to 

the patrol box with theeprlsoner they met 
Mrs. McCabe and she created a scene. The 
woman was slightly Intoxicated and the 
constable placed her under arrest. McCabe 
Is charged with shooting with Intent and 
bis wife with being drunk. Tommy Peer, 
the lad who was shot, lives at 75 Mnn- 
hing-avenue. When a policeman called at 
bis home last night to make some enquiries 
the lad became frightened and ran out the 
back door. He had not returned home at a
