OTTAWIA,  Nov. v 25.—(8re-al) —
“Money talks, and the poor man must

expect to get whiat's coming to him,”
was the doctrine preached in Canada’s

justice. In opposing A. E. Lancastsr’s
bill, which would go a long way to-
wards helping the pocr man by re-
ducing the number of appcals from
the decisions of the railway  commis-
sion, Hon. Mr. Aylesworth said:

. “In conferring upon a dissatisfied li-
tigant any nright of appeal drom this
board, 1 fully concede an advantage
given to the rich as against the pocr,
but that, after all, is only am advan-
tage which in every wall of-life the
‘man of wealth has by reason of his
wealth over the man who is without
resource. No | matter what .piece of
business a man might desire to enter
into, if he is possessed of lérge means
it is 2 great advantage to him, and- [
venturs to question whether it weould
be right to take that advantage from
him.”

This statement, coming  especially
from a ministeér of justice, causefd con-
siderable adverse comment both in the
house and in the lobbies.

Lancaster’s Three Bills.

‘Mr. Lancaster’'s annual onslaught on
the rallways began to-day when his
ill to amend the railway-act came-up
for second reading. The first of these
proposes to make clear that the rail-
way commission, and it alone, chall
have the right to adjudicate as to the
kind of contract to be made Dbetween
railways and shippers. He specified
the case of a man wipo had shipped a
consignment of horses valued at $16,-
000. The railway refused to accept
them unless in the contract the horses
were given the value of only $1200. The
shipper had to jaccept this. The
horses were destroyed In transit, and
the shipper could only collect $1200.
He sued for the larger amount, but the
Ontario court of anpeal held that the
form of the contract was sufficiently
like the authonized contract -to b3
legal. A 1

The point involved is the practice of
partial contracting out of damages in
returm for a lower rate. Mr. Lancas-
ter seeks to obtain for the shipper
power to choose whether hel can pay
the higher nate and have full re-
course for damages in case of loss, or
the lower rate for partial liability, and
he wants the railway commission to
be the only court which can pass upon
such matters, Hon. Mr. Graham con-
sented to the second reading.

The second bill is intended to mre-

duce the ndmber of appeals from the
railway commission to the su'prome{
cocurt.

H. C. McLeod Argues That
Government Inspection |s
Both Feasible and

Desirable in
- Canada..

MONTREAL, Nov. 2.—(Special.)—At
the annual meeting of the Canadian Bank-
ers’ Association to-day oificers were re-
elected as follows: President, Sir kdward
Clouston; vice-presidents, Duncan ' Coul-
son, George Burn, H. Stikeman, M. J. A.

A topic that was discussed at some
Jength was the subject of “Bank In-
spection,” brought to the notice of the
association by a \pamphlet issued by
H. C. McLeod, general manager. of the
Bank of Nova Scotia. Mr. McLeod, who
is _recognized as oOne of the foremost
of Canadian bankers, and whose views
on finance are regarded by banking
men of the United States and Canada
as those of an expert, points out the
necessity there is for making provi-
sion, now that the Bank Act is to be
revised by parliament, for a govern-
ment inspection of banks, or the in-
dependent  audit of banks by other
means., Mr. McLeod, it may be said,
advocated this same improvement at
the last decennial Tevision of the act.

The. Weak- Point.

“The weakest point  in the Cana-
dlan banking system is the lack of any
check on the direction and general
management, and to this defect fail-
ures are mainly due,” says Mr. McLeod
in his pamphlet. “The government ex-
amination of the United States, and the
independent audit of Great Britain and
other ‘countries, in effect investigate
the conditions under which each bank
is governed. The supervision of banks
which is advocated is not experimental:
in one form or another it is in vogue
in ‘countries transacting more than
three-fourths of the business of the
world. : =

‘“As early as 1875, the audit of banks
was a subject of ‘discussion in Canada.
I quote from an article of that time,
‘Now, the only way in which an ex-
amination of 'a bank with branches
could be carried out would be by a
simultaneous audft at all points on the
same day.” Strangely enough, the same
argument is the most prominent to-
day; despite the audit of all the banks
in -Great Britain, in Australla, in Swit-
zerland, in Austria and in Russia. 1In
Germany the subject of bank audit is
now. under -discussion. = The branch
banking  system Yigoyvalls in sll those
countries, some banks having more
than twice  as many: branches as any
bank in Canada. If there be'any Cana-
dian bank of which a fairly clear in-
sight cannot be ebtained by intelligent
auditors within a week, by examina-
tion at the head office alone, that
bank’s system {s out-of-date, and a
chartered accountant’s assistance might

TORONTO-OTTAWA TRAINS AND |
THE PRIVATE CARS OF MAGNATE

It was time somebody brought to the attention of p ent
the service that the Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pacific -are
giving the people of Western Ontario, in the matter of traveling to
and from the capital of the Dominion.|

For years now hoth roads have thredtened to do something to
improve the conditigns: the Canadian |Pacific to double-track and
increase its station and siding accommodation, and above all to
increase its train mileage; and the Grand Trunk has promised now’
for years to build a direct line from Kingston to Ottawa, and make
a quick connection between the expresd trains on its main line and
the capital. This latter would be an ideal service and would get
the bulk of the business, as everybody would prefer to take
chances on a stretch of country that was well inhabited, rather

Canadian Northern has already started to build its line,
it will be finished and what sort of ateommodation
is a matter for the future. |

There is, however, no doubt of this fact that both the Grand
Trunk and Canadian| Pacific are in some kind of an agreement not
to do anything, or in agreement to put off doing anything, as long
as they can. Mr. Hays will tell you that his main business now is
the Grand Trunk Padific, and Sir Thomas Shaughnessy will tell you
that all his time is taken up with acgquisition of new lines in the
west and the flotation of securities, now the main oécupation of
railroad magnates. | ! 4

Parliament and the ‘minister of railways seem to acquiesce
in this neglect of the Province of Ontario, and for Ontarie’s other
ministers, Hon, Mr. Paterson, Hon. Mr. Aylesworth, Hon. Mac-
kenzie King, to take one moment of their time to consider the
requirements of their own province would be preposterous and
out of their line. So the Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific are
allowed to do as they like. - They are more than satisfied to keep
Toronto out of touch as much as possible with Ottawa. They

Let us get down to some detail§ in regard to the Toronto-
Ottawa service. The Canadian Pacific- gives a night express each
way by which most|of the travel is done, and these trains have
very few stops and| give no local ac¢commodation, and notwith-
standing this/are run very slowly. They hardly ever keep time
because of lack of equipment and overtloading of trains, and-what
Mr. Maclean sga.id in the house is true, namely that all the magnates
who go to oricome from Ottawa, whether railway or political, are
so afraid of the system and the accomimodation that goes with it,
that they on!y travel in their own private cars with their well-
stocked larders, and as a conSequence it is no great concern to
them whether, if a train breaks down, 'the public are fed or not,
and it is of no great-consequence to them, outside of the loss of
their time, whether the public make connections or not. But the
worst evil of these magnates traveling in private cars is that only
one man, a body servant and cook travel from Toronto to Ottawa
in a car weighing seventy tons or more, and the weéighy of this
car impedes travel, overloads the engine, and the trainisdoften
an hour latej as the train was yesterday morning coming from
Ottawa. The train was overloaded and as usual one railway mag-
nate with a geventy| ton car was in the train.- In the course of
every winter, for ten or twenty trips, the Canadian Pacific has
some kind of délay, and as a consequence has to wire to some
little hotelkeeper in some wayback place on the road to cook a
ham, make some sandwiches and put a boiler of coffee at the dis-
posal of its belated passengers. The joke now on the road is
‘“‘Are we going to have sandwiches and ecoffee at Myrtle, or'at
Tweed, or at Kaladar, or some other point?” But whenever and
wherever this happens sandwiches and coffee may or may not be
given to travelers, yet there is sure to be a magnate with a well-

stocked larder in a private car who isfaring sumptuously. Some-

times it is the president of the railroad; ,sometimes the gentlemen
of the railroad commission; sometimes the minfster of railways
or one of his colleagues; but in every case they don't care what
the storm or stress i3, as they are provided for. - They don't take
the chances of the drdinary traveler. ; D
The Canadian Pacific still continuies to ma
sengers between Toronto and Ottawa change
Falls at two pr three in the morning.! For a sHc
vear ago, the Canadian Pacific admitted tif® inferiority of its ser-
vice and split it in ﬁwo and ran a straight section to Ottawa a
little behind the Montreal gection, and|in consequence much better
accommodation was| given; but the Montreal exesmtive struck it
down ruthlessly one day ‘and said they would go back to the old

system; that, in substance, anything was good enough for Ontar--

io and the people of Ontario; and the old situation is now worse
than ever, and day after day trains come in with hundrgds of pas-
sengers everyone of whom is late for an éngagement, misses a
train; or in dther ways is immoderately ‘and unfairly inconven-
ienced. i i :
There was another thing came out in connection with the run-
ning of this night express both ways in two sections, and that is
that when the Ottawa business was put into a separate service
the Montreal 'train, outside of the express cars, had a good deal of
the look of what they call a ‘““ghost train,”” and rather than admit
that the Ottawa business was the mote profitable they decided to
destroy the eyidence which a separation of the business elicited.

And coming back to;this mania that railroad magnates a:nd
political magnates have of traveling in private cars, we are further
constrained to say that if railroad offi¢ials do not know the actual
conditions ofitraveling on their own lines they become very com-
placent and altogether unmindful of the public. If these railroad
magnates had to use their own sleeping cars, and their own dining
car service, and especially if they had to eat in their own refresh-
ment rooms and dining rooms at the stations, they might take a
little more interest |in the way these establishments are conduc-
ted. Frequenht use, for instance, of pome of the old sleeping
cars that are sent by|the Pullmaln Company into Canada as a kind of
haven fof the cast offs, would make Mr. Hays and some of his as-
sistant /managers open their eyes; and if Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy's able assistants slept for a few nights on some of the fif-
teen-year old mattresses that are still doing service in some of his
sleeping cars, they too might call for a change.

It is remembered of Sir Williamn Van, Horne that when he
first organized the Canadian Pacific he traveled a great deal in
the ordinary coach; that he jumped off at stations and demanded

a plece of pie and a cup of coffee at the 1'efreshme'nt counter and
if he didn’t find it what he expected it to be he let somebody know
all abolt it inh a very short time, and{as a consequence every re-
freshment counter ¢n the road was on the alert and anxious to
serves the public. How can the minister of railways, who is sup-
posed to have these railways in charge,.really 'know about the
service the public are getting if he dgesn’t travel occasionally as
an ordinary passenger? And we beliéve it is of vital importance
to the enforcement of the Railway Ac¢t that the railway eommis-
sioners themselves travel as ordinary jtravelers in order to get at
the true condjtion of affairs.” For instance, how would Chairman
Mabee like it if he ‘were going from Toronto to Ottawa at night
on a Canadian Pacific first-class passenger cosch and had to get
out of his seat at Smith's Falls and sit in a waiting-room or
walk up and /down the platform for any time from half an hour
to two hours before the Ottawa tpain was made up, or vice versa
coming the other way? We venture to say it wouldn't be‘ two
daye before an order would issue from the commission command-
ing the Canadian Pacific to give their first and second-class pas-
sengers from Toronto a thru car, just as they give their sleeping
car passengers a thru car between these points. It-will be recalled
that the well-stocked buffet cars that used to run on the C. P. R.
night expresses were taken off soon after Sir Willlam Van Horne
retired. /Hadn’t they better be put back, put in the place of the
magnates’ cars? ; =

Then as to overloading of trains by these heavy private cars
we have only this to say: it ought to| be made the law that no
railway magnate traveling in all his glory . and singleness has the
right to insist on the train of the ordinary people being hampered
by a private ear for| one man, his secretary, and his cook. If a
railway magnate wighes to go over his own lines in his ptivate
car he oughtito take a special enginé, and if another magnate
wishes to go over another company’s Jine let him pay the shot of
a special engine, or let them exchange special engines one with
another: but make it impossible by law or otherwise for this most
fanciful and ‘extravagant ostentation being a means of inconven-
ience. to the ardinary public, who are paying their fare and wish
to make their|destination in the shortast possible time. We hope
the story is true that Sir Thomas Shaughuessy is pretty sick of
his lesser magnates and their individual cars, and that he will set
an example by telling them that if they insist on these cafs they
had better hook on to freights and take chances.

RIPLE TRAGEDY AT
AURORA ON THURSDAT

Escaping Coal Gas Causes Death | Marion Innis Morgan.

of Mrs. Flintoff, Granddaughter
and Roomer—County News.

AURORA, Nov. 25.— (Special.) — A
startling and gruesome discovery was
made here to-day when the dead bodies
of Mrs. John Flintoff, her grand-daugh-
ter, Miss Laura Macdonald, aged about
14, and Fred Blake, a young English-
man, aged 19, were all found asphyxiat-

ed from gas in the home of Mrs. Flint- |

off, on Machell-avenue.

The discovery was made just before
noon, and the news spread like wildwe
thru the town, a large crowd collecting
in a few minutes.

Coroner Hillary and Dr. Stevenson
were hastily summoned, and after an
examination; decided that death must
have taken place at least' 24 hours be-
fore. An inqucst was decided to be un=
necessary, the cause of death being
plainly.evident,.

Mrs. Flintoff was a widow, her hus-
band having died about six years ago,
and the little granddaughter had lived
with her for some time; and was at-
tending the Aurora Public School.

Fred Blake had until a week ago been
employed on the farm of Thomag Rob-
berts, a short distance out of the vil-
lage, since which time he had boarded
at the home of Mrs. Flintoff. One bro-
ther lives at White Rose, in Whit-
church, and his mother and a num-
ber of brothers and sisters reside in
England.

NORTH TORONTO.

city for years in matters that - touch
the most important interests, and sup-
porting men and measures, that have
led -to much thriftless expenditure in
other directions, The Evening Telegram
is once more out with a hatchet and a
hobgeblin mask to scare the citizens.

The year 1909 is to be noted as one of
special extravagance, sdys The Tele=
_ gram, and piles- up @ sum of $8,578,064,
in which the trunk sewer, $2,400,000, the
electrical plant, $2,750,000, and local im-
provements, - $1,500,000, are the leading
amounts. The trunk sewer should have
been built years ago, when it would
have cost less. It will not all be built
at once and the cost will not 'all fall in
one 'year.

3
profit for the city. The local improve-
ments do not fall on the city gorpor-
ate. - s
On the top of this come the new by-
laws which almost paralyze The Tele-
gram’s financial vision.

'VICTORIAN STATE RAILWAYS.
From the report of ‘the Victorian State
Railway Commissioners for the
ending June 30 last, just come to hand,
it is evident that continuous prosperity

someyears.ago. in charge of a thoroiy
compeétent board. What made the new
sdeparture ¢f additional interest to To-
ronto and Ontario is the fact that the
chairman of the commijssijon, Mr. Thos,

Tait, is one ‘of ourselves and it is not
without imperial significance when
valuable interchanges of this kind-take
place among British $tates, ; Speaking
to a representative of a lea(’ding Mel-
bourne newspaper and referring to the
report, Mr. Billson, the Victorian min-
ister of railways, arked that to say
it was very satisfactory was not undue
praise, :

The earnings of the state railways
for the year were £4,178,124 7s 64 (in
round figures $20,000,000) and amounted
to more than half of the total revenue
of Victoria. While Mr. Billson agreed
with the .commissioners that this was
attributable mainly to the general pros-
perity, he added that if it was only fair
to say that the good management of the

commissioners was a strong factor in;

bringing about the result. Thdis is man-
ifested by the reduction of the percen-
tage of working expenses to 57.67, as
compared with 59.02. After paying all
wofklng expenses, including a special
payment of about $350,000 to the Rail-
way Accident and Fire Insurance Fund
and meeting all interest charges and
expenses; pensions and gratuities, there
remained a net surplus of over $1,000,-
000, which has been credited to con-
solidated revenue. It is worthy of no-
tice that,the marked improvement in
the revenue coincided with fare reduc-
tions which Became operative in March,
1908. This is clear evidence of the pub-
lic benefit derived from state owner-
ship and operation, Had the Victorian
railways been +4n private hands, in-
creases in revenue would simply have
resulted in bigger - dividends to the
stockholders.

The minister of . rallways in the
course of the interview with-him made
sonfe further comments of importance.
As an explanation of the success of the
state enterprise he pointed out that the
commissioners were in a practically in-
dependent position with regard to the
management of the railways, and he
doubted whether the same result would
have been obtained had they been car-
ried on' as an ordinary.government de-
partment. Parliament, Mr. Billson ex-
plained, had given the commissioners
great powers and had safeguarded
them in various ways—he thought pro-
perly. While the ministry had power
to the commissioners to do
certain things as a “matter of policy,”
it. was a ‘power which. had been and
was likely to be very Cautiously exer-
cised, because undess the commission-
ers were contuimacious, the cablnet
would have to disregard the opinions of
experts. The results, he remarked,
gave greater encouragement apart
from the policy of development which
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progressive - government, to extend
railway constructjon. Mr. Billson con-
cluded by expressing the opinion that
in ‘Mr. Tait the state possessed a valu-
:able officer, masterful and tactful, who
khew his business and loved his work—
probably the best all-round railway
man in Australia. :

Administration of publicly owned
services and utilities by expert com-
missioners, possessing very wide pow-
ers and free from unnecessary inter-
ference either in managément or In
policy, is likely to become increasingly
popular. For one thing, it obviates the
cofnmon objection that representative
bodies acting directly cannot be safely
entrusted with the operation of a pub-
lic service, at least in Canada, however
different the experience in Britain may
be. When cities themselves are being
placed under commissions it is plain
that a similar course in the case of
their services and utilities is likely to
grow in public favor.

Bloor-street vidgduct, mainly ‘we im-
agine for the reason that it would let
the people who live in East Toronto and
that portion of the city north and south
of Danforth-avenue to come down town
for a single fare. At present they have
to pay two fares to get to mid-city,
or they cannot get down unless they
walk part of the way.

These papers know that the city has
ro power to expropriate property that
may be benefited by such an improve-
ment. Let them join in asking the
legislature for the power. In the mean-
time let us go ahead and vote the by-
law, i

But,let us add,this expropriation pro-
posal a rather sudden thing te
spring upon these unsuspecting people.
Inasmuch as the east-enders did their
share in paying for the King-street
subway, the Queen-street subway, and
Lansdowne @bway, and the Dundas-
street bridges as general improvements,
why should not the same rule apply to
an equally valuable improvement on
the east side of the city.

GERS CAUSED DEATH
WHAT GAUSED ULCERS?

Strange Circumstances . in the

Death of Fourteen-Year-0Old
Alonzo Lane.

P RS

ST. CATHARINES, Nov. 25.—(Spe-
cial.)—A. peculiar thing developed at
the inquest touching the death of Alon-
zo Lane, the colored lad, fourteen years
of age, who died Tuesday in convul-
cions, having been taken ill last Thurs-
day from eating ¢ream puffs. The boy
had been sent honie at 4 p,lﬁ. from his
work, but did not arrive home till eight,
when he was so sick that his mother
sent him to a doctor, who found him
suffering from corrosive poisoning.
From four till eight the boy was at

the home of Mrs. Bell, a colored wo-
man residing on Geneva-street, so he
told his mother. The enquiry adjourn-
ed to obtain the testimony of Mrs. Bell.

Dr. M. J. Mulock ve evidence that
he had seen the bey three times before
his death. He noticed that the boy was
in a weak, exhausted condition, an ul-
cer on-his lip, and tongue swollen and
he was then of the opinion that the ul-
cers were caused by some caustic fluid.

The post mortem showed uleers on
the tongue and in the mouth, also sev-
eral uleers -in the stomach, caused by
some caustic fluld. The cause of death
was exhaustion and heart failure, the
result of the ulcers.

Dr. Sheahan said ‘Lane had come to
his office about 9.30 Thursday morning,
complaining of a severe pain in his|
‘mouth. He said he had eaten cream |
puffs and got a pain in his stomach
and that he had got some medicin€ in
Dwyer's dryg store. The tongue was
burned, evidently by caustic fluid. The
doctor gave him something to allay the
pain.

(Mrs. Lane said her son came home at
eight o'clock, complaining of being sick.
She sent him to Dr. Sheahan’s and he
returned about ten o'clock. He was
vomiting all night and evéry day until
Tuesday, when he died.

Rokert Richards, a boy a“out thirteen
yvears old, who was with young Lanhe
Thursday. swore the was with him at
the postoffice about 1.30 p.m. Lane gave
him 15 ¢énts and he bought six:cream .
puffs. Each ate three. Both then felt

DOGTOR SAYS FOUL PLA

Jury in Gal!agher Fataiity at Royal
Edward Hotel Returns
Cpen Verdict,

“That George Thomas Gallagher
came to his death November 18, 1909,

thru a fracture of the skull, the cause

of which is unknown to us,”
“This open verdict was returned by
Coroner George W. (draham’s jury at
the morgue last night.

Dr. A. J. Johnson, who performed
the autopsy, said after the enquiry that

his opinion was that the man met with
foul play:

Gallagher went home early thée night |
before his death, gave the bulk of his!

: Jackman Wants Transfer.

Harry Jackman, proprietor of the
American Hotel, York and Wellington-
streets, is trylng to secure a transfer !
of license to McFarlane's Hotel, Queen ;
and Saultér-streets, over the Don. Me-
Farlane was cut off May 1 on account
of being with 300 feet of a 'Methodist
church. Mr. Jackman’'s lawyer has|
found a loophole in the act under
whi¢h the commissioners may grant
the transfer. The act says that no
license shall be granted swithin s0
many feet of a church unless upon a
property which formmerly contained a
| license, Yesterday a petition was pre-
sented showing that stores in the vi-
cinity had suffered since the removal
of the hotel and that merchants desire
the transfer.

The commissioners, however, offered
no encouragement and the issue will
be fought out next Thursday. Mr.
Jackman will pay $20,000 for the pre-
mises if the transfer goes thru. He
sa1ys he 1is losting at the rate of $5 a
day in his present site, due to the fact
that the cartage firms have denicd
their teamsters the privilege of patron-
izing bars while on duty.

The Preserit Essential,

+ “The assumption that a simultaneous
inspection of every office is necessary
to an efficient examination of a bank's
conditiéon would therefore appear to be
groundless. In fact, examination of a
bank's branches by auditors from with-
out is not necessar The correctness
of this statement should appeal to all
practical inspectors; and the proposal
to forestallyand minimize disaster, by
regular examination of the places
where disaster is known to originate,
should appear to the layman, as well
as to the expert, to be all that is es-
sential at present.

“Before the stoppage of the City of
Glasgow Bank, the directors applied to
the other Glasgow banks for assistance.
After protest by the directors against
the indignity of the requirement of an
examination, a chartered accountant
with only four hours’ examination was
enabled to formm a definite opinion, and
he advised that the .application be de-
nied, Yas the bank was ‘irretrievably
wrecked. This examination was made
at the head office. In accordance with
the almost Invariable rule in such cases,
the business of the branches had been
groperly conducted and was soun

his bank had one hundred and thirty~
three branches.”

Compulsory Audit.

Mr. Mcl.eod refers to the Australian
banking “cataclysm” of 1893, following
& period when “the spirit of specula-
tion ran mad, and financlers and ad-
venturers of every kind had a carnival
of dissipation with other eople’s
money.” Land companies, bullding so-
cleties and other speculative compan-
fes had been. formed- in considerable
numbers; some closely affillated with
leading banks. Revelations of fraudu-
lent management followed, people lost
confidence in even the old and legiti-
mate enterprises, and there was a gen-
eral smash. '

“A feature of the bank crisis,” says
the pa let, “was the comparative
freedom bOf the banks from fraud and
falsificafion. Of fourteen banks that
suspepnded In that year, thirteen were
reconstrycted. The City of Melbourne
Bank falled in ‘1895, the Standard Bank
in 1899, and the Australian Joint Stock
Bank now admits insolvenc¥ and is pro-
posing reorganization. We may there-
fore count four faflure out of twenty-
three banks in existence at the com-
mencement of 1803, From 1893 to 1909,
with general prosperity, rapidly in-
creasing bank deposits and advancing
values, Canada shows fallures of near-
“.1y one in five, while Australia, despite
the long incubating causes of the panic
referred to, with consequent shrink-
age in bank deposits and in values, has
a fallure list which, from the statistics
available at this writing, appears to
be approximately one in six. We would
séem to require to seek the records of
some of the states of the American |

Union, during the wild-cat banking
period of about sixty years ago, to find
statistics with which our system may
make favorable comparison. Whoever
segkg the reason. for this unfavorable
regult trpach theconc n, that
thg chie cuf,e ds want of supervision
of the direction and general manage-
ment of Canadian banks.

Compulsory Audit.

“Prior to the crisis of 1893, the audit
of banks' in Australia seems to have
been provided for in the acts of in-
corporation of the several banks, yet in

1898 the Government 'of Victoria en-
acted an amendment to the Companies’
Act, under which the banks were oper-
ating, making .an audit compulsory by

"auditors- whose qualifications are set
out in the act. 'This act is an em-
phatic expression of opinion of those
most capable .of judging of the causes!
of the disaster; just as the audit of
banks, which hecame universal in.Great
Britain after the City of Glasgow Bank
failure, was an expression of the view
of British bankers on the necessity for
an external audit.

*“Of ‘courge, banks. in Great Britain
and Australia’ have their ‘departments
for internal inspection, but experience
in these ceuntries has shown that an
additional protection is essential, just
as Canadian experience has demonstrat-
ed that fabricated balance sheets will
occasionally appear so'long as there is
no- proper supervision of the general
management and of the direction. Ayd-
iting from, the outside has had the same
salutary effect in Great Britain, under
the branch banking system, that gov-
ernment examination has had in the
United States, where banks are not per-
mitted to have branches.

“The trend of banking in all coun-
tries hus shown that external examina-
tion {8 necessary, and, therefore, cédun-
trieg having in the aggregate about 80
per cent. of the hanking powe. ¢f the
world have adopted external examina-
tion of banks in some form.”

What Happened Once.
Referring to a statement of . Byron
E. Walker in January, 1907, Mr. Mec-
argues 1at the share-

Leod says:

“Mr. Walker fﬁ
holders have the powelr to secure any
kind of inspection or audit they want.
Thera can hardly be a more perfect sys-
tem of inspection and supervision of
loans, from within, than that deascrib-
ed in the ninth annual report of the
Federal Bank of Canada. Altho the
shareholders and the public received
the assurance of the existence of an
exgellent system of internal examina-
tion, the system as described could Have
existed only in the imagination. Evi-|
dently the gtatement improved the|
credit of the bank, for at its failure
the loszes aggregated about seven mil-
lion dollars.

In Canada,
protectipn, savings
are entitled to rank on the residue of |
a bank's assets only as general credi-
tors. Deposjtors, large and small, have
been placing their savings in Cana-
dian banks since banking began in this
country. In' former yvears the volume
of deposits was moderate, but during |
the past twelve years there has been |
an enormous expansion in the totals.
Most banks have dealt with these sav- |
ings in a legitimate way. We know
that in some banks that have failed,
money has been dumped by the general
management by hundreds of thousand
of -dollars, and even millions of dollars,
fnto speculation or into promotion
schemes. It is true that in recent years
depositors have not suffered by the
larger failures.
