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Japan’s Best Course to
Prevent Cessation of Hos.
tilities Developing Into a
Mere Truce.

Paris, March 26.—It was stated in
diplomatic quarters pere to-day that
among the conditions of the peace
which Japan might ask would be that
Russia give a pledge to build no more
warships for a term of years. A diplo-
matic official said that such a condi-
tion would be the most effective means
of assuring Japan against Russia's car-
rying out her cherished project of naval
rearmament for the renewal of hostili-
ties under better conditions than those
at present existing.

It is . well known that Russia con-
templates a huge plan of naval rehabil-
itation. Admiral Doubasoff, the head
of the technical board of the admiral-
ty; Captain Clado, formerly chief tac-
tical officer under Vice-Admiral Ro-
jestvensky, and other Russian naval
authorities recently have taken the po-
sition that peace was desirable until
a naval reconstruction could be com-
pleted. This appears to have stimu-
lated Japan's diplomats to consider
means of avoiding a peace that would
be equivalent to no more than a truce,
during which Russia would have time
to forge an effective weapon, and,
therefore, the intimation is now given
that limitation of Russian naval arm-
ament may figure as a means of en-
suring a prolonged peace in the orient.

Concerning recent preliminary ap-
proaches toward .peace, it is now ac-
cepted in the highest diplomatic quar-
ters that these preliminary negotiat-
tions did not occur here, altho Paris
may have been the channel thru which
results were transmitted to St. Peters-
burg and Tokio. However, it is no-
ticeable that there has not been the
slightest reference in French newspa-
pers to the peace movement having ta-
ken tangible form here or elsewhere,
except in continued academic discus-
sion of the peace propaganda and a
few vague St. Petersburg despatches,
showing that peace is in the air.

JAPS TO TAKE PENAL COLONY.

HKorsakovsk’'s Heterogeneous Popu-
lation is Expecting Visitors.

St. Petersburg, March 27.—(12.40 a.m.)
—According to government mail ad-
vices, brought to the mainland from

Sakhalien and telegraphed from Khar-
barovsk, the Japanese were expected
to land at Korsakovsk within a fort-
night, the port being free of ice early
in April. The Russians are not in a
position to resist, the whole force on
the island being less than 2000 soldiers
and prison guards. There are 6000
convicts in the penal camps, the re-
mainder of the population consisting of
3000 natives and 6000 time-expired con-
victs, with women and children, who
have settled in the island. THe pros-
pect that the convicts may be landed on
the mainland in the vicinity of Vladi-
vostock by the Japanese is being con-
sidered.

ALL QUIET ALONG THE LINE.
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OF WARSHIPS

WANT PEACE FOR NOTHING
WAR'S COST ENOUGH

Moscow, March 26.—With
the exception of The Moscow
Gazette, practically all the
newspapers of this city are
for peace on condition that
there be neither cession of
territory nor payment of in-
demnity.

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Newspaper Correspondent is Given
Best Evidence That There's Still
Funds in Treasury.

London, March 27.—The correspondent
at St. Petersburg of The Daily Mail
reports that he accepted the invitation
of Finance Minister Kokovsoff to ‘in-
spect the reserves of gold in the state
bank and describes his visit to that
institution. He says:

“The bank officials made much cere-
mony of unlocking the gates of the
strong rooms, but the actual view of
$325,000,000 of gold was found a su-
premely uninteresting, tedious and de-
pressing spectacle, Over 12,500 sacks
of gold coin stacked in rows on the
floor of the long vault looked no more
impressive than sacks of merchandise
in an ordinary warehouse, whilst 15,
913 gold ingots closely packed on shelves
like a library less suggested their value
than the shelves of an iron monger’s
store. It had the effect of a dado in a
subdued yellow tone nit unattractive as
a color scheme taken in combination
with the gray canvas sacks and the
white ceiling.

“The officials invited the correspon-
dent to count and verify the contents
of the sacks and shelves. That natur-
ally was impossible, but he has not the
slightest doubt that the amount repre-
sented by the reserve figures was there.”

POLICE CHE OF WIRSIY

LURED BY BN THRONERS

One Outrage to Permit of Attack on
Him—Pursuing Policeman
Later Found Dead.

-

Warsaw, March 26. — A bomb was
thrown into the carriage of Baron Von
Nolken, chief of police of Warsaw, at
8 o'clock to-night. He will recover,

The attack on Baron Von Nolken was
the result of an elaborate conspiracy of
the revolutionary party. Shortly before
8 o'clock an elegantly dressed man went
to the police station at Praga, a large
suburb of Warsaw, on the other side of
the Vistula, and threw a bomb into the
room of the station where the men as-

sembled before going on duty. 8ix po=
licemen were wounded and all the furni-
ture, as well as one wall, was destroy-
ed. The bomb thrower in trying to es=
cape met a policeman and shot twice,
wounding the officer in the stomach,
The prisoner himself was wounded and
has been placed in the hospital.,

A telephone message was immediate-
ly sent to Baron Von Nolken at the
city hall, informing him of the outrage.
Baron Von Nolken, accompanied by a
pelice official, took a carriage and start=
ed immediately for Praga. When pass-
ing the castle where the governor-gen-
eral resides a man standing on the
pavement threw a bomb at the care
riage. '

Received ¥Full Charge.

Baron Von Nolken, who was gitting on
the side nearest the assailant, received
the full charge of the bomb, while his
companion escaped unhurt. The coach=
man was thrown from the box and the
carriage was smashed. Baron Von Mol-
ken was removed to the city hall and
doctors were summoned, who found he
had received injuries on the head, neck,
arm and leg which are believed to be
serious.

Meanwhile the police officia] accom-
panying Bdaron Von Nolken saw the
bomb-thrower fleeing and pursued and
caught up with him, but the criminal
proved the stronger and tore himself
away. Another policeman fired twice
after him without result.

Murders Pursuing Policeman.

Half an hour later & man was found
dead in Sowia-street, whom the police
believed to be the bombthrower, but
who was identified as the vplain clothes
policeman who pursued the murderer,
and who was shot down while in pur-
suit. A girl who was passing the spot
when the bomb was thrown was wouand-
ed by splinters and had to be taken to
the hospital.

According to the theory of the police,
the revolutionists - calculated wupon
Baron Von Nolken going _ to Praga on
learning of the explosion of the bomb
at the station there, and knew he must
rass the castle, that being the only road
by which he could reach’the only bridge
zcross the Vistula, The affair caused
great excitement. A popular rumor
says the revolutionaries adopted this
course of informing the police that they
have more bombs besides. those discov-
ered buried in the Powonski Cemetery
Saturday.

His reports in
regard to new apparatus and equip-
ment have been followed, and he should
not have been disregarded: on this
question. He has made a good, effi-
cient fire chief, and T think he is worth
$3000 a year. The disparity between
his position and that of his deéputy is
sufficient to make a difference of $1000
in their salaries..

“In regard to the men, I think $450
is enough for the minimum, but I can’t
understand why the increase after the
first year was kept down to $75. The
drivers, too, have some reason to eom-
plain. They must be very careful men.
A good one is very valuable, and a
reckless one c¢an do much harm. They
must_always be on duty and get the
men to fires safely. They are used at
fires just as the others, and are much
on the same footing. I would favor a
further consideration of the matter be-
fore the rate is struck.”

Hubbard on Defence.

“The position of the board of con-
trol is this,” said Controller Hubbard.
‘“When a young man of 20 op 22 comes
on the department, he gets $450 per
year, with free lodgings, clothes and
washing, and other privileges, and he
is virtually an apprentice. All he has
to get outside is table board. He is on
duty all the time, but the firehouse is
his home. He gets off one day per

15 days holidays every year. Then he
gets a raisé of $100 the first year, and
is a great deal better off than the av-
erage mechanic, who loses many days
during wet weather and in the winter.
Of course, he takes more risks, but

workers on large buildings than to fire-
men during the year. He makes an
agreement, and knows exactly what he
is going to get edach year. There are
only 23 firemen who will not receive
this '$25 increase, but they are getting
their annual increase of $100, or $75,
and they can’'t coniplain.

In Bufialo.

“In Buffalo, the maximum salary is
$900. - There they must buy their own
clothing, and with a city of 450,000
people @and many high buildings, their
work is much more laborious and- dan-
gerous. The chief there gets $3000, and
the deputy-chief $2200. We fixed the
difference in salaries here at $750,
which is as near the:other as we could
well make it. Then Deputy-Chief No-
ble moved into the western part of
the city to take charge of the district.
If he were not here we would have to
have another district officer, as that

tories. The only men who might com-
plain are the engineers’ assistants.
They are said to be always away from
danger, but they must be reliable,
competent men.
Reorganization.

“It is not correct that I said there

would be no increase in salaries until

We were advised by the chief and the
chairman of the fire and 1ight commit-
tee that the reoganization weuld take
place after the proposed new stations
are built. When the fire houses in the
centre of the city, at Kew Beach and
Ccwan-avenue, are built, there will be
caretakers required, and some of the
clder men can”take these places. The
new electric alarm system will ne-d
scme men, too, and  we can place
others there. The young men will all
be wanted in the centre of the city, and
the older ones can be moved to the out-
skirts, where there are no high build-
ings and where their experience will
make them valuable.

“The manner in which the fire and
light committee went thru the recom- |
mendation is shown by the fact that
four caretakers who have been super-|
annuated were recommended for a 10|
per cent. increase along with the rest of
the department. But we have made|
only a rough draft of the estimates, and
they will be revised before going on to
council. It may appear wise to make
some changes, and I am sure the board
of control is prepared to do what ig
thought best for the men and the citi-
zens.”

Ward on Warpath.

Controller Ward is decidedly in favor
of giving the men an increase to $850
as the maximum salary and holding
down the officers’ figures. He will take
the matter up in council unless some
change is made on the revision of the
estimates. .

Chairman Fleming of the fire and light
committee sald he thought the board
of contrn! had made a mistake, particu-
larly in adding another year to the term
of service before the maximum salary is|
reached.. He would grade the salaries
from $450 to $850, with an increase of
$100 each year. The chief should get
$3000, and the drivers as much as the,
firemen. In not a city in America d'd
the drivers get less, and in many cities
they received more than the first-class
firemén. They twere special men, and |
out of the whole d:partment there wera
only twenty-five or thirty whom the|
chief would put on a wagon. The en-|
gineers, too, were more intelligent than |
ordinary men, and had to put in an ap=|

Several ~women
fainted, and as the steamer commenced
to settle deep in the water aft, there
was great excitement.

“The Parisian ran a race of life and
death for the harbor, her decks throng-
ed witly panic-stricken passengers, who
believed the captain was goiig to
beach her, The crew placed canyas in

effect, as the water rose . in the after
compartments, with great rapidity.
Tons of watér rapidly filled these holds
and caused the ship to settle more and
more, The five miles from the scene of
the accident to the dock was covered in
40 minutes.” J

The Parisian is one of the finest
steamers in the Allan fleet, and. car-
ried on this trip four hundred sacks of
mail. and eleven hundred tons of gen-
eral cargo. Her after hold is flooded as
far forward as the engine room. On
her passage over a big wave boarded
the Parisian and killed a steerage pas-
senger named. Simmenis, and injured
two ethers.

It will take some weeks to repair her,
and the job will be a costly one.

scientists Halt Plans for Millions of
Rich Acres.

London, March 26.—~The new theory
regarding the strain upon the' mas-
onry of dams, brought forward by
Atcherley and Pearson, mathematicians

of the University College/ of London,
has, at least for the time *lng. put an
end to Sir Willlam Garstin‘s plan of
raising the gigantic dam at Assouan,
which already has proved such a bless-
ing to Egypt. . : En

This was an important part of a huge
plan for further irrigation Egypt,
destined to bring millions of acres un-
der cuitivation. Lord Cromer's last
report dealt minutely with the scheme,
the outlines of which then were cabled.

New Theory Makes Trouble.

Sir William, thra calculations of the
engineering staff, was satisfied that,
according to all accepted theories of
dam construction the factor of safety
was amply sufficient té permit the dam
béing raised, but in October he was in-
formed of the new theory that the
vertical sections of dams under water
pressure were more :severely strained
than the horizontal parts.

Therefore, while the dam was de-
signed according to-yules hitherto ap-
plied, and may be safe as regards
cracking horizontally, it may crack
vertically. e b

The Egyptian government asked| Sir
Benjamin Baker to give an opinion on
the raising of the dam. After inspect-
ing the wear, Baker reported that all
thoughts of raising it should be post-
poned another twenty years.

Little Hope of Raising Dam,

He is of the opinion, basing it on the
new theory, that there is now little
hope of raising the dam to any appre.
ciable extent, altho calculations sub-
mitted to and passed by him before:the
new theory were correct in all
spects. He adds that the vibrations on
the masonry dam are due to the rush
water in the sluices, and that the dam
as constructed is perfectly safe.

‘“There should be,” he gald, “perfect
confidence and no need bf anxiety in
the permanent stability for centuries,
without difficult or costly works for
its maintenance.”

1N POOR MAN'S DIGEINGS

Prov.incial .Beologist Miller Talks to|
Canadian Institute on Temis-
kaming Mines.

A lecture of much interést to mineral-
ogists ' and  prospectors for precious |
metals ‘was delivered at the Canadian,
Institute on Saturday night by Willet |
G. Miller, provincial geologist,-on “Btl-;
ver and Cobalt Ores of Temiskaming.” |
The lecture wag well illustrated with |
lantern slides, showing maps, views,
rock exposures and the general topo- |
graphy of the district, also specimens |
of rocks showing the presende of these |
metals. The veins from Wb,ich these
ores were taken were discovered dur
ing of the bulldgng of the Temiskaming
and Northern Railway in -the early
summer of 1903; but the workmen en- |
gaged in construction work did not re-'f
cognize them as valuable. It was not |
until October that the bureau of mlneui
received samples, when their value as
a provincial asset was at once recog-
nized. The gamples sent were of n_!ckel,
the color of copper, and from their na-
ture it became evident to Mr. Millar
that associated with this deposit would
no doubt De silver and cobalt. He vis®
ited the locality and found just what|
he anticipated, silver cobalt and ar |
senic. There were four deposits, but|
until he went there no silver had been
discovered. .A station hag since beea
built there, which is known as Cobalt. |
It lies 103 miles north of North Bay.Q
Some samples for the St. Louis Ex-
hibition were taken out and have since
been bought by the Dominion govern-
ment for $3000, for a permanent exhibit.
A few tons for test purposes were also;

Maps Ready for Prospectors. 1

trict with the object of mapping it and
making a closer examination of ‘the de- |
posits.

Recently the bureau has received re-
ports of discoveries twenty-five miles
north on the railway, also.another de-
posit considerably farther north over
the height of land. The department has
no details, but it is thought the dis-
coveries are authentic, as' the same
rocks occur over a wide range in that
part of the province. The rock is a char-
acteristic slate and conglomerate. These
deposits are only about eight miles from
one of the oldest known mineral deposits
in North America, which is known as
the Wright Mine, and was discovered
by the Jesuits or early explorers on
Lake Temiskaming in the very earliest
days of Canada. i
There have been rich deposiis of silver
discovered in Ontario in the past, but
these were about 500 miles west: ¢f the
cobalt deposits in the vieinity of Thunder
Bay, Lake Superior: The best known
of these was the Silver Islet Mine, from
which over three million dollarsiin silver
was taken.
Poor Man’s Diggings. "
These Temiskaming “deposits. are
what are termed poor man’s diggings.
No plant is necessary. The ore is near
the surface, and all that is needed is to
dig it out. Where there are two sets
of deposits so wide apart as those at
Haileybury and Thunder Bay, it is rea-
sonable to suppose that there are other
deposits in the intervening territory
which has never been prospected. Cobalt
is used largely in staining glass, espe-
cially for producing deep blue. Even
the ancient Egyptians and Trojans used
it for this purpose. It is also used
for coloring pottery and porecelain. The
metal js similar to nickel anj can-be
used in steel the same as nickel, Its
price, however, is so much higher thn
that of nickel, being five or six times
as great, that at present it is not used
in metallic form.
The Metal of Defence.
Ontario is one of the two producers
of nickel in the world, the other Yeing
the French penal colony of New Cale-
donia, but the industry at Sudbury is on
a much sounder basis than thatof Cale-
dcnja. This nickel may be called the
metal of defence, since it is used in the
alloy known as nicke] steel for armor |
plate in all the navies of the world.

That is evidently the idea of the ses-
sions grand jury, who, in presenting
their report to Judge Morgan on Sat-
urday, declared:

“With #€gard to all institutions for
male prisoners, we strongly approve of
the system of spanking, and would sug-
gest that every sentence include spank=
ing. For drunkenness, after the first
offence, we would suggest spanking,
without incarceration and without the
option of a fine.” y

The judge said that, while the sug-
gestion is one that commends itself to
some  portions of the scommunity, a
good many people think that whipping

is such a degrading character of pun- |

ishment that it should not be resorted
to except in cases of brutal offences. -

“I. quite agree with you that where
men manifest an inclination to pursue
a life of crime, administration of the
lash would be a good deterrent because
they care nothing for imprisonment.

“Until the legislature chooses to ex-
tend the list of crimes with respect to
which whipping can be adminigtered,
judges are absolutely powerless; I can
hardly agree with your suggestion that
persons who are so weak -as to allow
themselves to become addicted to
strong drink should be punished by
whipping. It would be considered too
drastic, and the legislature would never
enact such a law.’

fight him, I hope they are not so faith-
less to their obligations as to take this
money and shut their mouths or be-
come his apologists.

“We do not want thig man’s money.
