MONCTON STREET RAILWAY
BILL DIED IN COMMITTEE

The Municipalities

Taken Up.

Committee Declined to Recommend
Its Passage---The Loch Lomond Bill

and Corporations

Fredericton, N. B., May 28 (Special).—
At a joint meeting of the municipalities
and corporations committees this morn-
ing the bill to authorize the e¢ity of Monc-
ton to operate a street railway was fur-
ther discussed and the committee declined
to recommend the bill to the favorable
consideration of the house.

Subsequently the municipalities -com-
mittee took up the consideration of the
bill promoted by the owners of the land
adjoining Loc¢h Tomond to prevent the
city of 8t. John permitting an overflow
on such land. C. N. Skinner thought the
question should stand. over till next ses-
sion of the legislature as there would not
be time to thoroughly discuss the matter
during the present session. The commit-
tee, however, decided to hear the matter.

R. G. Murray, of St. John, appeared
on behalf of the voters and ‘in a -some-
what lengthy address explained to the
committee the grievancés to which the
riparian owners were subjected in conse-
quence of the: city council having raised

the level of the water in the lake which
destroyed practicslly the whole of the in-
tervale lands. -

In response to}his complaints the oniy
answer he could get was that the city had
a perfeet legal right to act as they have
done. He suggested the erection of dykes
and windmills for the purpese of keeping
the land clear of the water.

After some further discussion Ald. Bax-
ter asked if Mr. Murray would be satis-
fied if the city jwere to put up $3,000,
the estimated cost of the dykes and wind-
mills; if so0, he |would recommend that
: course to the neil, but it ehould not
be forgotten that /it was the contention of
the city that the damage was caused not
in consequence of their works, but by
the bad seasons.

SAY NUMBER NOW
IS SIXTEEN
DEAD

Number of Victims in Fame
Disaster Not as Large as
First Supposed.

Yarmouth, N. S., May 28 (Special).—
The Boston left on her return t.ip last
evening with a full passenger list, which
included the two men, Pitts, who for-
merly belonged to Chester, Nova Scotii,
and Clarke of St. Johns, Newfoundland,
who were the sole survivors of the Fame
disaster. Both were uninjured and had
about recovered from their experience.

The Boston sustained no injuries. She
is an eighteen knot boat and was evident-
ly running at reduced speed at the time
of the accident. Captain McKenzie has
been forty-five years at sea and has never
had a mishap.

It is believed that the correct number
of men lost was si¥teen but the complete
list is not available here. It is thought
tha t the men in'the cabi» and on deck
were killed in the collision. The captain
was last seen on ‘the dories which were

‘loose. Passengers. on the steamer gave a

‘thrilling description. of the shouts ‘and |

screamns from the schooner when she ‘was
struck. The .collision was hardly felt
by the passengers most ‘of whom- were
below. One man was seen to go by the
steamer clinging to a plank but he made
no effort to grasp a rope thrown to him.

reasons therefor by any person owning
land in the province, to lay out any pri-
vate winter road over any lands situated
within the road district of such commis-
sioner, and the owner or owners of said
lands shall not consent thereto, said com-
missioner shall proceed forthwith to ex-
amine the proposed road and to inquire
into the necessity or expediency of laying
out the same, and if satisfied with the ne-
cessity of so doing. shall lay it out and

more than twenty-four feet in width, and
the person applying for the same, with
his servants, employees, teams and sleds
shall have the right of way over said road
only from the first day of November in
the year in which the said road is so laid
out to the tenth day of April in the foi-
lowing year, provided that the said appli-
cant shall not enter upon the use of the
said road until the payment of damages
if any; and the owner or owners of the
land over which the said road is laid out
may close up the eame against the appli-
cant during the remaining portion of the
year.

54. A proper description of the road so
laid out shell be filed by said commiss:-
oner with the secretary of the highway
board of the district in which the said
road is located, and a like application may
be made to the commissioner in each year,
and as often thereafter as may be neces-
esary, and the proceedings upon every
such second and subsequent application
shall in all respects be had, and the dam-
ages, if any, thereupon awarded shall be
paid with the like efféct and in all re-
spects as herein provided with reference
to such first application.

55. No euch roads shall be opened to
the applicant until the costs of the com-
missioner and the damages assessed, if
same, not to exceed the sum of five dol-
