London, Feb. 14—The reply of the 
United States government to Germany’s 
offer to negotiate is editorially declared 
here to be “lie only answer compatable 
with America’s self respect.

| Because the servant problem is 
growing steadily worse, says the New 
York Times, a surprising number of pri­
vate houses will remain closed this sea­
son, and the former occupants will spend 
a greater part of their time in the 
country or in hotels. The continued 
warm weather last autumn kept people 
in the country later than usual, and now 
that they have returned to the city they 
find that servants cannot be obtained.

The demand for servants far exceeds 
the supply, and the war is responsible. 
Girls who did housework have been 
lured from this sort of labor by higher 
pay in munition factories and other fac­
tories expanded by the war demands.

SIR DAVID BEATTY t
Sir David Beatty is Irish, having been 

horn in County Wexford, 45 years ago. 
He entered the Britannia as a cadet in 
1894, and by 1892 had attained the rank 
of lieutenant. Sir David Beatty’s name 
will always be associated with that of 
Lord Kitchener, on affount of the part he 
pleyed in the Nile Expedition in 1896-8. 
He was one of the officers in charge of 
the gunboat flotilla which co-operated 
with the land troops. He was second 

j in command at the forcing of the Derv­
ish batteries at Hafir, and rendered ex­
cellent service in getting the gunboats 
over the cataracts.

At Hafir the flotilla came under heavy 
fire, Commander Colville was wounded, 
and Lieutenant Beatty took full charge. 
He fought the ships carefully, dismount- 
er the enemy’s guns, and gained the D. 
S. O. He took part in Kitchener’s ad­
vance in 1898, and fought in the historic 
battles of Atbara and Khartoum. He 
was awarded the Order of Mejidieh 
(Fourth Class), and was promoted com­
mander, being then twenty-seven years 
of age. In 1900 when the Chinese Boxer 
troubles took place he commanded the 
Barfleur. He fought a plucky engage­
ment at Tientsin, and was twice wound­
ed. His conduct in this affair gained him 
promotion and the distinction of being 
the youngest captain in the British navy. 
He was afterwards to be the youngest 
admiral.

in 1906 he was promoted naval advis­
er to the army council. In 1910 he was 
promoted rear-admiral. The appoint­
ment was notable from the fact that as 
Admiral Beatty had not served the usul 
qualifying period for such promotion, the 
difficulty had to be got over by the 
king signing a special order in council. 
Sir David Beatty thus became an ad­
miral at the age of thirty-ninç. The 
exceptional rapidity of his promotion is 
seen from the fact that he became ad­
miral at an earlier age than nine-tenths 
of his contemporaries succeeded in attain­
ing the rank of captain. He , in 1912, 
received the important appointment of 
naval secretary to the First Lord of the 
Admiralty. His 'services in the present 
war at Heligoland, Dogger Bank, and 
Jutland are well known. Sir David 
Beatty married in 1910 a daughter of an 
American millionaire, Marshall FI Id, of 
Cliicago.

The 
characteristic is transmitted directly 
from father to son and may be inherit 
ed through the mother, though she her 
self is not bald. A bald man may 
transmit the trait to his daughter, who, 
though she does not show it herself, r^-n 
transmit it to her children. A woi.fm 
of this type is called a carrier. If a 
woman inherits the tendency to baldness 
from both parents, she herself becomes 
bald. Inheriting the tendency from 
'both parents does not necessarily mean 
that both parents must be bald, but that 
the father is bold and the mother a 
carrier. A bald woman must inherit 
double the tendency that a bald man in­
herits.

That women may continue as carriers 
of baldness explains why it may skip 
generations and appear in a family sud­
denly. The carrier tendency can be 
transmitted from mother to daughter so 
that baldness itself might not show for 
many generations. In the long run half 
the sons of a bald man or a woman 
carrier will be bald, and half of the 
daughters carriers. If the mother is 
bald all the sons will be bald and all 
the daughters carriers.

Illness will occasionally cause baldness 
in women when there is only the single 
inherited tendency. In a case of this 
kind not all of the sons will be bald.
Where there is no tendency to baldness 
the hair may fall out from poor health, 
but afterward it is regained.—Popular 
Science Monthly.

New York, Feb. 12—There is not a 
doubt in my mind that the striking play­
ers will quit as soon as the time, arrives 
to go south,” said Hermann yesterday. 
“It will be shown in the near future that 
they have been badly misled. I have 
signed practically all of the Cincinnati 
Reds because I proved to them that they 

in the' wrong. Hcinie Groh is hold­
ing out for a large salary, but I feel 
that he soon will come to his senses. 
When I secured Groh from the Giants 
his contract called for less than $2,000 a 
year. I raised him to $4,000 in 1914 and 
signed him for three years. Recently I 
offered a new contract at $4,000 a yeuri 
to Groh, but he demanded $6,500. Sub­
sequently he cut his terms to $5,500, say-1 
ing that he would sign regardless of the 
union’s edict. But the Cincinnati dub 
cannot afford to pay Groh more than 
$4,600, and there the matter will stand 
indefinitely unless the player accepts our 
figure.

“The strike is for salaries, nothing 
more, and I am in a position to furnish 
proof to that effect. On two occasions 
the union threatened to call a strike, but 
organized baseball capitulated. We do 
not intend to be forced into another 
compromising position this time. The 
union must be exterminated and we 
know a way to accomplish that end.”

Opposition Convention FURNITUREWounded French Soldier in City 
En Route to St. Pierre

This Evening Private Angus Lapair of the French 
colonial army, attracted considerable at­
tention as he stepped off the Boston 
train at noon today in a uniform of light 
blue as worn by the regular French 
forces. He arrived in New York a few 
days ago from France and is enroute to 
his home in St. Pierre Island.

To a Times reporter he told an in­
teresting tale of the work of the French 
soldiers against the Germans. He said 
lie left home at the outbreak of the war 
and sailed for France, where he joined an 
infantry unit. He was with the French 
forces for several months around Cham­
pagne and during one of the big drives 
launched against the Germans was 
struck in the leg with a bullet and was 
removed to a hospital in Paris. After 
remaining there for a month and a half 
he rejoined his regiment and later went 
with his unit to the Somme, where he 
remained until three weeks ago, when 
lie was granted a furlough.

“I am glad to get back home to see 
my folks and also to get a rest,” he said, 
“for we had a hard time of it during the 
early days of the campaign. Conditions 
are better today and while it will always 

j be hard it is not in it with the first few 
months.”

Private Lapair is the proud possessor 
of a medal given to him by French mili­
tary authorities for gallantry displayed 
in action. He said he received it for 
assisting a wounded companion during 
a counter attack on the Germans, when 
he was shot down. He carried him back 
to a French trench despite a terrific bom­
bardment of high explosive shells, hand 
grenades and machine gun fire.
