Petrograd, March 22,—The announcement of the fall of Przemysl
caused great rejoicing in Petrograd, where the Russian victory is
regarded as of the utmost importance, opening the way for a de-
termined advance against Cracow and thence into Silesia, the ‘‘gate-
way to Berlin.”’ -

‘The siege of Przemysl has been under way since the early days
It has been a bitter and relentless siege, never relaxed
‘for a day since the Russians invested the city. Several attempts of
the Austrians to raise the siege, the latest of which was made only
a short time ago, have failed.

With the fall of Przemysl, the only important fortified town in
QGalicia which is still in the hands of the Austrians is Cracow, in
Northwestern Galicia, close to the German border.

In the early days of the war the Russian offensive campaign,
es outlined unofficially, contemplated the invasion of Germany
through East Prussia, on the North and simultaneously into Silesia
from Galicia. The Russians suceeded in penetrating Galicia, but the
success of the Austrians in holding Przemysl and Cracow blocked
attempts to invade Germany across the Silesian border.

The siege of Przemysl has been one of the most picturesque
phases of the war in the east. The Austrian garrison defended the
city with determination and vigor, and during the earlier months
inflicted considerable losses on the Russians by frequent sorties. The
only means of communication with the outside world was by wire-
less telegraphy and aeroplanes. By these means conditions within
the city were obtained from time to time.

David Lloyd-George, Chancellor of  the
Exchequer, in an interview with a Daily
Citizen reporter, placed grave emphasis

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“THE WAR NEWS

Relations more severely strained be-
tween Italy and Austria, further suc-
cesses by the Russians on the eastern
front, @ Zeppelin raid on Paris which
proved to be a failure, and a further list
of casualties among Canadians in the
trenches in France are features of last
night’s cables from the war zone.

The death of Colonel Farquhar, com-
mander of the Princess Patricia’s, is
deeply regrettted. As military secretary
to H. R. H., the Duke of Connaught,
Colonel Farquhar had made himself very
popular in Ottawa, and he was also a
distinguished soldier. The Princess Pat-
rica’s have suffered severely since they
went into the trenches. Last night's
eables announced that Lieutenant Mason
of that regiment is dead, hesides three
more killed and twenty wounded. The
casualty list reports also the death of
Lieutenant F. L. E. Wilmot of the Pa-
tricia’s, and gives the names of five
others of the wounded. We must prepare

' ourselves for news of serious casualties
in other Canadian regiments from day to
day, and indeed today’s list contains the
names of four Ontario and one Quehec
man killed, and & number of othér On-
tario men wounded. No less than thrge
corporals in the 2nd Battalion from On-
tario are reported killed.

An interesting sidelight on the state
of feeling in Germany is obtained from
a report of a scene in the Reichstag on
Saturdey. A Soclalist deputy protested
against attempts to Germanize por-
tions of French territory, and said also
that he was horrified to learn that for
every German village burned by the Rus-
sians three Russian villages would be

burped. This he described as barbarism,

and declared that the German policy
must be such that the people of the
invaded territory would see in Germany
a shield and safeguard of their freedom
The speaker was frequently interrupted.
A member of the government declared;
that the criticism was unconstitutional
and insulting in form, and it wes made
perfectly clear that with very few ex-
ceptions the deputies of all parties en-
dorsed the government policy. It is
nevertheless significant that such a pro-
test should have been made, and that
there should have been some to applau

and encourage the speaker. As the wa

progresses and more of the fightin

takes place on German soil these voices
of protest in the Reichstag will become
more numerous and more insistent. For
:he present, however, the Prussian mili-
tarist party still dominates the house.

The number of casualties among Brit-

" ish officers since the war began is stated
to be 5,081, made up of 1548 killed,
2888 wounded and 705 missing. In one
week, from March 10th to 17th, 265 of-
ficers were killed and 427 wounded.
wounded. While the statement pays the
most eloquent iribute to the gallantry
of the officers,, the loss sustained is ter-
ribly severe, and the places of so many
trained men cannot easily be filled with
other men of equal capacity, however
courageous.

Not only have the Russians captured
Memel in East Prussia, but they are
gaining continued success in Eastern
Galacia. There is reason to believe that
the long beleagured fortress of Pree-
mysl will soon fall into their hands. The
Russian Red Cross Society has decided
to protest to the Red Cross Societies of
the whole world against atrocities com-
mitted by the Germans, and the German
threat to destroy Russian towns and vil-
tages not only reveals the savege charac-
ler of German militarism, but must fur-
ther alienate the sympathy of neutral
nations, The Germans are very short-
sighted. ' Sooner or later the fighting will
be transferred to German soil, and the
neighborhood of German towns and vil-
lages. Their own people will then suf-
fer the more because of the atrocities of
which they have been and are now
guilty and which are committed in ut-
ter disregard of the usages of civilized
warfare.

News comes from Greece that the new
government may after all adopt the
policy of its predecessor, and enter the
war on the side of the Allies. A member
of the cabinet is said to have intimated
on Saturday that the country was “Gra-
vitating toward a more active attitude,”
which if it means anything means war.

Liord Kitchener has found it necessary
to tell some of the dock labgrers at Liv-
verpool that a refusal on their part to
work overtime and releive the congestion
on the docks, at a time when every Brit-
ish man is expected to do all in his
power to aid in carrying the war to a
successful conclusion, would not only be
unpartiotic, but would result in action
by the government to see that the neces-
sary work is done and done without de-
lay. It is hardly conceivable that the men
will hold out any longer under the cir-
cumstances. If they do, so much the
worse for themselves and the cause they
misrepresent.

THE GOOD FAIRY

T'he picture which The Standard draws
of Hon J. D. Hasen as the great and
only friend of St. John is one to move
the populace almost to tears. We infer
from The Standard that at least two or
three times each day Mr. Harzen with-
draws himself for a brief season from
the cares and toil of office to take his
tead in hie hands and try to think out
some new thing for the enrichment and
the greater glory of the city of St. John.

SACKVILLE SOLDIER'S

EXPCRIENCE WITH GERMANS

James Flynn, a British reservist wha
went to the front from Sackville where
he had been living for some time, has
| written a letter home stating that he
continues in good health. He is engag-

! ed in driving an ammunition wagon. He

says in part:

“During the last four weeks we have
had it pretty hard. Have been on the
go night and day. The work has been
very hard, especially in the dark. The
roads are full of holes and it is almost
impossible to keep out of them. The
holes have been made by the shells from
the German ‘Jack Johnsons.’ The roads ¢
are flooded with water, the holes can-
not be seen, and of course the first thing
you know down goes your horses and
wagon into the pit. We generally use
four horses in driving the ambulance
and at present it is very exciting as'the
Germans are not one bit particular who
they hit. We were compelled to beat a
hasty retreat the other day. We had
Just come into our billet and gotten
nicely to sleep when the shells started
dropping in the farmyard. We had to
run, leaving our bedding behind us, as
well as our kit, and as a result we had
to do without our equipment for four
days.
