Letter ‘Received Here From Bolton
Tells of Evident Dastardly Attempt
By Agents of Enemy

The story of a dastardly attempt by her enemies to spread sickness
and death among the innocent non-combatants of England, is told in a letter
received by Joshua P. Clayton from his cousin, a graduate nurse in Bolton,

England.

The letter tells of the arrest of two men, supposed to be a German and
an Austrian, near the Boltoh water works. They had in their possession vials
containing the active germs of typhoid fever and cholera, and it is believed
that they were attempting to introduce the germs into the water supply with

the intention of poisoning the whole city.

When the letter was written the

men had been dealt with, but it was expected that they would pay the fullest

penalty for their attempt.

BRITISH LUMBER
WARKET BETTER

The outlook in the British lumber
market has improved. The price of
spruce has advanced about 15s. a stan-
dard. Freights, however, are also, high-
er, ranging now at 50s. to 55s. There is
considerable demand for lumber for fit-
ting out transport vessels. The closing
of the Baltic has also caused a better
general demand for Canadian spruce.
How long this will continue is, of course,
problematical, but the condition of trade
here is much more encouraging. Two
steamers are here now to load, two more
are due next week, and another a little
later in the month. Several vessels are
also loading up the bay.

The American lumber market is very
dull at the moment, the trade apparent-
ly being afraid that provincial lumber,
originally designed for the British mar-
ket, would be dumped there because of
the war conditions. This, however, will
not occur.

GERMANY IN MOURNING

Marked Change From Conditions
at Outbreak of War When All
Was Jubilation and Optimism—
Black Now Seen Everywhere

New York, Sept. 5—The Tribune's
Copenhagen correspondent, Count Rud-
olph Ehrenberg, cables as follows:

“I have just returned after a trip
through Berlin, Leipsic, Dresden, Han-
over and other large German cities. In
spite of the difficulties of transporta-
tion and the suspicious reception of for-
eigners, I was able to observe closely the
condition of the country and the state
of the people. At the outset, during

whole country resembled an armed
camp. Soldiers were everywhere, and
ordinary railway trafic was suspended
to allow their trains to pass. There was
much bustle and activity, and unbounded
optimism prevailed. The troops went
singing to the front. No thought but
of speedy victory entered the minds of
the German middle class.

“Now Germany is a land of universal
mourning. Black is the predominant
color. The train which conveyed me
from the capital to Hamburg was full
of weeping women in black.

Sang Harry Lauder Songs as They
Fought Germans—A Tribute to
Jewish Soldiers

London, Sept. 8—A corporal and twe
privates of the “Black Watch,” a fam-
ous Scotch regiment, all wounded, have
Just arrived in London from the front.
They were surrounded by a crowd and
cheered. The corporal, telling how his
regiment fought, said: “In the thick of
it we were singing Harry Lauder’s lat-
est, ‘Aye, 'Twas grand.’ All around us
were dead and dying. Every now and
then German shells burst and as we
peppered away at ’em we sang “Roam-
in’ in the Gloaming’ and the “Lass O’
Killikrankie.” ”

Somebody in the crowd asked what
the Jews were doing. The Highlanders
replied: “Their duty. We had three with
us and bonnier, braver lads I don’t wish
to see. They fought just splendid.”

A private in a Berkshire regiment
added: “We had ten in our company—
all good fighters—and six won’t be seen
asm.’!

At a luncheon in Toronto yesterday,
Col. Sam Hughes said that 200,000 Cana-
dians had volunteered for service. In a
short time Canada would have 41,000
Canadians in active service in different
parts of the empire, including home sta-
tions and Bermuda.

HER OPPORTUNITY?

Representative of British Merchants
Sees Dominion Become Great
Manufacturing Nation

REPLACE GERMAN MARKETS

Thinks Deminion Government, Manu-
facturers and Shipping Companies
Should Enter Into Plan of Develop-

ment

(Montreal Gazette.)

Replacing the German markets with
British and Canadian ones needs only
willingness on the part of Canada to
take the necessary measures to accom-
plish it, according to the view of P. G.
Donald, who arrived yesterday on the
Lake Manitoba on a mission to the gov-
ernment and the manufacturing inter-
ests of this country to see if a scheme of
co-operation on Empire lines cannot be
developed by which Canadians will un-
dertake to supply Great Britain with
the enormous amount of manufacturing
material which she has been accustomed
to receive from Germany. Great Britain
has in the past depended on Germany
for this material, and now that Germ-
any is invested by sea, and her trade
completely demoralized by land, the
syndicate of merchants which Mr. Don-
ald directly represents believes that the
time is ripe for the development of mar-
kets and a corresponding prosperity to
replace the German markets. It is point-
ed out that in Germany and the United
States a low cost price for this materia
was secured by making it in enormous
quantities. In Germany they were en-
abled to develop this business chiefly by
reason of government assistance, and af-
terwards they did not need it. In the
United States, by dumping their pro-
ducts in Europe. and selling at good
prices at home, they managed to secure
an enormous output, which gave them a
low cost of production. If Canada were
willing to take the necessary measures to
secure this enormous output which would
bring a low cost of production, the mer-
chants of Great Britain, through whom
all the material was distributed to the
manufacturers, would co-operate with
them to help them develop Canada into
one of the great manufacturing nations.
The opportunities in this direction lay be-
fore Great Britain, the United States
and Canada. It was his opinion that as-
sistance from the government might be
necessary to accomplish this. He was

any manufacturer whe wanted advice on
how to get a market for those articles
of German export which used to come
under the head of hardware and metals.

Canada Should Have It.

“That enormous output of German
manufacturers is no longer coming into
England. Who is going to have that
trade for the future? We think that
Canada should have it. It must be
either the United States or Canada. If
Canada will not, we will have to go to
the United States, but we naturally want
to give her the first chance. In the mat-
ter of raw material, labor, iron, coal,
water power, Canada is placed as well
as the United States. All that she
needs is the large output, Does Canada
want to grasp her oppottunity? This is
what I want to find out. I am going to
Ottawa tomorrow to confer with some
of the ministers. This is an opportunity
which will never occur again for three
or four centuries.”

Mr. Donald also represents indirectly
the meeting of all the English mer-
chants, where it was decided to find out
exactly where Great Britain can replace

many. He said last night in conversa-
tion that the attitude of British merch-
ants towards the present war is that it
affords an bunparalleled commercial op-
portunity to Britons and to Canadians.
The war was in the main a commercial
war. Great Britain had a long service
army, and as a result the sending of her
tried troops to the continent had not
disturbed the manufacturing industries
as the system on the continent, which
calls men from every occupation. The
call of volunteers would affect labor to
some extent, but in the main merchants
from the standpoint of business alone
might wish that the war would last for
a couple of years, for that would give
them more time to finish their present

goods throughout the world. As for
Germany, even if the war did finish
soon, it would be years before she would
be in a position to manufacture as she
has been, and the probability would be
that she would never entirely recover.
The destruction of iron bridges over riv-
ers, and the entire dislocation of her
railroad and other systems would en-
sure that,

Mr. Donald said that the shipping
companies of Canada and the railroads
would probably have to enter the scheme
if they were to make it effective, and
the government would have to give ef-
fective -aid.

'The bull dog follow-
ed, and as Mr. Cox stopped to open the
door of the house, jumped at the ter-
rier, but instead of the dog, caught Mr.
Cox in the cheek with his teeth and in-
flicted a nasty wound, so that Mr. Cox
was obliged to hurry to the office of Dr.
G .A. B. Addy to have the wound dress-
ed, after the terrier was safely within
the door of its mistress’ home. ven after
the dog was placed safely in the vesti-
bule and the door closed, the bull dog
charged the door several times and had
to be driven off with stones.

WHERE MILLIONS
ARE FIGHTING.

Belgium is organized purely for de-
fense. Her army is 200,000 strong. The
River Meuse, the largest tributary of the
Rhine, is as wide and deep as the
Thames. It flows through the centre of
Liege, a city of some 500,000 inhabitants,
surrounded by a ring of twelve forts,
powerfully armed.

The Meuse divides Belgium into two
parts. To the north is the fertile flat
country, with its great and populous
cities; to the south is the wild and hilly
forest region of the Ardennes. The val-
ley of the Meuse is the natural high-
way across. The valley is guarded by the
fortress of Liege, by the rock fortress of
Namur, and by the French frontier for-
tress of Givet. The capture of Liege

AMERICAN CRUISER A

R
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THE WAR NEWS

The war news that came over the
cable last night was slightly more
favorable, but the report of a check
to the German right wing before Paris,
and its enforced retirement to a point
ecighty miles from that city has not been
confirmed. The London press bureau

contents itself with saying that the
position of the allies is well maintained,
while the official French bureau said
that the general situation was little
changed. In the district of Verdun the
German forces were again checked, and
in Lorraine and the Vosges the French
troops won some successes.

Everybody would like to know what
is going on to the north of the German
position. There are rumors that Rus-
sian soldiers have been landed in Bel-
gium, and there is no intimation as to
the combined strength of the French and
British forces against which the German
right has been contending, nor how great
are the armies brought up for the de-
fence of Paris. Taking the combined
French and British, there should not be
such a great disparity in numbers as
some reports would seem to indicate.
Germany has sent an Iimmense army
against France, it is true, but she has
been compelled to keep large armies
at home toface the Russians. When the
veil is lifted on the operations in the
fighting area around Paris it may be
found that while the allies have given
away before the German advance it has
been to confront them when they are
farthest from their base with such an
array of strength as will compel their
retreat. Last night's cables afforded
ground for hope that such may prove to
be the case, but today’s reports are not
80 cheering.

If the advance of the German machine
through Belgium and on almost to the
gates of Paris in a month has been a
remarkable feat, not less remarkable has
been the advance of the Russians into
Austrian territory. Between August 17
and September 8 the Russian left wing
advanced nearly one hundred and fifty
miles, fighting all the time. Lemberg,
the capital of Galicia, and a place of
great strategic importance, has been
captured, and the Austrian armies flung
back in utter defeat. The Russian of-
ficial statement expresses the belief that
the remnant of the second <Austrian
army is no longer of any military value.
The same authority states that the cap-
ture of Leémberg will enable the Rus-
sian army to push forward with still
greater intensity.

While therefore the armies of the
Kaiser are still delayed from day to day
in their great drive toward Paris, and
have been utterly unable to overtake and
defeat either a French or a British army
in the open field, the"Russian menace to
Berlin becomes daily inore threatening,
and the whole outlook for Germany more
gloomy and foreboding. Between 250,-
000 and 800,000 men have responded in
the United Kingdom to Lord Kitchener’s
appeal for recruits. Two army divisions
from India are on their way to the seat
of war. Reinforcements from Canada,
Australia and other oversea states will
soon be on the ocean. There will be a
steady. increase in the strength of the
armies opposed to Germany, while her
armies will be thinned and her resources
brought ever nearer to the point of ex-
haustion.

The report that comes from the North
Sea, although not very definite, shows
that great damage has been inflicted
upon a considerable number of the
smaller craft of the German fleet, whose
efficiency is therefore being steadily re-
duced. Premier Asquith was entirely
justified in saying that Britain ¢an rely
upon her navy with absolute confidence
to keep the German fleet “in the inglori-
ous seclusion of their own ports.”

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK

The fact that the embargo has been
lifted from sugar and a number of other
lines of food products in England, and
that they can be imported into Canada
again is the strongest evidence of the
restoration of business confidence in the
Mother Country. The sea routes are
safe. Whether the war be long or short,
the people in England are prepared to
continue business at the old stand, with
only the handicap imposed by the war
risks on commerce, and these are not
great enough to interfere to a large ex-
tent with traffic.

Canadians should take a lesson from
the Mother Country, which is so much
more seriously affected by the war and
gso much nearer the war zone. Our peo-
ple should have confidence in the future,
and should keep the manufacturing in-
dustries and the trade of the country as
near the normal as possible. They
should go further in the line of manu-
facturing, and endeavor to secure
markets which Germany has lost. In
this they should be supported by the
banks. The farmers of the country,
moreover, s#ould make arrangements to
raise larger crops next year, as there
will be a very active demand for every-
thing they can produce. Whether the
war be long or short, it will so cripple
the productive power of a number of
European countries that they will be
in the market for food supplies. Lumber-
men in the United States appear to think
that there will also be an active export
demand for lumber after the war is

over. The general business outlook
therefore has its bright as well as its
dark side.

THE VOICE OF BRITAIN

Phe world rings today with Premier
Asquith’s stern and eloquent denuncia-
tion of Germany. In effect he declares
that this is a war between civilizatiofi
and barbarism, and of right against:(
might. He describes the sack of Lou-|
vain as “that greatest crime against,
civilization and culture, and the worst!
since the Thirty Years’ War, the shame- |
less holocaust of irreplaceable treasures
lit by blind barbarian vengeance.” Af-
ter referring to the .nurder of non-com-
batants in Belgium, and other evidences
of the blood-lust of Germany, Premier
Asquith said, and his words are endors-
ed by every British subject:— {

“I would sooner see England blotted |
out of history than to have seen her re-
main a silent witness to this tragic tri-
umph of force over law and freedom.”

It is because the world realizes the
justice of the statements of Premier
Asquith that Germany is today without
a sympathizer among the enlightened
countries of the world. The premier was
supported, at the great meeting at
which his memorable speech was de-
livered yesterday, by Mr. Bonar Law,
and with the report of their speeches
comes the news of an address by Sir
Edward Carson to seven hundred Ulster
Unionists who had just enlisted for for-
eign service, illustrating in the strongest
manner the absolute unity of spirit
throughout the United Kingdom.

Of German Defeats
On Land and Sea

While the official announcements made by the British and French
authorities last night were to the effect that there had been no
‘change in the situation of the belligerent armies, unofficial reports
said that the German right wing had been checked and forced
to retire on St. Quentin, on the River Somme, thirty miles north-
west of Laon and eighty miles from Paris.

The British official press bureau, in its statement, said, a Ger-
man movement was developing in an eastward and southwestward
direction. The exact geographical location of this movement was
omitted. )

Further confirmation was received in New York last night that
Russian troops had gone into France to join the Allies against the
Germans. Their number was estimated at between 70,000 and 80,000.

Newspaper reports to London last night said the Germans were
operating in the district between Alost and Termonde, Belgium and
that fighting was in progress.

That another naval engagement in the North Sea has occurred
seems possible from a statement issued by the London official press
bureau. It said seven German torpedo boat destroyers had arrived
lat Kiel in a damaged condition and that others were understood to
'have been sunk in the vicinity of the Kiel Canal.. In some quarters,
| however, it was suggested that the vessels may belong to the Ger-
‘man force that was engaged in the recent fight with the British off
| Heligoland.

Mexico City, Sept. 4—The military
branch of the Constitutionalists authori-
ties today discovered a human heart,
preserved in alcohol, in a glass jar in a
private residence in Mexico City. Sev-
eral arrests in connection with the dis-
covery were made, but the authorities
refuse to divulge the names of those
taken into custody.

SPECTATOR ASKS
WHERE KAISER'S
~ VIOLATION ENDS

London Paper Sees Where Presi-
dent Wilson Can Render Ser-
vice to Mankind by Demanding
Explanation From Germany

London, Sept. 4—The Spectator, dis-
cussing the German operations at Lou-
vain, says: .

“We venture to take this opportunity
of again suggesting that President Wil-
son should approach the German em-
peror and ask him for a plain declara-
tion of what his intentions are with re-
gard to all the treaties signed in his
behalf at . The Hague. 'Those agree-
ments have been shamelessly disregard-
ed so that no earnest man can now place
any trust in German promises.”

The newspaper says that Englishmen,
no matter what Emperor William’s ans-
wer might be, would have no thought
of reprisals, adding that there must be
no policy of “an eye for an eye and a
tooth for a tooth.” :

“Here is Mr. Wilson’s opportunity,”
the Spectator continues. “The United
States is strictly neutral—as honestly
neutral toward Germany, we are sure,
as toward ourselves. But she is the
only neutral great power, except Italy
left, outside the orbit of war. We earn-
estly hope that Mr. Wilson, finding him-
self in this position—particularly since
he represents a nation deeply committed
to the principles of The Hague—will
boldly ask the German emperor to de-
clare his intentions. :

“Mr. Wilson can act where no one
else could as the spokesman of civiliza-
tion and of human rights. The question
to be put to the German emperor could
be asked in a manner that would admit
of no misunderstanding or evasion.
“Does the German emperor repudiate
the Geneva convention, and—perhaps
even more binding—the common under-
standing of FKurope that has grown up
in the 200 years? Does he repudiate all
The Hague conventions? We ought to
know. In our opinion the United States
owes it to civilization to find out for
the rest of the world.”

WHY IS IT?

Out of every 100 cases of typhoid, 85
come from polluted water, five from
milk, five f flies and five from other
causes. Whater is a mere carrier of
germs. The germs do not grow and
wultiply in it as they do in milk. De-
mand close inspection of all dairy farms
from your health department as a man
with “walking” typhoid may easily start
an epidemic of real cases.

LEADER RESIGNS 10
FARM IN CHILE

Count Otani’s Ideas Were to Make
Buddhism of East as Streng as
Christianity of the West .

Tokio, Sept. 4—Indictments which
have been returned charging five Budd-
hist priests with the embezzlement of
approximately $4,000,000, together with
allegations that the corruption has ex-
tended to some prominent officials at-
tached to the Imperial Palace in Tokio,
and the resignation of the distinguished
abbot, Count Otani, of the Western
Honganji sect, because of the scandal
and his announced intention of migra-
tion to Chile to begin life anew as a
farmer, have constituted a sensation for
all Japan. -

Count Otani’s case is of absorbing in-
terest. The Western .Honganji sect,
founded 700 years ago, has been one 9f
the richest Buddhist associations in
Japan. Today it has a debt of some $5,-
000,000. The sect has a beautiful templ.e
at Kioto, and its leader, Count Otani,
has over a million followers throughout
the Empire. He was one of the most
picturesque and commanding figures in
Japan, although only thirty years of age.

His great idea was to make Buddhism
of the East as strong a force in the
world as the Christianity of the west.
He had traveled much abroad. He went
through China, studied Buddhism in
India, made investigations ix_l England,
sent favorite priests on long journeys to
all parts of the world, equipped an ex-
ploration to Central Asia, started a re-
ligious propoganda on a large scale for
the diffusion of Buddhism and kept in
touch with the world problems to an ex-
ceptional degree. He spent much time
and money in establishing Buddhist
schools in which his priests were edu-
cated, bought and sold land, harbored
an ambition to become a.member of the
House of Peers, and built a magnific-
ent palace on the top of Rokkosan, a
mountain near Kobe.

He saw that Christianity, as he put it,
was like a strong chain that joined the
countries of Europe together. He pre-
dicted a time when there might be a
great clash between Oriental Buddhism
and Occidental Christianity, and won-
dered whether Buddhism would be
strong enough to hold together the yel-
low race. °

His ambition was to strengthen Budd-
hism so that when the great combat
came the religion of the east would pre-
dominate.

In Japan Buddhism found its greatest
strength, he believed. Returning to

Japan he began a vigorous campaign.
He preached his doctrines and his ideas.
He told the young men that they should
go abroad as missionaries, specially to
the uncultured parts- of the world for
the diffusion of Buddhism. His students
began to dream of adventures in far dis-
tant lands. Some went to Australia and
others to the Pacific ¢oast of South Am-
erica. R e
Then he conceived a gigantic scheme
to explore Central Asia. He was con-
vinced that a Buddhist party would be
able to make discoveries -that would
strengthen the claims of Buddhism aipon
the world. Older priests pleaded with
the abbot not to launch such an ex-
pensive project, but the Count insisted
and sent a boy of eighteen, son of a
Nagoya priest, as the leader of the ex-
pedition. The undertaking cost thous-
ands of dollars. Its results were doubt-

Gossip of the Movies—Picture Actress as Nurse—

The condition of the motion picture
industry in England has a peculiar in-
terest to manufacturers and exhibitors
on this side just at this time.

Two representative trade papers pub-
lished in England, the “Bioscope” and the
“Kinematograph,” have taken pains to
get an expression of the views of the
situation, and the probable outlook
from the principal English companies
and the branches of American concerns
in London, besides obtaining through
their correspondents. in the British Isles
the reports of actual conditions in the
various localities.

There is a diversity of opinion among
the executives of the large firms, but on
the whole, the sentiment seems hopeful.

Edna Goodrich, who was to have be-
gun work this week for the Jesse L.
Lasky Feature Play Company on the
motion picture production of the “War-
rens of Virginia,” in a letter to Samuel
Goldfish, head of the Lasky firm, advised
that the picture would necessarily have
to be postponed as she was marooned at
Ostend, Belgium, and had busied herself
for the past two weeks, as a member of
the Belgium Red Cross.

“l have occupied my time,” writes
Goodrich, “by making bandages for the
wounded. My hotel, The Kursaal, has
been turned into a hospital and there
are three hundred badly injured soldiers
here.”

She’s One of the Youngest

Anita Stewart, the Vitagraph star, is
probably the youngest leading lady in
wmotion pictures.

Miss Stewart is only nineteen years
old, yet she often portrays roles of a
woman twice her age.

Less than two years ago Miss Stew-
art was given a small part by Ralph
Ince. her present director, in a wild sort
of picture. Her part was that of the
Wood Violet. Her success was complete.

Mr. Ince then recognized a coming star
in her. He took her in hand, and taught
her every move in the art of silent act-
ing. Anita Stewart’s greatest triumph
was in “A Million Bid,” seen in St. John
at the Imperial, in which the audience
was held spellbound at the wonderful
acting she displayed.

Barry O’Neil.

Though born in New York, Barry
