Lebig, Okla., Feb. 23—Eight miners are 
known to be dead, and possibly a score of 
others are entombed and believed to have 
been killed as a result of a fire, the cause 
of which has not been determined. The 
blaze started a little after noon yesterday 
in mine No. 5 of the Western Mine & Coal 
Company, a Gould property.

When the fire broke out 300 feet below 
the surface, nearly 200 miners, mostly for­
eigners, were at work in the shafts.

While this is a comfortable fortune fork 
ordinary people, it is comparatively lit­
tle for a woman such as Princess Clemen­
tine, who had been looked upon as ready 
to spend millions of dollars in endeavor­
ing to place her husband, Prince Victor 
Napoleon, on the throne of France as em­
peror; nor is it likely to furnish material 
benefit to a princess such as Louise, whose 
most urgent debts are superior to that 
amount.

When Caroline Delacroix married Dur­
rieux, she did so without taking the pre- 

tion of reserving to herself the com­
plete mastery of whatever property she 
had in her possession. Consequently - er 
husband became, according to French law, 
the owner thereof, and whatever she re­
ceived from Leopold, is now her husband’s.

Ottawa, Feb. 22—The cabinet has -fixed 
on the terms of the reference to the su­
preme ; court ; on -tile question .of. the. mar­
riage law. The text of the order in council' 
is as follows:— :

“The.committee of the privy conncü, on 
the recommendation of the minister of jus­
tice, advise that pursuant to sectién 6» of 
the Supreme Court Act, the following 
questions be referred to' the Supreme 
Court of Canada for hearing and considéra- 
tion, namely:

1—(A)—His the parliament of Canada 
authority to enact in^ whole or - in' part, 
Bill No. 3 of the first session of the twelfth 
parliament of Canada, intituled, “An Act. 
to amend the Marriage Act?”

The bill.provides as follows:
1— The Marriage Act, chapter 105 of the 

revised statutes, 1906,- is amended by add­
ing thereto, the following section:

2— Every ceremony-or form or marriage 
heretofore or hereafter performed by any 
person atithorized to perform any cere­
mony of marriage by, the laws of the place 
where it 'is performed,- and duly perfo 
cd/accordfhg to such laws, shall everywhere 
within Canada be deemed to be valid not­
withstanding any differençes in the reli­
gious faith of the persons so mambd.' and 
without regard to the religion pf the.per­
son performing thè ceremony.

3—The rights and duties, ' as married 
people of the respective persons "tuarijed as 
aforesaid, and of the children of such mar­
riage,, shall be absolute apd complete, and 
no law or canonical decree or custom of 
any province of Canada, shall .have any 
force or effect to invalidate or qualify any 
such marriage or any of the rights of the 
said persons or their children in any man­
ner whatever.

(B)—If the provisions of the said bill 
are not all Within the authority of the par­
liament of Canada to enact, which, if any 
pf the provisions are within such author­
ity?

2— Does the law of the Province of Que­
bec render null and void unless contracted 
before a Roman Catholic priest, a marriage 
that would otherwise be legally binding, 
which tikes place in such prqvince?

(A) —Between persons who are both 
Roman Catholics, or—

(B) —Between persons one of whom only 
is a Roman Catholic.

3— If either. (A) or (B) of the last pre­
ceding question is answered in the affirma­
tive, or if both of them are answered in 
the affirmative has the parliament of Can­
ada authority to enact that all such mar­
riages whether--------  /

(A) —Heretofore solemnized, or-----
(B) —Hereafter to be solemnized shall be 

legal and binding.

The last part of Judge Charbonneau’s 
judgment in the Hebert case caffie over the 
wires yesterday too late for publication. 
Part of ft is here given. In concluding the 
judge said: —

“Personally, I don’t think the Roman 
congregation ever intended the Ne Temere 
decree to have a civil effect. It applies to 
Roman Catholics only. As for the arch-1 
bishop's nullification, it has the same effect 
but not more than the decree, ufon which 
it is based. It simply declares, that no 
Catholic marriage ceremony was perform­
ed.”

The formal judgment follows:
“Basing itself on the motives above giv­

en in detail, the court annuls the judgment 
of March 23, 1911, declares the marriage 
of the said Eugene Hebert and Dame E. 
Cloutare celebrated on July 14, 1908, before 
the Rev. William Timberlakc upon produc­
tion of a license dated July 9, 1908, good 
and valid, declares that the decree pro­
claimed by the congregation of the coun­
cil of the Roman Catholic church on Aug­
ust 2, 1907 beginning with these words: 
‘Ne Temere inirentuur,’ has no civil effect 
on said marriage, that the decree. of the 
archbishop of the diocese of Montreal dat­
ed November 12, 1909, produced in this 
case, by the plaintiff, has no judicial ef­
fect in said case, and rejects the opposition

The C. P. E. liner Mount Temple, Cap­
tain Moore, from London and Antwerp 
with a large general cargo and 573 pas­
sengers, arrived at Sand Point this morn­
ing about nine o’clock and docked at No. 
1 berth. The big liner, which left Ant­
werp on Feb. 8, arrived off the island yes­
terday morning at half past eight o’clock, 
after having had a fairly good passage 
across. While waiting for the tide, in 
order to come to Sand Point, the storm, 
which did so much damage on land and 
sea yesterday, arose, and she was forced 
to remain anchored there. At night, how­
ever. the gale grew so violent that Captain 
Moore thought it would be advisable to 
turn his vessel seaward agàin.

Most of them are for western points and 
will go forward by special trains thig al­
teration. They were inspected at the sheds 
this morning by the immigration- officials 
and with the exception of one or two, 
will be allowed to proceed on their way.
