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THE GOVERNOR GENERAL'S VISIT.

The Governor Ceperal and party
this - morning left St. John and
their visit to the Province of
New Brunswick is ended. That His
Excellency has produced upon the peo-
ple whom he met inthe course of his
visit an impression of the most favor-
able charater is so much of a truism
that it se-ms almost superfluons to re-
peat it. Lord Stanley is the highest type
of an English gentleman,courteous to all,
desirous of learning as much as possible
about Canada, affable in his manner,
without a particle of pretence or arrog-
ance, or that aflectation of superiority
which is 80 often seen in men of inferior
rank. Although Lord Stanley belongs to
one of the oldest and most illustrious
families in England, and notwithstand-
ing the fact that he is himself a peer and
also the heir 1o the earldom of Derby,
which was created four lhun-
dred years ago, he has none of
that false pride which we see
in many who have acquired
wealth suddenly and who think
it necessary to assert  their
dignity upon every possible occasion.
Lord Stanley’s family and suite, display
the same characteristics which distin-
guish him in their intercourse with
those they meet, and no Governor-Gen-
eral’s party has ever been more accepta-
ble to the people of Canada then the one
that has just left us. Their conduct has
been characterized throughont by a
refined courtesy which sets all at their
ease and makes their visit a source of
pleasure instead of being a subject of
anxiety lest some necessary ceremony
had been omitted. The people of St.
John will be delighted to welcome Lord
Stanley and his party on some future
occasion, and we hope that next year he
may be able to pay a much longer visit
to this city by the sea.

THE W'KINLEY TARIFF.

The fact that the McKinley tariff is
now in operation should be generally
known to those who are engaged in the
export of produce to the United States.
No douht its effects have been to some
extent discounted by the hurrying for-
ward of goods in advance of the law
coming into operation, but a few weeks
hence we will be in a position to appre-
ciate just about what its effect on our
trade is likely to be. If the new tariff
increases the price of those articles
which we export to the extent of
the increased dnty then we will not be
injured by it. But it is hardly likely
that the increase of price will be equal
to the increased duty,so that our pro-
ducers, if they export to the United
States will have to be content with a
somewhat lower price. In the article of
eggs,for instance,o w bichCanada exports
annually to the extent of $2,000,000,
the duty is five cents a dozen, eggs
having formerly been entered free. It
is probable that this increase of duty
will raise the price of eggs to
the extent of about 3 cents, so that
the producer will receive about 2 cents
less for his eggs than he did before. It
will then become a question with him
whether the production of egys for ex-
port to the United States will pay under
the changed conditions. If it does the
export trade will continue, but 1f not
he will be under the necessity of find-
ing another murket for his eggs or
abandoning the egg business altogether.
The fact that even with a free market
for eggs the export of eggs from New
Brunswick was last year not more than
one third as great as it was six
or seven years ago would seem
to indicate that our farmers
have not found the export of egzs a very
profitable - business. So far as New
Brunswick is concerned we do not think
the McKinley bill will hurt us much,and
it may ,as Sir John A Macdonald,observ-
ed, do us a great deal of good.

TELEGRAPH FOOLISHNESS.

Why does the Telegraph seek to
destroy its character as & newspager by
publishing foolish editorials which only
excite laughter ? The Telegraph to-day
engaged in an elaborate calculatiou to
show that there were only 2,750 persons
in the Lansdowne rink the other night.
instead of 6,000 which some estimated
asthe number. The matier is not one
of any particular importance because
every person who was present in the
rink that evening know that
the building was full, and if
it had been {wice as capaci-
ous as it was it would still have. been
full. It was by long odds the most strik-
ing conservative meeting ever held, in
St. John and the Telegraph’s efforts to
explain it away are absurd and fufile.
The success of the meeting is still furth-
er emphasized by the fact that the same
evening the exhibition building was
packed full of people, while many who
were in neither building were kept
away from the rink by outside attrac-
tions.

But perhaps the worst sample of Tele-
graph silliness which has yet appeared
is its article of this morning on “the
egg difficulty and its remedy.” It seems
that the Telegraph’s remedy for the egg
difficulty is reciprocity, which is
like telling a man with consumption
that if he could get a new pair of lungs
he might recover. Says the silly Tele-
graph:—

A Tory contemporary estimates that
the total egg product of the Canadian
hen is 13 times as great as the export.
That would make above 182 million doz-
ens, which at a value equal tothose ex-

rted, would be worth $28,000,000. To

11l the hen that lays so many millions
of golden dollars in the farmer's purse
would seem to be repeatin; the folly of
the fabled owner of the goose that laid
the golden eggs. To the English market
we have never found it profitable to ex-
port eggs. 'The reis'ng of chickens as
an alternative, we have previously shown

counld not be made to poy. Butrecipro-
city would provide a prompt and satis-
factory remedy for all tue difficulty.
Everybody can see this except the pur-
blind ministers of state and some of
tueir wilfully blinded followers. And
the people. when opportunity offers, will
no doubt save the Canadian hen from
decapitation by taking off the official
heads of some 13 worse than useless
ministers. Eggs will go up in price
when the Tory cabinet goes down.

Perhaps the Telegraph will be good
enough to explain how we are to get
reciprocity. Cangda has been seeking
reciprocity with the' United States for a
qaarter of a century and has not yet
succeeded in obtaining it. At thelast
session of Congress every resolution in
favor of reciprocity with Canada was
either voted down or withdrawn to
escape defeat, and yet the Telegraph
whines that if we had reciprocity all
would be well.

AN OBNOXIOUS PERSON.

The Sun this morning says:—“One of
the ushers who had the seating of the
audience at Friday night's meeting says
“the only person who gave any trouble]
was a wealthy and pretentious individ-
ual from western Nova Scotia, who claim-
ed and held a seat provided for a lady,
scolded because women were admitted
to the meeting, abused the attendants
and was generally ill-mannered.” The
boys found out afierward that he was
agrit.”

The person referred to in this para-
graph i8 a Mr. Israel Burrill, of Yar-
mouth, a shipowner of that place. Mr.
Israel Burriilis an original anti-confeder-
ate, and an annexationist,who is so bitter
against Canada that when the governor
general came here he ordered his ships
lyingin this harbor not to hoist their
flags. The next time Mr. Israel Burrill
ventures into a liberal conservative
meeting he will be roughly handled.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Globe of Saturday was very sad
over the great Conservative demonstra-
tion of the previous evening and sought
to console itself by stating that Mr.
Skinner received no compliments from
any minister, nor from the chairman nor
even from the member from Albert. The
Globe is as usual inaccurate in making
this statement. The Hon. Mr. Foster
paid Mr. Skinner a very high compli-
ment and said that St. John had never
sent & more painstaking or a more hard
working member to Parliament. He
also said that St. John was disgraced by
being represented by such a man as Mr.
Ellis.

A few months ago we were told that
St. John did not need a dry dock ; that
if we had a dry dock it would only be
an ugly hole in the ground and would
baveto be filled up. But since then
there have been two cases in which the
necessity for a dry dock has been de-
monstrated. If St. John had a dry dock
the Vlanda would have come here and
not gone to Halifax, and the $50,000 or
more which it will cost to repair -her
woulid be spent in this city. On Satur-
day, the Loanda, of the West India line,
had to go to Boston to have her bottom
scraped and painted. This means the
loss of four or five days of time, besides
port charges in Boston, exclusive of the
time she will be in dock there. The
truth of the matter is that a dry dock is
an absolute necessity for us if we are to
do a large ocean steamship business.

Nashwalk and Stanley.

The proper name of the Nashwalk is
Na -wi-jo-wock, the English of which 1s,
the river amopg mountains. The
names of our rivers which are
nearly all derived from Mic-
mac words bhave been so incorrectly
written that one can seldom recognize
them when he hears their proper names
spoken by the descendants of the
aborigines. Thus a branch of Nashwalk
situated about 10 miles above Marysville
is called the Cleuristic, the real Indian
name being Kull-sis-sec, in English
Kulloo’s nest. The Indians say thatthere
was a great eazle, “Kulluo”, which bad
its nest on a high rock or ridge in the
vicinity of the mouth of this stream,
hence the name.

Nashwalk was very early known to
the French explorers of America and
was very early visited by the priests
who accompanied them. Father Biard,
who with another Jesuit was seni to
New France by the Duchess de Guerche-
ville, and who in the year 1611, celebrat-
ed muss on an island in the Saint John,
about 6 leagues from the mouth of that
river, was well acquainted with it. The
mouth of the Nushwalk has been an
indian camping ground from the very
earliest period as is proved by the stone
weapons which are even now occasional-
ly 1ound there. The Recollets who
aiready bad an establishment on the St.
John river, about 6 miles above Nash-
walk at the time the Pilgrim fathers
were landing on Plymouth rock, and one
of whose number perished from the ef-
fects of hunger and explosure during
that year, seemed to have taken the
ecclesiastical charge of Nashwalk when
it was made a Fr-nch station.

La Mothe Cadillac, the founder of
Detroit, speaks in his letters of having
visited Nashwalk which he describes
as & Mic-Mac fort. It was granted in
the 17th century under the name of
“Naxoat.” This was afterwards changed
to that of “Soulanges” under the admin-
istration of Colbert, at the instance of
its proprieter, Joibert de Soulangzes, dieur
de Soulanges et de Marson as can be
seen on reference to the Paris manu-
scripts. :

In 1696 1t was the head quarters of
De Villeboa, the governor of Acadia, and
here he planned the destruction of Bos-
ton which he said could then only mus-
ter 800 fighting men. This city he propos-
ed to capture by means of his Abenaguis
aided by a few French regular troops.
His correspondence with the court of
France on this subject is also to:be
found in the Paris manuscripts. In the
same year (1696) during the month of
October fort Nashwalk was attacked by
the New-Englanders who were however
compelled to retreat by the garrison aid-
ed by 40 neophytes whom father Simon,
the Recollet priest who wasstationed at
Augh-Pa-Kack (the head of tide,) situ-
ated on the Saint Joun 7 miles above
Nashwalk, had brought to the aid of De
Villebon. This Recollet mission seems
to have subsequently fallen into the
hands of the Jesuits. The last missionary
of that order to the Indians of Saint
JoLm river, died at Quebec in the year
1780.

Charlevoix, who decribes the attack
on Fort Nashwalk mentioned above,
says that the New Englanders landed
and lighted their camp fires at no very
great distance from the fort, paying no
attention to the cannon balls which were
discharged at them, but that when the
fort opened upon them with grape they
soon extinguished them. In confirma-
tion of Charlevoix’s narrative, who was
in America in 1720, it may by mentioned
that the writer has seen both grape and
round shot which were dug out of the
bank of Nashwalk where the New Eng-
land militia landed. Itwas from Fort
Nashwalk that DeVillieu made his fam-
ous raid on New England, in which some
eighty people were murdered in cold
blood. His narrative, which exists in
manuscript, mwentions among other
things, how he gave a “dog feast” to his
Abenakis when they were on tiie march.

After the American revolution the 42nd
Highlanders, a part of them, were dis-
banded on Nashwalk where many of
their descendants are now to be found.
More than halfa century since an ex-
tensive tract of land situated on the
Nashwalk and Miramichi rivers was
granted to the New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia Land Co., and it is from the im-
ber grown on this tract that the Marys-
ville mills have chiefly relied for their
stock of spruce logs.

The intention of that Co. was to found

TERRIBLE FAMILY TRAGEDY.
T hree hs from ia,
of the Father, the Mother Insane.
. New York, Oct. 1.—Three children in
one family dead from diphtheria within
three days; the father driven by grief to
insanity, by insanity to suicide; two
other .children lying at the point of
death; the mother apparently mad her-
self with the accumulation of woes.

Thisis the tragedy of a New York
household. John Keen had been em-
ployed for more than 15 years in the
Hewes & Philips foundry at Newark.
With his wife and five children he lived
at 132 Plane street, just at the border of
Newark’s fashionable residence district.
Last Thursday evening all his children
complained of feeling ill.

Dr. J, Henry Clark, the police surgeon
said the children had diphtheria in its
most malignant form. The eldest. Flor-
rie, 15 years old,died at three o’clock last
Friday morning. Dr. Clark insisted on
as speedy a burial as possible, and sent
for Undertaker B. Bolles. The father
resisted this measure strenuously,
Florrie had been his favorite child. “She
isn’t de... loctor,” he cried. “Its brutal
to bury her without giving her a chance
to get well.”” Dr. Clark convinced Keen
that the recovery of his other children
depended upon the removal of Florrie’s
body from the house, and she was bur-
ied Friday forenoon.

Physician, father and mother sat up
with the children all Friday night, as
they had all Thursday night. Charles,
7 years old, died at 3 o'clock Saturday
morning, snd preparatious for another
funeral were made. It was not possible
to have it that afternoon, so the three
sat through another long night, caring
for three living-children. Willie,4 years
old, died at 11 o'clock SBunday morning.

By that time Dr, Clark noticed that
Mr. Keen was showing signs of insanity.
Sunday night Keen went into the Van
Dyke House and asked for a room, say-
ing that he had not slept for a week and
wanted to go to bed at once. He told the
porter to call him at 7 o’clock. They put
him in room 44, on the top floor. When
the porter went to call him this morning
Keen was lying dead on the floor, with
a bullet hole through his left ear. Part
of a bottle ot laudanum had been spilled
but a part of it had been swallowed.

Commander Reiter Detached from the
Ranger, so That He Can Make an
Explanation to the State Depart.
ment.

‘Wasmngrox, D. C., Oct. 3.—Lieuten-
ant-Commander George C. Reiter of the
navy has been detached from the com-
mand of the Ranger and ordered to
Washington. He will be succeeded by

-| Commander George E. Wingate, at pres-

ent on waiting orders at Maiden, Mass.,
There is a disposition at the navy de-
partment to keep the reason for this
change out of the papers. Secretary
Blaine is said to be desirous of learning
from the American commanders who
were at San Jose when Barrundia was
killed why there was no interference on
their part.

The department has been placed in an
embarrassing position and subjected
to criticism because the American repre-
sentatatives at Guatemala failed to give
Barrundia the protection which, even to
the department, appears to have been
possible. Commander Reiter and Com-
mander Stockton of the Thet's were
both at San Jose when Barrundia
was killed, although Reiter, as sen-
ior officer, was in command of the naval
forces and is responsible for any fault
that may have been committed. The
matter has been the subject of cabinet
discussion, and the conclusions arrived
at are known only to the President, Mr.
Blaine and Secretary Tracy.

Officers on duty at the navy depart-
ment,and who know Commander Reiter,
credit bim with a degree of fearless-
ness and promptness of aciion that
would recommend him in times of emer-
gency. His friends look upon his de-
tachment at this time more in the nature
of a summons to conferepce than as a
rebuke. He submitted to the navy de-
partment a full repori of the operations
at Guatemala. and sent a special account
of the Barrundia kiliing. It is said that
these communications did not produce
evidence of action entirely saiisfactory to
the state department. Commander Reiter
will be permitted an explanation of the
whole affair when he arrives at Wash-
ington.

Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights,
Mwures'and Weighing Machines generally are
specially requested to read carefully the following

0) des an inspeotor or 1 in
tﬂe performance of his duty under said Act, or
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights
and measures for inspection when callcd upon to
do 80 by an inspeeting officer.

9. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of
weights, measures. and weighing machines when
paying moneys to Iuspectors or Assistant Inspect-
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees,
is entitled to, and is specially requeste: de-
mand from the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (“Form 0, 6" with the words
“Qriginal for the Trader’” printed at the head
thereof) properly filied out and stamped, and also
at the same time to carefully ascertmn whether
ornot the stamps attached to such certificato
represent exactly the yalue the amount of oush
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached. . d

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested te keep them care-
fally for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-
ers who are unsble to produce their proper
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an

Joseph Horncastle’s Death.

Mr. Joseph Horncastle died at his resi-
dence, foot of Main street, Indiantown,
about 12 o’clock last night. He had been
ill about three months. By his death
the Indiantown section of the city loses
one of its most successful business men
and one who always took an interest in
public imgrovemenw and did what he
could to bring them about. Mr. Horn-
castle was a native of Yorkshire, Eng.
He came to this country with his parents
when he was 13 1¥ea\rs of age and worked
up by his own efforts and industry the
extensive businéss which he carried on
in hardware, groceries, etc.,, at Indian-
town. He established that business 36
years ago, and previous to that time he
had worked at lumber surveying and
other things. He had his left knee in-
jured some way in Hilyard’s shipyard,
about 37 years ago, the injury resulting
in the stiffening of the limb. It was
this accident that led him to go into
store keeping as it incapacitated him for
the kind of business he had previously
followed.

He was one of the first gentlemen to
represent Lorne ward at the council of
the enlarged city of St. John and did
good work as an alderman. Mr. Horn-
castle ;was a prominent member of :St.
Luke’s church. He was ‘treasurer there
at the time of the building of the new
church and has been a vestryman for
many years. He was 62 years of age at
his death and leaves a wife and five
daughters, who have the sympathy of
his many friends and acquaintances in
their great loss. .
