ONLY A REVIEW OF THE EVIDENCE
TAKEN AT THE INQUEST.

Hi. B. Peters a Long Time on the Stand—

The Several Other Witnesses Tell
di Very Lit i

H. B. Peters was cxamined to con-
siderable length at both sessions of the
McDonald trial yesterday. Witness
stated the custom in the establishment
of T. B, Barker & Sons, of marking or
shipping good.. McDonald frequently
marked goods but was not empowered to
put up .drugs of any kind. - He
could not recall when McDenald,
except on  one occasion violat-
ed these -instructions. That was
three or four weeks before his arrest,
when he filled up a-bottle of oil of winter-
green, and was reprimanded therefor
by H. W. Barker, - Prior to that witness
several times told McDonald he had
nothing to do with drugs, but he did not

obey that drder, offering as an excuse
WMN to.draw the
line, The strychnine was kept in the
drog room.  Cotld tell by the stock book
how many full and broken boxes there
were when stock was last ‘taken. Never
saw anybody upstairs after poisons oute
gide of the trade, Sellini a drachm of
strychnine would be wholesale; to sell a
portion of a bottle is retail. Never
knew of a bettle being broken for sale in
the wholesale. Sold two drachms of
German strychnine to Mr. Coupe a couple
of weeks ago. That’s the smallest sale
lately. Cannot [recall having ever sold
as small a quantity asone drachm. There
are no instructions tokeep a memoran-
dum of poisonous goods sold out of the
wholesagg, more than other drngs. The
retail is a separate concern; goods sold to
it are ch d in the same way as to any
other retail store in the city. Had ;refus-
ed applications for small lots of drugs,
etc., and had sent the applicants down
stairs to the retail. Since Oct. 5th, to his
knowledge, the house had not sold any
American strychnine. Christie, Dough-
erty, Wasson, Harry Barker and witness
had the right to sell strychnine and
other drugs by the rules of the establish-
ment. McDonald had -not been there
long enough to establish his ability to
handle drugs.

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LET THE BRIDGE BE FREE.

We learn that the question of the ad-
visability, of memorializing the Domi-
nion government in regard to mak-
ing the railway bridge free has been
before the Council of the Board of
Trade, and although no decision was
arrived at, it is generally understood that
several members of the council are op-
posed to the bridge being made free until
terminal facilities for the shipment of
grain and heavy freight in transit, have
heen' provided on the West side. They
arcue that if the bridge is made free
before this is done the freight business
willgo to Halifax and St. John will de-
rive no advantage from the building of
the Short Line. Our reason for referring
to this matter at this time is that it will
come up at the next meeting of the
Board of Trade, and it isjhighly desirable
not only that there should be a large
attendance of the members of the Board
to discuss it, but that they should come
to the meeting with correct views in
regard to the question to be debated.
1t would be a great mistake for the St.
John Board of Trade to vote that it is not
desirable to make the railway bridge free.
Any opposition to this proposal coming
from St. John would go far to prejudice
our case as against Halifax in regard to
the building of the Harvey-Salisbury
line, and would be the most powerful
argument that the advocates of that line
could use in its favor. At the present
time there is a charge of $ on every car
that crosses the cantilever bridge, a
charge equal to the tariff which a rail
way would exact for hauling the same
car about one hundred miles. Therefare
a Halifax advocate of the Harvey-Salis-
bury line might well say that although
the proposed line will only reduce the
actual distance to Halifax by about 30
miles, it will practically reduce it by 130
miles, for it will avoid a bridge the tolls
on which are equal to 100 miles of rail-
way haulage. That this argument will
be used and used with effect in any
fature contest for the Harvey-Salisbury
line we may ragard as absolutely certain.
