importance I should like, with your per-
mission, to make a few remarks thereon.
It appears that the young men of the
Dominion are much behind those of
other countries in not having mechani-
cal science brought more to their notice
and occupying -a better position than it
does.

In England and the United States,
practical mechanics form a part of the
education in the universitiesand schools
and not long since I read an account of
a fine steam engine, made entirely by the
boys of Eton school, who are supplied
with all necessary appliances and also
with instructors so that the mechanical
inclination of each boy has a chance for
development, and as most boys posess
this inclination in a greater or less de-
gree, some means should be devised to
provide them with facilities for the ex-
ercise of their abilities in this direction.
The question arises as to which is the
best way to bring this about ? A great
deal might be done by schools, but 1 be-
lieve a great deal could bé done by
parents themselves, as there are many
who could well afford to fit their boys
out with a workshop and tools for doing
the highest kinds of machinist and
electrical work as well as workin wood.
Another way would be for a number
to combine and fit themselves a place
with implements of different kinds; pow-
er could be cheaply supplied by an elec-
tric wire if necessary and there are plenty
of mechanics in the city, fully competent
to give instruction, who weuld be glad to
add to their earnings in this way, and
then there are books published treating
on every mechanical branch which
would also be of great assistance.

In the working of metal one of the
most important implements is the screw
cutting or engine lathe; this tool though
formerly so expensive is now manufac-
tured both in- England and the United
States at prices that bring them within
the reach of almost every one, and they
can be got to work by foot or power or
both combined, and one maker makes
one with a planer attachment for metal
and at an extremely low price consider-
ing the great range of work they are ca-
pable of. I know, of no maker of this
class of tool in the Dominion, more’s the
pity, so it shows there is not much de-
mand for them and consequently not
much taste for amateur mechanism.
There is nothing to my mind more
fascinating than an hour or two in work-
ing one of these fine tools. Castings can
now be very cheaply obtained,and a boy
of an ingenious turn and having a lathe
could soon learn to conmstruct a small
steam engine.

Clubs are now formed for a variety of
purposes, such as baseball, bouting, etc.,

‘| which can only be indulged in for g short

season in this climate; why shonld they
not be formed for mechanical purposes,
which can be carried on winter evenings
or any time, and which are equally valu-
able as a means of recreation; and one
thing certain, that whatever a boy’s ul-
timate occupation may be, a practical
knowledge of mechanics can never be
an injury to him. Let the thing be tried
and see if the results are not favorable.

Palmer
in re Hugh Nealis and Jane E. U. Nealis,
his wife, plaintiffs, and the children of
plaintiffs, and I Allen Jack, trustee de-
fendant. ! :

The svit was to administer the estate
of the late Mary R. Wilkinson in the
hands of the defendant Jack as admini-
strator and trustee under her will, the
material part of which is gs follows:

“I give and devise all my real and
and personal estate wherever situated
unto the said Isaac Allan Jack, executor
and trustee as aforesaid, his heirs and
executors, to hold the same to the uses
and trusts following, that is to say, to
the sole use of my daughter Jane dur-
ing her natural life and after her dec-
ease unto the use of her heirs, and I
hereby will and devise that my said exe-
cutor and trustee shall sell and di

and"i,n case of her death to her child-
ren.

His Honor adjudges that the use is
given to the female plaintiff absolutely,
without any remainder over and he
thinks the children have no interest in
the devise. He thinks there can be no
doubt that this is so if the first clause,
that is that she is to have it during
her nataral life and after her decease her
heirs, then, under the role in ‘Shelley’s
case, the words “heirs” vests the estate
in the ancestor. If the devise and in case
of her death means the death of the
female plaintiff to her children is to oper-
ate, by the same rule, the female plaintiff
would only be entitled to it during her
lifetime_and the remainder would vest
in her children after her death, but it is
clear, he thinks, that this latter devise is
merely substitutionary in case the female
plaintiff died in the lifetime of the testa-
tor in which case it would be vested in
her children if she had any.

His Honor also holds that in view of
the fact that the beneficiary was a mar-
ried woman, and under certain disabil-
ities and certain discretionary powers
were vested in the trustee, he iz bound
to consider the testatrix had some object
in it, and he cannot conceive of any other
but that she being a married woman
might be induced during such marriage,
by her husband, to anticipate and make
away with the fund if she had the power
todo so,when the trustee might not think
it advisable and therefore not see fit to
pay it, and decides in effect that the
relations of the defendant Jack as trus-
tee shall continue during the marriage
of the female plaintiff.

THE STUMPAGE QUESTION.

Unlike the Sun,the GAzETTE never was
an advocate for a reduction in the rate of
stumpage but always believed that the
charge of $1.25 per M. was not a high
rate for spruce logs. We are, however,
fully impressed with the fact that our
lumbermen, who comprise among their
numbers some of our most influential,hon-
orable and enterprising citizens, have
not been satisfactorily treated in the
matter of their leases. The appointment
of gentlemen of such high standing as
Messrs Randolph, Ritchie and Todd as
commissioners to enquire into this
stumpage matter will, we hope, lead to
the remedying of the evil to which we
allude, which is this. In order
to obtain a lease of crown
Jands the lumberman applies to the
crown land office for certain blocks,
which after having been duly advertised,
are offered for sale at public auction to
Formerly these
leases were from year to year, latterly,
however, the government granted them
for the period of 10 years, from 1883.
Thus all leases of crown lands expire in
1893, and then the lumbermen will
have to face a most violent competition
from sharpers and speculators. We hear
of one of them who says that he is de-
termined to have a lease of some of
these first-class Miramichi spruce lands,
cost what it may. Thus the mill
owners dnd lumbermen who have
to depend upon leased lands for
their . supply of timber are subject
to constant annoyance -and loss,
and thus also their investments in mills
or other lumber property, are constantly
endangered; since the spectulators to
whom we allude, can and do attend
these sales and either demand money
from the lease holder as a consideration
for their silence at the coming sale, or
force him to abandon part of his leases.
We would therefore suggest that an act
of assembly be passed, which shall
enact that all of the holders of crown
1and licenses whoshall on or before a
certain specified date by notice in writ-
ing addressed to the surveyor general,
declare their desire to accept leases
renewable from year to year so long as
stumpage_is paid and conditions perform-
ed, and further agree to pay for all
logs cut after 1891 the sum of $1.25 per M,
become entitled to have their recent
leases renewed in perpetuo, as is now
being done in theprovince of Quebec. In
that province lumber leases are consid-
ered as a valuable property and pass
from one to another just as circumstan-
ces arise. Were such a system adopted
the squabbling and fighting over crown
1and leases would cease, while the lum-
bermen would have a real interest in
the timber and would protect and care
for the same until such times as 1t
might become of sufficient value to war-
rant cutting. This would also tend to
decrease the over cutting of timber and
destruction of our - forests, which are
annually becoming of more value. By
the passage of such an act as we refer to
no wrong would be done either. to the
individual or to the -country,
end the lumberman and mill-
owner would be protected from that un-
fair competition at public auctions the
result of which usually tends
toput into the pockets of  specu-
ators money which should
have gone into the public treasury. To
effect this purpose the most ingenious
means have been resorted to, one of the
commonest being that of entering into
an agreement between all parties that
the leasces should be bid in under the
name of one person who should act as
trustee for #ll and who should himself
offer these at-auetion to- the ‘highest
bidder among the parties, and that the
money resulting from such saleshould be

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many are in want of homes that land
which will yield, as we are assured on
competent authority, 250 bushels of po-
tatoes per acre as a first crop and 50
bushels of oats the second year to an acre,
should remain to allintents and purposes
aseless.

And we who  are
endowed with intelligence fail not
to provide, with her generous assist-
ance, for the wants to which for a time
she is unable to minister. Against the
requirements of man and his dependents,
throughout Canads, and almost every-
where in the world, she is & most bounti-
ful provider. Our fields always yield an
abundant retorn to the labors of the in-
telligent husbandman: if faithful to
himself neither he nor those who are
allied to him ever want for fuel, food
clothing or shelter. The world is a
good world : it only requires the
co-operation ~ of those that inhabit
it to make it such a one as dreamers
have dreamed of for ages, but have never
geen their dreams fulfilled, Men of un-
bridled fancy have speculated upon the
possibility of an earthly paradise, which
even when the world wears its most un-
becoming garb seems not wholly unat-
taipable, but their speculations have been
but speculations, and such, some fear,
they may continue to be, and nothing
more till the end of time. To make the
world what we feel sure it was
intended to be by its creator, a
world of peace, good will and all
the happiness that in this probation-
ary state we are capable of enjoying,
the prime factors are embraced in a wid-
er diffusion of intelligence, and a more
general understanding and appreciation
of the moral obligations of individual to
individual and community to community
everywhere. We feel that from genera-
tion to generation men grow better as
they grow wiser, and that some day—it
may be long hence—that peace and good
will and submission to the laws of our
being will prevail througout the world,of
which men hitherto have only dreamed.
