A Leader’s 
Opinion

Berlin, Nov. 13.—Dr. Theodore Barth, 
for many years the leader of the advanc­
ed wing of the radical party in the Reich­
stag has written to The Associated Press 
the herewith definition of political situ­
ation today in Germany :

“The debates in the Reichstag directed 
against the personal government of the 
emperor will have the effect only of a 
sham fight with parliamentary blank cart­
ridges until it is understood that in Prus­
sia and Gertnany personal government 
does not depend upon the temperament 
and character of the present emperor 
but represents the deep-rooted and old 
Prussian governmental system which Bis­
marck transferred to the German empire. 
Personal government can only be abolish­
ed by a determined advance toward a 
system of parliamentary government simi­
lar to that existing in England. France. 
Italy and other countries. No change in 
the constitution or any act introducing 
ministerial responsibility is necessary for 
the attainment of this end.

The system of parliamentary' govern­
ment in England was.brought about with­
out the alteration of a single paragraph 
of the law. The king of England even 
today is empowered to act as is Emperor 
William in the filling of ministerial posts, 
but the British parliament, owing to its 
control of the budget, could make the 
carrying out of his duties impossible for 
any minister who enjoyed only the con­
fidence of the sovereign and not that of 
the House of Commons.

“The German Reichstag, constitution-1 
ally, is in a similar position.

“It needs only to resolve and national 
public opinion must compel its resolve 
on such a programme.

“The role of Democratic liberalism is to 
take the lead in this constitutional battle 
and it is the duty of the more moderate- 
liberals to collaborate, but so long as the 
members of that party are bound by the 
chains of the “bloc" they canot fulfil 
their duty. At present they have joined 
the conservatives who combat every sin­
cere effort toward constitutionalism. This 
the conservatives do, because, owing to 
their relations to the crown they do bet­
ter business under the personal system."

Guelph, Ont., Nov. 13 (Special.)—The 

jury empanelled at Blyth to inquire into

FORMER ST.JOHN MAN 
DEAD AT PORT 

ELGIN HARRY HOWE’S BODY FOUND
IN COURTENAY BAY TODAY

London, Nov. 12.—-In the course of the 
last week two women of Royal blood have 
bid fore well to the world’s pomps and 
vanities and taken the veil. One is a 
niece of King Edward, the widowed Grand 
Duchess Serge of Russia. She has enter­
ed the convenjt of the Blue Nuns at Mos­
cow, which nlimbers of distinguished Mus­
covite families.

The Grand Duchess Elizabeth Feodoro- 
vna—such is her Russian title—is 44, and 
was married at the age of 20 to Serge, 
the Czar’s uncle, who was assassinated at 
Moscow in 1905. Trained in the most rig­
id Protestantism, she withstood for seven 
years persistent efforts to convert her to 
orthodoxy, but she was finally baptized ac­
cording to Russo-Greek rites.

The other Royal nun is Princess Ade­
laide of Bourbon, aged 23, daughter of 
Duke Robert of Parma, who is famous 
among European Royalties for his family 
of twenty children. The Duke died sud­
denly last November. He was a son of 
Louise of France, sister of the Count of 
Chambord, and consequently a descendant 
in three lines from Louise NYr., through 
Philip V.. Elizabeth of France (daughter 
of Louis XV.) and through the Duke de 
Berry.

The 
Bayard of Australian politics has a clear, 
ringing voice and a fervid delivery 
utterly convincing. A political opponent, car­
ried away by his eloquence, once exclaimed:
“He can throw a halo of attraction around 
the orifice of hades.” When he first visited 
London as a Victorian delegate at the Impe­
rial conference in 1887, his remarkable ora­
tory drew compliments from Lord Salisbury, 
who offered hlpi a knighthood, which, how­
ever, Mr. Deakin declined for democratic rea­
sons.

This family are of the type of which

London, Nov. ,2.—An Italian naval sur­
geon, Dr. Baccan, who spent four yeans in 
the Congo Free State on a scientific mis­
sion, has just published a book about his 
expedition which contains some interesting 
details about the customs of the natives.

Dr. Baccari says that the natives are 
cannibals simply because they like human 
flesh, and they, eat their fellow-creatures 
with the same indifference as we do ani­
mal food. A native who had been brought 
up by Europeans and taught to abstain 
from human flesh, complained one day 
to the local magistrate that some natives 
had eaten the body of his father, who had 
died a few days before.

“They have eaten it all themselves with­
out giving a single piece to my family or 
even to me, who is his son.” he said, and 
he asked for redress because he considered 
himself defrauded.

The wars between different villages are 
undertaken mostly with the object of pro­
curing human flesh; hence prisoners are 
never exchanged, but always fattened and 
slaughtered. The victims never complain, 
in fact many consider it a treat to be 
eaten, owing to the fact that before be­
ing killed they spend two or three months 
in idleness and are well fed, while others 
are obliged to work.

Women are not allowed to eat human 
flesh, at least none is given to them, but 
they like it as much as the men do, says 
Dr. Baccari, and generally to steal it.

favorite way of cooking hu­
man flesh is in "a sauce of pili-pili, that 
is red peppers, but often it is smoked and 
kept to be eaten when food is scarce.

Regulations.

A NY person who is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 

may homestead a quarter-section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatche- 

I wan or Alberta. The applicant must appear 
in person at the Dominion Lands Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the district. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any agency, on certain con­
ditions, by father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister of intending homesteader.

Duties.—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years, A homesteader may live within nine 
miles of his homestead on a farm of at least 
SO acres solely owned and occupied by him 
or by his father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister.
