Vienna, May 24, via London, 6.55 p. 
m.—The Austrian Wjur Office announc­
ed today fighting had begun along the 
Italian border, where a number of 
email battles are under way. Italian 
cavalry has appeared on the coast 
near the frontier. The statement fol­
lows:

“The general situation in the north­
eastern theatre of war is unchanged.
Battles continue in Middle Galicia.
During the engagements of the last 
few" days in the hilly country of Ktelce,
Russian Poland, thirty officers and 6,t 
300 soldiers have been captured.

"In-the southwestern theatre of war, 
after the declaration of war, small 

• battles were begun at some places in 
the Tyrol, on the frontier. In the ing 
frontier area on the coast Italian cav­
alry appeared near the frontier town 
of Strassoldo.

Lugano, Switzerland, via Parts, May 
24, 11.15 p. m.—Austro-German troops 
continue to pour towards the frontier 
from Fnnsbruck and Moran. The 
Swiss railroads are greatly overcrowd­
ed with Italian refugees, and reports 
reach here that the Italians resident 
in Austria and Germany are being 
badly treated.

Prince Von Buelow, the German Am­
bassador. who is expected to come 
here from Rome, has not been heard 
from, and the German consul hçre has 
no knowledge when he will arrive.

Rushing Troops to Frontier.
On the Italian Frontier, via Chiasso,

May 24, via Paris, May 25, 12.15 
—The Messagero In Rome today prints 
a story to the effect that it has been 
assured that German and Turkish of­
ficers already have gone to Tripoli and 
Cyrenica. taking with them money 
and gifts for the chiefs of the tribes 
in the interior of those countries.

It is hoped by these officers, the 
newspaper adds, to bring about a great 
insurrection against Italian rule and 
force the Italian troops and the loyal 
population to retire to the coast where 
they will be under the protection of 
Italian warships. It is also asserted 
by the Meseagero that the Austrian! 
navy has arranged to send submarines 
to make torpedo attacks against the 
Italian coast defenses.

"The pwdence and energy of the 
Libyan government," the Meseagero 
adds, “will be able to meet the unfor­
tunate situation which the Turkish 
and German emissaries daily are try­
ing to make worse. Late events must 
have convinced the government of the 
necessity, while the great war lasts, to 
adopt a syst 
around coastal cities.”

The newspapers of Italy, in their 
articles on the war, give expression 
to tlie seriousness of the great task 
that Italy has undertaken.

The Corrlere Della Sera, of Milan, 
after comparing the strength of the 
Italian and Austrian fleets, warns the 
nation! that a victory for Italy can be 
obtained only after grave sacrifices 
and hard trials. The newspaper says 
that submarines and mines have radi­
cally altered naval warfare, giving 
the advantage to the defensive navy 
over an attacking force or warshipg.

Von Buelow Quite Rome
London, May 25 (3.10 a.m.)—A des­

The Minerva was bound from South 
Shields for Norway.

The steamer Minerva sailed from 
New York April 16 for Christiania. She 
arrived at Kirkwall May 4th and from 
there was taken to Shields, arriving in 
the latter port May 8th. She was a 
vessel of 2,413 tons and was owned by 
Jacobson & Sons, of Christiania.

CHAPLIN’S LATEST 3 REEL VITAGRAPH
Captain Aubrey Calder of Welsh­

pool, Campobello, arrived in the city 
yesterday afternoon from Port Haw 
kesbury, N. S. and brings a tale of cold 
weather, snow storms and plenty of 
ice.

Two 
weeks ago a fishing vessel made an 
attempt to get to the Magdalen is­
lands and was caught in the Ice floe, 
lost both anchors and had her keel 
torn off. The captain said he visited 
the breakwater at Point Tupper and 
would not believe there was such a 
quantity of ice there unless he had 
witnessed 1L The breakwater is about 
fifteen feet above the water and the 
loe has been driven against it in such 
quantities that it is piled high on top 
of the rocks. One piece of ice which 
had been driven up on the breakwater 
was measured by a man who estimaV 
ed that the cake would weigh two 
hundred tons. It is a common thing 
for the sailors to climb from the aide 
of their vessels and walk ashore on 
the ice.

The Hague, May 24, via London 
(8.10 p.m.)—From information reach­
ing here, it is understood that the 
Germans and Austrians have concen­
trated approximately 680,000 men on 
the Italian frontier.

forces gained temporary success over 
the Russians in the Carpathians. The 
effort in the west failed, but It Is ad­
mitted that by the operations In the 
east some ground was gained which 
the Russians are just now recovering.

Indianapolis, Ind., May 24.—The 
technical committee in charge of the 
examination of the various automo­
biles nominated as contenders for the 
600 mile International sweepstakes 
race, to toe held at the Indianapolis 
Motor Spedway, May 29, has decided 
that "Boto” Burnam’s “SpecitV* must 
be thrown out of the contest

Burnham has shown great speed 
in his "special” and will make a flfht 
to he allowed to start. The technical 
committee has ruled that his car is 
nothing more than a Peugeot, and 
since three of these cars have been 
nominated the Burman “special” must 
be eliminated from the contest On 
the other hand Burman denies that 
his car is a Peugeot and will post the 
$50 necessary to appeal from the de­
cision. He declares that ihe built the 
car himself and has a right to enter 
the race if he qualifies in the elimina­
tion trials.

Another automobile to go under the 
ban is the Harroun “special" it being 
declared a Maxwell. This is admitted 
and since three other Maxwells are 
nominated the three fastest of the 
four will go to the starting line.

Barney Oldfield’s appeal to reason, 
addressed to American racing car 
builders on the subject of their mis­
apprehension of his worth as driver, 
seems to have had its effect, for now 
Barney is prominently mentioned as 
pilot of the third Maxwell in the next 
Indianapolis 609-mile, to team with 
Carlson and Riokentoacher, already 
tamed.

Barney is already entered in the 
Hoosier contest at the wheel of a 
Bugatti, and, of course, could not 
take on a Maxwell without Charles 
H. Fuller, the owners consent. 
Nevertheless, it is rumored that an 
agreement between the interested 
parties has been reached, and that 
Barney, accordingly, will be seen in 
the seat of the American car.

George Hill, Barneys' mechanician, 
is to handle the Bugatti under the 
new a rangement, leaving the veteran 
free to follow his fancy’s distates.

Jim Coffey, seems to be in a great 
hurry to make that match with Cham 
pion Jess Willard. The big Irishriian 
already has fired the opening guns of 
a campaign that has for Its object a 
match with the champion to be de­
cided as early as July 4. A guarantee 
of $25,000 for Willard’s end goes with 
Coffey’s challenge and no doubt he Is 
sincere, but it is not altogether sure 
that his judgment is of the best in 
hastening mfitters.

Beyond all question! Coffey is the 
most promising challenger in sight at 
present During the past few months 
his improvement has been startling 
and his popularity has grown to alto­
gether unexpected proportions. It is 
just for that reason! that it is going 
to be very easy to make a mistake 
that might ruin his whole career. Be­
yond a doubt Coffey and Willard would 
draw a record crowd if they met this 
summer and Coffey’s share would be 
no Inconsiderable sum. But if he real­
ly expects to become champion he can 
afford to wait until the time is ripe 
before making the attempt

Coffey has eVerything to gain and 
nothing to lose by taking his time. 
Both he and Willard are comparative­
ly inexperienced men but Coffey has 
the better strategical position. Wil­
lard as champion will be tied up with 
theatrical contracts. His appearances 
in the ring will necessarily be few and 
far between. Under such conditions 
It will be impossible for him to get 
the amount of practice he requires. 
On the other hand there is nothing to 
prevent Coffey from fighting every few 
weeks.

It is very obvious that if Coffey is 
to beat Willard he must have the pre­
ponderance of skill on his side. Wil­
lard has a tremendous advantage in 
size, weight and strength and this can 
only be overcome by superior general­
ship on the part of the smaller man. 
As matters stand Coffey is far too in­

experienced to have a reasonable 
chance of beating down the powerful 
Kansan. But in a year from now it 
may be altogether different. Time 
will work for Coffey and the odds 
against him are bound to shorten the 
longer he delays.

There is nothing to prevent Coffey 
from becoming a wonderfully clever 
boxer. He is improving more rapidly 
than any man in the ring. On the 
other hand, Willard Is slow to improve 
and on account of his great length of 
limb, he can never attain the same 
amount of speed that is possible for 
Coffey to acquire. Coffey is built for 
speed as well as strength but as yet 
he lias not learned to make the most 
of his one big advantage. Speed is 
Just as valuable as strength, but it 
takes art to make it count

Trading at the outset gave promise 
of a continuance of the enthusiasm 
which characterised last week's later 
dealings. War stocks came to the 
front with gains of one to three points. 
Profit-taking and more sober z ejec­
tion of the foreign situation, which 
caused the speculative element to ab­

stain from fresh commitments, pro­
voked a selling movement before mid­
day, war stocks declining three to 
nine points, with Bethlehem Steel, as 
the chief element of weakness.

In the final hour there were gradual 
recoveries, which lifted the list to a 
parity or slightly above last week’s 
final prices. A sudden and unexplain­
ed rise of four and three-quarter points 
in Colorado Fuel was the only enliven­
ing feature.

Writing in the Trust Companies 
Magfcsine, New York, on the effect 
of the European War on Interest 
rates, Eugene J. Koop says:

After the problems directly arising 
frolm military and naval operations, 
the greatest the warring nations have 
to face are of a financial character.
These problems as they develop from 
day to day are attacked primarily 
from the standpoint of expediency— 
attacked. In other words, with the 
atto of deriving the greatest interest 
beoeiit from the expenditure of cash 
JHlhe use of credit. Ultimate et- 
f®s are thrust Into the background 
or receive merely secondary con­
sideration. Thus we see England 
guaranteeing premoratorium bills for 
a year after the war ceases, and using 
her credit in a thousand and one di­
rections : France continuing to shield 
herself behind a moratorium made 
necessary through the occupation 
by Germany of her richest manufac­
turing districts, and Germany financ­
ing her needs through war-loan banks 
and societies, and, If newspaper re­
ports are to be believed, even through 
Issue of currency.secured by Jewels.
In short, the consideration uppermost 
in the minds of every finance min­
ister sepms to be "any port In a 
storm." Once the worst of the storm 
Is over, and the world returns to 
peaceful pursuits, what will be the 
outlook of the financial skies? Will 
money be scarce or plentiful, will 
capital be shy or courageous, and as 
a necessity corollary, will interest 
rates be high or low?

Those who argue for low money at 
the conclusion of peace base their con­
tention on what they believe were the 

* Immediate results of the Civil War and 
of those great wars which raged over 
Europe pretty well without Interrup­
tion from the time of the French revo­
lution to Waterloo. The results of 
the Franco-Prusslan war also are 
pointed to. The world-wide economies 
that are being practiced, It Is further 
claimed, will greatly reduce the output 
M capital goods and consumers’ goods 
while the war Is om and business in 
general will decline as a necessary 
consequence, while toward the end of 
the war the war chests of Europe will 
be found emptied and the last piece of 

' hoarded gold will be making Its ap­
pearance, for. when peace is in the air, 
hoarding will have nto further reason 
to exist. All this will create an enor­
mous accumulation of liquid capital, 
end principally on this the theory of 
low interest rates Is based.

Those who take the opposite view 
premise their contentions largely on 
the expectatloni of strong competition 
for capital when hostilities are over: 
the requirements of Industry that are 
being dammed tip will have to be car­
ed for; fersh government loans ar­
ranged, and provision made for fund­
ing the many short term Issues which 
warring and neutral nations alike are 
floating. Another point is made of 
the expected great demands of com­
merce, which, for the present light, 
will spring into life again when peace 
is In the air, and with their eager fing­
ers grasp what capital Is about, thus 
forcing up Interest rates. This in a 
few words represents the underlying 
Ideas of those who believe In high

jAsnegards the theory of easy mom 
«L-, It Is qui^e true that economies are 
being practiced pretty well all over, 
and that the trade of the world Is seri­
ously affected. Also, it is quite con­
ceivable that ultimately a considerable 
amount of gold will have been set 
free. Under normal conditions these 
several factors would all tend to make 
money cheap. But will the amount 
now being economized and accumulat­
ed equal the enormous outgoes necis- 
eitated by. this war?

of money and this demand for invest­
ment capital may run concurrently for 
a time and make possible the paradox 
of high and low interest nates side toy 
side with one another. Gradually, 
thowever, low rates on liquid and high 
rates on fixed capital will tend to draw 
together; liquid capital will be attract­
ed to the high rates on fixed capital 
and the pressing demands of fixed 
capital .will be satisfied ; after that 
long term interest rates should be rela­
tively easy.

If this analysis be correct, then the 
safest course to pursue for those who 
control investment funds would be to 
Invest either In moderately shoot term 
bonds, or else In bonds whose security 
and yield are sufficiently attractive to 
be an inducement to hold through the 
period of transition and readjustment 
until more normal 'times are again 
happily reached.

In considering the effects the ac­

of volunteers. It is estimated that a wife on her own account requires Thirty Dollars Per Month for her maintenance. The

m Canadian Government provides Twenty Dollars per month of this amount and the Patriotic Fund the remaining Ten Dollars, If required. 
Children between ten and fifteen years of age are allowed twenty-five cents per day; from five to ten years of age, fifteen cents per day; and 
under five years of age, ten cents per day. Thus a wife and three children of the ages of three, seven and twelve, may receive a total month­
ly allowance of Forty-five Dollars, of which Twenty Dollars is payable by the Canadian Government and Twenty-five Dollars by the Patriotic 
Fund. This is of course In addition to the Thirty-three Dollars per month paid to the soldier, and which may be assigned by him to his 
family.

Besides the above, provision is made for a compassionate allowance for temporary extraordinary need, such as accident, sickness, 
etc. In short, the whole purpose of the Patriotic Fund is so to supplement the Government allowance as to provide all reasonable comforf for 
the families of men on service. Such provision, in each individual case, is subject to the report of local committees, who shall consider all 
the circumstances of families affected, with respect to the earnings of members of such families, amounts received from former employer of 
the soldiers, and other sources of income.
