Is splendid, but we cannot borrow from England or the United States. 
But we can depend upon the people of Canada. They will lend us 
their money.” Mr. Carvell continued, 1 as the applause subsided, 
“they will do again as they did before,—stand right behind the gov­
ernment with their money. When our financial minister wanted 
$100,000,000, they offered him $150.000,000. Then again when he want­
ed $1^0,000,000 they placed $260.000,00 at his disposal, and for a third 
time, when he asked for from $150,000,000 to $250,000,000 they raised 
over $400,000.000 to carry on the war. The spirit and the determina­
tion of the Canadian people to come out of this world Conflict victor­
ious; to stand behind the armies fighting for freedom and democracy, 
is so great that there Is no call to which they will not respond."

This was the message of Canada’s Minister of Publia Works to 
the Canadians in New York, and through them to the American peo­
ple. There was no doubt of the warmth of Its reception nor of the 
interest it aroused. Silence, absolute silence, h» often the greatest 
compliment any speaker can obtain from a great audience. So it 
was on this occasion CarvelVs earnestness, his grim determination 
in words, and the set lines of his face, the clenched fist gesture, so 
characteristic of the force that prompts it, gave these Canadians In 
New York an Idea of the steeled feeling of the people to the north, 
and what Canada will do In the future as in the past, by sacrifice of 
life and wealth and comfort to help defeat the Germans and crush 
the Teutonic Idea.

Service Magazine, Chicago, reporta 
that in 1917, 462 applications for in­
creased utility rates were made * to 
various local and State.commissions. 
Of these 401 applications were favor­
ably acted upon, or more than 86 per 
cent. In this connection, Public 
Service says: “This means that local 
and State commissions have become 
convinced that utilities in general are 
entitled to larger rates of return in 
order to afford adequate public 
service :

"Besides these increases given be­
low—between 200 and 300—other such 
Increases are monthly being allowed 
In the various States and Canada, and 
it would be impossible at the 
to present anything like a complete 
Hat. As will appear from the tablés 
gas rates have apparently made bet­
ter progress with increases than 
others.
