Canadian Pacific Ocean Steam
ships Have Arranged to Ex-
tend Their Service to the
tinent During

Winter.

NEW LINES TO
BE ESTABLISHED

Services Added to Accommo-
date Large Number of Pas-
sengers Desiring to Go to
Continent.

Speclal to The Standard.

‘Montreal, S8apt. 24.—With peace the
Canadian Pacific: Ocean Steamships
have arranged to extend their servics,
both freight and passenger, to the
Continent during the coming fall and
winter, and St. John will be the Can-
adian winterport” for the service.

These new lines will be to Havre,
London, Antwerp and Southampton.
These services have been added to
accommodate large numbers of pas-
sengers desiring to go to the conti-
nent without the necessity of landing
at British ports and making a twans
fer there, with the nccessary pass-
ports and other transport a ge-
ments, With the new services it will
be possible for these passengers to re-
1uain on board the vessel until they ar-
rive at their comntinental port.

In these cased, however, it will be
required that they have passport vised
vy the consuls'of the varjous ocoun-
tries through which they may have to
travel. ¥

The first of the services is the C. P.
0. 8. passenger and freight service to
1lavre and London, sailing from Cane~
dian ports to Hawre and thence to
London, coming Mack direch This
line will start with two ships, running
aiternately, during the remainder of
the navigation jon on the St. Law-
rence from Montreal, and later from
SL._John for e winter season.

The first'sailiag will be by the
Tunisian, early -next month, to be fol-
lowed by the Grampian, Oct. 36, and
the Corsican, Nov. 2nd, to be followed
by the Grampian ‘and Corsican alter-
nately. The service between Cana-
dian ports and Antwerp and Southamp-
ton will start with the Scotian on Oct.
23, followed by the Tunisian, Nov.
21, and the Scotian again on Nov. 27,
after which the two vessels will al
ternate on the triangular route.

On the Glasgow service the C. P. O.
S. will run the Sicllian and Pre:
torian, the former making her first
trip to Glasgow Nov. 1. Al these
sailing will be made from this port
until the winter seasons opens, when
they will use the port of St. John
The ships on the Liverpool service
will be the Empress of France, which
will make three trips during the
halance of the St. Lawrence naviga
tion season. The regular Canadian
Liverpool service will be maintained
by the Melita, Minnedosa, Mstagama
and Scandinavian.

FRAUD CHARGES AGANST GOV

His Accusations, Based Upon
mony of a Self-Confessed

Stolen ‘Evidence and Testi-
Wrongdoer, Turn Out to be

Foolish—Mr. McKenzie Was Willing to Wound But

Feared to Strike and Had
gations.

Ottawa, Sept. 24—Accusations bas-
ed upon stolen evidence and the testi-
mony of a self-confessed wrong doer
are not likely to be ever formidable.
Wihen, in addition, the stolen yyidence
turng out to be harmiless, the accusa-
tions are likely to prove foolish.

That i8 what appedrs to have hap-
pened today whem Mr, D. D, McKen-
gle launched suggestions of election
fraud against Hon. Arthur Meighen.
It was damaging enough to the oppo-
gition leader's case for him to admit
that the alleged message upon which
he based his arguments had been
“handed” out of a ocertagin Winnipeg
office, but when the House was shown
that the contents of the message, even
admitting that it was genuine, of
which there was no proof, were quite
within the law; and that an unnamed
officer who, according to Mr, Mc-
Kenzie, would W6 the star witness
agalnst the government in any in
vestigation that' would be granted,
was a self-proclaimed violator of the
law, the whole proposition collapsed.

Mr. MoKensle, in fact, did not have
much faith in his own cases. Direct
charges against the persomal conduct
of a Minigter of the Crown by a
member of the House carry“with them
the penalty of resignation in the event
of failure to make good.

The House leader of the opposition,
canny Scot that he is, took no such
hazagdous chance. Willing to wound,
he was afraid to strike, and instead
of procdlaiming his faith in the truth
of his allegations simply asked for a
parliamentary inquiry upen the basis
of a series of vague insinuations.

Mr. Meighen, quite naturally, took
full advantage of this weakuness.
Quite frankly he told the House that
he had no recollection of having sent
the telegram complained of (an alleg-
ed telegram to the Prime Minister
asking that a thousand soldier votes
at large be allotted to and distributed
in Manitoba) and that the Prime Min-
ister had‘never received such a mes-
sage. “But,” he added, “if such a
message were sent there is nothing
of which to be ashamed. It was a
message that might have been sent
by any honest man.” The minister
then proceeded to show that, under
the Election Act, it was certainly not
a matter of moral turpitude if such a
message weme sent.

The situation, as he explhined it,
was simple. Under the law something
like 12,000 soldiers who were British
subjects, but who had never resided
in Canada, for the purpose of the act
they were known as soldiers at large)
could cast their votes in any consti-
tuency they desired. Quite naturally
and logically, they were anxious to
cast them in ridings where they would
do the most good. What, then, could
there be of wrong about a party orga-
nization assisting them in that object?

The opposition jeered as'the Min-

Conflicting Reports Still Con-
tinue to be Sent Out from.

PLANT MANAGERS
TAKE OFFENSIVE

Labod's Recruiting Forces
Are Not Inactive and Are
Endeavoring to Enroll Non-
Union Workers.

Pittsburg, Pa. Sept. 36~The third
day of the great steel strike passed
without either capital- or labor hav-
ing made any apparent material gains.
Last night attention ‘was being fo-
cussed on Washington, where the in-
quiry into the industrial struggle by
the Senate Labor Committee is to
open today.

From their respective headquarters,
industrial leaders and directors_ of the
strike issued their wusual confiicting
statements, which left stil in doubs
the exact number of workers who have
walked out.

William Z. Foster, secretary of the
Strikers’ National Committee, claimed
that in the various steel centres 15,
000 more men had abandoned their
posts, bringing the total to 342,000,
but in the crucial Pittsburg district,
offictals of the U. S. Steel Corporation,
and several “independents,” assertad
that the stream of labor had turned
and was flowing into the mills.

According to réports from Pitteburg
where union laber leaders heid a gen-
eral parley to comsider condutt of the
strike, managers of the plants are
seeking now to take the offensive,
Not content with merely holding what
forces remain with them, they are
said to be trying to induce wavering
strikers to return. On the other hand,
labor's recruiting forces are mnot in-
active as shown by the fact that or-
ganizers from the Mine Workers®
Union have been called to reinforce
agents of the Steel Workers’ Union
in enroling non-union workers.

Despite the prediction of Mr. Foster
that, through the work of these or-
ganizers, the strikers will be able
gradually to shut down all the import-
ant works in the Pittsburg district, em-
ployers of labor imed that yester-
day they had bee ble to incre:
production in all important plant:
including those in Homestehd, Clari-
ton, Braddock, Duquesne and Pitt
burg city mills of the Carnegie” Com-
pany.

RE-CLASSIFICATION
OF CIVIL SERVICE
NOW PLANNED
A Bill Wﬂl—l;—ln;roduced at

Present Session to Amend
the Civil Service Act.

Ottawa, Sept. 24 —Formal notice
has been given by Hon. A. K. Mac
Lean of the government's intention to
introduce a bill dealing with the re-
classification of the civil gervice this
session. The minister’s resolution on
which a bill' amending the civil ser-
vice act will be based is as follows:

PICTURES IN SCHOOLS.

Tn the city of New York prominent
educators and film producers are giv-
ire thought to a proposal te use mov-
ite pictures in public schools as 2
means of education. Thomas A.
Edison expresses the opinion that the
organizations now engagad in business

“e devoted to the production of films
suiled to amusement and enterlain-
ment only and that unfortunately
ihese companies are not sufficiently in-
terested in the educatlonal phase of
the industry to take it up cf thair own
acoord. And he is Imclined to thi
opit ion that the manufactore of films
oi this naturé must dbe carried on by
an ¢ lized government department.
The United States commissioner of
edneation, the president of the na-
tional congress of teachers, and otiiers
equally prominent, agrse that neo
premature action should be taken, bhut
rather the whole outlook first care-
fully studied, for although they believe
that certain subjects now generally
teught in public schools ean be mo-e
intelligently presented by means of
pictures than through the use of text
books alone, they also realize that the
great value of school work is after all
feundGed on the capadility of the
teacher. Text books and pictures can
be of no account unless the informa-
tion they are intended to convey is n-
telligently presented, and whatever
may b~ the outcome of the film pro-
posal, it is realized that the responsi.
bility of making satiefactory use of it
will rest with those In charge of the
classes. Hi~tory, whiem 18 looked upon

Dealings in ralls were confusing,
Canadian Pacific and several other rec-
ognized investment shares yvielding to
moderate pressure, while secondary
or low priced issues were again firm
to strong,

Shippings had a brief perfod of
comparative strength and activity,
also several of the utiities, but re-
actions of the last hour, which affect-
od all but the tobaccos, motor special-
ties and sugars, reduced many ad-
vances, including U. S. Steel, which
forfeited half of its two point gain,
Sales amounted to 1,060,000 shares.
