In
the present congested condition of
the housing s&ituation, and owing to
the great lack there is of sufficient
sccommodation, many tenements are
perforce in use that should be re-
moved. *Some fine day they will be
removed, but not in a manner most
gonvenient to the occupants. It is
time that wooden structures were for-
biMdden erection' in any part of the
city, because under any conditions
they must be more or less of a men-
ace. .

The President
of the Council s to be first chosen
by the Chamber, and he will in turn
nominate the other three members.
The remaining eight members must
be eMgible to the Chamber but not
members of #t, and are to be nomin-
ated by a committee of the Chamber,
and should represent the State rather
than parties. These eight are to
head the,executive department, and
are nat alfyligsd to resign upon a& vote
of want of confidenci as are the four
chosen from the Chamber, who hold
oftice without portfolio and are alone
responstble for external affairs. This
arrangement has an obvious advant-
age over the prevalling system under
which the whole Cabinet goes out
bag and baggage upon a vote of want
of confidence. In England such a
division between the inner Cabinet
and the heads of depantments grew
up during the war, though the politi-
cal truce preveited the raising of the
question of resignation. The proposed
I'ish constitution is calculated to give
entire freedom for a change of min's-
ries at the will of the Chamber, with

e minimum of disturbance to the
conduwct of affajrs

Altogether the Constitution as draft-
ed seems to be as democratic as it
well could be consistent with due re-
gard for efficiency and stability of
Government. Ireland's problems can-
not, of course, be solved by a paper
constitntion, no matter how well it
may be drafted; but a good constitu
tion at least favors a good start.

Price Movements Still Uncer
tain—Dealings Lightest in
Many Weeks.

New York, June 19—Aside from a
few speculative -favorites, Wwhose
strength was traceable to technical
conditions, trading in today's stock
market showed no material change
from recent unsettled movements.
Dealings were the lightest of any full
session in many weeks, scarcely total
ing 735,000 shares.

Further spectacular movements in

exican oils were the outstanding fea-
tures. Mexican Petroleum, loaning
first at a premium of 1-32 per cent,
and later at 1-16 per cent scored an
additional extreme advance of 17%
points to the year's record. price of
163%, closing at & net gain of 14%
points,

Pan-American “A” and “B” shares,
General Asphalt, Standard Oil of Cal-
itornia, California Petroleum, Pacific
Oil and Houston Oil were two to
four points up at their best, but eased
substantially under realizing.

Steels, equipments, motors and shdp-
pins followed the same uncertain
course, gross advances of one to 3%
points in those issues suffering gen-
eral impairments in the last balf of
the session. Studebaker, one of the
day's foremost features, retained only
a small part of its three point rise.

Transportations Reacted

Formal notice by the railway broth-
erhoods of their purpose to issue a
strike call, with the support of the
coal miners, resplted in moderate re-
actions among transportation issues
on very small dealings. In the various
miscellaneous groups final quotations
showed reactions of one to three
points from midday maximums. Al-
though, last week's report of the clear-
ing hotse banks disclosed the year's
high record foggactual loans and dis-
counts, money on call remained easy.
The initial rate of 3 per cent was
lowered to 2% per cent shortly after
noon and recent quotations for thirty
and sixty day loans were unchanged.

Steady reactions marked the day’s
trading in foreign exchange, the Brit.
i{sh rate falling almost five cents from
last Saturday's final price. French,
italian and Belgian bills dropped 15,
10 and 8 points respectively, the Ger
man mark approximated .030 and de-
clines among neutrals ran from 8 to
wuwenty points, Denmark, Norway,
Sweden and Holland remittances show-
Ing little support.
