THE NOMINATION PROCEEDINGS.

I+ Gloncester
the thres government candidates were
elected by show of hands, no poli being
demanded. In Norchumberland ouly one
oppoeition candidate wes nominated, so
that the four government caundidates for
that conaty are as good as elected. In
Victoria there was only one opposition
esndidate nominated, eo that the gov-
ernment has already eight supporters
elected. The newa from all over the
provinee indicates a sweening govern-
ment victory.

E. Foster naturally
came in for s large share of his attention
and by the time Mr. Blair was done with
him there was very little lefé of the ex-
minister of finance.

Mr.McKoown’s speech was necesesrily
brief as it was after eleven o’clock when
he rose to speak, but every one was
struck with the force and ability with
which he made his points. A pleasing
feature of the proceedings was the call
for Hon. William Pugeley who made &
capital little speech giving good reasons
why 8t. John should fall into line with
Kings in supporting the government.
We congratulate tbe government on
their magnificent meeting in St. John,
the results of which cannot fail to be far
reaching, for in a day or two every voter
in the province will know that Dr.8tock-
ton, the leader of the opposition, is
certaln tobe beaten in his own constit-
nengcy.

THE PROVINCIAL DEBT.
e . kg

Neither the Sun ncr any other organ
of the opposition has ventured to meet
the iseue we raised the other day with
respect to the debt question, The lead-
er of the oppoeition snd his faithlful
henchmen have carefally avoided any
reference to our article on this subject:
although not a speech has been deliver-
ed by any opposition candidate,
which did not contain & refer-
ence to the provincial debt,
Dr. Alwird made the provincial
debt a feature of his Institute speech
and thundered away at the alleged ex-
travagance of the government, but he
made no reference to the fact, which
we disloged, that in the incresse in the
debt of the province sin ‘e 1883 is a mare
trifle compared with the burthen im-
posed on the people of this
provinee during the same period by the
increase of the dominion debt. Mess:s
Stockton and Alward have now Mr. Gee.
E Foster, late finance minister of
Canada, with them, and we hereby
challenge them, or either of them, to
meet this issue if they can. Our article,
which sppeared on the 3rd inst.,, was
written in reply to one that scpeared in
the Sun, but that paper was utterly
unable to meke any response, sand
has said notbing about the provincial
debt since that time. To bring the mat-
ter to & test, and to show all our readers
that the oppoeition cannot meet this
issne snccessfully, we reproduce below
our editorial on the provincial debt, and
( hallenge the Sun to reply fo it.

“The Bun pablisbed what it called ‘A
Simple Statement’ in regard to the debt
of this province, on which we propose fo
make s few simple comments. We
quote:—

The net debt of the province of New
Brunswick in 1884, the year after Mr.
Blair became premier, was $737,697.

The net debt in 1890 was $1,690,995.

The net debt in 1897 was admitted to
be $2488,577. to which ghomnld be added
:i number of concealed floating liabili-

e,

“The period covered by the Sun’s
statement is one of thirteen years, dur-
ing which the net debt of the province
increased by $1,750,880. Let us take a
similar period of thirteen yesrs, begin-
ping in 1883 and ending at the close of
1896, and see how New Brunawick fared
in that time under the administration
of Sir Charles Tupper, Mr, Geo. E. Foeter
and their friends and supporters. This
period is substantially the same as that
referred to by the BSun, and it is in-
teresting to note the very small pro-
gress made by omur provincisl govern-
ment in debt making compared with
that of Tupper, Foster & Co.

“In 1883 the net debt of Canada was
$158 466,000.

“In 1889 thenet debt of Canada was
$237,530,000, an increage of $79,064,000 in
aix years.

“Now Brunawick’s share of the debt of
Canada is one fifteenth, that being the
proportion of the population of this prov-
ince to that of the whole dominion.

“One fitteenth of $79,064,000is $5,270,-
000, go that in six years while the Blair
government was adding $953,298 to the
debt of the province Tupper, Foster &
Co. added $5,270,000, or elmost six times
as much to New Brunewick’s share of
the deb: of Canada.

“We pasg on to the next period from
1889 to 1896, when Mr Foster was the
finance minieter of Canada and respon-
gible for its expenditures. In 1889 the
net debt of Canada was $237,530,000, in
1896 it was $258497,000, an increase of
$20,967,000. New Brunswick’s share “of

this increase was, ia round numbers,

$1,400000. Tt sppears, therefore, thst
while the provincial government wse
adding $797,582 to the debt of New
Brunswick Mr Geo. E Foster was add-
ing $1,400,000, or almost twice as much,
to New Brancwick’s thare of the debt of
Canada.

“Taking the two periods together we
find that the dabt of New Brunswick
was increased bet ~een 1884 and 1897 by
the provincial gnvernment by $1,750,880
Buat between 1883 and 1896, under Tup-
per, Foster & Co ,Naw Brunawick’sshsze
of the debt of Canada was increaged by
$6 650,000, or abont four times as mach
as the increase in the provincial debt.

“Now what did New Branswick get for
this increase of the provincial debt be-
tween 1884 and 18977 It got no less than
fourteen different lines of railway which
were constructed by the aid of subsidies
granted by the provinece and for which
bonds were issued. Between 1884 and
1897 inclusive, bonds were issued in aid
of these lines of railway as follows:—

of & thowsand st the last contest. Itis
pearly seven years since there was &
test of strength between the government
and the opposition in the city, and then
Dr. Alward, who was the lowesi on the
opposition ticket, polled only 682 more
than Mr. Allan, who was highest on the
government .ickst.

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“The above expenditure gave New
Brunswick about 500 miles of railway
traversing no less than fen counties,
viz: Madawaska, Gloucester, York,
Queens, Northumberland, Kent, West-
morland, Albert, Kings and 8t. John,
In addition to this, the magnificent
Woodstock bridge was built at a cost af
$150,000; permanent bridges of .steel
costing $375,000 were constructed in va-
rious parts of the pr vince, and the
floating debt of $250,000 left by the gov-
ernment which preceded that of Mr.
Blair was retired by a bond issue of that
amount. Thus the increage of the debt
of New Branswick is accounted for, and
1ts results are with us still in the shape
of usefal railways, sple.did bridges and
permanent public worke. -

“What did Tupper, Foster & Co. give
the people of New Brunewick in return
for the $6,650,000 they added to our
ghare of the debt of Canada between
1883 and 18967 We are saddled with
the debt; we .are liable for the interest
as well as the principal, but what equiv-
alent came to us to represent o pro-
digious = burthen? Abount $1,300,000
ocame to this province in the shape of
gubsidies to railways, and there may be
gome other small items to be added,
which might make up altogether
$1,650,000, bat for the other
$5,000000 New Brunswick received no
equivalent whatever, except the glory of
contributing to the building of railwayse
and public works in other parts of
Canada. We are not complaining of
this, but we say that when Mr.
Foster comes to this province to ta k
about the increase of our provincial
debt these facts should be kept in mind.

“We have only one more guotation to
make from the Sun; itis as follows:

In 1884 the province paid in interest
on debenture and floating debt $63,000.

In 1897 the payment on debenture

debt alone amounted to $127,000.
“Agsuming the above figares to be cor-

rect, the incresss in the amount of inter-
ent the province had to pay wes $64,000
in thirteen years. In the same period,
from 1883 to 1887, under the rmle of
Tupper and Foster, the net interest on
the debt of Canada increased from
$6,667,360 to $9,132,429. Of this increase
of $2,465,069 New Brunswick has to pay
one fifteenth or $164,558 a year, which is
nearly three times as much as the in-
crease in the interest on the provincial
debt during the same period.

“Perhaps the Sun thinks it is making
a tremendous impreseion on ite resders
when it tells them that the interest on
the provineial debt is $127,000 a year.
That seems to be a large stm, but it is
less than one-quarter the amnunt thast
New Brunswick is paying every year as
its share of the interest on the debf of
Canada on the 30ih June, 1896, just be-
fore the late government went out of
power, was $9 132,429, one-fifteenth of
whieh is $608,000, and that is the amount
of interest for which New Brunswick is
liable on that account.”

THE SUN’S WAIL OF DESPAIR.

The Sun is in despair at the unprom-
ising look of the campaign in this city
and county, and on Satarday it pub.
lished an appeal to the electors in terms
almost pathetic. It maywu:—

The cpponents of the localgovernment
must remember that this is a large con-
stituency, and that it is the easiest thing
in the wor'd in a city riding fo get rid of
a majority of & thounsand votes.They must
remember that for the first time in their
history they are fighting both a federal
and a local governmept, both pre-
pared to make exfreme and unscrupu-
lous use of power, patronage, promises
and plunder. They must recall to mind
that in 1890 the opposition did not make
their triumphant fight with emply
rooms and a general air of cock-sureness.
Those were days of earnest and enthu-
piastic work, tempered with a wholesome
fear of defeat.

This 18 very ead, indeed. Empty com-
mittee rooms are very bad things fora
political party, and a grand rally which
brings only four or five hundred people
together, many of them political oppon-
ents, such as that at the Institute on
Thursday night is a most depressing
circumstance. But the case;is even

worse than the San puts if, for the
opposition did not have any majority

at their “grand rally,” with Mr. Foster
present to [fgive his little gpeech,
could not muster an sudience of more
than five hundred persons, of whom two
hundred were supporters of the gov-
entment, who went there out of
curiosity, is a sufficient proof that the
people of this city and county are tired
of the Btockton-Alward combination,
8t. John Las had nine years of these
gentlemen, and they have been
weighed in the balance and found want-
ing. As leg:slators and representatives
of this constituency “they never will be
missed.” The people of this city will
not give them the chance to again go to
the legislature and assist Montreal
bridge builders o destroy our native in-
dustries. They have bad their day,
and, like the parliament which Crom-
well dissolved eo summarily, they
must now give place to better men.

MEANING OF THE BRIDGE QUESTION

The supyorters of the opposition who
were present at the court house at
Hampton on Satarday were greatly
chagrined when Dr. Morrigon, who had
repeated the charge that the govern-
ment had been paying & double price
for steel bridges, was called to the plat-
form by Dr. Pugsley and admitted his
attack was based on the assamption
that the chief commissioner had paid at

the rate of 63 cents per pound
for the bridge material delivered
at the works. Dr. Pugsley then

very properly charged Dr. Morrison with
either wilfully misstating the facts or
making these slanderous charges in
tota! ignorance of the matter, and proe
ceeded to show what the premier has
gtated over and over again and what the
public secounts algo disclose, that the
price of 6 centa per pound includes not
only the cost of the bridge material but
also the freight, duty, truckage from the
railwav station to the site of the bridge
and all the labor of erecting the bridge
including painting and flooring. What
respect can the electors have for a man
who either through inexcusable ignor-
ance or wilfal desire to distort the facts
8o attempts o deceive them? -

In the kitchen was &
gmall wood stove in which a fire was
burning, but there was little wood
in it. Officer Harnett immediately gent
word to the police atation, and
the city marshal and the medical ex-
aminer responded. The unconscious
persons were taken to the station in &
hack and phyeicians summoned, who
gave treatment to save the liyes of the
unfortunates. A iittle later all the per-
sons were identified as in the above list.
Two hours later the four bodies were
taken to the city morgue and the med-
ical examiner began an inquiry to de-
termine the cause of death.

JAPANESE TEA TRADE,

INTERVIEW THE DOMINION
GOVERNMENT—THE RE-
VENUE.

Orrawa, Feb 10 —Merara T Furnye, of
Tokio, and H Kanada, of Koube, Japan,
were here today and had an inierview
with Hon Mr Patterson. They repre-
gented the Japan Tea Traders’ Asgocia-
ticn of Tokio, and had a talk with the
minister of cestoms with respect fo tea
standarde.

They wanted to ascertain the acca-

rate requirements of the law and the
methods to be pursued in respect to tea
entering this country. Thie was all ex-
plained to them, and they were tho-
rougbly satisfied. Another point they
brought to the attention of the minister
was unconfirmed, that a duty
is to be placed on tea, They
pointed oumt  that the Japan
tarif was about fifteen per cent
and if 40 per cent. was to be placed on
tea a8 reported this wonld be discrimi-
nating against Japan. They also show-
ed that the tax on tea would decrease
its consumption and increase coflee
drinking if it were lelt untaxed. This
would be ipjarioms. to thoge in the tea |
trade. .
The answer of Mr. Pattersonin respect
to there different matters was satisfac-
tory. Referring fto the inspection the
delegation suggested a slight change al-
though it did not affact themselves. In
the meantime black tea worth 10 cexts
a pound and under and all other teas 12
cents and under have to come to Canada
for inspection.

This, toey thought, ghould be equaliz-
ed, altbough their tess wera all over 12
cents, and sherefore it would not affect
tnem. It should, in their opinion, be
either 10 cents oz 12 centa all round. The
distinguished visitors had & very pleas-
ant talk with the minister.

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FAST IN THE ICE.

STEAMER GASPESIA IN A DAN-
GEROUS POSITION—THE
LABRADOR.

Haurax, Feb 13—For over two weeke
the steamer Gaspesis, of the Canadian
Steamship company, has been jammed
fast in the ice blockaded in the Gulf of
8t. Lawrence. She left Paspebiac in the
Bay of Chaleur over two weeks 8go, and

a8 the gulf was then full of ice it was
feared tnat the veesel would be cruebed
to pieces or founder. Nothing was heard
of her until this morninz. A North Syd-
ney despatch stated that the Gaspesia
was sighted in the ice off Etang DuNord
lighthouse on the Magdalen
Tsiands.  The ice was reporied
stationary with no wind this morn-
ing. A later depstch from Meaf
Cove government eigral station, at the
northern extremity of Caps Breton, re-
ports that the Gaspeeia’s hull is ob-
scured by ice. 8he hes four signal flage
flying, but she is go {ar out at sea that
they cannot be distingnished. The
steamer is apparently all right, for she
has stesm up and seems fo be resting
on an even keel. The steamer isin &
critical positiin, and, unless the wind
opens up & channel, she may be ice-
bound all winter. She is pound t> Mil-
ford Haven via 8t Johns. 1

The Royal Mail steamer Labrador,
Captain Erekine, arrived at eight this
morning thickly eovered with white
srmour ice which had been formed on
the booms, fore decks, bridge and fore
bouses since Friday morning. The
hatches were all sealed go tightly with
ice coatings that it was nearly 11 o’clock
before they were got open to enable cargo
to be discharged, and the crew were
working four hours this momn-
ing digging ount the anchors. Leaving
Moville February third the Lab-
rador had fine weather and made
good time until last Weinesday,
when she met & lot of heavy field ice
and passed s berg. The following day
she ran into & heavy gale which con-
tinued to increase in violence until Fri-
day, when it became go furions that the
Labrador had to Isy to for 48 hours. The
Labrador seemed to have caoght the tail
end of the heavy gale with tremendous
seas. It was somewhat peculiar that
duripg the fine weather the barometer
fell to 2810, and during _the
gale rose gradually to thirty. The daily
rune of the steamer were 275, 328, 318,
3814, 270, 170, 226, 96, 176. Toe Labrador
brought & large number of passengers,
including 22 saloon, 44 second caoinm,
and 82 steerage. Fifteen lef: on & mail
special this morning, and the balance
proceeded on another special this after-
noon. The steamer brought 230 tons of
cargo for Halifax. She proceeded for 8t
John tonight. -
