He told of a successful meeting in this
city last nighf. ‘“‘However,” said  he,
pointing a vindicative finger at the aud-
ience, ‘most of you were asleep in that
easy chair of yours before sthe fire. We
ought to have that chairi burned and them
you would come to the meetings per-
haps.” ‘

He took for text the second verse of the
100th Psalm: “Serve the Lord with glad-
ness.”’

“We all believe,” said he, “in the ex-
istence of something greater than our-
selver—in an Almighty, in God.” Since
childhood he had esteemed it a grand idea
to have something bigger, something
greater and better than one’s self to
guide, to protect, to feel that one was
not am orphan.

Then, if there was an Almighty God,
we ought to serve Him. If God redeeme:d
us at the price of His Son’s life—and he
did—what could be more reasonable than
that we say: “Jesus, Jesus, I am your
purchase, take me!” And if He was
going to judge us would we not be foolish
if we did not make things right with Him
who at the last great day could send us
to Paradise or to-the depths of hell?

The general spoke at length touching
on the reasons for wservice. The causes
most generally given for® non-service and
the power of God to forgive sins.

At the conclusion of his talk the larger
portion of ihe audience departed, while
with ‘those remaining the army held a
prayer and prai=e ~crvice.

MESSAGE FROM
THE PORTLAND.

Bottle Picked Up on New Bruns-
wick Coast Gives Only Real
News of Terrible Day of Nov.

1898, Before

the Steamer

Foundered--St. ’ John
Men Among the
Lost.

Eactport, Me., Oct. 11.—What is be-
lieved by people in this vicinity to be a
message from a possenger on the steamer
Portland, which was lost with all on board
in the November gale of 1898, was foumd
today in a bottle picked up on the beach

of Indian Island (N. B.)

The paper bore, beside a message, the
name of Hooper, Portland (Me.) which
would scem to substantiate it, as Oren
Hooper, of Portland (Me.) was one of
those who wus lost with' the ship. The
message, which was written in pencil, was
as follows:—

“Portland going down off Cape Cod;
fighting for our lives; mo time to prite.”

On the back of it was the name,goi)rper,
Pontland. The paper was yellow with age
and the writing much faded. It is hoped
that it may be‘eent to the relatives of
Mr. Hooper in Portland for identification.

The steamer Portland, Capt. Blanchard,
was never seen since she left Boston on
Saturday, Noverber 26, 1898, for Portland,
(Me.). She carried about 12) passengers
and crew. Many of the latter and some

of the passengers belonged to Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick.

Among those from this city and prov-*
ince were John Crozier, of St. John; Ar¢
thur Sloan, of Back River road; Morris
Graham and Cornelius O’Brien, of Hickey'
Road; James Hatfield, Loch Lomond; Efi
ward McGillivary, formerly of St. Johng
George Watson, of Wickham; Mrs. C. k.

Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 10.—Hon. Mu.
Blair addressed the annual meeting of the
-Liberal Association of Vancouver Jast

night. ' He said the goverament was fuily
in accord with the wishes of the west in
regard to the railways. In regard to ex-
tension of a railway north, the govern-
ment, he thought, would meet any reason-
able wishes of the people of Brit'sh Col-
umbia. There should also be a railway in
the southern pant of the province for the
transportation of low grade ores.

He was impatient to see another traas-
continental line. It could not come too
quick for him.. Hé wanted another line
across the continent from Montreal right
away, and he believed the young men of
the audience would live to see .three, and
perhaps four, transcontinental lines in
Canada. {

To reach the millions of acres of land
yet untouched, and to accommodate the
millions of immigrants, the ideal policy
to carry out, in his mind, was a govern-
ment “road across the continent run by
the government. It was his dream to have
such a railway and operate it not for rev-
enue but on such low rates as would pay
the running expenses only without divi-
dends, and the other railways now oper-
ated would have to act a,ccordingl_y.

He severely criticized the semate in pre-
venting the government building the Cana-
dian Yukon railway with land bonuses
and eaid that policy had been vindicated
in the west by the Victoria board of trade
telling him during his present visit that
it was not now too late to cairy out the
Yukon railway policy.

They had been told when they offered
the land in exchaage for the railway to
MacKenzie & Mann that they were giv-
ing away untold wealth, and there had
not since that time, four years ago, been
a single application to mine in the belt
which it was proposed then to give in ex-
change for the railway.

Desperate Row in Uan Taylor’s House on Back Shore—Mat-
tie Maher Clubs Scott Vigorously, While George Bree

_ Charge Grows Out of Case.

Policeman -Joseph Scott iwas: unmerci-
fully beaten in a ‘house: en Duke street
Raturday night by Mattie Maher and
others while arreating George Bree.

SEASON 0N MIRAMICH

Robert Armstrong, of Newcastle, in
Town, Tells of Success Sports-
men Have Had—Game Law En-
forcement a Great Thing.

“Tf a man comes out of the woods with-
out a moore or so to hie credit, it's be-
cause he can’t shoot,” said Robt. Arm-
strong, of Newcastle, Sunday evening, in
respect to moose hunting along the Mira-
michi.

“The precent season has been a par-
ticularly good one for eportsmen. They
have come from various parts cf the States
and among the 60 or so who have entered
the woods from Newcastle, I believe
scarce any have returned without a head,
and some with more, so that will give
you a fair idea of the number of moose
killed in the Newcastle section, anyway.’

“Have you been hunt'ng, recently, Mr.
Armstrong?”’

“Yes. I’ve had a trip lately with Mr.
Crawford, of New York. We saw moo:€
very frequently—38 in all. Mr. Crawford
got a very good sized one, but compared
to the bag he made last year—a moose
with antlers spreading 62 inches—this
bull seems in the ondinary class.”

“Edwin B. Holmes, of Boston, shot one
lately with antlers 58 12 inches—he also
got @ caribou and deer.

“Why is it theme’s such unusual num-
bers of moose this year?”

“Because the game laws are enforced in
winter. I tell you it’s noasense—tnis talk
of our game becoming depleted through
the presence of too many sporfsmen-—men
who come in the legitimate season and
shoot in accordance with the game laws.
T've been 20 years around the Miramichi
and can say I believe our moose will never
become extinet while this clase of sports-
men continue visiting us.”

“There’s ‘another kind cf hunter though
—~poacher, we call him—wiho will enter the
woods ‘it the winter, irrespective of sea:
son, or anything e'se. He will come to a

moose-yard, or feeding grourd, and in the

deep snow, the gamie is practically help-
less, so the poacher proceeds with his
slaughter, This i» the kind of thing which
will make the finest game we have in New
Bruaswick, extinet.

“What about the stories told of infuri-
ated bulls—of them “treeing’ the hunters.”

“T’ve never had any such experiencei—
in fact the chief difficully seems to have
them come near you. The hunting is
nearly. all done by the ¢ call'—you build a
fough ‘blind,” get bebhind, and any hour
from daybreak till mine, or from three un-
til sundown, you can reasonably expect
your moose. He'll come up, as a rule,
rather shy, and will rarely come nearer
than 100 yands, but then is your chance,
and let him hawve it just as quickly as
possible back of ‘the forward saoulder.

A boy of 15, sentenced to be hanged for
the murder of a playfellow in St. John
(N. B.)- is an incident of too terrible
significance to be passed over in silence.
From what transpired at the trial it is
evident that this is the culmination of a
youthful career of ( viciousness made pos-
sible by neglect and indulgence. Several
other cases of juvenile murder have been
ohronicled within the past few days. Only
today we have an account of a lad of
14 shooting at an old Indian from behind
with presumable intent to kill him. Thesé
cases raise questions about the contribu-
tive effects of negiect, of flash juvenile
literatute, of cigarette smoking, of run-
ning looze in the streets, of intemperance
in the home, and of parental example and
responsibility generaily. Less restraint is
exercised over the youth of both sexes
now (han in former times, and any one
may observe the decline of manners in
the unconscious lack of respect shown by
young people to their elders. Some chil-
dren in our cities run absolutely wild. Ap-
parently they have mno one to look aftrer
or care for them, and they bear in their
faces, their clothing, their languige .and
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their conduct unmistakable signs of their
home mnegect. Those who dealt with this
subject. at the recent cunferex}ce on chali-
ties and correciions at Hamilton geemed
to think that whab was needed was more
care on the part of fhe public over the
boys and girls of négleczed homes-—-an
extension in fact of the mnoble work of
the Children’s Aid Society. G here is in
all such proposals and scaemes, UPWEVEr,
the essential vice of relizving parents
more and more of their sense of duty
by giving them the idea thuat they have
only to neglect their children to have
them cared for, than wnizh no result
could be more injurious to the funda-
mental order of society and to the aav-
ing instincts of family affection,  which
are found more or less in all men. All
efforts for the benefit of the young
should, so far as possible, take a form
which stimulates parental interest, pride
and care.—Montreal Witness. ;

BRITAIN'S ENVOY PRESENTED.

Sir Michaei Herbert, New British Ambassa-
dor to United States, Greeted by President
Roosevelt. }

The ceremony consited in the presen-
tation of the new ambassador by Seoxe-
tary Hay, delivery by the ambassador of
his credéatials, a felicitous speech by the
ambassador expressive of the pleasrre it
gave him to return to Washington and an
appropriate response from the president.
