St. Stephen, Aug. 9—(Special)—While
sut sailing about 8 o’clock this evening off
De Monts Island, six miles down the St.
Oroix river, Don Hanson, only son of Geo.
M. Hanson, ex-mayor of Calais, was
drowned by the capsizing of the boat. The
$wo other occupants, William A. Murchie
and C. C. Whitlock, were saved.

Hanson’s body was tecovered about
twenty minutes after the accident, but
all efforts at resuscitation have proved un-
availing. *

The entire community has been sadden-
ed by the fatality, which occurred off De

Monts where a number of prominent
Dalais families have summer cottages. Mr.

firm of James Murchie & Sons Company,
ftd., lumber dealers, Mr. Whitlock, a
prominent Calais grocer, and Mr. Hanson
were in a boat wnen it suddenly capsized.

Montreal, Aug. 9—A special London
cable says: ‘‘In his annual report for the
year ended March 31, the postmaster-gen:
eral says the question of reduation of post-
age charged for magazines, periodicals and
newspapers sent from the United Kingdom
to' Canada is engaging his attention, al-
though there are obvious objections to
making, in the case of Canada, arrange-
mente more favorable than can be granted
to periodicals, et¢.,, passing within the
United Kingdom itself, or to the other col-
onies.

““ ‘I recognize that in consequence of the
gecgraphical situation of the dominion the
circumstances are exceptional and I am en-
deavoring to concoct some plan which will
meet the end in view without unduly bur-
dening the exchequer,” he said. -

STAKE TIES-UP
FREGHT HANOLING

Tugboat Crews in New York Harbor
Out for Higher Wages.

Now York, Aug. 9—A strike of several
hundred men employed as deckhands, oil-
ers and firemen on railroad tug boats in
this harbor, badly tied up the railroad tug
boat fleet today. This, in turn, prevented
the movement of a large amount of freight
from the railroad terminals in Jersey City
to Manhattan.

An attempt made late today' to adjust
the differences between six railroad com-
panies having terminals in this city and
the crews of the railroad tug boats operat-
ing in New York harbor, ended in a fail-
ure. The representatives of the Central
railroad of New Jersey, Delaware, Lacka-
wana & Western, Erie, Baltimore & Ohio,
New York Central and Lohigh Valley rail-
rcads, which were most seriously affected,
declined to accede to the demands of the
striking crews for an increase in wages of
$5 to $10 a month, and declared that they
would fill the places of the strikers with
new men.

The movement of freight om the roads
from their terminals in New Jersey and
Staten Island to New York .city was badly
crippled by the strike of the tug boat
crews, which went into effect today, and
many carloads of freight were stalled in
the yards on the west bank of the Hudson
river, It is feared that if the strike con-
tinues there will be a heavy loss to ship-
pers of fruits and - vegetables, and other
perishable freights, and much inconveni-
ence to New Yorkers.

The Pennsylvania, and New York, New
Haven & Hartford railways are not affect-
ed.

Today’s decision of the railroad officials
to keep up a battle with the strikers was
reached after a conference between Man-
ager Walter B. Pollock, of the New York
Central, with the strikers, at which the
conferees failed to reach an agreement.
Mr, Pollock, who was authorized to act
for the other railroads, informed the men
that their demands would not be granted.
He afterward reported his action to the
officers of the marine departments of the
other roads, and they agreed to support
his attitude.

Montreal, Aug. 9—Speaking of the re-
ported purchase of the People’s Bank of
of Montreal,
Manager Meredith, of the Bank of Mont-
real, declines to make any announcement

except that negotiations tave not yet
been sufficiently advanced for an an-
nouncement from the bank. Despite the
absence of an official confirmation, it is
known here that control of the People’s
Bank has been secured and that the
shareholders will get $300 a share for their
stock.

Fredenioton, Aug. 9—The Pebdple’s Bank
of Fredericton has been sold to the Bank
of Montreal. - The transfer will be made
at an early date, though nobody will talk
for publication.

So far as can be learmed, the sale was
negotiated largely through W. B. Tennant,
of St. John, and it is beileved the direct-
ors have made a very satisfactory arrange-
ment—one that will net the shareholders
about $350 for eadh share. Shareholders
of the People’s Bank will have the option
of taking stock in Bank of Montreal or of
taking cash, the People’s Bank shares of
a par value of $180 being valued at $350.
Bank of Montreal shares at their latest
sales have realized about $256 on the $100;
and it is presumed that they will be fixed
somewthere around that value.

The Bank of Montreal pays ten per cent.
dividend, while t¢he People’s Bank paid
eight per cemt. If cash is paid and the
stock purchased outright, it will mean
$420,000 for the business of the People’s

Early this morning the barn of the

Lyerly‘s was burned. Some say the ne-
groes fired the building in a spirit of re-
venge, but others believe that the lynch-
ers touched the torch in order to arouse
the wrath of the people against the ne-
groes and .in favor of the mob.

It
is feared that the work of the incendiary,
will cause more trouble.

He is a very
clever man and is about 45 years of age.

OTTAWA TALK ABOUT
CHOOSING A JuDGE

Speculation as to Successor of Mr,
Justice Sedgwick—Vacancy on On-
tario High Court Bench, Also,

Ottawa, Aug. 7.—There is a lot of con-
jecture as to wiho will be appointed to sue-
ceed the late Judge Sedgwick in the su-
preme court and the late Judge Street in
the high court of Ontario. The mmim'me
provinces, and New Brunswick in par
ticular, will doubtless claim the right of
the appointment in the former case, but
although at one time the system of pro-
vincial representation was rigidly adhered
to, of late years it has not been so strict-
ly folloaved.

For example, Chief Justice Killam was
translated from the Manitoba bench ta
fill one vacancy amcng the Ontario Jjudges
in the supreme court. The appointment
was a recognition ‘of Mr. Killam’s emin-
ent qualifications and of the growing im-
portance of the west. At present the
possibilitity of another judge from the
country beyond the Great Lakes has not
presented iteelf.

In eastern Ontario, however, the sug-
gestion that the o]cmtwn of ¥. H. Chrys-
ler, K. C., of Ottawa, would be an_ ex-
cellent J'-dea, is heard. No ¢éne will dis-
pute the faot of that gentleman’s fitness
for a supreme court judgeship. The only
question is as to whether or not .the
choice should be made from the provinces
by the sea.

Ontario could scarvely feel aggrieved if
a judge were taken frorx Eastern (lamada,
seeing that it has now two judges in the
supreme court. Quebec has an equal num-
ber.

Judge Sedgwick’s death leaves the mari
time provinces with one judge in the per-
son of Sir Louis Davies.

With tespect to the Ontario high court
vacancy there is no lack of suitable names.
From western Ontario has come the men-
tion of Hon. R. F. Sutherland and A. H.
Clarke. Eastern Ontario contributes the
name of I'. R. Latchford. If the princip e
of promotion is followed, although this
has rarely or never been done, the county
judiciary might furnish a gocd man for
advancement. In this connection Judge
T. MacBeth, of Middlesex, has been fa-
vorably spoken of. All this, however, is
in the nature of speculation. There has
been no opportunity for the cabinet to
consider the judicial vacancies mor will
there be anything like a full meeting of
the privy council for another fortnight.

Chicago, Aug. 7—Theodore Stensland,
vice-president of the Milwaukee Avenue
State Bank, was arrested late this after-
noon on a charge of violating the bank-
ing laws of the state. Earlier in the day
the institution was placed in the hands
of a receiver, and Paul O. Stensland, pres-
ident of the bank, and father of the vice-
president, together with Cashier Hering,
were officially declared fugitives from jus-
l;ice, and their personal descriptions plac-
ed in the hands of the police throughout
the country. This action was taken by
the authorities after developments today
had shown that the finances of the failed
institution were in a deplorable condition
and had been for a numbgr of years. Be-
sides the discovery of many irregularities
in the management of the bank, it was
found that even the safety deposit boxes
owned and rented by the bank, had been
tampered with and rifled.

Haus Cost Two Lives.

With a deficit in its accounts of close
to a -million dollars and with the where-
abouts of two of its chief officers un-
known to the authorities the bank was
closed yesterday by State Bank Examiner
C. C. Jones. In the excitement, J. G.
Visser, an officer of the Royal Leag-ue,
who thad deposited the funds of that or-
ganization, fell dead. Henry Koepke, a
grocer, on hearing that the bank had sus-
pended payment, went to the rear of his
‘store and shot himself, dying a few min-
utes later. His life savings had been plac-

od by New York to Chicago, basing lus[ed in the bank.

TELEPHONES, ETC.

setual events. The public—or the great
part of it which owns no stock in either
tompany—is interested in the telephone
business tto the extent of requiring a good
service at a fair rate; and while the public
ndmires private enterprise in the matter of
public service franchises and may like to
observe the tactios of the opposing forces
" wiho seck to outdo one another in philan-
thropy, an efficient service and a fair rate
are and will remain the matters of chief
public concern.

Competition is of various kinds. Tt may
or may not benefit the public. If it is
maintained only long (‘IIO@I to enable the
ownens of both companies to “cut a melon”
and establish a monopoly it is of ecant
public service. Competition docs mnot al-
ways compete. We have rival telegraph
ccmpanies which serve the same territory
but their rates for all- messages over all
distances are identical—chiefly because the
people as a whole have been content to
pay without question and to assume that
they have no remedy. So -far as horrid
war between the rival telephone companies
i concerned the public can scarcely tell ag
yet what is in store for it. It must watch
developments.  If the competing philan-
thropisits should at any time seem disposed
to forget the nature of the business in
wibich they are engaged and the obligations
resting upon thore who profit by public
service franchises, a remedy for their for-
getfulness can always be found.

Hitherto bars have
been prohibibed by law but wide open in
practice—a condition to which a license
law is much to be preferred, partioularly if
the license law were accompanied by a pro-
vision for the testing of all liquor offered
for sale in order to prevent, &o far as
might be possible by heavy penalty, the
sclling of adulterated mixtures more injuri-
ous than the real article.

A city which has a prohibitory law and
open bars invites abuses, and in Moncton
there have been allegations that some
dealers have been favored at the expense
of others. Such favoritism is certain to
creep in and a mean form of graft is cer-
tain to accompany it.

The Moncton &ituation is an interesting
one, for even if the magistrate’s decisions
should be revemsed he will at least have
demonstrated that the failure of prohibi-
tion to prohibit is not due to him. In
that case it will be in order for the alder-
men to see to it that frequent offenders
are tried for second or third offences, the
penalties for wihich are severe.

THE LOG OF THE LUDLOW .

The log of the good ship Ludlow, like
the short life of that expensive vessel, is
said to be somewhat extraordinary.

Some amuse-
ment was created not long since through
the announcement that the ferry /super-
intendent had found it necessary to test |
the breath of a ferry employe for the{
purpose of ascertaining by inference the|
nature and extent of the spirituous cargo |
in his hold. Recently an oiler was dis-
charged on the ground of incompetence,
and the breath-smelling incident is re-
called by the oiler’s allegation that his
discharge was primarily due .to unpopu-
larity caused by his complaint that oil
was not the only lubricant flowing below
the deck of the gallant and adventurous
Ludlow.

When such stories emanate from a
citizen who has lost his job it is custom-
ary to whistle them down the wind as
unimportant because of evident animus;
but in this case the oiler supports his
charges by specific allegations which he
says can be confirmed by the captain and
engineer of the steamer.

when Russia was always promising to leave
Manchuria but never going. - American pr.-
test is to the effect that while Japan re-
tains virtual control of the rich provinces
wrested from Russia she is so establishing
and entrenching herself there commereiil-
ly that wh:n ehe does go the “open door”’
will be useless to outsiders, chiefly to the
United States, which had hoped to gain a
great vhare of the trade. Japan has ex-
plained that she is determined to keep
faith with the other powers, but that she
must- have ‘time ¢o carry her army home
and complete certain other preliminaries.
Thig does not satisfy the United States,
which has on its own hands the etatements
of many of its own traders who complain
of discrimination and virtual exclusion.
‘The Americans lose sight of the fact that
the eighteen months following the Ports-
mouth treaty, at the expiration of which
time Japan and Russia were to retire
from Manchunia, is not yet up. The Bos-
ton Transcript. uses language which sug-
gests a veiled threat. It says:—

“American officers and business men in
the Far East, in their protests to the State
Department against the reported violation
by Japan of these pledges, dharge that
while the world is awating outside the
evacuation of the troops and the restora-
tion of Chinese control, Japanese merch-
smis are pouring in, ‘getting 1n on the
ground floor’ and establishing themselves
in the markets of Manchuria. If these
charges are true Japan has been guilty of
bad taith. s

“In a recent interview at Washington,
Viscount Aoki, the Japamese ambassador,
defended his country against these charges,
but his explanations®were not altogether
catisfaetory. ‘It is the policy of Japan,’
he said, ‘to see that Manchuria will be
opened to the commence of the world, and
this will be done as soon as conditions per-
mit.” That last phrase smacks strongly of
our old Russian friend—'At the proper
time. Japan cannot constitute herself
judge of these conditions. The Treaty of
Portsmouth distinatly specifies the time
within wihich the Japanese troops are to be
withdrawn, and the restoration of Chinese
control must necessgrily supersede Japan’s
military occupation. Meantime Japan is
pledged not to obstruct in any way the
gencral measures applicable equally to- all
nations. The only question concerns the
truth of the charges against Japan, There
is none as to the square deal.

“Despatches from Waehington announce
that our only consular representative in
Manchuria now is the comsal-general at
New Chwung. The consular officers ap-
pointed to Moukden and Harbin nave
started for their posts, and the comsul ap-
pointed- to Dalny is awaiting the permis-
gion of Japan to take up his duties. Doubt-
less their first official act on arriving at
their postsr will be the investigation of
these charges. It is to be hoped for the
rake of American commerce, as well as for
the friendly relations which the United
States and Japan have maintained ever
since Commodore Perry eailed out of her
pornts, leaving Japan to work out her own
destiny, that the charges are without foun-
dation. The atmosphere might be cleared
somewhat if the Tokio government will
tacilitate the immediate entrance of our
consular officers upon their duties.”

But what if the charges are not without
foundation? What if Japan's advantages of
position and cheapness of labor and her
commercial methods unite to overcome all
outside competition even after the door is
open? The Japanese view undoubtedly is
that foreign ‘competition will not prevent
Japanese traders from dominating the ter-
ritory from which the Mikado's soldiers
gwept the Russians. Wihile the Transcript’s
language as to the American attitude is
vague, no such restraint is seen in the
words of Hobson of Merrima(; fame, who is
t2 sit in the next Congress as a representa-
tive of Akwbama, and who has been pr8-
nouncing upon the Manchurian situation in
his customary headiong fashion. Japan, he
sayw, i unquestionably responsible for the
boycott of American goods in China.
Japan is drilling Chinese troops. Japan is
keeping American goods out of Manchuria.
Apparently Hobson would overawe Japan
by a world-beating naval demonstration.
He says:—

“The commerce of the world of the fu-
ture is to be controlled by the power that
controls the Pacific and the key to the con-
trol of Pacific is the commercial control of
China. * % % In what way must this
situation be met? The United States must
have a navy in the Philippincs so strong
than v\\'.hen it makes representations de-
manding fair play for the nations of the
carth, and urging peace, that no nation,
however strong or desirous of increase of
power, can gainsay the warning that may
be given. Japan is the power in the Ori-
ent that must be reckoned with, not Eng-
lnmli nor any other European nation.

We have had those is-
l:md.? since 1898, and with the exception of
sending the dry dock, that had but re-
cently arrived, we have never turned a!

* The latest chartered bank to come with-
in the whirlpool of amalgamation and
absorption gossip, is the People’s Bank of
New Brunswick, with headquarters at
Fredericton (N.B.). The institution is
one of the smallest of the chartered
banks, having a capital of only $180,000
authorized and paid up. The bank has,
however, been doing a very profitable
business, earning about 13 per cent. on
@I\o capital stock during 1905, and 15.96
in the previous year. Dividends at the
rate of 8 per cent. have been paid for
the last twelve years, and at the close of
the last fiscal year there was a balance
of $8,443.26 carried forward to credit of
profit and loss account., At the same
time $5,000 was transferred td rest ac-
count, and $3,500 to the sinking fund. The
rest account is $180,000, equal to the
amount. of capital outstanding. In the
June government record the total depos-
its of the bank were shown at $511,895.
Current loans were represented by $763,-
443. Total liabilities were recorded at
$693,833, against assets of $1,081,081. The
par value per share is $150. The last
transfer of stock took place at $300. The
earnings of the bank would easily justify
4 ten per cent. dividend.

The army of momey-
mad visitors now bet only at the race
tmck, and some of the disgruntled gambi-
ing house keepers may cause complications
there. .

This action of Higgins is attributed sole-
1y to politics. Higgins is very anxious for
& renomination, and from present indica-
ttions he is likely to get it. Hearst will be
his opponent, and it will then follow sure-
ly that the apostle of yellow journalism
and the arch fakir of the age will become
the governor of New York. However,
Higgins thinks he has a chance and this
funny little move of his at Saratoga is to
curry favor with the “respectabl: elem+nt,”
chiefly the farmer variety.

Tells Him to Clean -
Out His Own House.

Higgins came down from Albany today
and was asked why he did not stop gambl-
ing in the capital city. He expressed great
surprise, and said that if there was any
gambling there, and it was brought to his
attention, he would certainly stop it. This
is hilarious fo anyome who knows Albany
and the resorts frequented there by the
legislators.

By the way, New York city has not been

Iso “open” in years. This, of course, is not

due to chance, but to some deliberate ar-
rangement of somebody in authority with
the gamblers. The Sullivans are all power-
ful in the civic government. Fire Com-
missioner Jack O’Brien, who is backed by
the Sullivans, is credited with a great deal
of influence at police headquarters. It
seems to be the old gamge of having an
honest, respectable figurehead at the head
of the police. Commissioner Bingham, a
retired army officer, is a man of unques-
tioned character. His deputies are ama-
teur nonentities. .The police force is run
by somebody outside the department.

Queen Alexandra
Makes the Yacht Fly.

The first race for the King’s cup was
sailed off Newport today by American
vachts. King Edward’s gift to the New
York Yacht Club has been described as
a direct result of the cup which Kaiser

Wilhelm, King Edward’s nephew, offered
for the ocean schooner race last year. At
the same time the king is an enthusiastic
yachtsman, having raced and sailed the
schooner Formosa, when he was Prince
of Wales, and later the Hildegrade and
the cutter Brittania.

For years he has followed the sport of
vadhting in this country, and when Sir
Thomas Lipton sought to lift the cup he
received full meed of kingly encourage-
ment. In fact, King Edward went so far
as to sail in the trips of Shamrock III
on the other side and was on board the
day she lost her mast. He offered the
cup for which the yachts are racing to-
day, last winter, suggesting that it be
raced for annually.

The cup, according to the terms of the
deed, is to be the personal property of

engraved on it, and the club announces
that it will give to the owner a medal
as a souvenir. This cup the club accepted
although it meant that the club, which
had always given closed regattas, had to
allow any yacht belonging to any recog-
nized club to race. That was the only
stipulation that the king made in pre-
senting the cup.

FINE RACE FOR
THE KING'S CUP

s

- Trophy Given by
Edward VII.

Newport, R. 1., Aug. 8.—F. M. Smith’s
little sloop Effort won today’s race for
the king’s cup. The new schooner Queen,
owned by J. Rogers Maxwell, led the
fleet at the finish, but lost the race by
nine seconds on time allowance.

The race was sailed in a fine club top-
sail breeze from the east over a 373 mile
course, 17 miles of which was a beat to
windward in a smpoth sea.

‘The Queen led nearly the entire distance
but the Effort reached for the finish very
fast and just clinched the race.

Nine yachts started—five schooners,three
sloops and a yawl and seven finiched, the
sloop Rainbow and the schooner Muriel
meeting with accidents.

The mace was lively, continually inter-
esting and always in doubt. At the first
turn at Hen and Chickens lightship the
Queen was nine minutes and ten eeconds
ahead of the Effort and as she was well
ahead of the others it looked as 1if she
would win. At \ Vineyard Sound,
213 miles from the start,, ehe had
increased her lead to mearly thirteen min-
utes and on the run home added eight
minutes more. That it Jacked ten seconds
of being enough to win was not due to
poor handling for never was a boat driven
like the Queen.

Three other boats followed her not long
after, the sloop Yankee, the yawl Vigil-
ant, the schr. Elmina, but they had all
been beaten long before. But three miles
astern was the Effort with her spinnaker
boomed far out to starboard and pulling
like a bulldeg straining at his leash. Most
of the yachts, knowing of the twenty odd
minutes of time allowance due from the
Queen to the Effort, hung about the finish
line and waited to eee @f the little sloop
would get there in time. Minute by min-
ute the time ticked off and still the Effort
came on with seemingly dincreasing speed.
A mile more and still there was five min-
utes left.

On the committee boat the seconds were
being counted off and with a minute left
the Effort was still a few hundred yards
from the line. Then came the findl spurt
and, picking up her heels, she tore through
the water. Squinting along the line the
committeemen caught her mainmast as it
swung by the foremast of tthe lightship.

“Time,” he yelled and snap went the
watches while the man who was counting

Glancing down at their time pieces the
committee found that there was just nine
seconds o spatre. .

That nine seconds will probably live for
many years in the annals of the yacht
club, while it will be perpetuated on the
golden vase of King Bdwand VII.

DROWNED NEAR

WAR IN EARNEST NOW
15 BEGUN AGAINST THE
STANDARD OIL TRUST

Nineteen Indictments Charging Rockefeller’s Com-
pany With Accepting Rebates

Was Relieved of Payment

Federal Grand Jury FindS True Bill‘ and There Can Be a
Fine of $380,000 Imposed---Charged That Company

of Storage Charges Which

Competitors Had to Hand Out. - , 4

L Chicago, Aug. 8—An indictment charg-
ing the Standard Oil Company with re-
ceiving rebates in the form of non-pay-
ment of storage charges to certain rail-
road companies, was meturned by the
federal grand jury before Judge S. H.
Bethea this afternoon.

The bond of the defendant was fixed
at $25,000. This is the case investigated
by the grand jury in Cleveland, where it
was found that the grand jury had no
Fjurisdictidn.

The testimony taken there was trans-
ferred to Chicago and the documents in
evidence were identified by witnesses who
testified' in Cleveland.

The indictment contains 19 counts, each
count constituting a separate charge. The
true bills come under the Elkins law
which provides a fine of from $1,000 to
$20,000 for each violation. Under this in-
dictment should the government procure
a conviction in the trial of the issues, a

¥
fine of $380,000 as a maximum under the
Elkins law may be assessed.

The indictment alleges that by a system
of granting the Standard Oil Company
certain concessions the oil company bene-
fited to the extent of $8,506.72 during a
period of time from August, 1903, to
February, 1905.

The indctment, as explained by the
government’s attorney, means that in 19
instances certain consignments of oil for
the Standard il Company were stored
by the Lake Shore & Michigan Southern
Railroad Company and that the railroad
company received no payment of five
cents per ton a day from the oil com-
pany for such storage, but that its com-
petitors were compelled to pay this
amount. This is equivalent to granting a
concession, and it is charged the non-
payment of the storage charges being
practically, a rebate in favor of the oil
eompany.

CENTRAL'S REPLY

T. H. Estabrooks Makes In-
teresting Statement About
Telephone Affairs, Contra-
dicting Some of Rival Com-
pany’s Assertions.

T. H. Estabrooks, president of the Cent-
ral Telephone Company, gave out the fol-
lowing statement on teleplone matters
last evening:

“Owing to my absence from the city
I have not had an opportunity to reply
sooner to an interview with Hon. A. G.
Blair, president of the New Brunswick
Telephone Company, which ?,ppeared in
Wednesday's issue.

“An effort has been made to create the
impression that overtures looking toward
a merger of the two companies had come
from the Central Company, which is di-
rectly contrary to the facts, which- are
that I have several times been approach-
ed by men very closely identified with
the New Brunswick Company, but it
would be a breach of confidence to make
known their proposals.

“Suffice it to say that our idea of the
value of the New Brunswick Telephone
Company property is very different from
theirs, and a merger is not desired or
sought for by the Central Company.

“Mr. Blair states that persons thave
been ‘solicited to subscribe for the stock
of another telephone company and have
been positively assured that the New
Brunswick Company would be forced to
agree to a merger.” To this statement
1 wish to enter a most positive denial.
The management of the Qentral Company
have not made or authorized to be made
any such statements—and I have yet to
learn of any one of our four hundred
and over stockholders being dissatisfied
with their investment.

“Mr. Blair attempts to explain this ac-
tion in cutting off from the rest of the
province the people of Chatham, Richi-
bucto, Sackville and other points who
were temporarily at the mercy of his
company. His admission that it was done
to show the authority and power of the
‘New Brunswick Company is in keeping
with the spirit that thas actuated that
company since they were first granted a
monopoly (which has fortunately ex-
pired). They |have for years denied
the people of this province the telephone
service they were entitled to. Imagine
towns like Campbellton, Bathurst and
Chatham never having had any telephone
communication between each other until
connected by the Central Company’s
trunk lines a few-days ago.

“Mr. Blair talks about assutances hav-
ing been made to the New Brunswick
Company at the time an agreement was
entered into. Let me say in reply to this
that their managing director stated to
me in the mést positive terms that they
would not develop and did not want the
rural and small town business, and as ev-
idence of this they sold to the Tentral
Company their exchange of forty-three
’phones in Sussex, jwﬂmre there are now
125 or more. } :

“QOur relations with the New Brunswick
Company continued friendly until they
tried to get permission from the town of
Campbellton to put in an exchange in
opposition to ours, and informed us nof
only that they were going to parallel our
lines on the eastern side of the provinee,
but that they were going to enter into
active competition for the rural or farm-
ers’ line business., We then decided to
meet them aggressively, and Moncton be-
ing a very important point, made ar-
rangements to put an exchange in there.
The I. C. R. using a large number of
'phones was of course a very important
connection and by making an offer much
in favor of the railway department, we
secured the contract.

“The pull referred to by Mr. Blair will
be found in the document covering the
offer, which was one that the railway
department could not have jutified re-
fusing.

“To give the public some idea of the
extent of the work accomplished by the
Central Company in a little over a year,
let me state that we have acquired and
constructed over 1,000 miles of pole line,
operate seventeen exchanges, have over
2,000 ’phones installed and in course of in-
stallation, and these all in towns and
country districts.

“A few words in reference to the re-
cent drastic order of the New. Brunswick
Company in re cutting connections. They
have already published the fact that be-
tween Newecastle and Chatham they were
bound by contract to keep the connection
and try to put on their assistant man-
ager the onus of breaking this contract.
Be this as it may their. desire for re-con-
nection comes too late, as we have already
installed an exchange in Newcastle, and
our subscribers now ‘have connections
over our own lines.”
