“But' the present situation
and outlook certainly do not indicate a

weeks hence.

Accused Murderer of Avis Linnell Inflicts Serious Injuries

—Surgeons Complete Opera-

tion and Minister Will Recover—Defence May Apply for
Insanity Commission—District Attorney Says Trial Wil|

Set.

Booﬁ‘on,wf}kc 20—1{: is generally behefgd
here tonight that Rev. C. V. T.. Riche-
son, who injured himself seriously by at-
tempting to perform a surglcal operation,
will not be placed on trial on Jan. 15 for
the murder of Miss Linnell.. The attorneys
for the defence have practically "decided to
npprly to the court for a-commission to ex-
amine Richeson as to his sanity. He is
progressing favorably, and will undoubtedly
Tecover. A ‘surgeon completed the work
which the minister bunglingly attempted
to do with the tin.cover of a milk jar.
The theory is that Richeson became mor-
bid in jail ‘and decided to obey literally the
biblical injunction eoncerning members of
the body which offend. Physicians attrib-
ute Richeson’s troubles to a form of in-
sanity,

Rioheéon ‘Will Recover.,

Boston, Dec. 20—Rev. Clarence, V. T
Richeson, accused of the murder of Avis
Linnell, cut himself serlously with a piece
of tin, early today. It is said that the
wound, was inflicted in the groip.

Counsel for the accused man say that
Richeson attempted to perform a certain
serious operation upon himself, inflicting
injuries ‘which made it necessary for phy-
sicians to complete his act by an opera-
tion in the prison hospxta]

The act of the minister is not regarded
by the jail officials as an attempt to com-
mit suicide, although there appeared to be
some doubt on this point among the legal
fraternity.

The attendants at the jail heard a dis-
turbance in Richeson’s cell early in the
morning and when they investigated, thcv

x

found the r=isoner in great agony. He had

gashed himself with a sharp jagged piece
of tin which he had: converted into a

of knife, When the guards approached
the prisoner and mqmred what the trou-

ble was, he said excitedly: “I’ve .cut my-
self, I'm _bleeding to death.”

The prison doctor was hurriedly called
and found that the man had cut himself
severely. Other surgeons were sent for
and their hasty arrival caused excitement
among the prisoners. Four  surgeons
worked over Richeson for some time, and
it was found necessary to resort to an op-
eration, which was performed a little be-
ﬁo;‘e daylight. It was said to be success-
b

The jail physician stated that Richeson
would recover barring complications.

District-Attorney Pelletier, in an official
statement, said that the trial of Riche
for murder would begin on Jan. 15, the
date originally set.

When Attorney Morris, of Richeson’s
counsel, arrived at the jail the physicians
showed him a piece of tin, shaped some-
thing like a knife, one edge of which had
been sharpened on the stone floor of the
cell. A short-term prisoner, who was
freed this forenoon, said he had a cell
near that of Richeson, and heard him
scraping something on ‘the floor ‘as if he
was sharpening a knife.

When Richeson came out from under
the influence of the anaesthetic he had
nothing to say. By order of the surgeons
he was not questioned by any one and
will be kept quiet until he gains strength.
His condition was regarded as favorable
this afternoon.

- MENINGITIS

Sudden Deaths of North Shore
Lumbermen Lead Authori-
ties to Believe Camp is In-
fected.

Chatham, N. B., Dec. 20—Some later de-
velopments in the circumstances surround-
ing the death of James Lynch. on his way
out from the lumber camp at Lifttle River,
thirty-seven miles above Newcastle, seem
to point to the fact that: this county is
threatened with an outbreak of cerebro
spinal meningitis. Doctor Desmond and
Colonel Maltby left yesterday for the camp
and their report is awaited anxiously.

Owing to-a breaki in the telephone ger
vice, caused by the installing of a new
switchboard, it was not possible to gef in
to communication with either of them at

| Newcastle or further up river, but the facts

so far gleaned are these. A brother of
Ernie Stewart was in this camp of Rit
chie’s early in the fall and then went hom
suffering from this disease, and he is now
recovering. Mr. Lynch went into the
camp and was occupying the bunk in
which young Stewart slept. Mr. Lynch's
sudden illness and death bear the stamp
of spinal meningitis. Ernie Stewart, who
died on Saturday night, otcupied the very
next bunk. Two others are reported sick,
and one dead.

Col, Maltby and Dr. Desmond reached
home last night about midnight. They
thoroughly fumigated thé camp and supplied
the men with new blankets. They found
the camp an ideal one, they said, and what
men left were healthy. While theé eircym-
stances point to. meningitis they could find
nothing in the camp to corroborate their
suspicions. Measrs. Ritchies are doing
everything possible to facilitate the work.

- SCALY LEGHORN FOWL

A, W. Foley, poultry superintendent,
Alberta, in, his last bulletin says: “Poul-
try kept in dirty houses are often troubled
with coarse scales on the legs. These are
due to the presénce of mites, which have
burrowed beneath the scales. They are
air-breathing insécts and the treatment
consists of depriving them of air. This
is done by applying a mixture ~of equal
parts of sulphur and lard two or three
times. It is a simple remedy and au effi-
cacious one. - A free application of an
ointment made by mixing a teaspoonful,of
‘conl 01l with a teacupful of lard is recom-
mended. Another method is to dip the
legs in a soluti phthalene flakes in
coal oil. Dippings repeated daily for three
or. four days. usually work a cure.”

Nothing is more conducive to health and
 vigor in the flock than an abundance of
litter in the poultry-house. There is a

7. Incubate at about 60 degrees to 75 de-
grées F, The first inoculation from “the
commereial culture should be incubated at
about 70 degrees to 85 degrees F. The
small inoculations require higher tempera-
{tures than the large inoculations. By ex-
perience an operator can soon learn what
inoculation and  temperature to use to
ripen his starter in a given time. Usually
a 6 per cent to 8 per cent inoculation will
ripen a starter in 12 hours at about 65 de-
grees I'. The temperature must be fairly

tant. (An incubator should be insulat-
ed as is a refrigerator or a firéless cookér.)

8. The starter is ripe when a curd forms.
Thig eurd should be soft and like custard
in appearance, It should not be hard and
firm ;

' 9. After the starter is ripe, hold it at
50 degrees F. or a few degrees lower until
time to use. For best results a starter
should not be held longer than a few
hours. However, it may be held two or
three days, and not be badly overripened.
Do not shake the starter before putting
it in storage. ;

10. Upon examination the curd should
be smooth and comipact, without gas poc-
kets. Gas shows the presence of undesir-
able bacteria. A hard, lumpy curd, whey,
‘and high acid show the overripe condition,
which is very undesirable. Affer the con-
‘| dition of the curd is néted, shake well to
break it into a smooth, lumpless condi-
fion. Shake with a rotary motion, being
careful not to touch the cap for fear of
contamination.

HOW MUCH ICE TO STORE

On the basis of a 20-cow dairy it ro-

quires about 500 pounds of ice to cool the
eream annually produced by ome cow. To
this amount should be added 500 pounds
more for ‘waste, of a total of 1,000 pounds
a year for each cow.
- This amount is sufficient to keep the
eream sweet and in good condition, so that
for a ‘herd of twenty cows ten tons of ice
.would be required. In smaller dairies the
waste would be greater and proportionately
miore ice would be required, while with
larger ones a proportionately less amount
would suffice.

There are approximately fifty eubic feot
of stored ice to the ton, consequently for
ten tons it would be necessary to fill a
epace ten by ten by five feet. An ice house
for.this quantity should be built twelve by
twelve by eight feet, which would allow
for twelve incheés of sawdust on the sides
(sufficient to keep ice under ordifiary con-
ditions) and enough space on the top for
packing and covering the ice.

\WINTER-FED LAMBS |

Facts Compiled from Bulletin of Cro~

nell Experiment Station.

A trouble resembling apoplexy in human
beings has for several years been causing
large logses among winter-fed lambs near
Batavia (N. Y.), a region where feeding
lambs for the winter market is a large
industry.

“The . lambg are bought largely in Buf-
falo or Chidago, fed for a period of three
ahd one-half to four months on a highly-
fattening ration, and when fat are shipped
back to Buffalo to be slaughtered. Two
crops of lambs are fed each year. The
first lot is bought about November 1 and
is marketed in February.. They weigh
about 60 pounds at purchase. It is con-
sjdered that the greatest profit is realized
when they are marketed in 90 to 120 days
at a weight of 80 to 85 pounds. If the
feeders are able to dispose of their first
erap early in February, they usually get
another lot to be finished as early as pos-
sible up to June 1. The feeders utilize the
bay from their ‘farms, alfalfa, clover, or

“While this disease. has been prevalent
for some years, its exact cause has’not yet

been determined. Two opinions have been

set forward: First, that the disease is
caused by feeding an excess ©of protein in
the ration; second, that the disease is
caused by .overfeeding.”

Investigation by the department of ani-
mal husbandry of Cornell University Ex-
periment Station indicated that the 'trouble
is caused mainly by sudden overfeeding
rather than from feeding a narrow (high-
protein) ration. The best results were
obtained on rations with a relatively nar-
row nutritive ratio—that is, 1:5. Tt seem-
ed to be clearly shown that in a fattening
ration for lambs a relatively large amount
of protein is necessary to keep the lambs
np on the heavy grain ration required for
the best results in fattening.

In the opinion of those who conducted
the experiments on the  subject there
should not ‘be wholesale loss from over-
feeding that some feeders have experienced
if proper precautions are taken to keep
the rack spaces all occupied and to dis-
tribute the grain equally, although there /
may be an occasional loss from the heayy
feeding or .loss from nervous excitemeht,
which is thought to be one cause of
apoplexy.

The ration giving best results was alfalfa
hay in the morning, bean fodder at night.
with a grain mixture for 25 lambs of 30
pounds corn, 30 pounds wheat salvage, and
15 pounds oil meal, From November 4,
when the lambs were bought, until Novem-
ber 15 they were fed only bay. At this
date they were started on a mixture of
equal parts by measure of corn, oats, and
wheat bran.

“On.December 1 all three pens were con-
suming ' ope-half pound of grain in two
feeds and about 13-4 pounds of fodder per
day per head. Care was taken to have the
grain_evenly distributed through the racks.
As the amount of grain was increased the
fodder was diminished, until it reached 65
pounds for 50 lambs per day, or 1.3 pounds
per head, after which the amount of fod-
der was not changed throughout the  re-
mainder of the experiment. /The lambs
were purposely very closely confined as to
rack space from the first. * * *

“On December 25 the lambs were eat-
ing 1 pound of grain per head per day.
The increase in grain was made very slow-
ly and ecarefully, so as not to cause any
trouble in digestion. On January 15 they
were eating 11-3 pounds of grain per lamb
per day.”

In later experiments it was shown “that
succulence in the ration is very desirable
and silage or roots should be fed if ob-
taingble. * * * The most economical
ration was that with a nutritive ration of
1:5.3, with silage for succulence. This ra-
tion produced the largest gains at the low-
est cost per pound of grain.”

It therefore appears from these inves-
tigations fhat large losses in winter feed-
ing may be avoided by gradnally increasing
the ration fed, which should contain some
succulent material, and exercising great
care to see that it is evenly distributed
among the lambs, none getting more than
its proper share. The latter is done in
large measure by restricting the rack space
to that actually necessary and evenly dis-
tributing the feed in the racks.

Ship all poultry to market in clean boxes
and barrels and line all packages with
clean paper.

Where ig this capital to come from? You
cannot get it from the banks, for they
want it returned every four months, and
chazge seven per cent.  Private individuals
will want six, seven, eight, ten or twelve
per cent with the best of security. Capi-
tal at a suffictently low rate of interest
for agricultural investment cannot be had,
and the farms remain ‘as they are.

In my judgment nothing would boost the

farming industry in New Brunswick, im-

proving the cleared land and gettling our
forest land, like the opportunity of ob-
taining capital at & low rate of interest
with easy methods for repayment.

The. province can borrow, money on long
time at three per cent. Why not let the
government uUse ‘its credit to furnish money
for the agricultural development of the
country? It lends its credit to railway
corporations and other enterprises that are
more Uncertain a8 to resnlts than to lo&n
it to farmers, If the govermment would
furnish cheap capital for the development
of agrietilture it would induce our young
men to launch out and make two blades of
grass grow where now there is but one
very feeble blade growing. Yt would also
attract the enterprising immigrant to set-
tle in the country. Why can’t it be done?
What are the objections against it? Would
you please give this suggestion consider-
ation? g

Recently for $1,000,000.
