GOVERNMENT STILL
~ AFTER MINERS.

Jury in Steve Adams’ Case Fail to
Agree.—Eight for Ac-
quittal,

Rathdrum, Idaho, Nov. 26—The long
trial of Steve Adams, char with
the murder of Fred Tyler and incident-
ally involvegd as a witness in the Moyer-
Haywood- ettibone affair, has come
to naught, the jury having disagreed
and being discharged after twenty-one
hours of deliberation. The fact that
the body stood eight for acquittal and
four for conviction is considered a
victory for the defense. Clarence
Darrow was Adams’ leading attorney.
The trial whith ended on the 23rd
lasted nearly a month,

Adams, who was alleged to be a tool
of the officers of the Western Federa-
tion of Miners, was charged with the
nﬁ‘mmatwn of Fred Tyler in August,

Soon after arrest Detective McPart-
Yand, the man who induced Harry
ON:er(l to make ,his alleged ex-

ure of the alleged crimes of the
Western Federation'’s ‘‘inner ring,”
obtained a confession from Adams in
which he told of the slaying of Tyler
and of other crimes which he said he
had committed at the instigation of
Jack Simpkins.

He said he had done away with
Fred Tyler, who was a settler in the
Marble Creek district . of Shoshone
county, because Tyler had possession
of a claim which was wanted by Jack
Bimpkins and because he had inter-
ferred in other ways with the desires
of Simpkins,

The admission of this confession as
evidence,in the trial was fought by
Attor noy Darrow on the ground that
it was forced from him under duress,
The (:stimony was udml}u‘d but
failed to impress the jury.

Atgorney Darrow after the verdict |
tried to obtain concessions of bail for
Adams and immunity from arrest
by Cglorado authorities until the
Tyler case is disposed of.

No prounse was given him. Sheriff
Baily of S8heshone county is here with
a warrant for the arrest of Adams on
the charge of murdering Ed Boule
near the same place and about the
tithe the Tyler murder occurred.

Mr. Hawley, chief counsel for the
state, declared the disagreement of
the jury will have no effect on the
prosecption of the Tyler case again,
nor wAll it lessen - the efforts of the
state to prosecute in other cases
wherein  Western Federations of
Miners officials and prominent are
defendants.

WASHINGTON, Thursday — Presi-
‘ dent Roosevelt summoned the Goddess
of Chance to the White House to-day,
when there was no other means to de-
cide a grave administration question.

So satisfied was“the President with
the speedy and evident!y satisfactory
manner in which the fickle goddess set-
[tled the first problem put to her that
he invited her to spend a portion of the
day at the executive mansion. As she
{ did, with remarkable results, although
it was her first visit, in an official cap-
acity, at least.

Federal patronage of the state of
South Dakota was in the balance.

Senators Couldn’t Agree.

Senators Kittredge and Gamble, of
South Dakota, were the players.

It was a good game, as only one or
the other of the players could win.

There was a large number of vacant
offices in the state, due to the fact that
the two senators never have been able
to agree upon applicants thus permit-
ting the old office holders to retain
their positions long beyond the time of
their appointments.

The two senators met to-day in the
President’s office at the White House,
to agree, if possible, upon a distribu-
tion.

When they confronted the President
they found themselves as far as ever
from an understanding.

President Proposes Lots.

Sceing the difliculty, the President
proposed that lots be drawn for the po-
sition of bank examiner, the one in im-
mediate dispute. The senators were
willing.

Drawing a coin from his pocket, the
President poised it between his thumb
and forefinger, while the senators clear
ed a space for the piece to drop in. It
was heads for Kittredge and tails for
Gamble, the winner to name the bank
examiner.

Into the air the coin sped, then hit
the floor, bounced and settled down.
Like schoolboys with their last mar-
bles at stake, the senators and the re-
feree stooped over the coin.

OLD-AGE ANNUITIES BILL

Will be Introduced by Dominion
Government This Session.

OTTAWA, Friday— The bill which
the Government will introduce this ses-
sion in regard to old age annuities is
about the same as that which Sir
Riichard Cartwright laid before the
Senate Inst session. The object of the
bill is to encourage the opening up’ of
savings accounts by the working class-
es 80 that they may have provision for
old age—say at the age of 60.. If a
man begins paying at 20 an annual con
tribution of $13 he will be entitled to.
$120 a year whsn he reaches 60, or if
the 'payment is deferred until he
reaches 65 then he “can have $200 a
year. Payments will be made for an-
wnuities in the local post office, and the
Government will allow inteerst there-
on, compounded half yearly at either
31-2 or four per cent. The Govern-
ment will undertake the business of
management, and payment of annuities
will be guaranteed by the whole credit
of the Dominien. The annuities will
not be subject to seizure for debt or
any other cause and will not be trans-
ferable. No annuity can be taken for
more than $400 per year.

Halett, a well-known
and prosperous farmer living within a
mile of this village committed suicide
by cutting his throat with a razor. He
had got up and built the morning fire,
but was missing when the family arose.
After a few minutes search his son Wil
liam found the man with his jugular
vein and wind pipe severed and lying
in a dying condition behind the wood
shed. Dr. Curtis, who is also a coro-
ner, was called, but the man was dead
when he got there. No inquest is
considered necessary. Mr. Halett was
over sixty years of age, and a few
weeks ago suffered a slight shock of
paralysis since which time he has been
out of his mind. He was a primitive
Baptist and a Liberal in politics. His
wife and two sons and two daughters
grown up, survive, and for them much
sympathy is felt.

The river had a
skin of ice over it this morning, and
another cold night will catch it. For
the past two weeks the long fish poles,
some of them 60 feet in length have
been coming to town and, at the first
ice, there will be a rush for the win-
ter harvest.

How keen are the men of the Mira-
michi for the fishipg is evident from
the fact that there is not a net to be
bought or rented dlong the river and
hundreds of new nets were brought in
last year. The majority of the fisher-
men own their own nets, but some rent
them from fish dealers. Twenty dol-
lars is the rent of a net up to new
year's day and thirty dollars the figure
for the whole season. After New
year there will be nets to rent, as a
number of the fishermen do not follow
the fish down the river, and the fish
make for down river as soon as the

ice there is covered with snow, making

THE TREATY WITH FRANCE.

The text of the Convention respect-
ing the commercjal relations between
Canada and France, signed by British
and French plenipotentiaries in Paris
on the 19th of September (two of the
three representatives of Britain being
Hon. W. 8. Fielding and Hon. L. P.
Brodeur of the Canadian cabinet) was
laid before the House of Commonson
the 28th ult.

This treaty appears to be very
advantageous to both Canada and
France, and will no doubt be ratified
by the parliaments of beth tries.

It supersedes the old treaty signed in
1803, and is on a more reciprocal basis.
It is intended to run for ten years
but may be terminated by either party
upon twelve month’s notice, °*

By the new treaty Canada gives the
French 'Republic and all its vast
dependencies except Tunisia (which
state may hereafter be brought under
its operation) the benefit of its inter-
mediate tariff on 99 articles,
and admits a few French
specialties not exported in any
quantity by Britain to a still lower
tariff. In return France admits 152
Canadian articles, including most of
our farm and forest Jproducts and
many of our manufactures, at her
minimum tariff.

This arrangement, if ratified will
greatly increase our trade with
France, and will tend to draw us in
other ways still closer to that highly
civilized and influential country.

DARING ROBBERY.

BLOOMINGTON, Ill, Thursday —
The State Bank of Clinton was held up
and robbed of $2,200 in coin shortly
before 5 o’clock this afternoon, by two
men, who escaped.

It was just a few minutes after clos-
ing time when the robbers appeared in
the bank, and, with drawn revolvers,
forced President Willlam Argo, Cashier
Murphy and Bookkeeper Young to en-
ter the big vault, in which the thieves
locked them. 3

in gold and silver remained on the
counter.

They had arranged
the money in rolls*so that it could be
easily carried, and were just about to
leave the hotel when the police learned
of their presence and attempted. to
break in the door.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even numbered section of
Dominion Lands in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, exceptes
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be
homesteaded by any person who is
the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age, to the
extent of one-quarter section of
160 acres more or less.

Application’ for entry must be
made in person by the applicant at
a Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
agency for the district in which the
land is situated. Entry by ;rixy
