INVOKED AGAINST THE PARIS 

EXPOSITION.
The Halifax Chronicle publishes a 

letter from Hon. J. W. Longley, at­
torney-general of Nova Scotia, vigor­
ously denouncing the Dreyfus verdict, 
and proposing that the nations of the 
world unite in a general boycott of 
the Paris Exposition. He says: “My 
proposition is that in view of this in­
famous moral turpitude of the French 
people, sanctioned by the government 
and upheld by the mob, the other na­
tions of the world should one by one 
refuse to participate in this great cen­
tennial show. The moral effect of such 
a step as an object lesson for all man­
kind could not be over-estimated.

It is rumored that a committee com­
posed of leading manufacturers in Ber­
lin is being formed for the purpose of 
preventing German participation in the 
Paris exposition of I960.

Norway—The drought has marred 
the hope of a good harvest.

Italy—The wheat crop is estimated

Magnate, Died of Paralysie

New York, Sept 12.—Cornelius Van­
derbilt. sen., died this morning at 5:lo 
o’clock at his home at 67th street and 
Fifth avenue, this city. Mr. Vanderbilt 
arrived at bis Fifth avenue home from 
Newport with Mrs. Vanderbilt at 9 
o'clock last night. He appeared in ex­
cellent health and spirits and retired 
soon afterwards. About midnight he 
was seized with a serious attack and 
the household was arroused. Telegrams 
were sent to physicians, who arrived 
in a short time.

Windsor, Sept. 12.—The question of 
the legality of marriages performed In 
Canada by ministers not resident nor 
having a regular change in the Domin­
ion is again being raised in Windsor, 
and it looks as ihougn a number of 
couples who believed themselves mar­
ried will be obliged to have the cere­
mony gone through with again to in­
sure legality.

Rev. J. H. Best, pastor of the Bruce 
Avenue Baptist Ghuroti, went on a 
two month’s vacation this summer, 
and during his absence his pulpit was 
supplied by Rev. J. J. Williams, of 
Brock, Neb.

Preaching was only one of Rev. 
Best’s duties attended to by the sub­
stituting pastor. Many marriages 
come the Baptist clergyman’s way, 
and this important part of ministerial 
work in Windsor received due atten­
tion from Rev. Williams. In fact 
business in the marrying line appears 
to have been particularly brisk during 
his brief insumbency, for he has more 
than a score of marriages to his credit.

That every one of these marriages 
is illegal because of Rev. Williams 
not being a resident of Canada is the 
claim being made.

The marriage act says that mar­
riages may be performed by “minis­
ters and clergymen of every church

being res­
idents of Canada and duly ordained or 
appointed according to the rites and 
ceremonies of the churches to which 
they respectively belong.”

Rev. Williams has charge of a con­
gregation at his home in Nebraska, 
and returned there shortly after Mr. 
Best arrived in Windsor from his -trip.

Pastor Best believes that Mr. Wil­
liams was authorized to perform mar­
riages in Canada. The latter, he says, 
was the temporary pastor of the 
church, under salary, and his two 
months’ stay in Windsor constituted 
residence in Canada.

Attorney A. R. Bertlet, however, 
says that Rev. Williams, with a con­
gregation in Nebraska, was clearly 
not a#resident of Canada within the 
meaning of the law and that the mar­
riages performed by him are illegal.

Police Magistrate Bartlett also says 
that Rev. Williams had no authority 
to perform marriages during his stay 
In Windsor.

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The Dreyfus Infamy.
The verdict in the Dreyfus case has 

Sent a thrill of indignation and sorrow 
through the civilized world, though the 
rworid has not been taken by surprise. 
In the attitude of the presiding judge, 
the result Was foreshadowed almost 
from the beginning of the trial. Pris­
oner’s counsel visibly renounced all 
|i .pe, and doubtless prepared the un­
happy victim for the climax, enabling 
him to bear it with the iron self-control 
.with which he has striven to suppress 
his agony throughout the whole ordeal, 
iln the judgment of humanity, Dreyfus 
is Innocent, and France stands con­
demned. It may be pleaded that the 
judges at Pennes were under the com­
pulsion of their military superiors to 
find the prisoner guilty, but such a con­
dition would be impossible if the con­
science of France had been touched. It 
is pitiful to think that a nation which 
has shed its blood so freely for the prin­
ciples of liberty has sunk into such 
moral apathy and no longer responds 
to the appeal of elementary justice, 
which, in this particular case, has stir­
red the sympathies of every other na­
tion.

The moral of the Dreyfus ease is 
fvery plain, namely, the danger of mili­
tarism to civil freedom. The French 
have made tremendous sacrifices for the 
army, but their spoiled child has grown 
to a frightful monster, overshadowing 
and overriding the civil power. To call 
/France a republic is a bitter cynicism. 
In no monarchical country, not even 
despotic Russia, are the people in such 
■bondage to military tyranny as are the 
■French. Not only is the army a men­
ace to society, but the whole military 
system is a festering mass of corrup­
tion. A republic is even more exposed 
to the vices of militarism than a mon­
archy. A monarch is the visible head, 
the symbol of authority, over both the 
civil and military Branches, but under 
a republican form of government, as in 
France, the president is usually a man 
without intluence or power, a mere fig­
urehead, and there Is no sovereign in­
strument imposing respect and obedi­
ence. Parliament, in theory, represents 
the national will, but when the states­
men of France prostrate themselves be­
fore tlie generals, it is not surprising 
that the generals grow contemptuous 
of civil authority, and become a law 
unto themselves. Secure from external 
control, a little clique- of officers has 
run the army to suit itself, and as fa­
voritism and not merit is the ruling 
principle, good character is of no ac­
count, and the whole organization is 
eaten up with jealousy and intrigue. 
The scale of remuneration, too, is miser­
ably low, and puts a premium on trea­
son. The demoralization of the ser­
vice is seen in the caliber of the mem­
bers of the general staff, who have 
stooped to every villainy to encompass

Postmaster William Porte, of Lucan, 
Dead, Aged 76 Years.

William Porte, for 38 years post­
master of Lucan, died at 6:30 this 
morning, aged 76 years. Deceased was 
born in King’s county, Ireland, in 1823, 
and was a son of James and Mary 
Porte, natives of the same country.

secretary for ten years and as master 
two years. The funeral will take place 
on Thursday to St. James’ Cemetery,

Return of Explorer Peary From 
the Arctic.

Story of Mingled Achievement and 
Disaster.

Perfect Tools Neces­
sary for Perfect 

Work.

Brigus, Nfld„ Sept. 12.—Lieut.
Peary’s steamer Windward has ar­
rived here from West Greenland, hav­
ing wintered in the Far North. She 
brings a story of mingled achievement 
and disaster. Peary’s chief work con­
sisted in getting the Windward 50 miles 
farther north than Sverdrup got the 
Fram. His disaster took the form of 
his having his feet badly frost-bitten, 
and losing seven toes, four off the left 
foot and three* off the right. This oc­
curred on Jan. 6. the very night Mrs. 

- Peary’s second. baby was born. Peary 
had got eût four days before from Fort 
Conger, pushing towards Cape Co­
lumbia, on the northern extremity of 
Grinneil Land. The party met a series 
of accidents, and then had to retreat 
to Conger. They could not find the 
Greely (House in the night, and had to 
take shelter in a cave in an iceberg. 
Here Peary’s exertions caused a re­
action. His feet became frozen, and 
he had to be hauled on a sledge back

Arctics in his experience, the thermo­
meter dropping -to TO degrees below 
zero.

Sverdrup, in the Fra.m, was frozen 
in at Oockhat Island, 50 miles south 
of Peary, but the two expeditions did 
not communicate until this spring.
