The Power of the Pope.

His argu-
ment is based on the iin<s followed by the
Pove’s address of Jzn. 28 concerning the
recent disturbances in Sicily and Italy. He
urges that it is essential to the real liberty
of the people that the Pope recover the
temporal power over Rome,.

Discount Rates.

Loxpox, Fev. 4.—Rates of discount last
week were 2 for three months, and 1% for
30 days. The foreign demand for gold was
dormant. Silver was in small demand, and
the tendency of prices was downward.
Business on the Stock Exchange decreased
in volume, although prices were fairly
maintained, as there was no pressure to
sell. Consols rose 3. Prices of American
raiiroad securities weve little improved by
the passage of the Wilson tariff bill, but
there is a general expectation of permanent
betterment.

Prince Bismarck and Herbert Are
Out.

Berruiy, Feb. 4.—Count Herberz Bis-
marck is in disaccord with his father as
regards the attitude of friendly neutrality
just adopted by the Prince toward the
Government. Couat Herbert’s special
organ is the Munich Allegemeine Zsitung,
which the Hamburger Nachrichten (the
Prince’s organ) yesterday accused of
making statements ipjurious to the old
Choncellor. There has been no rupture
between father and son, but Count Herbert
is known to “eel bitterly that the Emperor
has gained much by the reconciliation,
while the Prince’s influence has been
lessened,

Rioting in London.

LoxpoN, Feb. 4.—A sharp encounter
took place vesterdayin front of St, Paul’s
Cathedral between the police and a body of
About 250 idle
Hebrews marched to the cathedral and
attempted to enter. The police drove them
back, the crowd resisting. The police were
compelled to uze their batons, and twelve
of the riotous crowd were injured to such
an extent it was deemed best to send them
to hospitals for treatment. Repulsed at
the cathedral, the crowd proceeded to
Trafalgar Square, where an impromptu
meeting was neld. Three of the speakers
who addressed the crowd had blood-stained
bandages about their heads.

Mostems Lynched.

ATAENS, Feb, 4.—Tne executiou of four
Christiane for various crimes in the Island
of Crete has incensed the Christians in the
island against the Government.

Their indignation is increased by the fact
that several Musselmans who were con-
victed of capital charges have been re-
prieved.

Two Musselmans were found hanging to
the trees near Salin recently, and it is
thought they were nxecuted by Christians
who were enraged at the treatment accord-
ed to their comrades.

The lynching of these two men led to
wholesale arrests, and the fanaticism of
both sexes has heeu aroused. Ail the

the

foreign cousuls in Canea, except the Rus-
sian representative, have protested against
the execution of the Christians.
The British Labor Party.

Lo~pox, Feb. 4.—The conference of the
Independent Labor party ended in Mau-
chester yesterday. James Keir Hardie,
M.P., presided over the final mession. A
motion that the conference repudiate all
sympathy and relations with the Anar-
chists was the beginning of a heated dis-
cussion. Keir Hardie participated in it to
gay that it would not do to call one another
names, and that while Anarchist and
Socialist methods differed, it might be that
tke Anarchists were more zealous than
other reformers. Eventually the motion
was amended so as to declare that inas-
much as constitutional methods were
remedying the condition of the working-
men, the Independent Labor party would
not ally itself with any parity adopting
other methods.

Anarchist Vaillant’s Doom.
& PAr1s, Feb. 4.—Persons living near the
Prison de la Roquette watched eagerly all
day for signs of the approaching execution

of Auguste Vaillant, the Anarchist who
threw a bomb in the Chamber of Deputies
on Dec. 9.

At 9 o’clock a mounted messenger from
the Ministry of Justice delivered a sealed
packet to Chief Warden Birun of the Ro-
quette Prison. Just after midnight a mes-
senger from the preiecture of police entered
the Figaro office and told ths group of
newspaper men chatting there that the
execution would take place at daybreak.

At 1:45 o’clock 500 policemen entered the

lace de la Roquette by two routes. They
placed the barriers to keep back the ex-
pected mob. At 2:40 o’clock two battalions
of Republican guards preceded by a drum
corps marched to the prison. They were
followed by a company of mounted guards,
and soon afterward by another battalion
of infantry. All tock positions in the
square.

No &ign of Decay.

Loxpow, Feb. 4,—The British Medical
Journal publishes notes of an interview
held in 1893 with the late Sir Andrew
Clark, who was Mr. Gladstone’s physician,
which rotes, the paper says, it has not
hitherto thought desirable to disclose.
The occasion of the interview was the
former report that Mr. Gladstone was
about to retire from office. Sir Andrew
said Mr., Gladstone displayed no signs
whatever of a breakdown; he still had
the freshness, elasticity and vigor
of youth. His muscular and ar-
terial systems were extraordinary. He
postessed well-preserved force of energy
and versatility of nervous powers far be-
yond that of an ordinary man in the prime
of life. Above all he had inestimable
power, acquired partly by habit and partly
the result of the admirable balance of his
nervous system, of sleeping long and well
throughout the night, however agitating
the events of the day may have been. To
Mr. Gladstone, Sir Andrew added, work is
not exhausting but is restorative. Ivis his
true stimulus and keeps him young and
vigorous. Sir Andrew further said he
would never advise Mr. Gladstone to re-
lapse into inactivity. It would not prolong
his life, but would rather have the opposite
eftect.

THE WIND'S WO'X

A Church Blown Down and Many
People Hurt.

The Steamer Gallia’s Rough Exverience
—Tornado at Columbus, Miss,

NEw Yorg, Feb. 4. —The Gallia, of the
Cunard Line, arrived at her dock yesterday
morning after an extremely tempestuous
voyage. On Jan. 21 she broke a spindle
and had tolay tofor repairs. On Jan. 30
she met s cycione accompanied by tremen-
dous seas, and while no serious damage
occurred further than the loss of a lifeboat
or two the ship labored neavily, and several
of her erew were injured.

CorumBus, Miss., Feb. 4.—The most
disastrous storm that has ever visited this
section swept over this city at 5 o’clock
last evening. In the immediate vicinity
scarcely a fence iz left standing, and the
sidewalks are blockaded with fallen trees.
A large portion of the roof of the cotton
tactory was blown away.

BirmiNeHAM, Ala., Feb. 4.—A wicd and
rain storm which passed over Birmingham
last night blew down the Congregational
Church at Gate City, six miles from here.
The Christian Endeavor Society, com-
posed of 30 women and children, was hold-
ing a meeting at the time. The roof
crached in on them, burying them beneath
the debris. Nearly every person in the
building was more or less hurt. The
serious casualties were: Mrs. R. 8.
Pritchell, ieg broken and internally in-
jured, will die; Mrs. James Niles, in-
ternally injured, wiil die; Charles Olson,
thigh broken, probably fatally. The others
are not eeriously hurt. The building was
a small frame structure or many would
have been killed.

SJIRMINGHAM, Ala., Feb. 4.——Further de-
tails of last night’s storm, which swept
over ivhis section of North Alabama, show
the damage to have been far greater than
at first supposed.

At North Birmingham a dozen houses
were blown down, James Smith, a railroad
section foreman, was fatally wounded by
the roof of his house falling in. His wife
and children escaped with less serious in-
jury.

At Eastlake road three houses were
blown down.

The worst damage was at Galacty, where
the Congregaticnal church was blown
down. The Christian Eundeavor Socicty,
witi 50 persons in attendance, was holding
a meeting, and not one of them escaped un-
hurt. Mrs. R. H. Pritchard was crushed
by falling beams and died at midnignt. She
was the wife of the superintend=nt of the
Alzbama rolling mille, and her home was at
Ironton, Ohio. A young mian named
Villiams died to-day frem his injuries,

The true reason probably was that such an
operation on a patient of Mr. Gladstone’s
age was too dangerous. It was not per-
formed; but wkat could be more admirable
than the courage and resolution he showed ?
The Khedive’s Penitence Insufficient.

English public opinion is but ill-satisfied
with the Khedive’s apclogy for his censure
upon British officers, and still less with
what is now called the palace version of the
incident, If there be anything satisfactory
in the matter, it is that the French seem to
have had no share in the Khedive’s indis-
cretion. The whole European population
of Egypt recognize the danger involved in
an attack upon the army by the ruler of
Egypt. Itis a direct instigation to mutiny,
and nobody wants another Arabi episode.

Probably Lord Cromer’s illness is respon-
sible for the rather prolonged uncertainty
as t> what is to be the upshot of the whole
matter. The Khedive, though mildly
apologetic, is clearly not penitent. Clearly,
also, he has a temper, and gives way to it.
He is restive under English control. Heis
angry with his Ministers, because they ad-
vise submission. His mind is saturated
with the notion that Egypt is the Khedive,
and that he himself can govern. He even
shows impatience of the Sultan’s suzer-
ainty, and tolerates but moodily the con-
tinued presence of Mukhtar Pacha in Cairo.
Altogether it is probably true that the
eventual necessity of deposing him has been
seriously considered.

The Foolish Lords.

In dealing with the Parish Councile’
Bills the House of Lords has destroyed in
two nights the constructive labors of the
House ot Commons in 40 sittings. The
measure is now so mangled that it is im-
possib ¢ for tbe Government to accept it.
Nor is there any hope of a compromise,
unless the Tory peers abandon their lead-
ing amendments—a course which would
brand them with greater imbecility and
vacillation than thev have yet shown,
Lord Salisbury has been described as a
lath painted so as to look like izon, but he
would shew himself to be a mere reed if
he should bow te the Government,
which will not accede to any one of the
principal Conservative amendments. The
peers seem blind to the fate which their
incessant provocation of trouble with the
Commoene must eventually prepare for them,
Some Unionist journals express astonish-
ment at the fatuity of the Upper House.
The only gleum of common sense shown in
that body came from the Liberal-Unionist
leader, the Duke of Devonshire, and a few
of his colleagues, who voted with the Gov-
ernment against the proposal to deprive
the bulk of agricultural laborers of their
franchise. The most discreditable exhibi-
tion in the debate was made by the bishops,
32 of whom voted to exciude parish meet-
ings from schooirooms, in the face of proof
that such a course would drive the men to
the public houses on sll political cceasions.
The Liberals will make this action of the
Lords their most efiective weapon in the
cau’,pswgu tOo come.

The Czar’s Wish,

Not long ago there was a discussion be-
fore the Czar and his courtiers on the dis-
tinctive name which it would be proper to
give him. It was remarked that his father
was known as ““The Liberator” and “The
Martyr.” A courtier proposed to eall
Alexander 111, *‘The Just.” *Oh, no,” the
Czar exclaimed, *“I am and shall remain
the peasant emperor. Some of my nobiiity
have styled me so in derision, ecoffing for
my atiection for the moujik. Butl accept
the title as an honor. I have tried to pro-
cure for the humble the means of livelihood,
and this, I think, is the best and only mears
of keeping the world going. After ail, I
belicve that only two men have really
known what socialism is—Henry IV., who
dreamed of giving every peasant la poule
au pot, and psrhaps myself, whose greatest
ambition iz to save the Russian peasant

from dying of hunger. For when people
understand that they run no danger of
starvation they begin to bless God and end
by loving the sovereign who represents nim
on earth, I am not among those who be-
lieve that the only way of ruling easily is
to make the people powerless by privation
and fear of the morrow, and my greatest
ambition is to deserve to bear to the last the
title of the Peasant Czar,”

Sixty Miles of Locusts.

The African Steamship Company’s
steamer ‘‘Winnebah,” which recently ar-
rived from West Africa at Liverpool, had a
most unusual experience when steaming
between the latitudes of Cape Verde and
St. Louis, Sengal. For 60 miles the vessel
steamed through locusts, which were &o
thickly packed togetner on the top of the
water that they completely covered the
surface for miles around; indeed, they
appeared to be iying on the sea as far as the
eye could rsach. The locusts had, no
doubt, been blown irom ths Morocco coast
into the sea. They resembled gigantic
grasshoppers, and one which was secured
was five inches in length. Of course all of
the locusts had been drowned.

A Biography of Thackeray.

The death of Mrs, Thackeray has re.
awakened the public desire for a proper
biography of the movelist. Those which
have hitherto appeared are merely sketches
of nis life, uusatisiying, and only whetting
the appetite for more. The few remin-
iscences of her father which Mrs. Rickmond
Ritehie recently published almost seem to
imply that the difficuities hitherto stand-
ing in the way might now be easily over-
come. The story, however, has always
been more or less in circulation that he
forbade his family to write a life of him,
and, if so, the parental wish will be sacred
to his surviving relatives. Dut the life of
Thackeray will ona day be written, and it
will be a misfortuns to literature if iv
should not be written until all his intimate
friends have passed away.

Buddhism in Paris.

A tresh propaganda of Buddhism is being
undertaken in Paris. It is asserted that
30,000 Parisians now profess the ancient
reiigion. Many well-known women de-
scribe themselves as eclectic Buddhists, A
little volume giving a summary of the doc-
trine of the new creed has just been
printed, and large numbers have been
bought by wealthy neophytes and will be
distributed next week among all classes.
Converts are not expected to desert the
churches of which they are members.
Copies of the book have been bound in
black morocco and gilded to resemble
prayer books used in the Roman Catholic
churches. The converts will use the books
for the general edification during the ser-
vices,

A Strange Mistake.

One of the strangest mietakes of official
red tape was told in a London district court
this week. A man who was unable to sup-
port his invalid wife at home secured her
admission into an infirmary seven years ago.
He paid 5 shillings weekly for her main-
tenance till a few weeks ago when he
Jearned that the woman died a few days
after entering, and he had teen a widower
for seven years. Instead of punishing his
conjupal neglect by the loss of seven years
of contributions the magistrate ordered the
authorities to repay the full sum.

Cable Notes.

Sir Henry Ponsonby, the Queen’s privaie
secretary and general right-band man, is
seriously ill, The Queen is deepiy con-
cerned for his condition, and visits him
daily at Osborne Cottage.

Americans who krnow the terrors of the
English Channel will sympathize with the
fate of five elphants which were taken
across in rough weather on Thursday. All
the animals were violently seasick. The
biggest died in mid-channel. Another ex-
pired on landing.

Frenchmen are alarmed to discover the
gsharp decline in thrift of their country.
The savings bank deposits have shrunk
more than 16 per cent, in two years. In-
quiries are being made, and the officers of
the bank say that the withdraw:rs of de-
posits express feelings, not of insecurity,
but of discontent.

The birth of a son to Prince Ferdinand at
Sofia has caused an outburst of extravagant
jubilation in the country. The palace yard
has been thronged night and day by his
singing, dancing, etlectionate subjects,
His royal daddy, in spite of the nurse’s
protests, has persisted in dangling him at
the window several times a day to the
frantic delight of the cheering crowds.
The whole municipality has taken a week’s
holiday and the rejoicing has been so spon-
taneous and unrestrained that the nation
found the spectacle a welcome reiief from
the solemn croakings about war.

GUILLGTINED !

Vaillant, the Bomb-Thrower, Pays
the Penalty.

He Died Cryimg “Leng Live Anarchy’—
The Exscutioner Threatened,

Parnis, Feb. 5.—With the cry of ““Death
to ithe Bourgoisie, long live Anarchy”
Vaillant, the Anarchist whose pame has
been on the lips of Parisians ever since
Dee. 9, when be threw the bomb in the
Chamber of Deputies, paid this morning
the penalty of his critne, The precautions
taken by the suthorities to prsvent any
Anarchist demonstration at the guillotine
were perfect and many of the crowd that
bad gathered to witness the execution,
finding that the guards prevented them
from seeing anything of the guillotine, left
the vicinity of the Roquette prison in
which Vaillant was awaiting the coming of
the headsman befors the time the expected
execution would take place.,

At 7 o’clock Head Warden Brun, Judge
L. Espinasse, Registrar Horich and District
Police Commissioner Leigonie entered
Vaillant’s cell to inform him that his time
had come. The condemned man was
sleeping when they arrived. He was
awakened and told to prepare himself for
death. He appeared to be surprised,
and began to reiterate the theories he
advocated before the assize court. He de-
clared that though it was easy to suppress
him it was impossible to suppress Anarchist
ideas. *‘*My body is nothing,” he edded,
‘‘compared with the pregress of my
principles. I shall be revenged.” Vail-
lant was perfectly calm and displayed no
fear whatever,

The warden asked him if he would like to
see the chaplain. ‘‘No,” replied Vaillant;
**I will not see him.”

“*Will you have something to drink ?”
asked the warden. ‘‘No,” Vaillant replied;
I shall have enough courage without
that.”

Vailiant advanced steadily to the guillo-
tine. When about 80 yards outside the
prison he sprang forward a little to shout:
“Death to the Bourgeoisie; long live
Anarchy!” As he shouted his last cry his
voice resounded over the whole square. It
has been customary for the executioner’s
assistant to push the condemned criminals
against the plank, but as Vaillant reached
it ke sprang forward and placed himself
agaivst it. The plank dropped, and in a
short time Vaillant’s neck slipped under
the glistening knite, and the executioner
was in position. Diebler touched the
spring, There was a flash as the heavy
blade descended, and ‘then the spec-
tators saw & head and a Dbleeding
stump of a neck drop into the basket be-
hind the guillotine,

Between the time of Vaillant’s arrival at
the guilictine and the closing of the baskets
containing his remains, scarcely more than
twenty seconds elapsed. There were
ebout 1,200 people present. Diebler who
has received many letters threatening him
with death if he executed Vaillant, and
who at one time wished to resign his
position rather than to put the Anarchist
to death, appeared paler and more nervous
than Vaillant.

GITY ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

Ald. Parneli on the Immediate Future
of the Question.

Public Illumiration Should Be a Mon«
opoly Contrclled by the Pecple.

To the Editor of the ADVERTISER:

I see by an editorial in your issue of
Friday that under the head of *“Municipal
Ownership of Monopclies” you ask the
question, “*Is the proposal to grant a leass
of the London street lighting to a company
an abandonment of municipal control in
connection with the lighting of this city ?”
In reply, I beg to say that as one who has
been'and is to-day a firm believer in muni-
cipal ownership of all monopolies I would
answer firmiy ‘“No.” My reason for it is
that I believe that all such monopolies
should be operated in the interest of the
masses and for the masees, with a view to
making the burden of taxation lighter. In
other words, that the dividends which now
go into the already rich company’s pockets
should go into the city coflers instead; or,
which would be much better, to operate
them so as to make them pay for
themselves, and then give the whols
people the benefit of cheaper rates,
80 that all rich and poor alike could enjoy
them. And further, I ashall not be satisfied
till I see the principle carried out to its
fullest extent. But you say, why then call
for tenders for lighting at the present time ?
I answer asfollows: The recent bylaw be-
ing defeated (and, by the way, it is not
necessary for me here to state why I think
it was defeated), and as the Municipal Act
under which money bvlaws come says that
for a period of two yeare it shall not again be
submitted to the ratepayers, I submit that
under the debenture plan it would be very
nearly three years before a plant could be
got into operation, as after the bylaw had
been passed the contract for plant would
have to be let and the neceszary time
given to complete the same, iwhich
would waste the best part of a year
and as our present contract for lighting ex-
pires in December next you can readily see
that two years at least of contract lighting
would be absoiutely necessary.

Now, sir, the claim has been set up that
any company getting a longer period than
say two vears could do the work cheaper,
We think that by asking for tenders for
say one, three, five or eight years we can
find out what the difference is and whether
any material advantage could be gained to
the city thereby; for remember the only
object that No. 3 committee has is to try
and save every dollar they can on the
already large amount we have to pay for
street lighting, and at the same time not
too well lighted either.

Again, it would be next to impossible to
get outside comypetition for a shorter period
than say five years, as no ecompany would
care to build a plant which would involve
an expenditure of from $59,000 to $65,000
for ashorter contract; but I believe there
are companiez who would be glad to tender
and also to put a clause in their
agreement that the city should have the
option of purchasing if they so desired for
& period of that length. But, sir, at the
last meeting of the R. E. O. Association
an idea was thrown out which seems to ma
might be a way out of the difficulty and one
which would make it an easy way of paying
for a plant, That is, we now have to raise
about $21,000 for lighting purposes (and
the way that applications are coming in it
will be $25,000 before long). The propo-
sition I refer to is toc buy your plant and
extend the time of payment over a period
of five or more years, making the sum that
vou would have to pay for lighting pur-
poses under contract system pay the oper-
ating expenses and pay the yearly amount
on plant as well, the company agreeing
that the plant shall be in first-class running
condition at the end of the time. Hows«
ever, as this idea is somewhat new it would
be well to have it more fully developed
before saying too much about it.

In conclusion let me say that T am
pleased to see the R. E. O. Association ap-
point a committee to investigate this
matter, as I believe it will bear investiga-~
tion. Let them go on with their work and
the council with theirs, in calling for ten-
ders, and I think by the time we both get
through that the whole matter will be so
well understood that no mistake can pos-
sibly be mude in any action that may be
taken thereon. Hoping that I have not
trespassed too much on your valuable space,

SEPARATE SCHOOL ELECTIONS.,

Archbishop Cleary on Antagonistic
Interference by Outsiders.

The Bailot for Trustees Only Demanded
by Enemies.

Kixesrox, Feb, 3.—A Toronto paper
having declared that the Roman Catholic
laity wanted the ballot, and that Mr.
Fraser threatened to resign if the school
laws were interfered with, Archbishop
Cleary has been interviewed by a Whig re-
porter.,

8 Referring to the allegations that Mr.
Harty, M.P.P., had consulted him,  his
Grace said: .

**Mr. Harty has not interviewed me at
any time on the matter. I have not met
him for several months, and, to the best of
my recollection, I have never had any
conversation with him regarding separate
gchool matters.”

“Would you express an opinion as to
the introduction of the ballot into separate
school elections ?-

“I will speak clearly. We regard as
aggressive and unjust the efforts made by
men who have openly declared themselves
our enemies to enforce the privilege of the
bailot upon us in the election of our school
trustees, I use the word ‘privilege’ pur-
posely.  Under Confederation the elec-
tions for trustees, both for public and
separate schools, for municipal councilors
and for the Local and Federal Parliaments,
were conducted by open and public voting.
It was only when the constituents pe-
titioned Parliament to substitute the bal-
lot for publie voting that it was granted to
the Legislatures, afterwards to the muni.
cipalities, and finally, on similar petitions
presented by public school supporters in the
Province, legislation was passed giving
them the option of voting by ballot,

OBJSECTS TO INTERFERENCE.

*It is a rule of Parliamentary action fully
recognized in Great Britain, and I believe
in the Federal and Loeal Legislatures of
Canada, that the status quo or established
methods of jorganie action of any body or
section of persons in the community is not
to be disturbed by new legislation or any-
one’s potition unless the measure be called
for by those directly concerned. I have
seen numerous instances of this in the re-
ports of the British House of Commons,
wherefore I regard it as an effort to impose
on us exceptional treatment when out-
siders, who ought not to interfere in our
purely domestic affairs clamor for the im-
position of a new rule on us in the form of
aprivileze which we do not wantaad usver
have azk=d for,

“HE SOURCE OF THE CLAMOR.

““The sources from which this elamor pro-
ceeds on the eve of every clection are suca
as to set us on our guard and maks us
cherish more fully the right we enjoy aader
the constitution to have our elections of
school trustees, who are in reality the
elected representacives of the Roman
Catholic parents ot the separate achool
sections, to be conducted in an open and
responsible manner, At all events it is our
right, and we are not wiliing to concede it
in compliance with the demands issuing
from parties professedly hostile to our
schoois. Even if we had not antecedently
plain, obvious reasons for upholding this
constitutional right, the desperate efforts
of our enemies to take it from us would
suffice to make us cling to it with great
tenacity,

PUBLIC SCHOOL OPEN VOTING.

*“Iwiil add thaw the priviiege granted by
the Provincial Legisiature to the public
school supporters to substitute the ballot
for open and responsible voting on the
election of trustees has not been acsepted
by all nor by any large majority of the
public school supporters of the Province.
Fuliy one-half of the constituencies de-
clined to accept the privilege and still
cling to the open voting syztem, Further-
more, many of those who heretofore ac-
cepted the ballot system have signified
their desire to return to the open and
responsible system of voting,

THE TORONTO AGITATION.

*“The sentiment of rhe great mass of thLe
Roman Catholics of On tario has been made
manifest by recent occurrences, Five years
ago eight or nine of the separate school
Lrustees in the city of Toronto joined with
the Meredith party in asking for the bailot
for separate school trustee elections, This
clique were extremely noisy, and persisted
in giving trouble at every meeting of the
separate school board, and took care to
have their little speeches and bitter words
published in the daily journals in the hope
of spreading their disaiection among the
separate school trustees all over the
Province. 1t is remarkable that not
one boara of trustees from end to end
of Ontario sympathized with  that
little faction in the city of Toronto. Again,
as soon as the term of the trustees’ offices
expired, earnest eflorts were made by
them and their partisans to make their
ideas prevail at the ensuing elections,
There were contests for the cffices of
trustees in all the wards represented by
those gentlemen, and it is very siguificant
that each and every one of them were
defeated by overwhelming majorities at
the polls and honest Catholics substituted
for them to maintain ths right we had
under the constitution to select our separ-
ate school trustees in spite of al] the world,

WHY THEY CLING TO IT.

““We are a small min rity in the Prov-
ince; we are very much at the mercy of
the local press in the towns and villages;
we are, with frequent and persistent viry.
lence, attacked in ail our rignts by poiiti-
cal demagogues of one party or the other.
Our schoois are made the object of special
hostility, Under these circumstances we
have good reason to apprehend that were
the eclection of trustees to be made by
secret voting the noisy politicians who de.
sire to undermine, and gradually destroy
our school system, wounld employ all their
resources for disunion amongst Catholics
on occasions of such elections, and try to
make our school board representatives
not & much of religion, which is the
primary and distinctive object of our
separate school system, as of the govern.
ing influence of one political party or the
other,”

“Then our schools would in reality be.
come secularized by degrees under the
management of political trustees and their
main purpose frustrated, Were the political
demagogues to relinquish their persistent
attacks upon us and our schools we would
not be so tenacious of this right. In a
word, when they cease to attack we will
cease to defend.” .

PROPOSED NEW
LAW.

If the outline of the new insolvency bill,
which is telegraphed from Ottawa, is correct,
and if the measure is passed at the coming
session of Parliament,it will be a good thing
to keep out of debst in future, The penal-
ties for not conducting a straight business
are most severe. People gointo debt with
too light a heart as itis, They are aided
in this very often by traders anxious to ex-
tend their business, who in many cases
trust men already deeply involved in the
hope that, some way or other, they may get
paid for their goods. Thus the two most
prolific sources of bad debts and insolvency
to-day are (1) the disposition of some whole-
salers to aid in establishing stores in com-
petition with old dealers who are barely
meaking ends meet; and (2) the readiness of
retailers to seil goods'on credit to those who
are not specially in need of them. As the
lozses by bad debts are not wholly made up
by the merchants who lose, but are largely
taken into account by them when they
come to figure out the prices at which they
can afford to sell, we are all, whether
accustomed to ask for credit or able to pay
cash at all times, much interested in pro-

supplied, etc.

5. Complete woman sufirage.

6. State farms and artisans’{villages es-
tablished by the public authorities.

TONSOF SILVER MUSTBE COUNTED
Immense Amonmf— W—otk Made Neces-
tary by a Boy’s Petty Peculations,

WasHINGTON, Feb. 4 —The peculations
of James Anderson, of Indiana, a well con-
nected lad, 18 years of age, employed as a
messenger in the treasury vaults, who
was arrested last night for steal-
ing silver from the vaults, prove
more serious than was supposed. They
amount to 8794, as far as has been as-
certained, and the inquiry is still in
progress. When the thert was first dis-
covered it was supposed to amount only to
a few dollars, and at the request of the
treasury officials publication of the fact
was suppressed. The method of his theft
was somewhat similar, though on a much
smaller scale, to that pursued by Cochran
with the gold in the Philadelphia mint.
Whether his peculations will amount
to more than the $700 or $800 thus
far found ont can only be ascertained
by a recount of the silver. There
are 7,000,000 or 8,000,000 silver dollars
in the vaults. Each $1,000,000 of silver
weighs, in round figures, 30 tons, so that
the amount of money to be handled is 240
tons. This will necessitate a force of ten
or twelve men to wock for two weeks or
more counting and weighing the silver.
The cost of this additional labor—a thous-
and dollars or more—will be the only loss
tke United States will sustain, as the law
makes the treasurer rasponsible under his
bond tor all losses throngh the dishonesty
of employes, and gives him no voice in the
selection.

CHRISTIAN SC!E?\EJ PATIENT BIES.

People o Laporte Not Satisfied With
the Treatment of Wm, Dunn.

LarortE, Ind., Feb, 4.—William Dunn,
an old resident and retired business man,
who has been taking treatment from a
Christian Scientist for the past twomonths,
died yesterday morning,

His sickmess originated in a rather
peculiar manner. He was suffering from a
painful corn on one of his big toes, and he
attempted to cure it by applying pure car-
bolic acid. His toe became very sove, and
Christian Science treatment was resorted to,
but all to no purpose. Gangreen followed
and the toe had to be amputated,

After the operation was performed the
surgeon left medicine for his patient, but
the attendants refused to administer it,
and returned to Christian Science treat-
ment. Mr, Dunn steadily grew Worse,
and, while it is reported that his death re-
sulted from heart failure, it is freely al-
leged that he would have recovered had
other methods of treatment been adopted,

THE INSOLVENCY ACT

Which Is to be Submitted to Parlia
ment at the Coming Session.

OrTAWA, Feb, 4.—The Dominion Gov
ernment bas prepared an Insolvency Bill
which will be submitted to Parliament next
seazon. At present there is no Insolvency
Act in the Dominion. The matter of bank-
ruptey is dealt with in various ways by the
different Provinces, and & great deal of
conflict 2s to jurisdiction is the result,

The new Dominion bill contains
clauses. Power is given to appoint
official receivers, who, however, must
hold no political positions in the country,
and who must provide bonds for not more
than 20,000 and not less than $2,000. The
court to which the case has been referred
will appoint a liguidator, and the receiver
shall hand over all the books, accounts,
etc., to the former. If the debtor fails to
make a clear and specific account of his
indebtédness he may be imprisoned for six
months. If it be shown that a debtor is
about to abscond he can be arrested. All
his letters. etc., can be ordered at the post.
cffice by the liquidator for three ‘months,
If the debtor 1s guilty of any fraud his
discharge is held for five years. If he is
found guilty of presenting a false balance
sheet a penalty of two yeare’ imprisonment
is provided and he is liable to three years’
imprisonment.

CRIMINAL STATISTICS.

Chief Williams Submits His Annual
Police Report.

A Decrease in Crime—Does Not Think
the Force Should Be Lossened—
Detailed Statement,

Mr. W. T. Williams, chief of the police
force in this city, has prepared for the com-
missioners an official return of the criminal
records for 1893. The statement is com-
poszed of two tables. The first deals only
with offenses in which property is affected,
while the second sets torth delinquencies,
which form the great bulk of Police Court
¢ ases.

As has been characteristio of this depart-
ment during the past decade—the number
of offenders continually growing less—
the year just concluded has witnessed
a slight decrease in the atatistics. Mr.
Willlame does not want it thought, though,
that because such is the case the police
force should be cut down. He says that it
is an efficient force that makes such a
favorable condition possible. He has al-
ways, he says, impressed upon his men that
it is the first duty of a constable to prevent
crime. The detection of crime is a second-
ary matter.

During the year 1893 there were 101
charges made connected with property.
The toéal value of property stolen was
82,621 80, while of this amount $2,451 30
was recovered, making a loss, all told, of
§535 50. Of the 78 persons implicated, as
is indicated in the detailed table given
below, one acecusation was withdrawn and
44 alleged culprits were discharged.

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JOKN CHINAMAN'S NEW YEAR.

The Nineteenth Year of the Emperor
Qwong See.

London’s Littie Colony Celcbrates the
Event in Oriental Style—When the
Chinaman Pays Bi- Debts
— A Formidable Visite
ing Curd.

The 25 odd Chinamen residing in the city
of London hung fresh calendars on the wall
this morning, and like many of their Can-
adian fellow citizens a little over a month
ago, they turned over & new leaf for a tew
weeks at least. For to-day is the glad
New Year of the Chinaman, the first day
of the nineteenth year of Qwong See.

“Happy New Year Jung.” This was
the greeting of an ADVERTISER reporter as
he made a New Year’s cali on Jung Hing
Gane, Chinese dealer in curios, Dundas
street.

**The same to you.
this was our New Years?
HinGane in excellent English.’

When the reporter had finished explain-
ing how he became possessed of such a
valuable secret he was sitting at a neat
table on which was a profusion of cakes,
candies, fruit, and a teapot from which
was poured delightful little cups of
tea. Then the Chinamen explained the
meaning of the npew calendar on
the wall. It 1is printed entirely in
Chinese, and is the work of a regular firm
of Chinese printers in San Francisco. Below
the usual space allotted to the days, months
and year is a Chinese directory of San
Francisco. Red and green are the colors
used on it.

The Chinese make their years correspond
to the year of the reign of the Emperor,
and &5 the present ruler ascended the throne
in 1875 this is the nineteenth year of Qwong
See.

The Chinese civil year isregulated by the
moon and from the time of the Hun dynasty,
two centuries before Christ, it has begun
with the firat day of that moon during the
course of which their sun enters the sign of
the zodiae, which coiresponds to our pisces.
This makes it the 5th day of February in
the present year.

A month in the Chinese calendar may
have 29 or 30 days, according to the time
taken by the moon to make its revolution
around the earth. The number used to in-
dicate the age of the moon indicates the
date of the month. The Chinese calendar
dates back for 45 centuries. At that eariy
time this extraordinary people were ac-
quainted with the quadrent and the
armillary sphere and were thus enabled to
make more or less accurate calculations as
to the passage of the years.

Unlike many of the English-speaking
race the Chinese make a habit of settling
up all out-standicg accounts on the last day
of the old year and as almost without ex-
ception the Chinese colony in London are
Sabbath observers and church attenders,
this was done on Saturday. That was a
busy day in their little financial world.

Besides settling day Saturday was card
painting day, for no Chinamen can make a
visit en New Years without presenting

' portions. In Vancouver, San Francisco aud

New York no work will be done by
Chinamen for at least three days and
the Chinamen will give themselves up toun-
constrained festivities.{ In China the festal
period covers fifteen days and no work is
done of any kind. In London the celebra-
tion was on a smaller scale and the holiday
did not interfere with the regular laundry,
tea or china business. Jung Hing Gane
did intend getting about $300 worth of
fireworks direct from China for the oc-
cagion, but did not have time. Although
there are only a few Celestials in London
Jung’s card receiver contained about 130
cards, a formidable pile indeed, remember-
ing the size of them, The greater part are
from American cities where MMr. Hing
Gane travels during court sittings and acts
as interpreter whenever any of his brethren
become involved in the meshes of the law.

OBJECTIONS TO PROTECTION.

-

[By Enos Carter, Toronto.]

Advantages draw, protection drives,
fertility, abundance, suitability of locaticn,
the best routeall attract; men seek their ad-.
vantage just as naturally as water runs
down hill. Men reauired no coercion to
drive them to the gold field ef California,
to the coal mines of Pennsylvania, to the
prairies of the weet. [Even the bufalo
sought the richest pastures and an unerring
instinet teaches the bird whither to
migrate. Surely man hasasmuch judgment
as the Leasts of the field or the fowls of the
air. Protection says nay, man must be
driven to the right place for his supplies.
Protection appeals to one motive only, the
fear of a penalty or an injury. It imposes
an inflicticn.

My tirst objection, therefore, to' protee-
tion is that

IT IS A SYSTEM OF COERCION.

When I raise a crop of grain, to whom
does that crop belong? By every instinct
of the moral judgment, is belongs to me.
Toprocure that grain I give my toil, my
energy, my time, a part of my life. There-
fore, if I am to own myself, that crop be-
longs to me. Now, when I work I want
the best pay, the highest wages. I ofer
that wheat, in exchange for drygoods, hard-
ware or groceries. A man in Manchester
offers so much, another in Boston so much,
another in Montreal so much. ShallI be
at liberty toaccept the highest bid? *No”
say protectionists, Accepu tje cfter only
where we prescribe or we will inflict a
punishment. What would have been
profitable we will make unprofitable.”

My second objection to protection is
that
IT REFUSES TO ALLOW ME TO ACCEPT THE

HIGHEST BID.

What is trade, genuine trade? WWhen I
am raising cattle, I am not raising them
for myself. I expect by these cattle to
procure furnishings for my home, comforts
for my family, books for by library, and
implements for my farm, Iam one of the
social organisms. I fulfill one function—
raising food for myself and for my custom-
ers. Whydo I not do everything else for
myself? Work out my own philosophy,
organize my own postal service, work my
own telegraph, build my own roads and
railroads? Whyv not? Could I live if I
isolated myself? Let each man follow his
own trade and then exchange his preducts,
and humanity is inestimably richer. Isola-
tion means starvation. Co-cperation
through division of labor and exchange,
meane civibization. This trade is an ineff-
able blessing. Where is it a curse? No-
where, Ivisuniversally a blessing. It is
on this trade that the existence of civiliza-
tion depends, Protection tries to prevent
this co-operation, this exchange of benefits.

My third objection to protection is
that

IT CALLS A BLESSING A CURSE.

Where shall I get my supplies? Where
nature and other conditions conspire to
make the most advantageous. Am I doing
anything wrong? Am I committing any
crime when I seek oil from the best wells,
coal from the most convenient mines,
lumber from the most convenient forests,
goods from the factory that suits me best ?
Is it any crime to resort to the locality best
suited to my circumstances, or must I con-
suit my neighbors, and ask their consent ?
When thus following my best judgment,
when thus acting according to my common
sense, I am simply follewing out the in-
pulses and instinets implanted in me by
the Creator. Against all this protection
imposer penalties. .

My fourth cbjection to protection is
that
IT INFLICTS PUNISHMENTS ON THAT WHICH

IS NO CRIME,

What is government, and why does it
exist? Unquestionably it is to do for the
citizen that which unaided he ecould not
accomplish for himzeif. Asa citizen I can
call on the aid of the government to pre-
vent the imposition of wrong, oppression
and injustice. [ have raised a crop. I
want to exchange it to my greatest ad-
vantage. For that purpose I submit to
taxation to build rcads, bonus railroads,
subsidize steamers, dredge harbors and
maintain lighthouses. Having paid for
these facilities, shall I be at liberty to use
them as my advantage and best judgment
clearly indicate? ¢No,” says protection,
‘‘we will use the power of government to
prevent you procuring your greatest ad-
vantage,”

My fifth objection to protection is that
IT THOROUGHLY PERVERTS THE VERY PUR-
POSE FOR WHICH GOVERNMENT EXISTS.

To my neighbor I owe certain duties.

As a part of a community I have a right to
say something as to the method of govern-
ment, But I must be exceedingly cautious
that I do not extend this power beyond the
limite that righteousness would prescribe.
Shall I interfere with my neighbor when
he goes to trade? If he desires to trade
with Jones rather than Brown, shall I im-
pose a penalty to prevent him desling with
Brown, shall I tell him if he deals with
3town I wiil deprive him of 20 per cent, or
30 per cent. of his crop, or that I wiil aid
the government to do that? Not by any
means. [ may have something to =ay as to
the side of the road he shall drive on to
prevent collisions, but I have no right to
drive him from the road which he knows is
the best for his purpose.

My sixth objection to protection is that
IT ASKS ME TO INTERFERE IN THAT WHICH IS
NONE OF MY BUSINESS,

Religion is first or it is nothing. It
must be uppermost or heneath my feet.
Seek first the Kingdom of God and his
righteousness. That means the brother-
hood of humanity. The pater noster, the
*‘Our Father,” means for humanity our
brethren. *‘Dearly beloved brethren” is a
reality or religion is a hoax, a farce, a very
deluzion. Protection teaches that nations
are not mutualiv beneficent parts of one
great family, each toiling for the weal of
the others. It depicts the beneficance of
one nation to anotheras an "inundation,”
a ‘‘slaughter,” a “‘cut-throat competition,”
an act of hostility, to be suppressed by
penal laws, that nations must he separated
by impediments to prevent their commer-
cial intercourse,

My seventh objection to protection is
that
IT IS UTTERLY HOSTILE TO THE TEACHINGY

OF CHRISTIANI1Y, AND REDUCES
RELIGION TO A FARCE.

Shall we secure to every young man be.
ginning life the chance that God intended
heshouldihave—equal access to the bounties
of the Creator? And shall we then leave
him to depend on his native energy, his
muscle, his brain, his thrift, his manly self-
dependence? Shall we teach him to be
nobly heroic in his struggle to gain his
highest attainments in intellectual power,
physical energy, moral tone? Or shall we
teach him that he cannot compete with his
fellows, that he needs the cuddling and
nursing-of a protective government? Or
worse vet, shall we let him see that by
combining with his fellows to pervert the
government to his own =elfish purposes, he
can gain advantages by crushing his fel-
lows ?
