Professor Wrong said that while Ger­

many suffers from illusions, we must 
try to dispel our own. It was an illu­
sion to think Germany can be starved 
out; she can only be broken by hard 
fighting. She could not be easily made 
a republic, because she was intensely 
monarchical in spirit.

It was an illusion to think of disarm­
ament. Britain would not be willing to 
give up command of the sea.

Professor Wrong then outlined the 
terms of peace Britain might exact. 
They included the rehabilitation of Bel- 
gium, -the firm establishment of the 
small nations of Europe, the rectifica­
tion of the French frontier, and the 
smashing of Prussian militarism. Rus­
sia intended to make her access to the 
Mediterranean secure and to improve 
her position on the Baltic.

Take Away Colonies.

“In all my eighteen years’ experience 
on the London market, I have only seen 
oats rise to $1.70 per hundredweight on 
one occasion," declared Weigh Scales 
Clerk James Dean to The Advertise 
today.

When asked whether the price was 
liable to go any higher, Mr. Dean stated 
that there was more possibility of a rise 
than there was two years ago "The 
price of oats may go higher still,"’ said 
Mr. Dean.

Buyers declare that oats have got@ 
the limit, and that the price will surely 
go down in a few days.

Even poor 
quality wheat brings $1 .20 per bushel, 
or 2 cents a pound. One small load of 
wheat sold at $1.23 a bushel on Satur­
day.

Reuter's -. Boulogne correspondent 

says: "Some of the wounded Cameron 
Highlanders in a certain hospital have 
been put in charge of Captain Neill 
MacLeod, of Ottawa, who has this in 
common with them, that his native 
tongue is Gaelic, although he was horn 
in Ontario, and has never set foot in 
Scotland. :

"On December 1 the King, on his visit 
to the front, visited the hospital, and 
passed through Captain MacLeod’s 
ward. The Canadian surgeon was 
busy with a man who was suffering 
from frostbite in the foot. His Ma­
jesty, remarking that he had never seen 
a case of frostbite, asked if the band­
age could be removed. This being 
done, and the patient being obviously 
in a good way to recover, the King 
told Captain MacLeod smilingly that he 
seemed to be making a pretty black 
foot of it, alluding to the color of the 
frostbitten skin, to the general amuse­
ment of those around the bed. The 
black foot has since regained its nor­
mal healthful color."

I sistance, and no report would be com- 
Iplete without a word as to the valu­
able help of "Tommy," who has fre­
quently come on a tramp across coun­
try “grave hunting" and has always 
rendered me signal assistance on these 
occasions.

The means of identification of the 
graves are various. The most frequent 
is a very rough cross usually made from 
a .soap-box, with the inscription in 
pencil, which is often nearly washed! 
off. Another and very ingenious 
method of recording the names of fallen 
soldiers is by writing their names on a 
piece of paper and place this in a 
corked bottle. I only came across a 
bottle a day or two ago with a list of 
thirty names of men of the Royal Scots 
killed in action, with a note of the 
name of the chaplain (Rev. Gibbs) 
stating that he had officiated at the 
burial.

In my opinion this is a method of 
identification which might with advan­
tage be followed by others when there 
is not sufficient time for men to erect 
a well-inscribed cross. If this was 
done my work would undoubtedly be 
greatly simplified, but it is absolutely 
essential that indelible pencils are used.

A GERMAN GLASWEGIAN.

Once near Ypres the trenches dividing 
the British and the Germans were so 
close that, according to one of the Lan­
cashire “Tommies," a German got up 
to the night and sang “Annie Laurie."

"When he had finished he called out 
with a Scottish accent, ‘Did you like my 
singing? and when we said ‘Yes,’ he 
shouted that if we had got any baccy 
we were safe if we brought It that way.

CARING FOR THE GRAVES.
A British Red Cross worker writes: 

Undoubtedly one of the most Interest­
ing of the many duties undertaken by 
this unit is that entrusted to me of 
searching tor the graves of British sol­
diers who have been killed in action 
or died of wounds, and of erecting 
crosses with a view to preserving the 
records.

It frequently requires considerable 
patience and some skill as an amateur 
detective to find the grave of some 
poor fellow who has been shot in some 
out of the way turnip field and hur­
riedly buried, but I feel my modest 
efforts amply rewarded when I return 
a day or two later with a wooden 
cross with a neat inscription and plant 
it at the head of his grave, for I have 
tho proud satisfaction of knowing that 
I have done some slight honor to one 
brave man who has died for his coun­
try.

This reminds me of an incident some 
few days ago when tho weather was 
bitterly, cold and the snow lay thickly 
on the ground. I was endeavoring to 
erect a cross tn a field which was as 
hard as iron, and my work was not 
progressing very rapidly. Some “Tom­
mies,” who were marching down the 
road which adjoined the field evidently 
saw my vain efforts and obtained leave 
to fall out and help me. With their 
assistance the cross was speedily 
placed in position, and then, without a 
word, they all sprang as one men to 
attention and solemnly saluted the 
grave of their dead comrade-in-arms. 
It was a most impressive and touching 
sight.

Daily I gather evidence of how much 
the French peasant won en (practically 
all the men are in arms) honor our 
dead. Frequently I come across tho 
graves- of our soldiers in the back gar- 
cens of small cottages, and it is rarely 
that I do not find a vase of some kind 
or another filled with dowers and fre­
quently I find the grave has. been plant- 
ea with London Pride 01 some her­
baceous plant. The joy of the peasant 
woman is really touching to see when 
my interpreter explains to her that we 
shall shortly be returning with a cross 
to place at the head of the grave. I 
feel sure that the graves in these back 
gardens will always be treated with 
the greatest reverence and respected 
as sacred property.

This brings to mind an incident when 
I called at a farm near Meteren and 
the farmer showed me the two graves 
of nameless heroes of the Seaforth! 
Highlanders which were in a field. He 
explained that he had the greatest dif-' 
ficulty In keeping the cows away, and 
added with tears in his eyes that he 
would give all the money in the world 
if these brave fellows could have been 
buried in his back garden instead of in 
the field close by. -

The only method of finding the 
graves is by making ceaseless inquiries 
of everyone I meet once I get into a 
district where I know there has been 
fighting. From the nature of such 
fighting the graves are likely to be 
scattered. I have had considerable as­
sistance from the local cure, but fre- ■ 
quently I receive my best Information 
from small French children who some­
times lead me for two or three miles

AMSTERDAM, via London, Jan. 17.— 
9:09 p.m.—Emperor William, who wit­
nessed the battle north of Soissons. in 
which the French were driven back 
across the River Aisne, decorated on 
the field General Von Lochnow and 
Lieut. -General Wishura, who com­
manded the victorious troops. On Gen. 
eral Von Lochow he bestowed the Order 
of Merit, and upon Lieut.-General Wish­
ura a commandership of the Order of 
the House of Hohenzollern.

According to the German accounts of 
the fighting the French had during the 
last month occupied tn the region of 
Soissons a network of trenches on the 
right bank of the Aisne, which ex­
tended away to the north. On Janu­
ary 7 the French commenced a heavy 
bombardment, in which the Germans 
suffered severely, some of their 
trenches being wrecked and their 
machine guns buried.

Heavy Fighting.
The following day the French at­

tacked and penetrated into the German 
trenches, from which they could not 
be driven. Heavy fighting, man against 
man, followed day and night until Janu­
ary 11, the Turcos battling bravely with 
rifle, bayonet and knife. On the 12th 
the Germans began a counter-attack, 

iand the French soon were driven from 
the trenches, and also their own, and 
were chased from the heights. Then 
they occupied fresh positions half way 
down the slope.

The French, expecting further Ger­
man attacks on their left, sent rein­
forcements to that wing. The Ger­
mans. however, attacked on the centre 
and right, the French being taken com­
pletely by surprise. Within three 
minutes the Germans captured the first 
Une of French trenches, and after that 
the entire border of the plateau was in 
the German bands. The position of 
the Frencii troops advancing against 
the German right became desperate, and 
they surrendered on the 14th, when the 
German right commenced an envelop­
ing movement.

AT GOW ROADS MEET Intends To Adhere To Declar­
ation of Neutrality—Few 

Turks In Country.

Both Aim Against Austrian 
Domination—Extremists 

Want Independence.Second Canadian Convention 
To Be Held In March 

At Toronto. PETROGRAD, Russia, Jan. IS.—Via 
London, 3:15 a.m.—That Persia should 
not be held accountable for her inabil­
ity to prevent the Turkish troops from 
menacing Russia through violation of 
Persian neutrality, was the assertion 
made today by Isaac Kahn, Persian 
Minister to Russia. He declared his 
country had placed her dependence on 
foreign troops for protection. The min­
ister explained the Persian situation as 
follows:

"We solemnly declared our neutral­
ity and intended to adhere to that 
declaration. The integrity of our coun­
try was guaranteed to us by England 
and Russia. Last Monday Emperor 
Nicholas, reiterating tha4 promise, said: 
"I wish to tell your Government that 
we shall not take a single foot of your 
territory.’

Will Continue to Protest.
"We have protested against Turkish 

violation of our territory, and if Turkey 
continues its violation we shall con- 
tinuc to protest. At present the Turk­
ish garrison at Tabriz consists of little 
more than two regiments, but it is 
possible, eVen probable, that Turkey will 
send through our province of Azerbai­
jan numbers of troops to the Caucasus, 
because our Russian frontier is forti­
fied. The Russian Government knows, 
however, that we are not culpable. 
Nearly all the Kurds joined the invad­
ing army, but again we were not blame­
worthy, since we were helpless, because 
we lacked an army.

“Certain Russian papers have de­
mand that we expel from Teheran the 
diplomatic representatives of Germany, 
Austria and Turkey. This we shall 
not do, because it would constitute a 
breacti of neutrality, and would Justify 
the Turks in treating us as a hostile 
country, whereas flow we are perfectly 
sure no matter what the result of the 
war, that Persia will remain Independ­
ent.”

Minister Kahn said Persia hoped soon 
to succeed in forming an army which 
it has been endeavoring to do since 1908, 
but hitherto unsuccessfully, because of 
the country's poverty and lack of united 
action by the various tribes.
