Chairman Screaton Says the
Trust Has Not Gone Back

on Its Promises.

PLACE FOR INCURABLES

Wiil Be Provided in Victoria Hospital
—Statements From Both Sides.

There appears to be a good deal of
fiiversity of opinion In regard to the
Bdvisability of the formation of the
hew association to care for incurables
tuberculosis patients.

This latter body, known as the Alex-
Bndra Hospice Association aims to
rare for incurables only, and it has
been stated that the London Health
Assoclation, Incorporated in the early
8pring, has done nothing since that
time, and that though it was promised
that Victoria Hospital would care for
. the incurables, no move has been made
to this end.

Mr. Screaton’s Statement.

Chairman Screaton, of Victoria Hos-
pital trust, was seen by The Adver-
tiser today, and he stated emphatical-
curables to the institution, where they
#s it is possible to do so, admit in-
ly that the trust will, just as soon
will receive every care and attention.

“We can do nothing,” he told The
Advertiser, “until such time as the
new isolation bhospital ig completed.
When that is done we will go ahead
#nd. equip a ward In Victoria Hospital
where incurable tuberculosis patients
Wwill be cared for and treated. But
this will not be for some time yet.
After the isolation hospital has been
turned over to us, we will have to
furnish 1it, and get it ready for the
reception of patients. And then we
will have to fix up the ward for the
Incurables. This will all take time,
so0 that # will be fully two months be-
fore we will be in a position to take
incurable tuberculosis patients into
the hospitsl. But we are not neglect-
ing such patients now. Our outdoor
Nurse visiting them, and is looking
after them. The hospital trust has
Yot deviated from the promise
it made to look after the incurables.
We will do it just so soon as we can
mwake the necessary arrangements.”

'WEST LONDON CHILDREN

THE SUFF

RAGETTES MGAIN
BESIEGE THE BRITISH COMMONS

“Hoodooed” by Thirteenth Attempt to Raid Parliament, They Are
Again Deleated After Desperate Struggle With Police,
and Many Arrests Follow.

London, June 29 —The thirteenth
vain attempt of the militant suf-
fragettes to obtain access to Premier
Asquitly by deputation resulted in ex-
citing scenes in parliament square to-
night and the arrest of more than 100
women. The plan of campaign fol-
lowed the lines previously employed
by the suffragettes. The ‘“woman’s
parliament” assembled in Caxton Hall
at 8 o'clock in the evening and sent a
deputation, headed by Mrs. Pankhurst,
to endeavge to see the prime minister,
who had previously decided not to re-
ceive the deputation.

Enormous crowds of onlookers as-
sembled in the vicinity of parliament
hours before the time set for the raid
on the house, around which several
thousand police had taken up strategic
positions. The first noteworthy ineci-
dent was the arrest, after a great deal
of trouble, of a buxom equestrian suf-
fragette, who tried to penetrate the
police cordon to take a message to the
premiery Next appeared the deputa-
tion under command of Mrs. Pank-
hurst, and it was received by the
crowd with wild cheers.

Slaps Officer in Face.

Escorted by the police, the deputa-
tion arrived at St. Stephen's entrance
to parliament, where it was met by
Chief Inspector Scantlebury, who
handed Mrs. Pankhurst a letter from
the premier, regretting his inability to
receive the deputation.

Angrily throwing the letter to the
ground Mrs. Pankhurst exclaimed: “I
stand on my rights as the King's sub-

The police tried to induce the wo-
‘he mud. There were crtes of
men to disperse quietly and then be-
gan to take the members of the depu-
tation by the arms to lead them away,
To the surprise of the spectators, who
were massed around the entrance,
Mrs. Pankhurst slapped Inspector Jar-
vis in the face, kneocking his cap in
“Shame,” and several of the specta-
tors told the suffragette leader that
she had no provocation to do such a
thing.

A moment later another member of
the deputation, Mrs. Saul Solomon,
knocked off the inspector's cap a sec-
ond time, while others made deter-
mined attempts to rush the cordon of
police. Eventually the entire deputa-
tion was placed under arrest.

Many Notables Arrested.

By this time a second deputation had
left Caxton Hall, accompanied by some
bundreds of suffragettes and others,
and an attempt was made to reach
the House of Commons through the
underground passage, leading from
Westminster Bridge. This, too, was
unsuccessful, but for two hours the
whole district was in a state of uproar
the police difspersing the crowds and
arresting women by the wholesale.

Mrs. Hoodless opensa
by pointing out that in the equipment
of public and high schools of this
province. for manual training, while
provision is made for the interests of
the boys, little or no attention is given
to the claims of the girls, notwith-
standing that about one-half the
pupils are girls, the majority of whom
must work for their.livelihood.

Seminary and St. Mark's Church., Of
the total consideration $60,000 is sald
to have been paid for these buildings,
An agreement was entered into by
which the seminary, if it so desires,
may occupy part of the land rent free
until Oct. 18, 1910. The church, how-
ever, must be removed sixty days after
notice is given by the baseball club.

The advent of the American Asso-
ciation in Chicago probably will cause
bitter war between it and the two
major leagues. This city always has
been considered sacred territory by
the American and National lLeagues,
and their Influence with the national
commission, the high court of base-
ball, will undoubtedly be exerted to
have the invading organization de-
clared an “outlaw.”

the date on which the message was
sent. The police have also accounted
in Jdetail for the movements of the
body, as it was hurried hither and
thither in panic, after the crime, up
to the moment of its discovery in the
bedroom of Leon Ling, over an Eighth
avenue chop-suey restaurant,

But though the detective force has a
dozen men in neighboring towns of
New Jersey and Inspector MecCafferty
reiterated tonight his statement that
the murderer would be caught, noth-
ing is known positively by which it
may be inferred that his capture 1is
nearer than it has been at any time
during the past week.

The facts as to the movements of
the body in New York, now added to
the details previously unearthed, con-
cerning the trip to Newark, came out
through Arthur Logan, an express-
man in the employ of the Constitution
Express Company of this city, who told
this afternoon that at 12:30 p.m. on
June 9, the day of the murder, a lean,
light-colored Chinaman, agreeing per-
fectly with the description of Leon
Ling, called at his office and told him
that he wanted a trunk carted from
the top floor of No. 782 Eighth avenue
to the address of a Chinese laundry,
which his book entry shows as Wab
Kee, No. 370 West One Hundred and
Twenty-sixth street,

Expressman’s Story.

‘When Logan entered the Eighth ave-
nue house shortly afterward he found
Leon Ling walting for him at the top
of the fourth flight of stairs. The
door to his rooms stood open, but It
was so dark that the place looked to
the expressman like a cave. All the
shades were drawn. In fact, he dil
not see the trunk until he stumbled
it, but he noticed that the door to
the adjoining room was ajar and that
four Chinaman, who queues,
were moving about in the  obscurity.
This 1g the door that Chung Sin, Leon
Ling’s intimate friend, who is de-
tained as @ witness, bas sworn was
closed.

Logan lifted the trunk, with the help
of his regular assistant, and, thou
he is a strong man, found it heavy. He
noticed that it was stoutly roped. It
was 1 o’clock in the afternoon when
he left the house and 4 o’clock before
he got to the Harlem address. There
he found Wah Kee waiting for him.

Fifty cents had been the charge
agreed upon with Leon Ling. Wah
Kee knew of it in advance, so the ex-
pressman thinks, and his views are
shared by the police.

The June crop bulletin of the Ontario
department of agriculture has been
issued, and is as follows:

Owing to the unusually wet, cold,
and generally backward spring, vegeta-
tion wag greatly checked, and in many
localities but little sowing or planting
had been done when the schedule for

the May bulletin was sent to corre-
spondents. It was deemed advisable,
therefore, to ask for further informa-
tion, and the following is a statement
of conditions on or about the 22nd of
June:

The Weather—April wasg an unusual-
| ly wet and cold month, and early sow-
ing was hindered. The first half of
{ May was also unfavorable to farm op-
‘erations, and as a consequence spring
lsowlng was very backward at the end

of that month. However, a general
;rainfall about the 17th of June, fol-
! lowed by warm weather, sent growth
i along with a bound, and spring ecrops
were fast approaching normal condi-
tions

Fall Wheat — As  correspondents
wrote, fall wheat was heading out, be-
j ing about a week or ten days later than
usual. While some correspondents
| speak of the likelihood of a large yield,
| fully as many describe the fields as
y being thin or spotty on low-lying or

undrained soils. A considerable area
| was plowed up, and more would have
been bhut for the wet condition of the
ground, and the faet that grass had
been sown with the wheat. Many of
| the patchy spots were resown with
barley or oats. Taken on the whole,
the June prospects for fall wheat are
decidedly better than those of May.
Clover—Hay, like fall wheat, will be

variable in yield, ranging from light

‘to heavy, even in the same localities,
but the present outlook for the crop

Roots.—Roots were sown on the late
side, and were only showing up when
correspondents wrote, Turnips were
promising well, although many fields
had been purposely held back in order
to escape the louse. Mangels were not
doing so well, and some patchy places
had to be resown with turnips. Wheare
grown sugar beets were looking well.

Fruit.—Blossoming was lage but
full, and there has been a more gen-
eral setting of fruit than in ordinary
years. Apples will likely turn out
satisfactorly, for although early var-
ieties will be secarce, the more valuable
winter varieties promise a big yield.
Pears will be only fair. The latest re-
ports regarding peaches put the prob-
able yield as medium; in some places
the trees have been attacked by curl
leaf. Plums are likely to be a full
crop, taking the province as a whole,
although in some of the St. Lawrence
and Ottawa counties a number of trees
are said to have been “blasted.” Cher-
ries will yield from fair to large crops.
Grapes promise an average yield, and
small fruits generally will do well un-
less drougth sets in early.

REIGHTER
SINKS TORONTO FERRY

Latter Rammed as She Lay in
Her Dock and Is Sent to
the Bottom.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Toronto, June 30.—The steamer John
Hanlan, of the Toronto Ferry Com-
pany’s fleet, is lying in the slip at the
foot of Bay street a complete wreck
as the result of a collision which oc-
curred shortly after & o’clock this
morning. The big steel freighter, H.
M: Pellatt, of the Canadian Lake and
Ocean Navigation Company’s line, was
coming into dock at the west side of
the slip, and in some way or othar
failed. to stop. The captain is said
to have dropped his anchors in an ef-
fort to avoid a collision, but the Pel-
latt drove straight on, cutting right
through the stern of the Hanlan and
sinking her. The steel nose of the
freighter then rammed the dock tear-
Ing it to pieces, and backed out. The
Hanlan turned over and sank.

No explanation of the accident is
offered by Captain Wm. Anderson of
the Pellatt. The freighter came out
of the collision with her bows scraped
but otherwise undamaged. Loss is
about $5,000. The John Hanlan is one
of the oldest ferries in commission
this year. She was rebullt this spring
being supplied with a new hull, and
was to that extent a new boat. A
week ago she collided withh a scow
and! had to have some of the planking
in her bow replaced. The Pellatt in
ramming the Hanlan narrowly missed
damaging the big $75,000 ferry Blue-
bell, which was lying at the east dock.
