BRITISH NAVY DEVELOP-

With the admiralty censorship lift-

t Romance of :
$ Old London :
.?l‘.hree or four hundred years ago

London, was a very, very much small-
er place than it i{s to-day. What is

now almost the heart of the great
city was then the outgkirts. In those
days there was a Maypole in the

Strand and butts for archery in the
meadows by the river, where the ap-
prentices went to learn to shoot, on
Bunday afternoons, as soldiers go to
the rifle butts to-day Then, too the
roads were very bad, and people went
80 much by water that the Thames
wag almost the principal street in the
city. They called it taking a-pair ot
oars, just as they talk of taking a
taxi now. Instead of many bridges,
as there are in these days, there was

only one bridge across the river, a
stone bridge covered with great
gabled wooden houses, carved and

gilded, some of them four tall stor-
ies in helght.

Now not far from the Middlesex
end of the great bridge, when Henry
V111, was still King of England, there
lived & very famous city merchant, a
member of the Clothworkers Com-
pany, who was called Master Willlam
Hewett Now 8ir William, as he
afterward became, owned a great
house in Philpot Lane, withdn the city
walls, where he lived with his wife
and one Ittle daughter called Anne.
In this house also, after the manner of
the times, lived his apprentices, one
of whom, Edward Osborne, was, like
bis master, one day to be knighted,
and to be a Lord Mayor of London
also, as well as becoming the an-
cestor of the Dukes of l.eeds. Now
apprenticeship in those days was very
different from anything it has become
since An apprentice came as a boy,
almost as a child, into his master's
house, and during the seven, or even
nine long years that he remained, was
practically a member of the family.
In the old ballad of “Sally in Our Al-
ley" it will be remembered that the
writer makes the apprentice sing of

Practichay nothing; ten pennles,
perbaps, for each of tne early years,
and perhaps, ten shillings for the last,
Alter that he was at lvery o sel uwp
in business on his own account. He
learned his master's trade, but he was
&iso his master rvant, waiting on
him st meals, running his errandy,
making himselt generally useful in the
house, and carrying the family prayer
books to church on Sunday.

This was the sort of life to which
little Bdward Osborne came, when he
arriyed In London, from Kent, to be
bound apprentiee to the worthy Mas-
ter Willlam Hewitt, clothworker, of
Philpot Lane. You may see Master
Hewett to-day, n his picture on the
walls of Hornby Castle, looking very
much as he must have looked when
he trod those old London cobblestones,
more than three centuries ago. And
you may see, in another picture, Ed-
ward Osborne as he, too, looked, when
he had become & great merchant
prince, in the relgn of good Queen
Bess. In King Henry's time, how-
ever, Edward was a young apprentice,
learning to be a clothworker by day,
and on holidays and Sundays shoot-
ing at the butts or dancing at the May-
pole in the Strand One day, wheth-
er it was that he had been sent with
little Mistress Anne, then a tiny child,
and her nurse to one of the great
houses on London Bridge, or whether,
for some reason, the family was ac-
tually staying in one, an event hap-
pened which changed his whole life,

London Bridge, as Master Hewett
and Edward Osborne knew it, passing
across It to the archery butts, at
Newington, or to the Bear Garden,
on Bankside, was the old stone bridge

built by Peter of Cole Church, al-
most four centuries belore. It was a
tall bridge, 1ifting itself sixty feet

above the water, without the buildings
which covered it so completely that
it represented an almost continuous
street or tunnel of gate-houses, with
huge latticed, orlel windows hanging
out over the river on either side. It

was standing in one of these deep
oriels, with the door of the lattice
pushed open, that little Mistress

Anne's maid permitted her tiay charge
to lean out and. fall into the river,
rushing between the piers, eighty or
a hundred feet below. And it was,
then, that Edward Osborne, jumped
through the open casement, into the
river below, caught and held the tiny
maiden until they were both taken on

board a passing wherry From that
moment Master William appears, to
have decided that his apprentice

should become his son-in-law, and so
his heir, for he had no other chil-
dren. When Anne grew up her wealth
and beautiy brought many brilliant
suitors to the great house in Philpot
Lane. Of these the most important
was the yvoung Earl of Shrewsbury.
But Sir William, for he had been
knighted and been elected Lord May-
or in 1559, would have none of them.
“No,” he would say, “Osborne saved
her, and Osborne shall have her.” And
80, one day in the year 1562, Edward
Osborne wes married to Anne Hewett,
and became, in due course, himself the
master of the great house in Philpot
Lane to which he had come, as a
boy, to be his father-in-law's appren-
tice.

Edward become Lord Mayor, he nasat
have gone to Westminster by the riv-
er, in the great gilded barge of the
Corporation, with the Lady Mayoress
sitting by his side, over those waters
from which he had rescued her as a
mere baby in days when he himself
was only a child.
