. deliverance that has ever been made in con.
W nection with the bringing down of a budget.
The wusual dry details of balance sheet and
estimated rcceipts and expenses, were en-
livened by a series of charges, all backed up
by apparently conclusive evidence, against
the members of the late Norquay Government
and many of the chief officials of the Depart-
ments holding office under them, Mr, Jones,
in short, stated that, upon coming into office,
the Greenway Government discovered that
every cent of the Provincial money had been
stolen, and that fraud, forgery and robbery
had been systematically carried on for years
under the previous administration, The rea-
son for the sudden departure across, the line of Messrs. Hamilton
and Wilson a few months ago was made manifest—those worthies
had been boodlingand were afraid of the law. Direct charges were
made against other members of the late Cabinet, and it was
announced that some of them will be prosecuted criminally. Mr.
Norquay, who was the only representative of the accused present in
the House, made an attempt to reply to Mr. Jones, but beyond
l1:1'ote.',ling his personal innocence, and declaring that he bad no

nowledge of the wrong-doingof his colleagues and officials, he
could do nothing to break the force of the tremendous revelation.
It is reassuring to observe that the Conservative party of the Pro-
vince does not undertake the championship of its implicated lead-
ers—which would go to show that Toryism does not necessarily

mean crookedness. The sentiment of decent men of all parties is

with the new Government in its determination to give the accused
persons a fair trial, and punish them, if declared guilty, to the
full extent of the law. Itis time that the outside world should
understand thatjin Canada stealing the public money is not consid-
ered a mere error of politics. We have too long allowed the line
between statescraft and criminality to be blurred, and wz have suf-
fered for itin the estimation of our neighbors.

RESTRICTION o5. FREEDOM,—It does seem very queer that it
should be necessary to make pictures and write articles in this
enlightened day to enforce what looks like a self-evident truth—
that Freedom is preferable to Imprisonment, Outside of the all-im- -
portant realm of trade, the man who would deny such a proposi-
tion'would be watched with concern by his anxious friends.

Grir
doesn’t care how much other people may bow down to the Philoso- -
pher of Restriction ; in GRIP's opinion he is an illogical and absurd

_ Ass, whose teachings wouldn’t be tolerated for a moment amongst

sane pecple, if they concerned anything but business.
